The original concept was for 
a group ranging in age from 8-
J5. Some 35 potential choir 
members auditioned, and 
Atwood and Williams took 
about 25. 

"We thought it would be 
great to develop a show choir 
so kids could use their talents," 
said Atwood, who opened 
Village Music when Arnoldt 
closed some five years ago. 
"Kids were taking lessons, but 
they weren't really using what 
they were learning." 

Atwood auditions new 
singers each year, to replace 
those who have outgrown the 
group or have left for other 
reasons. Last fall, when she 
finished setting up the current 
crop of talent, Atwood noticed 
the talent level had picked up 
significantly. 

While all of the choirs have 
been talented, she said, this 
particular group seemed to 
come together. That's when 
Atwood started thinking 
about taking them on "tour." 

"It's a major challenge, 
because you never know what 
you're going to get when the 
new group comes together," 
Atwood said. "With this 
group, it was scary, because 
they are really good. Finally, I 
had a group where everything 
came together."

interest. A Speedway station 
did not sign the petition to par-
ticipate in the project. 

According to Tony Minghine, 
finance and budget director, 
Speedway would not be 
charged under the district since 
it has access off Michigan 
Avenue and would receive little 
benefit from the project. 

"We are proposing to reduce 
the overall cost of the assess-
ment by the amount that gas 
station represents," Township 
Supervisor Tom Yack told the 
board. 

"Another question that was 
raised was the length of the 
SAD - we are proposing it 
would be 15 years, not 10." 

In addition, Wayne County 
has agreed to pay 20 percent of 
the construction cost.

In other business, the board: 
8 Approved granting a 50 

percent tax abatement for three 
years to Greenfield Die and 
Manufacturing Corp. on 
Haggerty Road. The company, 
which primarily processes steel, 
plans a $3.6 million expansion 
project that it estimates will 
add 15 new employees. 

9 Approval compensation 
increases for members of the 
Planning Commission, Merit 
Commission, Zoning Board of 
Appeals and Tax Board of 
Review. Planning commissioners 
would receive an increase from 
$60 a meeting to $80; Merit 
Commission and ZBA members 
from $50 a meeting to $60; and 
Tax Board of Review members 
from $9.50 an hour to $10. 
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"We're going to take some of the 
smaller offices and consolidate them 
into larger ones" she said, "which 
gives us the flexibility to give better 
hours because you have more people 
to work with.

ly begin classes in August. 

"The Bridge program targets 
at-risk incoming ninth graders, 
kids who have not done as well 
as they could have in middle 
school," said McCoy. "The pre-
sumption is that they are capa-
ble of doing the work, and have 
done well in elementary 
school. We're concerned they 
won't make a solid transition 
into high school." 

The objectives of the pro-
gram are to initiate students to 
the resources at the Park, 
introduce students to some of 
the staff and programs avail-
able and tour the campus so on 

the first day of school they are 
familiar with their new sur-
roundings. 

"We work a lot on self explo-
ration" said McCoy. "We use 
the career center, computer 
labs and a writing project so 
they can see who they are indi-
vidually, as a student, as a fam-
ily member, as a peer." 

In fact, students who are 
chosen to participate in the 
Bridge program don't spend 
time doing conventional learn-
ing activities, but instead dis-
cover how to create a Web site, 
a videotape and PowerPoint 
presentations. 

"We decided to move away 
from the book, paper and pen-
cil kind of learning experience 
because that's not been suc-
cessful for these kids" said 
Gooding. "They're getting the 
communication and writing 
skills, but in a different format. 
Creating and producing is a 
fabulous way to get kids moti-
vated and re-ignited to learn 

again." 
The Bridge program, now in 

its third year, usually has a 
waiting list. However,'with the 
help of a $25,000 Wayne 
County grant, McCoy and 
Gooding have room for anoth-
er 20 students before classes 
begin on June 23. 

"Personally, I thought the 
program was phenomenal for 
me," said Paul Jouney of 
Plymouth Township. "It refo-
cused me and made me want 
to go to school." 

Jouney was one of those at-
risk eighth graders, entering 
high school with a 1.2 grade 
point average and completing 
his freshman year with a 3.1 . 
GPA. 

"It showed me that I cared 
about myself, and other people 
cared about me, and they were 
willing to support me in my 
decisions "said Jouney. "They 
don't make you do the work, 
but will support you." 

McCoy said the Bridge pro-

gram uses team building, 
problem solving and adventure 
challenges in groups of about a 
dozen students, who work with 
teachers and student mentors. 

Parents are also required to 
take an active role in the 
Bridge program, meeting with 
students each Tbesday from 
7:30-9 p.m. 

"We redly emphasize com-
munication skills in the fami-
ly," said McCoy. "We're com-
mitted to the notion that kids 
live in families, and we want to 
support the families as well as 
the individual student." 

"It's an effort to get them to 
buy back into school, making 
appropriate choices and acting 
in a positive way," added 

Gooding Mid McCoy have 
tracked some of the students 
through their freshman year, 
and said the results are 
encouraging.

Voters should 
be embarrassed 

Shame on all the registered voters in the Plymouth-
Canton school district who didn' t bother to vote in 
Monday's annual election. The less than 4-percent 
turnout is downright pathetic and a turnout for which 
voters should be ashamed. 

In an election in which four candidates spent time and 
effort to run for election - an election that determines 
who will be among the district leaders - only 2,734 of a 
total 74,000 registered voters cared enough to vote. 

That lack of interest in who is leading the school dis-
trict that educates more than 17,000 students - your chil-
dren - of course won't stop parents in the coming year 
from complaining about something - even though, at 
least according to the turnout they didn't care enough 
when their voice really counted. 

So why bother with an election that costs everyone 
money? These few voters who turned out at the polls may 
just as well have stood on their front porches or in their 
driveways and shouted their candidate preference. The 
chorus may not have been loud, but it certainly would 
have been cheaper for the district. And by the way, cheap-
er for you the voters. In the end, it's the voters who open 
their pocketbooks. 

Let's see just how much you opened your pocketbooks 
to the school district, the one from which voters turn 
away when asked to cast an important vote. In 2002, 
Canton Township homestead taxpayers paid 11.1043 mills 
to the school district out of their total tax levy of 33.0342 
mills. That's nothing to sniffle at, nor to ignore. 

Let's also consider that the paltry minority of voters 
elected incumbent Mark Slavens and newcomer Richard 
Ham-Kucharski. The Observer endorsed these candidates 
and, of course, is glad they were elected. However, what 

"about the other 71,266 voters? Can all of you live with our 
choice and the choice made by 2,734 of your neighbors? 
Hope so. Now it's a done deal. 

We sure hope you enjoy our choices for your children 
and your school district in the next four years. 

When talking trash, 
problem begins here 

Apparently when it comes to Canadian trash we're mad 
as heck and we're not going to take it anymore. 

That's what area politicians have been hearing from 
their constituents over the last few months since it became 
widely known that Toronto was trucking all its trash over 
the Ambassador Bridge to a landfill in Sumpter Township. 

Recently public hearings began to gauge just how vocif-
erous this opposition is and drjiw support for a drawer full 
of proposed state legislation to either limit, clean up or de 
facto ban trash from Canada and neighboring states. As 
many legislators know, several of these well-intentioned 
proposals will not pass constitutional muster but will 
make voters feel better about their representatives. 

The sticking point is Sec. 8, paragraph 3 of the U.S. 
Constitution which grants to Congress the power "to reg-
ulate commerce with foreign nations and among the sev-
eral states, and with the Indian tribes." Congress in turn 
has approved the North American Free Trade Agreement 
that allows private landfills to take Canadian trash and 
allows Canadian landfills to take American trash, includ-
ing quite a bit from Michigan (some of it hazardous). 

Stepped up state inspections of landfills have discov-
ered t h a t Canadian t rash is actually cleaner than 
Michigan genera ted t r a sh (which isn ' t as bad as 
Wisconsin and Indiana trash). 

The agitation has been important in focusing public 
attention on the whole issue of waste and landfills. Some 
of the proposed legislation has real merit in improving 
inspections, restricting various kinds of potentially haz-
ardous waste and expanding efforts to recycle rather than 
dump such materials as bottles, cans and batteries. 

Sen. Debbie Stabenow is pursuing efforts in the U.S. 
Senate to require that imported trash meet the standards 
already set by the Environmental Protection Agency 
within the terms of NAFTA. We also support efforts to 
increase landfill fees, paid to local and county govern-
ments, which will make it more expensive for other states 
and Ontario to send their waste here. 

We also support legislation to expand the bottle and can 
deposit law to include more categories (such as water and 

We also support more community recycling programs. 
The problem isn't foreign waste. The problem is waste 

afid finding the best, safest ways to handle it., 
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Canton Clerk Terry Bennett testified with state. Rep. Phil LaJoy, R-Canton, in Lansing in support of a 
ballot, regardless of the reason.

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Cutting the distinction between 
hard news and private scandal 

'Power 

All it took to get Detroit Mayor Kwame 
Kilpatriek off the front pages was for 
Oakland County Executive Brooks Patterson 

to get special treatment when pulled over for, urn, 
"erratic* driving. The public embarrassments of 
the mayor and the executive are by now well-
known. 

What I think deserves some reflective consider-
ation, however, is the proper treatment of such 
cases by the news media — assuming for a 
moment the media are capable of going beyond 
the National Enquirer school of scandal-monger-
ing for its own sake. In the case of this newspaper, 
we try to draw a distinction between the private 

behavior of public officials and 
instances where private behav-
ior runs the risk of jeopardizing 
the integrity of public office. 

Over 3ie years, we have 
known of a fair number of cases 
where local officials — mayors, 
judges, city council members — 
have been inclined to have one 
too many as they leave the golf 
course or display a fondness for 
members of file opposite sex 
who are not their spouses. 

Our standard in such cases is 
that if the behavior does not 

interfere with responsible and ethical conduct of 
public office, we consider such peccadilloes a pri-
vate matter and, therefore, not to be fit subject for 
news coverage. 

But should a judge, for example, actually pre-
side over a trial when inebriated, we would find a 
way to dig into the story aggressively. 

Why? Because a drunk judge sitting on the 
bench at a trial is a judge that has cast aside the 
integrity of his public office. This standard of 
pews coverage, I believe, is rather more rigorous 
in defining news than that commonly used by the 
big city papers or TV stations. 

Why? Because the kind of journalism we prac-
tice in this hometown newspaper — community 
journalism — is one that balances our journalistic 
commitment to fairness and objectivity with the 
simultaneous feet that as community journalists 

wearemembersofthe«ommunity'we-ccrv,erimd)— 
hence, have an obligation to consider the conse-
quences of our news judgment. 

I have seen too many instances where public 
reputations of decent and reasonable people were 
ruined just because a newspaper editor decided to 
print a story about a private misdeed. I've been 
thinking how this standard would be applied to 
both Mayor Kilpatriek and Executive Patterson, 

In Kilpatrick's case, three items gained lots of 
press coverage: The size and conduct of his secu-
rity detail, the "wild parties'* at the Manoogian 
Mansion and the firing of the deputy police chief. 

The size of the security detail is fit for news cov-
erage, if only because it has to do with the profli-

gate expenditure of tax dollars spent on the 
mayor's security. 

And if members of the detail are driving while 
drunk or cheating on their overtime reports, the 
mayor should be held publicly accountable for 
failure to supervise subordinates properly. 

Are 'Svild" parties at the mayor's private resi-
dence "news" under this standard? I think not, as 
long as they are private and do not involve viola-
tions of the law. 

And if the assertions about the firing of the 
deputy chief are correct — that he was fired 
because his investigations got too close to the 
mayor — that constitutes wholesale dereliction of 
public duty for hizzonor and deserves front page 
treatment. 

In the case of Brooks Patterson — whom I like 
personally and whom I admire for his quick wit 
and sense of humor — the issue is pretty clear. 

My company publishes newspapers in Oakland 
County, where Patterson is the big boss and by all 
accounts a very effective executive. 

It's been common knowledge to my editors and 
reporters that Patterson from time to time likes to 
hoist a few, especially in the company of his vari-
ous cronies. 

But up to now, this kind ofbehavior has largely 
been kept in private and hence has largely stayed 
out of the news columns. 

I think this is proper, as up to now there has 
been little evidence Patterson's drinking habits 
have adversely affected the conduct of his public 
office or provably broken the law. 

In the most recent case, however, Patterson 
very likely was driving while under the influence. 
There is clear evidence that his erratic driving 
patterns could have endangered others. 

And I cannot escape the conclusion that the 
Oakland County sheriff deputies who hauled him 
over failed to treat him as a likely drunken driver 
because they were scared to book the big boss. 

Patterson will not formally be charged with vio-
lating the law, if only because there is no conclu-
sive evidence that would justify charging him 
with driving while under the influence. 

All this is and will be all over the front pages of 
the papers, properly in my view and not as 

the distinction between hard news and mere pri-
vate scandal is not easy, especially under deadline 
pressure and when the facts are never as clear as 
one would wish. 

It's especially hard for us community journal-
ists — whose obligations run simultaneously to 
accuracy and making an impact on the communi-
ty—to have a civil regard for the distinction 
between private behavior and public display.

Volunteers donned grubby 
clothes and protective gloves 
Saturday morning to celebrate 
and clean the Rouge River and 
its watershed. 

Friends of the Rouge's 17th 
Rouge Rescue/River Day 
attracted more than 1,000 vol-
unteers to 23 sites in Wayne 
and Oakland counties, accord-
ing to FOTR Managing 
Director Carolyne Foster-
McCaughey.. 

"All feedback has been really 
positive," said Foster-
McCaughey. "Volunteers had a 
great time and were really 
enthusiastic." 

REDEFINING REMOVAL 

For the second year, logjams 
and woody debris were selec-
tively removed from the Rouge. 

- "It used to be that when there 
were trees and logjams in the 
water we'd send in groups with 
chainsaws to take them out," 
said Bob Patterson, a commu-
nity development specialist for 
the City of.West! and, "What we 
found was that by clearing 
everything out the water was 
flowing too fast and eroding 
the banks of the river." 

Woody debris is now man-
aged and left in as natural a 
state as possible. In Livonia, 
80 volunteers worked at 
T&rabusi Creek, where a 25-
foot long by 10-foot wide 
channel was cleared through 
fallen logs and bramble. 

"They have to be very pre-
cise in breaking it open (and) 
redistributing the wood along 
the banks where there's signs 
of erosion," said Sharon 
Sabat, Livonia Recreation 
supervisor for community 
resources who has coordinat-
ed the project for 15 years. 
"The actual habitat was being 
disturbed,"

"I don't understand why peo-
ple do this" said Erin Hitchcock, 
working with her husband, 
Joshua, to drag a soggy, room-
sized piece of carpeting from the 
river in Bedford Township. 
"Theyjust dump this stufij and 
in the water of all places."
