Extra hours, run
event may cover
city expenses

The Plymouth Fall Festival is
hoping a new 5K run and
extended hours will keep the
annual gathering from going
financially into the red.

As a result of the city’s budg-
et crunch, city commissioners
earlier this year cut back subsi-
dies to many of the downtown
events for police and municipal
services. That means this year,
the Fall Festival will pay the
nearly $16,000 for city services
which had been absorbed by

. the city the past five years.

Mark Baldwin, president of
the Fall Festival committee,
said he got the idea of a
run/walk from Northville and
its Jingle Bell Run.

“I figured if they could get
500 people to run on a mid-
December morning, and pay
money to do it ... the light bulb
went on,” he said. ’

Baldwin said the festival —
scheduled for Sept. 5-7 — is
hoping to raise $5,000 by
charging $15 to participants in
either the 5K run or 2 1K walk,
and soliciting corporate spon-
sorships. The event will begin
and end at the Plymouth
Cultural Center.

“We'll also be cutting back on
some of the paid entertainment,
and have only two stages,’
Baldwin said. “That will save us
another $2,000 between the
stage rental and the engineering
that goes with it.

“Some of the entertainment
- on Saturday afternoon was
going on while people were
doing other things, so we'll try
to get some local bands during
that period and give them
some exposure,” he added.

Thus far, the only entertain-
ment scheduled for the week-
end festival is a return of musi-
cian Alexander Zonjic, his
third year performing at the

Most of the remainder of the.
money lost could be made up
from having carnival rides stay
open an hour later, until 11
p.m. Last year, city commis-
sioners wouldn’t allow the fes-
tival to stay open past 10 p.m.
However, after taking away the
subsidy, commissioners decid-
ed to let the activities remain
open an hour later Friday and
Saturday nights to raise more
money. The festival will contin-
ue to close at 6 p.m. Sunday,

“The carnival people tell us
that’s a crucial hour,” Baldwin
said. “On Friday, the high =
school football game doesn’t
get out until about 9:30 p.m., -
and kids don’t have a chance to
get downtown for the rides and
food booths.” ’

The carnival generated
$22,500 for the Fall Festival -
committee, which is about one-
third of the festival’s revenues.

Baldwin said the festival
committee is hoping to “pump
up” the beer tent. Three years
ago it brought in about $5,000,
but slipped to about $2,500
last year because of bad weath-
er and poor visibility.

“We'll try to get a big screen
TV in there, and maybe get
some of the restaurants to
donate trays of food, to get.
people more excited about
going there,” Baldwin said.

This year, community and
nonprofit groups will pay a flat
rate of $350 to have a fund-
raising booth at the Fall
Festival. In previous years,
groups paid a fee plus 25 per-
cent of their net proceeds to
participate, sometimes costing
them more money than this
year's fee. :

Last year, the Fall Festival
committee reimbursed the
groups a total of $10,000 from
the surplus. Other events sched-
uled this year include a classic
car show, Optimist Club pet .
show, the Kiwanis Club pancake
breakfast and the Rotary Club
barbecue chicken dinner.

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Pay-to-play not
the only option

Plymouth-Canton Schools’ Superintendent Jim Ryan is
caught between a rock and a very hard place as he contin-
ues to try to balance the school district’s budget.

‘He's got to make up a $5.6 million deficit this year, and -

stands on the precipice of an even deeper hole next year.
He’s cut from every line item imaginable, and now is
forced to shave some $250,000 from the district’s athletic
budget.

The first and, to some, most obkus thing to do is go to

pay-to-participate for sports programs. To us, that seems.
like balancing the budget on the backs of students and -

families, some of whom can’t afford it.

That’s why we hope the pay-to-participate is a one-
time, near-term Band-Aid as the district finds ways to
either increase revenues or cut expenses.

The plan presented to school board members last week
calls for athletes to pay a straight $125 fee for the year, no
matter how many sports they play. At first blush, the nat-
ural reaction is to say, “So what? ThlS is an afﬁuent dis-
trict, and $125 is not a lot of money”

That's probably true for a lot - maybe even the majority
- of families in the area. But it’s certainly not true for all
of them. And what about families who have several ath-
letes? At $125 a crack, it can add up.

Of course, the athletic budget should be subject to cuts
just as much as any other line item to which Ryan has
taken the knife. No one is suggesting the district’s athletic
department should be immune to cuts.

But perhaps there are other cuts that can be made. For
instance, does the district really need three athletic direc-
tors? Would one athletic director be able to handle the
load? Perhaps one director with an assistant, who would,
naturally, draw lower wages and benefits.

Is there other fat to be trimmed in the athletic budget"
Is the district getting the best deals it can on equipment
and supplies? Are there any kinds of corporate sponsor-
ships available?

The music boosters are conductlng a fund-raiser by
marketing a CD with music from the various groups,
seeking business sponsors to help fund uniforms and
other expenses. The hockey boosters fund the hockey pro-
gram in its entirety. Are there similar opportumtles for
the other sports?

Pay-to-participate, even on this limited basis, is a first
step toward a shppery slope we hope the district can
avoid. This years $125 price tag for the year could turn
into next year’s $125 price tag for each sport.

Sports are an integral part of a school district’s curricu-
lum, teaching kids about life, about teamwork, about
. winning and losing, success and failure. Before we price

them right out of range, we should make sure we've done

all we can to make sure the chance to experience those
benefits exists for all students.

Connerly initiative
poor choice for state

Several Republican legislators have signed on to sup-
port a ballot initiative banning racial preferences in
Michigan.

The leader of this campaign is Sacramento developer
and University of California Regent Ward Connerly, a
conservative African-American who successfully led a
similar campaign in California several years ago.

Connerly’s initiative is racially divisive and intellectual-
ly and ethically dishonest. The proposal is a backlash to
the measured Supreme Court decision in two cases
involving the University of Michigan, which upheld the
principle of considering race in admission policies while
rejecting a point system and quotas.-

The issue has divided the state Republican Party. State
GOP Chairwoman Betsy DeVos argues that such an ini-
tiative would be counterproductive and racially divisive.
She says the best way to eliminate a need for affirmative
action at the university level is to improve K-12 education
for all students.

We defend Connerly’s right to make his argument, but
we agree with DeVos that this is the wrong initiative at
the wrong time for the Wrong reasons. The U.S. Supreme
Court’s middle road ruling on race-based admissions
doesn’t need to be challenged on a Michigan ballot.

Many of those who claim a holier-than-thou support
for racial “colorblindness” were not likely to have been on
that side when black people were regularly excluded by
law or by practice from almost every aspect of American
life. The 40 years that have elapsed since Martin Luther
King’s “I Have Dream” speech have not undone 300 years
of systemic racial preferences for white people.

Yeah, grandparents

This week, the Michigan Supreme
Court struck down Michigan’s grandpar-
enting time statute as unconstitutional.
chhlgans grandparenting time statute
says grandparents may get visitation
rights when a custody matter is before
the court or when one parent is dead.
Under the statute, court-ordered visita-
tion is appropriate where a judge finds it
is in the “best interests” of the child.

In DeRose vs. DeRose, the court held
that the statute is unconstitutional
because it does not factor a parent’s deci-
sions in ordering such visitation.

In the majority opinion, Justice
Clifford Taylor wrote, “There is no indica-
tion that the statute requires deference of
any sort be paid by a trial court to the
decisions fit parents make for their chil-
dren.” This is true, the statute only
requires the child’s “best interests” to be
factored when ordering grandparenting
time.

‘While I believe the Michigan Supreme

Court made the right ruling in the matter,
I believe that the statute should be

.court, in a case called Troxel vs, Granville,

amended by the legislature to factor the
parent’s wishes. The U.S. Supreme Court ’
has held that “the interest of parentsin -
the care, custody, and control of their '
children” is a fundamental right. The

held that such third-party visitation
statutes must “accord deference to the
decisions of fit parents regarding third-
party visitation.”

Nevertheless, in Troxel, the U.S. :
Supreme Court did not hold that all non- -
parental visitation statutes were uncon-
stitutional. I have had a number of
grandparents come into my office heart- .
broken because they are denied visitation -
with their grandchildren. I also feel that
grandparents are an important influence
in a child’s life. _

In an era of broken homes and blended
families, it is paramount that the law pro-
vide a way for grandparents to be granted
court-ordered visitation. For this reason,
I would urge our legislature to waste no
time in amending our state’s grandpar-
enting time statute so that it may pass
constitutional muster by adding the deci-
sion of the parent as a factor in awarding
grandparents court-ordered visitation. .

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Minnesota’s Spam Museum testament
to traits on which country was built

here’s really only one good reason to go
to the Spam Museum in Austin, Minn.

Because it’s there.

Recently voted the No. 1 food museum in
the country by the Food Network, the Spam
Museum pays tribute not only to the most
versatile mashed meat product in the world,
but to the tenacity and entrepreneurial spirit
of two men: George A. Hormel and his son,
Jay. Together, they built an empire that now
boasts 37 food brands and hundreds of
products commonly found on local grocery
store shelves.
~ OK, so one of those prod-
ucts is Garlic Spam. Is that
really a bad thing?

I first became aware of
the Spam Museum a year
ago, while driving to see my
daughter, who lives just
north of Austin. Billboards
proclaimed the glad tid-
ings: The Spam Museum is
finally open!

This news came as no
small surprise. I've been
away from Minnesota more
than four years. Clearly, I needed to catch

up.

" Enroute to a family reunion last week

. (where the Soon-to-be-Mister was formally
introduced), we stayed a night in Austin and
with daughter in tow, trekked to this Eighth
Wonder of the World.

As we pulled into the parking lot, a uni-
formed security guard informed us the
museum wouldn’t open for another 15 min-
utes. “But.the gift shop is open. You can go
in through that door and browse until the
museum opens.”

Well, of course.

The glft shop ... there’s Just no way to
describe this monument to marketability,
We saw Spam magnets, T-shirts, pens, pen-

* cils, watches, clocks, baby clothing, basket-
balls and shot glasses. We bought a Spam
Cam, because we'd left the digital behind
and didn’t want to miss any photo ops.

There were Spam suckers, Spam key-
chains, Spam beer steins. Spammie Jammies
hungona dlsplay that announced “ONE
SIZE FITS ALL.” And when the STBM spot-
ted a pair of elastic-waisted boxers, he said,
“Look! SPAM-dex!”

, A loyal Wolverine, he also noted.th_e offi-

* cial Spam colors were maize and blue.

Coincidence? Gosh, I hope so.

When the museum finally opened (about
$62 later), we began our self-guided tour

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with an eight-minute video called, “Spam: A
Love Story.” Footage of the Spam Jam 2000
showed a very Minnesota-looking young
woman, Denise Sarafini, who declared her-
self Queen of the Spam Jam.

She even carried a magic Spam wand.

A quartet called the “Spamettes” serenad-
ed what looked like a crowd of thousands,
with songs like Mr. Spam-man, Spam-alot
and The Outta Spam Blues. People ate Spam
tacos, Spam hot dogs, creamed Spam - there
is apparently no limit to the ways this pink
brick of luncheon meat can be prepared.

Footage shot inside the plant introduced -
us to Jack, who explained the labeler he runs
packages 320 cans per minute. In all; 13 -
employees produce 3,200 cans of Spam in
20 minutes; nearly 50,000 every day.

And they don’t do it for locks or humor
alone.

People all over the world consume about
50 MILLION cans of Spam every year. It's a
staggering statistic; even more so when you
consider the biggest Spam eaters in the
country don’t come from Minnesota.

No, sir. The U.S. citizens who eat the most
Spam live in Hawaii, where it’s often served
with pineapple.

Spam travels all over the world, from
Nepal and Mt. Everest to the Great Wall of
China.

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Now, lest you think this Spam business is
all stuff and nonsense, keep in mind Hormel
donates more than $3 million every year to

charitable causes, like local food shelves and ’

the Boys & Girls Clubs of America. And
Spam isn’t Hormel’s only product.

Part of the museum is set up like a grocery

store, with Hormel meats and other food
products lined up row upon row. I found
brand names I wouldn’t have expected, like
ChiChi’s bottled salsa and House of Tsang. .
Asian foods. -

Whoda thunk? :

Our tour of the Spam museum included a
bit of history as well. George Hormel found-
ed his meat-packaging company in 1891 and
later handed the reins to son, J.C., who orig-
inated Spam. (The name, incidentally, is the
result of a contest. The winning entry com-
bined the words “spiced” and “ham”)

One of the most interesting Hormel leg-
ends had to do with an accountant hired in
the company'’s early days. He embezzled
more than $1 million from Hormel overa
period of months. George Hormel had to go

1o local bankers and borrow money to keep

his business afloat. They loaned it to him
without hesitation, based on his reputation
alone.

Hormel’s history also includes ugly labor
disputes, the most notable of which was the
Local P-9 strike of 1985-86. It followed sev-
eral years of wage concessions and battles
over safety conditions.

Not surprisingly, the Spam Museum does-
n’t have much information about that period
of time. It does have a very cool interactive
station, where you can time yourself as you
package a can of Spam and test yourself on
knowledge of the meat-packaging process.

We closed our tour with Spamples - yes,
Spamples - cubed and skewered with pret-
zels. STBM enjoyed the Turkey Spam.
Daughter and I wrinkled our noses at every-
thing but the pretzel.

Nevertheless, we found the entire experi-
ence enlightening, from the Spam—labeled
parking spots to the hlstory of Spam in the

. military.

Yes, all in all, the Spam Museum ranks
mght up there with the Paul Bunyan Camp,
the World’s Largest Dala Horse and Ole, the
Alexandria Viking - yet another reason I'm
proud to be from Minnesota.
