Technicality costs park fed grant

Plymouth-Canton Schools 
Superintendent Jim Ryan said 
he "can't understand" how the 
district lost out on a $1.4 million 
federal grant from the 
Department of Education to cre-
ate smaller learning communi-
ties at the high school park and 
he's soliciting help from 
Michigan's congressional delega-
tion to appeal. 

However, a federal education 
official said the rules are "fairly 
cut and dry," and Plymouth-
Canton should have "followed 

the rules" in applying for the 
grant. 

The school district is seeking 
the grant to implement its plan 
for ninth-grade students at 
Plymouth-Canton Educational 
Park, to keep kids from poten-
tially slipping through the cracks 
at the campus that serves 5,100 
students. 

For the first time, groups of 90 
students, 30 to a classroom, will 
share three teachers for language 
arts, science and social studies. 
Students will remain in their 
home school for the core classes, 
eliminating much of the need to 
travel among the three buildings. 

School officials believed they 
would receive the $1.4 million 
grant to implement the program 
because in 2000, Plymouth-
Canton Schools received a 
$95,000 federal grant to plan 
changes at the Park.

A high-tech inserter for adver-
tising circulars and the distribu-. 
tion center that houses it will 
help Observer & Eccentric 
Newspapers advertisers target 
their ads to the exact audiences 
they want to reach. 

The equipment and a new 
Packaging and Distribution 
Center on Industrial in Livonia 
represent a nearly $2 million 
capital investment by the 
Observer & Eccentric 
Newspapers. 

"As our volume of inserts 
increases, we'll be able to handle 
more efficient and finer zones 
for our advertisers," said Richard 
Aginian, president of 
HomeTown Communications 
Network, parent company of the 
Observer & Eccentric. 
"Advertisers want to get their 
message to their most likely cus-
tomer" 

The Newstec GMA1000 and 
two Quipp 300 Stackers replace 
two smaller Kansa inserters and 
stackers. Those machines have 
been sold to a newspaper in 

Sarnia, Ontario. 
The new equipment will make 

it possible to output 20,000 
packages of inserts an hour 
using the newspapers' Classified 
sections as jackets. This com-
pares to 7?000 to 8,000 pack-
ages with the old equipment. 

Jeff Greene, Observer & 
Eccentric assistant press and 
mail supervisor, has been pro-
moted to Packaging and 
Distribution Center manager. 
He will be responsible for day-
to-day management of the cen-
ter. Greene, a graduate of Drake 
University in Des Moines, Iowa, 
has been with the company 
since 1990. 

"This will allow us to be two to 
three times more efficient in 
output," Greene said. He said he 
has been able to cut the number 
bf shifts in half since beginning 
operations this week at the new 
facility.

The male put a black handgun 
to the employee's forehead and 
told her to hurry up and open 
the register. When she didn't 
respond immediately, the male 
walked to the coffee counter 
where a male employee was 
making coffee.

When the register was open 
the female employee began 
removing the money, but, 
Mutchler said, the robber appar-
ently-grew impatient and 
grabbed the entire money draw-
er.

Vocational and Adult 
Education for the 
Department of Education, the 
district's application was 
ruled ineligible because 
Plymouth High School is list-
ed with an enrollment of 432 
students; which doesn't meet 
the federal requirement that a 
high school applying for the 
grant have at least 1,000 stu-
dents. 

"That enrages us because 
you know that it's one park 
with three high schools," said 
Ryan. "We probably are the 
only high school in the nation 
with three buildings so close 
kids actually go to other 
buildings." 

Ryan said he doesn't believe 

the Department of Education 
looked at the entire grant, 
noting that while Plymouth 
High School officially has a 
low student count, the build-
ing has 1,700 students in it 
daily as students travel 
among the three high schools. 

Clark admitted the grant 
probably wasn't evaluated 
when the screening commit-
tee noticed the student popu-
lation of Plymouth High 
School. 

"It may be technical, but it's 
a condition of eligibility," said 
Clark. "They could have cho-
sen not to include that school 
in the application. 

"I understand their claim, 
but we were very clear appli-
cants must have enrollment 
of at least 1,000 students," 
she said. "There's no formal 
appeals process." 

Clark said an announce-

ment of who is receiving the 
grants won't be made for 
another two months. 

On Thursday, Ryan sent a 
letter to U.S. Sens. Carl Levin 
and Debbie Stabenow, seek-
ing their support in appealing 
the Department of 
Education's ruling. 

"Our Educational Park 
allows our students to travel 
to the building that houses 
the programs they need for 
future success. Thus, it is like 
having 5,100 students at one 
large high school. I beg for 
your attention and support to 
help us have our application 
reviewed again with this 
unique quality in mind," stat-
ed the letter, in part. 

Ryan said he will contact 
U.S. Rep. Thaddeus McCotter 
Monday to attempt a meeting 
with Michigan's congressional 
delegation. 

"All I need is 20 minutes," 
said Ryan. 

"This is really important to 
the school district, and it's 
good for kids." 

Lon Rutkofske, director of 
secondary education, said the 
district is still committed to 
the project. 

"Right now, we're going to 
have to find other sources of 
funding," said Rutkofske. "We 
don't think we can do it as 
well, or as in-depth, as we 
could. 

"We want to make the Park 
a more student friendly place; 
make it a protected environ-
ment for ninth graders," he 
said. "If students get behind 
in ninth grade, the chances of 
them succeeding is much 
tougher."

asked after the continuance 
was granted that a 
$200,000/10 percent bond be 
set for Bragg. Judge John E. 
MacDonald denied the request 
and remanded Bragg to the 
Wayne County jail. 

At Friday's hearing Bragg, 
wearing a white shirt and tie, 
entered the courtroom on 
crutches, his right foot in a 
cast. He sat quietly during the 
proceedings. 

The prosecution called six 
witnesses during the hearing. 

Amber McEwen, 18, of 
Belleville testified that she was 
hanging out with friends in the 
area of the crash when she saw 
a young boy riding a bike along 
Lotz Road and heard gravel 
flying as a car was coming 
south on Lotz south of the rail-
road tracks. 

She said she yelled to the boy 
to get off the road. 

"The car was speeding," she 
said. "It was speeding. It was 
probably going 90 miles per 
hour." 

She said the boy pulled his 
bike to the side of the road. 

"After the car went by I 
asked him if he was OK and he 
said yes," McEwen testified. 

The bike rider, 12-year-old 
Gary Santti, testified that after 
McEwen yelled at him he road 
his bicycle into the ditch.

"It was speeding down the 
road," he said. "Going maybe 
95 mph. Rocks were hitting me 
in the back." 

Michigan State Police 
Trooper Kevin Lucidi, a traffic 
crash reconstructionist, said he 
arrived on the scene about 5:15 
p.m. on the day of the crash. 
He took measurements and 
made various tests to attempt 
to determine the speed of 
Bragg's vehicle. 

After crossing over four sets 
of railroad tracks just north of 
the accident site, the vehicle 
went airborne, according to 
Lucidi. 

"It went about 51 feet air-
borne," he testified. "I estimate 
conservatively that it was trav-
eling about 81-89 mph." 

He testified that there was 

no evidence of braking on the 
part of the Grand Prix, 

On cross examination, 
Lucidi said that he couldn't say 
definitely whether any attempt 
was made to slow the car after 
it was back on the ground. But 
he testified that it was travel-
ing at least 71 mph when it 
struck Stevens' patrol car. 

Another MSP trooper, 
Gabriel Seibt, testified that he 
was sent to St. Joseph's hospi-
tal to check on Bragg's condi-
tion after the crash. 

He testified Bragg told him 
in the hospital that prior to the 
accident he and two friends 
had gone "bar hopping." 

"He said they were drinking 
Bud Lite," Seibt testified, "and 
that they had two to three 
beers at the first bar and two to 
three at the second." 

On cross examination, 
Simon asked Seibt if Bragg had 
been given his Miranda rights 
prior to the interview. Seibt 
said no. 

"Did you ask what time they 
started drinking and what time 
they stopped," Simon asked. 
Again the trooper answered 
no. 

After Seibt was excused, 
Moran asked for a continuance 
in order to bring another wit-
ness, the front seat passenger 
in Bragg's car, to the stand 
after his doctors give him 
clearance to travel.

His 1985 squad included the 
likes of Ron Way, Clint Straub, 
Bill Barber, Rick Tavormina, 
Mike Hammontree, Jim 
Kenyon, Doug Quartuccio, 
Shawn Dunford and Eric 
Shirley. That year, Westland 
Federation faced the Cincinnati-
based Midland Redskins, a trav-
el baseball empire constructed 
by former Michigan coach Bud 
Middaugh. The Redskins had a 
budding center fielder that year 
by the name of Ken Griffey Jr. 

Way pitched in the minors, 
while Straub and Tavormina 
had successful careers at the 
University of Detroit. 
Hammontree was a catcher for 
Eastern Michigan. 

But Westland Federation was 
a national power, too, and could 
hold its own against teams like 
the power-laden Redskins or 
the Baltimore (Md.)

He then 
served behind the scenes work-
ing for Little Caesars Amateur 
Baseball. 

"I was with him for 10 years," 
said former Pitcher assistant 
Jim Oyer, who coached for 
Westland Federation from 1983 
to 1993. "In 1995 things began 
to change because it was diffi-
cult to raise money. And Gerry 
never promised anybody a posi-
tion like some other coaches. 
He'd never tell a kid, You're my 
starting shortstop.' The only 
thing he'd say is that, You'll get 
to play.' 

"And Jerry always thought the 
AABC was the best competition. 
That was his goal, to get to the 
AABC." 

Pitcher also coached a num-
ber of players who went on to 
success not only in baseball, but 
in football (Tony Boles) and in 
hockey (Mike Donnelly).

This year they have taken 
their talents even further to 
make Friday nights a really 
special evening of racing in the 
eastern end of Rochester Hills.

"It's addictive to be competi-
tive," said Koesel, no stranger 
to racing himself as past suc-
cess in mountain bike and 
road racing competition leaves 
him a threat to win any type of 
race. "The races are much 
faster and that makes for more 
competitive racing. The expe-
rience has certainly improved 
those riders who were here 
last year." 

RACING INTO THE FUTURE 

The increase in participation 
has spun off another level of 
riders called the "Double A's." 

This group includes 
younger, less-experienced rid-
ers who compete in their own 
race, but are just as important 
to the success of the velo-
drome and hold eternal hopes 

of someday producing 
Olympic talent. 

"One of our goals was to find 
somebody with the ability and 
determination to be a part of 
the Olympic Games," the elder 
Hughes said. 'We have riders 
here with the energy to do 
that. We recently sent two rid-
ers to the Junior Nationals, so 
there are some very good rid-
ers." 

Included in that group is 15-
year-old Luke Cavender of 
Troy. In his second season of 
velodrome racing, Cavender, 
who attends Birmingham 
Brother Rice High School, 
admits he has become a better 
racer under the tutelage of 
Hughes and the 50-75 miles 
he pedals per week. 

"My times are better and I'm 
getting stronger and using bet-
ter tactics," said Cavender, who 
feels sprint races are his best. 
"I think I improved a lot in 
Madison racing, but I know I 
have to still improve my stami-
na." 

Other area riders who make 
up the "Double A's" events 
include Nick Laughton and 
Christopher Hughes, both of 
Rochester Hills. 

BANKING ON SUCCESS 

Bicycle racing rivaled only 
baseball in popularity in the 
U.S. during the early portions 
of the last century, and even 

though Dale Hughes is realis-
tic in his optimism of equaling 
those numbers, he firmly 
believes the best of this centu-
ry is just a few laps away. 

"We're thinking we've got a 
real good shot at a TV contract 
next year," said Hughes, not 
indicating to what level or 
viewership. "That would really 
increase the popularity 
because it would make more 
people aware of what we have 
here." 

Hughes points to three areas 
in which improvement has 
occurred over the last year. 

"One is the physical facility 
— we've added a tunnel, made 
the hillside more comfortable 
for the spectators and also 
paved a few areas," Hughes 
said. "Two is the riders -and 
competition. The riders have 
grown with their ability to go 
faster and do harder races. 

"And three is spectators. 
We're building a nice follow-
ing. They're appreciative of the 
racing." 

Just a couple of events on 
the velodrome schedule 
include the NAS-TRACK 
Future Championships, pitting 
'A' riders with AA' riders, on 
Friday and the return of Six-
Day racing Aug. 19-24. 

The track is open daily from 
11 a.m. to dusk for riders of all 
levels.

Clair, tie a three-way swivel to 
the end of your line. Attach a n

swivel. A strong 4 m p h current 
in the river requires a heavy 
weight to keep your offering 
near the bot tom where 
walleyes lurk.You'll have to 
play with the weight until you 
get it right, bu t plan on a cou-
ple ounces, at least.

Attach another leader to t h e 
back leg of your swivel and t ie 
on two pencil plugs, one a cou-
ple feet beh ind the swivel and 
the second a foot or two 
behind the first. 

Drop your rig over the side 
of the boat and allow the cur-
rent to float it downst ream 
until you feel the weight hi t 
bottom. Keep your sinker t ick-
ing the bo t tom and work your 
offering back and for th 
through a hole. Be ready fo r a 
bite on t h e downstroke and set 
the hook as soon as you feel 
the slightest resistance. 

A short, stout fishing rod is 
an asset fo r this type of angling 
and special rods are available 
at bait shops up and down the 
river. Boat anglers who prefer 
to troll also have good success 
using small, inch to inch-and-
a-half spoons. Again, the trick 
is to keep your lure as close to 
bot tom as possible. 

A little weight above the 
spinner helps. 

There are literally hundreds 
of holes in the landscape of t h e 
river in which you'll find fish. 
A couple of the better ones are 
near Port Huron. There's a big 
washed out hole in f ront of the 
ferry docks at the south end of 
town tha t walleyes tend to 
stackup in. Also t ry the sharp 
curve jus t downstream f rom 
Lighthouse Park. This inside 
turn forms a sweet little hole 
that holds good numbers of 
fish. 

If you don ' t have a boat don' t 
despair. You can still catch fish. 
Anglers l ineup along 
Lighthouse Park in downtown 
Port Huron and other parks 
along the river throughout t h e 
year and catch fish right f r o m 
shore. 

To fish f rom shore you'll 
need a sturdy spinning or bait 
casting outfit spooled with 2 0 
to 25-pound monofilament. 
Attach a heavy sinker, to the 
end of your line. Tie an in-line 
swivel or bead three feet above 

your sinker and cast it out into 
the river. 

Once you've found bot tom, 
rig hp a three- to five-foot 

' leader with a snap swivel on 
one end and a body bai t like a 
Bomber A, Rapala or Rebel, on 
the other. Hook the snap swiv-
el to your line, drop the ba i t in 
the water and the leader will 
slide dovyn your line unti l i t 
hits the inline swivel or bead . 

Your lure will then trail back 
behind the sinker and flutter in 
the current. You'll have to play 
with the depth of your inline 
swivel and the length of t h e 
leader to get your offering in to 
the strike zone. 

Once you're rigged and in 
the water many anglers use a 
rod holder to set their pole 
down and p u t a small cow bell 
on the end of their rod, which 
sounds an audible a la rm w h e n 
a fish hits. 

Another tactic shore anglers 
use is a s imple j ighead and 
twister tail. The key here is t o 

cast ups t ream and let your 
offering flutter downstream 
with the current. 

SIMPLE PLEASURE 

W h e n you have enough 
walleyes for dinner, here's a 
simple, b u t delicious recipe 
tha t was passed on to m e f rom 
a walleye fanatic in Canada. 

Mix equal parts of Italian 
bread crumbs with parmesan 
cheese. Dip boneless fillets in 
an egg, t hen roll them in the 
bread crumb/cheese mixture 
(for lighter breading skip the 
egg). Bake at 350-degrees in 
ungreased dish f b l 1 0 to 15 
minutes, or until fillets flake 
with a fork.

t was a silly reality .pro-
gram on television that 
presented an unexpected 

life lesson for those who 
took the time to watch. 
Surprisingly enough, the 
"contestants" weren't 
trapped in some remote 
area without food, water or 
the bare necessities. They 
weren't locked in a house, 
weren't traveling in a 
Winnebago, and some were 
well into their 30s. 

The show was about a 
group of comedians, work-
ing to be "The Last Comic 
Standing." 

How life presented itself 
in this seemingly innocuous 
summer reality show sur-
prised even the participants 
themselves. The premise: A 
group of 10 comedians, 
picked to live in a house, 
vying to be "The Last 
Comic Standing" to be 
determined through a pop-
ular vote by the American 
public 

The cast was mostly a 
group of seasoned perform-
ers, including a mom from 
New York, a 20-yeaf comic 
veteran, a slightly over-
weight woman from 
Sandusky, Ohio, and an 
obese man from Texas, the 
odds-on favorite to win the 
competition. 

Set aside from the group 
was a young Vietnamese 
comic. Energetic, ethereal, 
organized, scientific, he 
didn't fit the mold of the 
comedian, didn't seem to 
march to the same drum-
mer as the rest of the 
group. 

His name was Dat Phan. 
Quickly dismissed as a 

sure loser, Dat Phan 
became the punch line for 
the house. As the weeks 
passed, comics were chal-
lenged and eliminated one 
by one. 

As with all reality series, 
alliances formed, plots 
were hatched. But unlike 
other reality series, "Last 
Comic Standing" put the 
talent of the "contestant" to. 
the test. Each week comics 
challenged one another to 
perform in front of a live 
comedy club audience. The 
popular vote won, the loser 
left the house and the show. 

It came as a surprise to 
many that Dat Phan won in 
the head-to-head competi-
tions, again and again. 

Slowly, the residents of 
the house dwindled, from 
10 to eight to six and then, 
finally, five. 

Dat Phan had withstood 
the ridicule, had withstood 
the pranks. 

Pranks pulled by those 
left in the house suggesting 
a game of hide and seek. As 
Dat Phan ran off to his hid-
ing spot, the rest of the 
group settled in for the 
evening, reading, laughing 
and relaxing. While the 
country watched, Dat Phan 
hid for 42 minutes before 
finally realizing the joke 
was completely on him. 

For most of the show, the 
jokes were on Dat Phan. 
Jokes on how he prepared 
his stage routine while 
doing martial arts, jokes 
about the detailed charts 
and graphs he kept of his 
performances. 

Even jokes about his 
jokes were made at the 
expense of Dat Phan. 

As the final five sat on 
stage in Las Vegas for the 
last show, the show that 
would determine the win-
ner, even those jokes 
revolved around Dat Phan 
and his idiosyncrasies.

Riding respite

farren Evans has spent a lifetime 
fighting crime. 

The Wayne County sheriff, who was 
appointed in January 2003 to complete 
the unexpired term of Robert Ficano, 
who was elected Wayne County execu-
tive, began his career more than 30 years 
ago as a sheriff's deputy. 

And while Evans, 54, spends his week 
running a law enforcement department 
in one of the nation's largest counties, he 
looks forward to spending some relaxing 
time at his property in Salem Township, 
where he keeps his two Tennessee walk-
ing horses. 

"Trail riding is just pure pleasure," said 
Evans, while visiting the Wayne County 
Mounted Unit stables at Hines Park in 
Livonia. "If I ever retire from this job, I 
will be at a place that has 20 acres. 

"A horse is going to be a good friend 
and animal for 25 years; he gets to know 
you and you get to know him," he said. 
"You get a special bonding, and it gets 
real comfortable. 

"I don't dislike people, but I like to be 
able to look out and see grass and horses 
in the pasture," he said. "Urban living 
isn't something I'd like to retire to." 

Evans grew up in Detroit, and lives 
downtown. But it was his childhood 
vacations in Idlewild, Mich., that led to 
his love of horses. 

"Every summer, as a kid, we would go 
up to a black resort in Idlewild," said 
Evans. "There was this old, retired black 
cavalry Buffalo soldier who retired there; 
he bought a couple of horses and had a 
riding stable in the summer. 

"As a kid, I would ask to help him feed 
the horses, an,d he took a likirfg to me, so 
he taught me how to ride and handle 
them," Evans said. "I'd earn my keep by 
mucking out the stalls, and then I gradu-
ated to taking people on the trail as the 
lead. That's how I got used to riding, and 
I really enjoyed it." 

Evans grew to like riding so much he 
eventually bought the two horses, which 
at first were kept at a cousin's acreage in 
South Carolina. That's where the future 
Wayne County sheriff learned more 
advanced riding skills by participating in 
team penning competitions with his 
cousin and brother, earning respect for 
his expertise along the way. 

On Friday nights, the three-man team 
would compete by rounding-up calves in 
a pen, against the clock. 

"You'd ride into these places in South 
Carolina, and as soon as you drive into 
the parking lot, there is nothing but 
Confederate flags flying," said Evans. 
"You kind of get the cold shoulder. But, 
after we finished with high score enough 
times, there was some begrudging 
respect for our ability to ride." 

When former Sheriff Bill Lucas-want-
ed to begin a mounted unit in Wayne 
County, he made Evans the first com-
manding officer. 

"When I ride, I usually don't think 
about work," Evans said. "But sometimes 
on a long trail ride, I can solve every 
problem I couldn't solve all week. 
Sometimes you get into a nice, comfort-
able groove, and then you start thinking 
about what we got done during the week, 
and what I'd like to do; and then solu-
tions start coming. It's really very thera-
peutic for me." 

While Evans loves horses, he laughs 
while admitting that he also loves any-
thing with a motor. "Cars, motorcycles, a 
weedwacker, whatever" said the sheriff. 
"If it has a motor, I want one."

Got a stain? Get Don. 
"If I can't get it out, I guarantee no other

More than just an owner, Wilson actually 
has more than 50 years in the dry cleaning 
business, a feat of which, he and his family is 
proud. 

As far as that stain that wears on you 
because you think your clothes are ruined, 
Wilson has more than pride to offer in getting 
it out. Through the Institute of Dry Cleaners, 
he is a Master Spotter. It is more than a matter

In fact, when not with his 
horses, Evans enjoys riding his 
motorcycle. 

He also has three antique 
cars he helps restore. 

While being the sheriff can 
be a stressful job, Evans admits 
getting back to his roots as a 
deputy can be a stress-buster 
— much like his time with his 
horses and cars. So, after a 
hard day's work, Evans might 
head out and look for criminals 
to end his day. 

"It's, in some ways, therapeu-
tic," said the sheriff. "If I've had 
a day when I'm not ready to go 
home and relax, I can get in 
the car, go to Highland Park 
(where deputies patrol), make 
a few traffic stops, make a cou-
ple of arrests, and I'm ener-
gized and ready to go home 
and rest." 

Last month, Evans made at 
least a dozen arrests before 
going home and putting up his 
feet. 

"I get a charge out of catch-
ing crooks; I really enjoy it," he 
said. "I've always looked at it as 

a game of cops and robbers. 
They've got a job to do, I've got 
a job to do, and now which one 
of us is going to be the best at 
getting our jobs done." 

Evans said he hopes to be 
elected for at least one more 
full term and maybe a second 
before he decides to retire to 
that large acreage with his cars, 
horses and his granddaughter, 
who is 3. 

"I love my two daughters, but 
there's still a difference with a 
grandchild," said Evans, 
"because you're at a stage in 
your life when you're not wor-
ried so much about establish-
ing yourself and getting the 
bills paid, so you have a little 
time. 

"She seems like she's going to 
be a little horse person," said 
Grandpa Evans.

ment at Junction and Ford in 
Detroit. "I like people, so I 
started the route and started 
from scratch cold-calling." 

That was the real beginning 
of a lifelong career that has 
included many plants and 
stores, great customers, even 
retail customers such as Lord 
& Taylor, Victoria's Secret, 
Hudson's and the like. 

As quick as "Wilson is to docu-
ment his successful career, he 
doesn't hesitate to give lots of 

the credit to his late wife, Carole. 
"She was a master seamstress. 
She could make anything. She 
did iny books, did my bookkeep-
ing and kept me out of jail," 
Wilson said, chuckling. "She was 
so good, she could walk into a 
store, see a $1,000 gown, go 
home and make it." 

Don and Carole taught them-
selves the business of dry clean-
ing and tailoring — they used 
to own a drapery shop, too. 
From one store, they opened 
another, and then another.

Thithfully, his greatest love 
is opening the businesses, buy-
ing the equipment, setting 
standards and then selling 
them — name and all. 

"I would love to open one 
and then I would get bored," 
Wilson said, adding he has set 
up and opened as many as 13 
plants for other owners. 

Don and Carole haven't been 
the only family members in the 
business. 'All of them were 
raised in the business," Don said 
about his four grown children, 
Kathy, Cheryl, Brad and Pam. 

Only Brad and Pam decided 
they enjoyed it and are carry-
ing on with their parents' 
efforts. "When they say mom 
and pop business, that's us," 
said Pam, who presses women's 
clothing for Kingsboro. 

Pam's exuberance for the 
business is hard to hide. She's 
learned from her parents. And 
she will freely tell you dry 
cleaning is better for clothes 

than washing, An oil-based 
chlorinated solvent is used at 
Kingsboro, plus a soap-type of 
ingredient. "The solvent 
expands the fiber," she said. 
"Cleaning is much easier on 
the fabrics and fibers." 

No doubt, the Wilsons can 
tell you all about fashion. Each 
decade or years within a 
decade obviously have their 
own styles, but also their own 
unique fabrics and fibers. And 
times have changed. Today, 
casual is in and many people 
bring in their blue jeans and 
other casual clothes instead of 
washing them. 

Pam chalks that up to free 
time. "Clothes are people's 
third largest expense after 
their homes and cars," she said. 
"We are selling people their 
free time." 

One of the standards by 
which the Wilson family busi-
ness lives is doing an excellent 
job. Period. Discounts also are 
not a part of how they do busi-
ness. "If you have pride in what 
you do, stand by what you do," 
Pam said. 

It seems to work. As Pam 
says, do a good job, someone 
will tell one person. Do a bad 
job, and that same person will 
tell three or more people. "So, 
it is nice to hear people say, 
'You do such a good job.'"

Book guides runners down road of pregnancy

Winter brought unusual run-
ning challenges for Chris 
Lundgren. Alaska's ice made it 
difficult for her to keep her 
footing — and the threat of 
falling left her worrying about 
harming her unborn child. 

Falling can be serious when 
you're pregnant. But Lundgren 
wasn't concerned about run-
ning through pregnancy. She'd 
run marathons since taking up 
the sport in 1994 as a student at 
Michigan State University. 

She'd been pregnant before, 
too. During her first time as an-
expectant mom in 1997, 
Lundgren had looked for books 
to guide her through the nine 
months. The lack of any written 
material dampened her plans. 
She read warnings not to raise 
the heart rate above 140. She 
stopped running and went 
indoors on the StairMaster. In 
January 2000 she became preg-
nant again. Her search contin-
ued for a book. Nothing. That's 
when she came up with the idea 
for Runner's World Guide to 
Running £2 Pregnancy, due out 
from Rodale in September. 

"I began a journal and inter-
viewed 25 women who ran 
through pregnancy and every-
one had a healthy baby," said 
Lundgren, a graduate of 
Birmingham's Seaholm High 
School. She held journalism 

positions in Chicago and 
Michigan before becoming a 
mom. 

EXERCISE HELPS 

Being a writer, Lundgren had 
set out to do what writers do.' 
She went directly to the source. 
Dr. James. F. Clapp III has 
spent more than 20 years 
researching pregnant women 
and exercise. According to the 
emeritus professor of reproduc-
tive biology at Case Western 
University in Ohio, pregnant 
women "who maintain a vigor-
ous regimen of weight bearing 
exercise throughout pregnancy 
gain less weight, feel great, have 
easier deliveries, deliver lean 
and physiologically tough 
babies who are quite different 
behaviorally, improve their fit-
ness, and recover rapidly from 
the birth." 

Clapp's findings sent" 
Lundgren off on the road to her 
own discoveries. She continued 
running, documenting every 
mile. Her book relays all of the 
information, including illustrat-
ed pre-pregnancy and pregnan-
cy strengthening exercises, 
symptoms of pregnancy related 
illnesses like pre-eclampsia, 
how to know if that fatigue is 
caused by running or pregnan-
cy. 

Lundgren, who did slip and 
fall at seven weeks, tells women 
to call your doctor if that hap-

pens. "Most times they tell you 
don't worry about it," she said. 
It's practical advice from a 
woman who ran through preg-
nancy. 

"We know our bodies and 
know when it isn't right any-
more," Lundgren said. "That's 
the time to stop and cross train. 
Do something comfortable. 

"Pregnancy is a tremendous 
unparalleled experience and 
running only makes it better. 
Running helped me sleep bet-
ter. It helps the body image. 
Some people who weren't exer-
cising say, 'I'm getting fat.' 
Runners said, 'I looked pretty 
gQod.' Running is very empow-
ering." 

Dr. Eduardo Garcia believes 
the benefits of running during 
pregnancy definitely outweighs 
the risks. An ob/gyn at 
Beaumont Hospital in Royal 
Oak, Garcia recommends his 
patients do some form of exer-
cise daily. 

GUIDELINES CHANGED 

"The guidelines changed in 
2002. In the 1980s they were 
more conservative about exer-
cise," said Garcia, a Bloomfield 
Township resident with offices 
in Troy. "Until 1984 the 
American College for 
Obstetricians and 
Gynecologists suggested doing 
cardiovascular activity three 
times a week. In 2002, they rec-

ommended daily exercise for 30 
minutes — swimming, aerobic 
water exercises, stationary bik-
ing. 

"With running there is always 
the risk of falling. I recommend 
running if a woman ran before 
pregnancy or, if they haven't, to 
start off slowly with a brisk 
walk and work their way up. If 
they haven't exercised before, 
take it slow during the first 
eight weeks of pregnancy, when 
the risk of miscarriage is high-
est." 

Lauri Brockmiller found she 
could only run until her seventh 
month. Brockmiller was a per-
sonal trainer at Oakland 
Athletic Club in Birmingham 
until delivering her baby boy 
Lockland in May. Brockmiller 
began running in 1994 to 
improve her performance as a 
rugby player at Central 
Michigan University. She 
earned a master's degree in 
exercise physiology from 
Michigan State University. 

"If you weren't an experi-
enced runner before pregnancy, 
this is not the time to start run-
ning," she said. "Every woman 
can expect to run slower; listen 
to your body. You sorfietimes 
can and sometimes can't. 

"The first three months were 
hard in a lot of ways. There 
were weeks where I felt I could-
n't do it. The second trimester 
was easier. You slow down and 
cut mileage. The seventh month

I felt I wasn't benefiting. It was 
too hard and too uncomfort-
able. I did walk and do ellipti-
cal, and was running by the 
third week after delivery. 

"Everybody's different," she 
added. "Everybody's pregnancy 
is different."

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Author gives tips for running through all nine months of pregnancy

Chris Lundgren tackled her 
problem of running through icy 
winters in Alaska by fastening 
screws into the treads of her 
shoes. 

Pregnancy was another mat-
ter. There wasn't any written 
material to guide her through 
the obstacles. Determined not 
to let lack of documentation 
stop her. Lundgren set out to do 
her own research. She ended up 

with one beautiful son, Perry, 
and the soon-to-be published 
book Runner's World Guide to 
Running & Pregnancy. 

Here are Lundgren's tips for 
remaining healthy while run-
ning through all nine months: 

"If someone's planning to run 
through pregnancy, get a com-
plete physical with your pri-
mary care physician to make 
sure there's no underlying dis-
ease. 

"Go to an ob/gyn and make 

sure that person is on board. 
Make sure the person is pro-
exercise and up to date. A lot of 
doctors do fall prey to fallacies. 
When I was pregnant, the 
American College of 
Obstetricians and 
Gynecologists was still telling 
patients to keep your heart rate 
below 140 beats per minute. 

"To keep going, enter your 
pregnancy in shape. I eased 
right into pregnancy having 
some good mileage behind me. 
I ran until a week before my son 

was born. I wasn't uncomfort-
able. Many women stop at 
about 7 to 71/2 months 
because it's too hard. 

"Pay attention to your body. If 
you're already a runner, you 
know when you feel bad to stop. 
Know the difference between 
fatigue and pregnancy symp-
toms. Just go ahead and stop. 

"It's important to have belly 
and breast support. For the 
belly there are catalogs with 
exercise clothing for pregnant 
women (Lundgren lists them in 
her book). You need something 
to secure the belly. As it gets 
bigger it starts weighing on 
organs like the bladder. Some 
women wear a unitard under 
their running clothing that 
holds the belly well. 

"A tank bathing suit is anoth-

er option. I bought compression 
shorts from Mothers in Motion., 
It has panels to lift up the belly. 
For the breast there are running 
bras for support. Some women . 
wear two bras. Running can be -
uncomfortable with big breasts. 
You need support for the upper ; 
back." - -

Running in heat - "Pay atten-
tion to your body. 85 degrees is • 
a good measure for when it's ' 
getting too hot. That holds true 
for Michigan and Alaskan 
women but not necessarily for 
Florida and Texas, where 
they're used to it. You don't 
want body core temperature to
