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Cash will resolve charges 
Canton credit company part 
of $1.5 million settlement

A Livonia and a Canton cred-
it repair company have agreed 

to pay more than $1.15 million 
to settle Federal Trade 
Commission charges they vio-
lated federal law. 

The settlement resolves 

charges against six defendants 
in a federal court complaint. 
The complaint alleged the 
defendants, who sell credit 
repair services through a multi-
level marketing organization, 
falsely claimed they could 
remove derogatory information 
from consumers' credit report, 
even if the information was 
accurate. 

The defendants include ICR 
Services Inc., a Livonia-based 
company, and three of its offi-
cers and directors: Bernadino J. 
Pavone Jr., his mother Gloria 
Tactac, and Abood Samaan; 
National Credit Education and 
Review (NCER), based in 
Canton, and its president, Todd 
Renzi of Canton.

Officials at both Plymouth-Canton 
Schools and Schoolcraft College have a 
vested interest in finding out how they 
can best serve their students, and the 
two entities are hoping their combined 
resources will help them do just that. 

P-C Schools and Schoolcraft will part-
ner to conduct a survey next month they 
hope will tell them what residents in 
this community want of both education-
al facilities. The two will partner with 
the Observer & Eccentric Newspapers, 
which publish papers in all of the com-
munities served by both P-C Schools 
and Schoolcraft. 

The unique partnership should bene-
fit all three parties. More importantly, 
officials for all three said, the survey will 
help both P-C Schools and Schoolcraft 
College provide better educational 
opportunities for all students. 

"We're hoping to use the survey to 
talk about the future a little bit," school 
Supt. Jim Ryan said. "I'm hoping the 
survey will give us another resource and 
help evaluate what we're doing well and 
where we need help."

Board 
reconsiders 
weekend 
bus cuts

The idea of cutting weekend 
sports transportation is getting 
a second look by the Plymouth-
Canton school administration 
after parents and school board 
members Tuesday voiced con-
cerns about having parents and 
young drivers transport athletes 
to sporting events. 

However, it appears the $125 
pay-to-play proposal given by 
the three athletic directors at 
the high school Park will remain 
intact, raising $200,000 in rev-
enue for the sports budget. 

During spring budget talks, 
trustees ordered the athletic 
department to cut its $2 million 
budget by 10 percent. A mix-up 
by athletic directors concerning 
an edict from two years ago, 
requiring a $4>4,000 cut in 
transportation costs, was tacked 
on by athletic directors for a 
total of $244,000 in cuts pre-
sented to trustees. 

Board members appeared sur-
prised at the additional 
$44,000 in cuts, and the 
administration is expected to 
iron out the discrepancy by 
coming back to the board, at its • 
Aug. 26 meeting, with a propos-
al to reinstate weekend trans-
portation, while moving forward

Author turns another page in career

An author and her publisher 
have to be on the same page. 

"They have to live with a book 
for a long time," said Virginia 
Bailey Parker of Canton. "They 
have to be a good fit." 

Few know'that lesson better 
than Parker, a well-known pub-
lished author and historian. In 
2000, she turned yet another, 
page in her literary career when 
she transformed her Snowy 

Creek Press from writing and 
editing services to a literary 
press. 

"I believe in the value of what 
I do as a literary press. I love 
what I do and believe in that," 
said Parker, whose first book off 
the Snowy Creek Press was her 
own historical novel The 
Water's Edge. She is also known 
locally for her Ghost Stories of 
Canton. 

"I believed in The Water's 
Edge" she said. "I had tremen-
dous endorsements. I had the 

ability to publish that book 
because I had a press in place." 

In addition to plenty of 
endorsements tor the historical 
novel set in colonial New 
England, Parker was recognized 
with significant literary awards, 
including Book of the Year, sec-
ond-place fiction, by ForeWard 
Magazine, which is specifically 
for booksellers and librarians. 
Also, she received notice from 
Writer's Digest, the foremost 
magazine for published 
authors. 

INTRINSIC VALUE 

Parker's second effort 
through Snowy Creek Press is a 
work titled Victory Over 
Depression, written by Annick 
Hivert-Carthew of Rochester 
Hills. Two things drew Parker 
to Carthew's book, which offers 
150 tips to move people suffer-
ing with depression toward 
healing. 

"I found a property that has 
intrinsic value. And the author 
has the personality and the abil-

ity to market her book," Parker 
said. 

One of the first steps toward 
publishing the book is to 
reshape it for the market. 
"Every book involves writing 
and re-writing." The next step is 
a graphic layout to determine 
what the book, specifically the 
individual pages, will look like. 
Parker also handles all registra-
tions required in book publish-
ing. And the next is a big thing:

The rector of St. John's 
Episcopal Church in Plymouth 
said he'd rather discuss issues 
such as poverty, racism and 
education, than the election of 
a gay bishop and affirmation of 
same-sex marriages. 

However, h e understands the 
issue of gays and lesbians, and 
their role in the church, is 
widespread among many 
denominations and needs to b e 
addressed. 

Delegates to the 
Episcopalian national meeting 
in Minneapolis recently com-
pleted a 10-day session in 
which the headline news was 
the confirmation of Bishop-
elect Gene Robinson of New 
Hampshire, who is gay. 

"I think this is a wedge issue, 
one that tends to split," said the 
Rev. Bill Lupfer, who has been 
the rector at St. John's for 
seven years. "I wish we focused 
on issues more common to us. 

"However, I think it should 
have been an issue," Lupfer 
said. "The Supreme Court, 
everyone, is talking about this. 
The church has to be engaged 
with the world today. It's 
sometimes difficult to take a 
stand." 

Lupfer said the Episcopal 
church is struggling to find its 
voice concerning the contro-
versial issue revolving around 
gays and lesbians. 

"This is one issue we need to 
struggle with; admit it's part of 
our life, part of our reality," 
Lupfer said. "Many people are 
beginning to see they have a 
direct experience with gay and 
lesbian people in their families. 

"That's why the Episcopal 
church has dealt with it 
because, quite frankly, we've 
been blessed with wonderful 
gay and lesbian clergy in the 
church; and people have begun 
to think of it as appropriate," 
added Lupfer. "Many people 
have experienced powerful 
ministry from people who are 

gay and lesbian. We all seek to 
be Christ to each other." 

Following Wednesday morn-
ing services at St. John's, 
parishioner Dave Smith of Ann 
Arbor said having a gay bishop 
in the Episcopal church doesn't 
bother him. 

"I think we should let people 
live their own lives," said 
Smith, "rather than some 
churches which try to tell peo-
ple how to live their lives. I 
wouldn't leave the church 
because of it." 

A Plymouth Tbwnship 
woman, who only identified 
herself as a longtime church 
member, said she was open-
minded. 

"It's my belief that we are all 
children of God, and the bish-
op was thoughtfully and 
prayerfully picked to be their 
bishop," she said. "If he was 
called to be a bishop, it must be 
part of God's plan." 

Lupfer said while same-sex ; 
marriages received affirmation, 
"Let's be dear, the Episcopal 
church said 'no' to same sex 
liturgies." However, Lupfer 
said the church does acknowl-
edge marriages among gays 
and lesbians are taking place 
on the local level. "It's not 
ready, as a church, to develop a ' 
liturgy for same-sex blessings," 
he said. 

Lupfer said no one has ever 
asked him to officiate a same-
sex wedding, and when asked if 
he would perform such a serv-
ice, he said, "As a pastor, you 
deal with reality. It's never a 
simple yes or no." 

Liipfer believes there are 
othdr issues that should be tak-
ing the spotlight. 

T d love to be talking about 
poverty in Detroit, the racism 
that's still deep in our commit- . 
nities? hunger, the lack of edu-
cation," he said. "Those are 
important issues, and I'd hate 
to see them move aside in favor 
of this issue."

; Canton Trustees approved a 
number of small development , 
projects Tuesday night with lit-
tle discussion and no com-
plaints from the audience. 

A three-unit condominium 
project, on Forestview Drive 
south of Joy Road, received 
final site-plan approval. 
; The units are approximately 
one-acre each and are accessed 
by a single cul-de-sac private 
drive. 

Also getting approval was a 
2.29-acre site east of Lilley 
Road between Saltz and Cherry 
Hill. 
; The Grandover Park 
Condominiums will have 
a density of three units per 
acre. 

A request to rezone five acres 
on the east side of Haggerty 
between Palmer and Michigan 
Avenue from office and 
research park to light industri-
al got the trustee's OK. 

The township-owned 
property will be purchased by 
developer J.B. Donaldson, who 
proposes an office use on the 
site. 

A request to build a new 
office building on the north 
side of Michigan Avenue east 
of Lilley was approved. The 
new building will match an 
original building already pres-
ent on the site. 

And a plan to build five 
residential units, each with 
a minimum lot size o f20 ,000 
square feet, was approved 
for a site on the north side of 
Saltz Road between Beck and 
Ridge. 

Project sponsor Kevin Chen, 
who presently occupies a house 
on the property, proposes to 
move in to one of the new 
homes once it is constructed. 
His present home will remain 
in place until the new proper-
ties are built. 

On another note the board 
approved a $15,000 purchase 
order to buy mosquito treat-
ment material to treat deten-
tion ponds in the township. 
The purchase is part of an on-
going program to control the 
mosquito population in the 
wake of concerns over West 
Nile Virus.

these programs," said Boyd. "In 
cross country, three-quarters of 
our season is on weekends. We 
have no facilities, we have no 
officials, very little need for 
uniforms. Our only real costs 
are entry fees to meets and 
buses. 

"To tell us our kids will pay 
the same as everybody else, 
and yet have three-quarters of 
what they do taken away, 
screams of inequity," he said. 

Tom Willette, athletic 
director at Salem High School, 
said the three athletic directors 
met with booster clubs to dis-
cuss options, and the pay-to-
play fee and transportation 
cuts were the easiest cuts to 
make. 

"We knew that some individ-
ual sports would be hit harder 
than some of the team sports," 
Willette said. 

"We were trying to find a 
potential cut that was fair to all 
three schools, so we came up 
with transportation." 

Trustee Ibm Wysocki said he 
didn't think the $125 fee to 
play sports was unreasonable, 
considering ice hockey and the 
band pay $1,000 each year to 
participate. 

"There are still groups out 
there that are paying a lot more 
than we are talking about 
tonight to play these sports," he 
said. "I'd like to continue to 
look and see how we can make 
things a bit more equitable."

questions developed by offi-
cials both at the district and at 
Schoolcraft. 
, The purpose of the survey 

fits in well with the Observer 
Eccentric's twice-weekly mis-

sion: 
Enhancing the 
lives of its 
readers. 

"Our mission 
is community 
journalism, 
and making 
life better for 

' the people in 
the communities we serve," 
said Susan Rosiek, executive 
editor of the O&E. "This sur-
vey is an excellent opportunity 
for us to do exactly that, and. 
we're very happy to be a part-
ner with both Plymouth-
Canton Schools and 
Schoolcraft College." 

The survey is a good idea as 
far as Canton Township 
Supervisor Tom Yack is con-
cerned. With the largest popu-
lation of the communities cov-
ered by the Plymouth-Canton 
Schools and with a burgeoning 
housing market, Yack wel-
comes questions and is equally 
interested in what residents 
have to say. 

According to Ryan, the ques-
tions will probe residents' feel-
ings about everything from the 
quality of the curriculum to the 

competence of teachers. 
Questions will be asked by 
members of the district's 
Cojnmunity Council, made up 
of a volunteer from each build-
ing in the district. 

The questions will include 
queries about residents' feel-
ings on potential bond 
requests from the district, but 
Ryan was quick to point out 
that will only be a small part of 
the discussion. Mostly, it will 
focus on what residents want 
in terms of facilities, curricu-
lum, school sizes and other 
education-related questions. 

"Anyone who thinks we're 
using this in any way to help 
get a bond passed is simply 
missing the point," Ryan said. 
"The strategic plan (for the dis-
trict) as I think of it is almost 
non-existent. This will help us 
do that." 

Yack is interested in the sur-
vey and lauds the district for 
doing it. "They need to see the 
big picture," he said. 

"Generally speaking, 
Plymouth-Canton has a good 
perception outside the district 
and inside the district," Yack 
added. . 

No denying it. The quality of 
Plymouth-Canton schools goes 
a long way in attracting new 
homeowners to the township's 
burgeoning housing market, 
Yack said. 

Ryan confirmed that the 
quality of Plymouth-Canton 
Schools brings is a bonus for 
Canton's housing market. A 

recent event with real estate 
agents who sell Canton only 
confirmed that, as the agents 
pressed for more marketing 
materials from the school dis-
trict to provide customers, 
Ryan said. 

But there's another side, too. 
Canton students currently are 
bused to Central Middle 
School in Plymouth, serving, 
Yack said, as yet another indi-
cation that the district needs 
more schools. 

"We need facilities," Yack 
said. "Canton residents have 
been more than patient, more 
than willing to acknowledge 
you can't get this stuff done 
overnight." 

According to Sigworth, 
Schoolcraft benefits in much 
the same way as P-C Schools. 
College officials hope to glean 
from the survey things people 
in the districts from which the 
college draws students think 
should be done to improve the 
educational environment at 
Schoolcraft. 

"If we identify some things 
in the survey, it allows us to 
work on them together," 
Sigworth said. "It's got us talk-
ing about programs, what we 
do and how we can better serv-
ice the students. With the loca-
tion and growth of Plymouth 
and Canton, that's a big pull 
for us in terms of students." 

Sigworth said Schoolcraft 
staffers will take the data 
gained by the survey and ana-
lyze it, a process she hopes to 
complete within three or four 

weeks. 
"We have a system in place 

to enter the data, run the sta-
tistics and analyze it, then 
write the report," the dean said. 
"We do a lot of survey work 
here already, so we have staff 
trained to work on that." 

Sigworth will keep on eye on 
the success of this project and, 
if it works, will look to conduct 
similar surveys in partnership 
with the other school districts 
the college serves: 
Clarenceville, Garden City, 
Livonia and Northville, 

"This is our pilot," Sigworth 
said. "If it goes well and we feel 
as though it would be something 
the other districts would be 
interested in, we'll approach 
them." Yack admits he not as 
interested in Schoolcraft's por-
tion of the survey. "I think for 
our community it is still per-
ceived as a Livonia school, much 
as Henry Ford is perceived as a 
Dearborn school," he said. 

Canton is also a more diverse 
community than th§ others in 
the Plymouth-Canton district. 
"I think the survey will give us 
a start there," Ryan said. "We 
work with diversity every day." 
Of the school district's Canton 
students, Ryan said, the great-
est percentage is Asian. 

But Yack doesn't believe diver-
sity plays a large role. "Moms 
and dads still want something • 
for their kids," he said.

Pavone said in a statement 
issued this week. 

The statement disputed the 
FTC charge that the company 
made claims its services could 
"remove derogatory informa-
tion from consumers' credit 
reports, even if that informa-
tion was accurate and not 
obsolete." 

"We're excited to have 
reached this settlement and 
look forward to providing our 
valued customers and' reps 
with the best credit repair and 
education in the marketplace," 
Renzi said. "I would like to 
state we appreciate the FTC's 
efforts and cooperation in 
reaching this settlement with 
us." 

An FTC report stated the 
defendants claimed to repair 
consumer credit reports 
through the use of a one of a 
kind computer disc. The com-
mission alleged the representa-
tions of the computer disc are 
deceptive. As part of the settle-
ment, the defendants agreed 
they would no longer make 
claims about the disc or soft-
ware in marketing their servic-
es to consumers. 

According to the FTC, the 
defendants and their nation-
wide network of some 50,000 
representatives told customers 
they were able to remove items 
such as bankruptcies, foreclo-
sures and late payments from 
credit reports, using a comput-

er program developed by 
Pavone. 

The defendants told con-
sumers the computer disc is so 
amazing it had been valued at 
more than $200 million in an 
independent appraisal, and 
once had been insured by 
Lloyd's of London for $15 mil-
lion. They allegedly told cus-
tomers the credit reporting 
agencies wanted the disc so 
badly one of them offered $10 
million for it, according to the 
FTC. 

The commission's complaint 
states the defendants have no 
such disc. According to the 
commission, the credit repair 
service simply entails challeng-
ing in a dispute letter each neg-
ative item that appears on a 
consumer's credit report, and 
that no one, including the 
defendants, can remove nega-' 
tive items from credit reports if 
they are accurate, verifiable 
and not obsolete. 

Further, the commission 
stated the defendants violated 
federal law by requiring cus-
tomers to pay in advance for 
the credit repair service, by 
misrepresenting the terms of 
their 110 percent money back 
guarantee, by making untrue 
statements about their cus-
tomers' credit standing. 

Renzi would not comment 
on the FTC charges regarding 
the computer disc. 

But he said, "We wholly 
agree with the FTC's stance on 
stamping out fraud in the cred-
it-repair industry. We are in 
the business of helping con-
sumers correct inaccurate, 
erroneous, or obsolete infor-
mation, giving them the accu-
rate credit report they deserve 
as guaranteed under the Fair 
Credit Reporting Act."

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a marketing plan. Without it 
no one knows about the book. 

"Three hundred to 360 
books are published every day 
of the year," Parker said. "The 
competition for attention is so 
intense. Word-of-mouth is one 
of the most important market-
ing tools." 

LESSONS LEARNED 

The switch to a literary press 
also stems from lessons 
learned for Parker. 

"One of the primary lessons I 
have learned in the last 15 
years is that writing is a busi-
ness," she said. "This is a very 
hard concept for writers to 
grasp. 

"TTiere is an altruistic side to 
writers. They write because 
they have something impor-
tant to say. They have the feel-
ing that they should con-
tribute. Writers are artists. 
Artists are terribly paid. Many 
writers are having to learn to 
be better business people." 

Parker knows that writers 
can contribute to the world 
and still make a living. 

"A business in the process of 
making a profit can still make 
a contribution to society," she 
said. 

To that end, Victory over 
Depression will be sold to cor-
porations, for example, at a 
discount to promote quality of 
life and to get the word out to 
regular people — who, whether 
clinically depressed or just hav-
ing one of those days — it can 
get better. Parker also has com-
mitted a number of the books 
to literary programs and 
organizations. 

PREVALENT PROBLEM 

When it became known 
that Parker was switching to a 
literary press, she reviewed a 
number of manuscripts for her 
second publishing project. 

She chose Carthew's work 
because she believes in what it 
says. 

"Depression is such a preva-
lent problem in our society," 
Parker said. 

"I believe it speaks to a 
social problem. It is written by 
the survivor of depression so 
we get an inside look into what 
it is like to be depressed. It will 
help those with depression. It 
will speak to families and 
friends to help them assist 
their loved one." 

Carthew makes no bones 
about her problem with 
depression. A breast cancer 
survivor, with a number of sub-
sequent cancer scares, the 
author offers readers simple 
ways to make a day better. 

"It is upbeat. It is about win-
ning the battle," Carthew said, 
adding her book is easy to read 
with plenty of short sentences 
and white space on the page. 

Carthew's book does not deal 
with the medical side of clini-
cal depression or the myriad of 
drugs available to address the 
range of depressions. It offers 
tips as simple as wearing 
bright clothes when you feel 
low, or opening the blinds and 
letting the sun shine in. 

"These are tips that don't 
cost money," Carthew said. 

Feb. 1, 2004, is the tentative 
publication date for Victory 
over Depression, which means 
that Parker's work must be 
complete by Sept. 1 — in a few 
weeks. 

"The book is written in a 
v i raigl i t forw h i"d > man -
ner," Parker said. "It really 
allows the reader to get inside 
that experience (depression)."

scares that fortunately turned 
oiu ot to be cancer. "I found 
that the depression was 10 
times worse than cancer," 
Carthew said, adding the 
depression was the result of a 
number of issues in her life, as 
well as the cancer and the 
scares. 

By the time it was suspected 
she had cancer for a second 
time, Carthew said, "I was los-
ing ground." A month later, she 
found yet another lump — 
thankfully benign — but the 
ups and downs made her want 
to stay in bed. "After a while, I 
was in a cage." 

Her experience and what she 
did little by little to help bring 
herself back forms the basis for 
the book. She discovered new 
ways of looking at life and the 
world, and now wants to share 
those insights. 

"It is about giving yourself 
permission to let go of certain 
things," Carthew said. 

For example, for 15 years 
Carthew worked at home as a 
writer and master of Reiki, an 
ancient Japanese method of 
healing. Working from her 
home, she only discovered that 
people didn't really think of her 
as actually working. That 
brought on plenty of stress. 

She moved her office out of 
the house. And she has 
expanded herself, conducting 
workshops for Reiki, as well as 
depression. 

Upbeat is the only way to 
describe Carthew. She admits 
she has come a long way. And 
she's equally optimistic about 
her book. She has a good edi-
tor, a good marketing plan and 
a good topic. 

"The cover is just extraordi-
nary," she said.

Manual will help 
cemeteries 

A walk through any of the three Canton-owned historic 
cemeteries is a walk back through the ages. Nowhere in 
Canton is history more alive than in the Downer, Sheldon 
and Kinyon cemeteries. 

The stone monuments tha t fill the cemeteries tell a 
story. In one cemetery, headstones for five youngsters -
all of one family - lay together, a testament to the rigors 
of raising a family plagued by the elements, hard work 
and lack of modern medicine. Sprinkled through the 
cemeter ies are heads tones of Civil War soldiers, yet 
another testament to Canton's history and its involve-
ment in the larger world of the 1860s. 

Today, anyone who visits the cemeteries will clearly see 
the difficulties in mainta in ing them. Township parks 
employee Greg King and the Canton Historic District 
Commission, of which he is a member, are to be com-
mended for recognizing the importance of maintaining 
and restoring these cemeteries. Not an easy task, espe-
cially considering that the task requires maintaining the 
historical integrity of not only the overall cemeteries, but 
the individual grave sites and headstones. 

In each of these three maintained by the township, 
headstones are in need of repair. King, who single-hand-
edly oversees the cemeteries, is faced with all kinds of 
problems, even what to do with bushes and other vegeta-
tion that have overgrown the headstones they were plant-
ed to complement. Do you remove the plant or do you 
leave it alone to maintain the historical integrity? 

These are questions King and historic district commis-
sioners face. Through King's diligence and the commis-
sion's suppor t , Canton is t he recipient of a Michigan 
Historic Preservation grant that will be used to develop a 
manual for cemetery preservation. 

There is much more to maintaining the headstones 
than adding a little airplane glue and string. As King puts 
it, "you've got to put in inert mortars." In other words, as 
fast as King works, deterioration of the stone continues. 
And many of the headstones have toppled, some plunged 
face first into the ground where they remain. 

The manual will go a long way in setting standards for 
restoring, preserving and maintaining Canton's historic 
cemeteries. King and the commission are on the right 
track. It is important to preserve these areas for future 
generations. To that end, the commission should at long 
last historically designate the cemeteries - on a local and 
state basis. 

You don't have to be a student of history to appreciate 
Canton's cemeteries. Each headstone indeed tells a story, 
ones we should not forget or neglect. 

Agriculture mainstay 
of Michigan culture 

In a state whose largest city is best known for the auto-
mobiles it produces and whose governor is trying to por-
tray the state as a great place for tourism, it would be fair-
ly easy to forget one of Michigan's best-kept secrets: its 
agricultural producers. 

For years, Michigan has been one of the country's best 
agricultural providers. According to the 1997 Census of 
Agriculture (it's the last year for which results are avail-
able; the 2002 Census details will be released in 2004), 
Michigan has some 46,000 farms covering nearly 10 mil-
lion acres of farmland. 

In 1998, net farm income was some $308 million, with 
a total agriculture output over some $3.9 billion. Farmers 
harvested 240,000 acres of corn for silage with an aver-
age yield of 12.5 tons per acre, and growers planted 
120,000 acres of oats. That's a lot of fruit and grain. 

And that's just from the professional farmers, who grow 
t h e g r a i n s a n d t h e f r u i t s t h a t he lp f eed no t only 
Michiganders, but people around the country. 

That doesn't count the thousands of others who help 
bring the goods to our tables. There are the farmer's mar-
kets in places like Plymouth and Rochester Hills, and 
roadside stands that crop up in-season all over the state. 

People like Mary Hauk-Valdivia of Mary's Farm Market 
and Ernie and Chris Costantino, of Costantino's Farm 
Market, are part of this state's agricultural success. Both 
markets are flourishing in Canton, where a once-bur-
geoning farm population has begun to dwindle in recent 
years. 

Communities have come to depend so much on pro-
duce production they've named local events after them. 

It's something to remember when you're hopping into 
your car and traveling to one of the tourism meccas. On 
the way, stop by a roadside stand and pick up a symbol of 
one of the things that really makes Michigan grow.

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Recent invasions likely a 
preview of things to come 
Consider what the following things have in 

common: Japanese beetles, zebra mussels, 
AIDS, emerald ash borers, West Nile virus, 

spiny water fleas, purple loosestrife, gypsy moths, 
bighead carp, round-eyed gobies. 

They're all invasive species. In one way or 
another, each of these now infests our woods or 
waters or people. More importantly, each is an 
"exotic" in our Michigan environment. Each origi-
nated somewhere else in the world and was trans-
ported to our shores, where it encountered no 
natural enemies or predators and therefore 
spread very rapidly. 

Some examples will illustrate 
— , - the point. The Japanese beetle 

and the emerald ash borer 
^ arrived in the U.S. from Japan 
4 and China via infested wood 

pallets. Over the 50-odd years it 
has been in the U.S., the 
Japanese beetle has decimated 
the giant elm trees that used to 
be the pride of our streets, while 
the emerald ash borer in just a 
couple of years has killed an 
estimated 6 million ash trees in 
southeastern Michigan. Neither 
bug has any native natural ene-

mies, which explains their prodigious and 
unchecked spread. 

The AIDS virus originally looks to have jumped 
the species barrier from infected apes to man 
sometime back in the 1920s, when a West African 
bush meat hunter butchered his kill and nicked 
himself. Of course, AIDS is now a worldwide dis-
ease with no real cure yet in sight and millions 
dead and dying. The West Nile virus was once 
confined to the Nile River valley in Egypt. But 
mosquitoes carrying the virus wound up in the 
U.S. (probably on an airplane), where it Was 
transmitted to birds and humans. Just as HIV 
took root in other species — humans have no evo-
lutionary protection against the disease — native 
American birds are essentially defenseless against 
West Nile virus. 

Spiny water fleas (a sort of small, spiny shrimp) 
and round-eyed gobies (a kind of small fish) both 
were passengers in the ballast water of freighters 
that came up the St. Lawrence Seaway into the 
Great Lakes. When the ships dumped their bal-
last into Duluth harbor, they also dumped pests 
that could wipe out the food stock for a whole 
range of native fish species. So far, neither species 
has any serious native predators; experts predict 
they will spread through the Great Lakes just like 
the zebra mussel. 

In a few cases, scientists have discovered bio-
logical control agents that differentially attack 
invasive species without damaging others. 

Purple loosestrife, a wetland plant species that 
blooms in August, came originally to the U.S. as a 

decorative garden plant sold through nurseries. 
But it "escaped" the garden and spread invasively 
through wetlands, choking out native species. 
Researchers at Michigan State University and the 
Michigan Sea Grant are experimenting with a 
beetle, Galerucella calmariensis, that feeds on 
loosestrife growing tips and leaves and nothing 
else. They've been releasing the beetles on test 
plots throughout Michigan for several seasons, so 
far effectively knocking back the loosestrife on 
20,000 acres of wetlands with the long-term 
promise of statewide control. 

And the gypsy moth that migrated from its 
original areas of infestation in the northeast to 
defoliate acre upon acre of Michigan oak trees 
appears to have been kept pretty much under 
control by aerial release of a bacterium that 
infects and kills the moth's ravenous larvae. 

Recently, the National Oceanic and 
Atmospheric Administration has decided to con-
centrate research on invasive species at its lab in 
Ann Arbor. The new National Center for 
Research on Aquatic Invasive Species will house 
the greatest concentration of scientists doing 
research on invasive species, especially on pests 
infesting the Great Lakes. That's a sign of 
progress, but hardly grounds for optimism. 

Successes against invasive species are few and 
far between. Certainly the spread of species from 
one part of the world to another will continue 
apace. Who knows what kind of Asian beetle will 
infect the next load of wood furniture made in 
Thailand or what American bacterium will turn 
up in automobiles manufactured in Michigan but 
sold in East Africa? International trade and travel 
will move goods and people — together with their 
invasive passengers — increasingly from one 
place to another. 

In past centuries, various parts of the world 
were essentially isolated from each other, allow-
ing unique assemblages of plants, animals and 
insects to establish local biological equilibriums 
with each other through the normal processes of 
evolutionary selection. But in an increasingly 
interconnected world, environments will no 
longer be able to evolve in isolation one from the 
other. 

So what's likely to happen? Hard to tell, of 
course, but I suspect we are on the way to seeing 
uniform, worldwide assemblages of plants, ani-
mals and insects gradually supplanting the diver-
sity of species that now make one place different 
from another. And anybody who knows about the 
dangers inherent in monoculture — planting just 
one kind of potato, for example — knows full well 
how extraordinarily dangerous that would be.

Expansion of charter schools 
comes at public school expense :

I am the father of two children enrolled in 
Plymouth-Canton Community Schools. I 
commute to work for the Detroit Public 

Schools (DPS), so I am a member of the 
Detroit affiliate of the Michigan Federation of 
Teachers (MFT). Both of these home/work 
roles have spurred my opposition to charter 
school expansion as expressed in SB 393. 

I was in the Senate gallery on June 19 when 
the Senate passed SB 393, (S-l) strictly on . 
partisan lines, 21-16. In this bill Sen. Wayne 
Kuipers, R-Holland, and the majority caucus 
raised the cap on charter schools to 450 from 
the current 150. The bill also includes 15 

charter schools for Detroit 
funded by a $300 million 
grant from the Thompson-
McCully Foundation, head-
ed by Robert Thompson of 
Plymouth. 

This last provision for 15 
charter schools for Detroit is 
the only part of the legisla-
tion which passed the 
House on July 17- The intent 
was to use those 15 charter 
high schools as a vehicle to 
move the bill and restore 
the charter expansion cap 

up to 320 in a conference committee. 
The House Fiscal Agency has estimated that 

it will cost local school districts in Michigan 
$36.4 million the first year of enactment of SB 
393 (S-l). Started as an "education reform" in 
1993-94, public charter schools have already 
come at a high cost to traditional public school 
systems. These academies divert the per pupil 
foundation allowance from the neediest school 
systems. It is illogical to throw out traditional 
public education en masse (where 90 percent 
of all K-12 education in Michigan takes place) 
now during a state budget crisis to subsidize 
this private/quasi-public (70 percent of the 
charter schools in Michigan are run by private 
management-for-profit-companies) charter 
school industry! 

I don't doubt Mr. Thompson's sincerity in 
wanting to help Detroit high school students. 
Mr. Thompson, please adopt 15 current DPS 
schools in 2003-04 and help them to become 
world-class secondary schools. 

If each chosen high school received an 
award of $13 million, think of the positive 
effects Mr. Thompson's generosity would pro- . 
duce. A sample "adoptee" list would represent 
all parts of Detroit (east and west sides), 
include most ethnic populations and empha-
size existing quality programs with a voca-
tional/technical focus. 

This investment by the philanthropist Mr. 
Thompson in existing high schools in Detroit 
would mean a reduction in dropout rates, a 

decrease in negative law-enforcement con-
tacts/criminal justice efforts/incarceration 
resources, reduction in welfare dependency 
and an increase in employable skills, further 
lessening the taxpayer burden. These will be 
measurable outcomes on both a short- and 
long-term basis. 3 

With minimal administrative costs and 
with proper accountability mechanisms, there 
could be immediate results by funding capital 
improvements, staff training, IT, quality 
enhancement, school-to-work-readiness and 
links to institutions of higher learning such as 
what Cass Technical High used to be to 
Lawrence Tech, circa 1955. The balance of 
non-adopted high schools provides a natural, 
immediate control group for evaluation. ' 

' I work as a school social worker and I see 
children and parents who left DPS to try a 
charter school. Teachers in charters are gen-
erally more poorly prepared. In 2001-02, 
more than 700 students returned to the DPS ° 
system from charters. The foundation grant 1 

money did not follow these students back to •» 
the public school system. We try to help these ; 
students as much as possible, as they actually : 
fell behind their peers academically while in 
the charters. 

Public education in this society is histori-
cally the primary democratizing institution > 
for social classes and immigrant groups seek- -
ing to live the "American dream," preparing 
youngsters for the responsibilities of citizen-
ship in a highly pluralistic democracy. Why 
must each ethnic-special interest community 
run its own school, inculcating only its lan-
guage and values? 

Sen. Kuipers told me that his bill is neces-
sary because people want "choice" in educa-
tion. That is an ironic term, for what choice 
do citizens of Detroit have in education since 
they have lost their right to vote for their 
elected school board? There are already 60 
charter schools in Detroit. 

Returning to Canton, it seems that most 
parents agree: We want local schools to be 
safe, accountable and responsive. We want ' 
quality education within walking distance. : 
Parents generally seem to Want to support 
resources for local public education. SB 393 
assaults local public education in PCCS, a 
high-performing district where 573 Salem 
and Canton HS students are set to receive 
$41,432,500 in Merit (MEAP) scholarship 
awards in 2003. 

Please say no to SB 393.1 urge all members , 
of the state Legislature to consider the harm-
ful potential effects of further charter school 
expansion upon already burdened public 
school systems.

It's a schedule that just won't be kept. Anyone interested 
in athletics at Plymouth HS better understand that right 
now. 

It was all planned out more than a year ago, before the 
new high school first opened its doors. There would be just 
a freshmen class and its teams would compete only at that 
level. 

In its second year of operation, once a sophomore class 
had been cultivated, a junior varsity level would be added.* » 
And in its third year — the 2004-05 school year — the t 
varsity would join the program, making Plymouth a full-
fledged member of the Western Lakes Activities ^ 
Association and a school offering athletic opportunity at --
all levels. -

Terry Sawchuk, the Wildcats' athletic director,"began to 
realize early on that this directional design on how to build 
an athletic program was not going to work. But it wasn't 
because the kids involved in the new school's programs 
were lacking in anything. 

In fact, it's been just the opposite. 
Plymouth's programs are nearly all ahead of schedule. 

Some teams, such as this fall's boys soccer and girls bas-
ketball squads, will play other school's varsities. 

"Not in the WLAA," Sawchuk said. No, a school with 
just freshmen and sophomore classes won't be allowed to 
compete against athletes in the league who are two years 
older.

Wow. This is starting to get 
suspicious.

Although Higham's score sug-
gests a certain dominance over 
the tournament field, he didn't 
necessarily feel that way in the 
clubhouse afterward. His play 
on his final hole of the tourna-
ment provided a perfect exam-
ple of the way his game was 
going on this day. 

His drive on the 394-yard 
18th hole went off the fairway 
well to the right, but he chipped 
from about 150 yards to within

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Senior cyclist collects four medals

You could call 66-year-old 
cyclist Yvonne Constas the Tyler 
Hamilton of her generation. 

Hamilton rode this year's 
Tour de France with a broken 
collarbone en route to an 
astounding top ten finish. 

Meanwhile, the 66-year-old 
Constas earned two gold and 
two silver m,edals in the 
Women's 65-69 age division at 
the 24th annual Michigan 
Senior Olympics, Aug. 1-2, in 
Okemos despite suffering a 
nasty fall during a training ride 
just four days earlier in Hines 
Park. 

"I had a third degree concus-
sion, I was unconscious for 
about a half hour," said the 
Livonia widow, who clipped the 
back wheel of a fellow training 
partner. "I had face scrapes, a 
black eye, scrapes on my knees 
and elbows. I got banged up 
pretty good. 

"But I was going to ride and 
why not? I'm a very spiritual 
person and I said to myself, 
Why worry?' You have nothing 
to fear, but fear itself." 

Prior to the Senior Olympics 
in Lansing, Constas came away 
with eight medals, including 
two gold in cycling, at the 
Detroit Senior Olympics held 
last month on Belle Isle. She 
also competed in track and field 
(sprints), the 1-mile walk and 
the basketball toss. 

Although she was a swimmer 
and racewalker, cycling became 
her passion eight years ago

when she went on a singles 
weekend sponsored by Ward 
Presbyterian Church. She rode 
with her granddaughters on a 
cross trainer bike and later dis-
covered she could race in the 
Senior Olympics. 

Constas picked up a Trek road 
bike, but admitted she didn't 
know how to sit in the saddle. 
She began to ride out of 
Plymouth with the Ann Arbor 
Bicycle Tour Society, which 
meets each day except 
Saturdays. 

"They tried to send me back 
on a 50-mile ride, they didn't 
think I could make it," Constas 
said. 

She participated in her first 
National Senior Olympics six 
years ago in Tucson, Ariz, and 
finished in the "back of the 
pack." She also went to Orlando, 
Fla, four years ago for the 
nationals. 

Along the way Constas sought 
out coaching from the coach of a 
fellow competitor, and it imme-
diately began to pay dividends. 

"I learned you have to keep 
pedaling, moving even when 
breaks are supposed to be on," 
she said. "I learned about shift-
ing gears on the hills and I 
learned how to draft." 

There were a total of seven 
cyclists in her age group, but her 
chief rival in the 65-69 division 
was Peggy Acton of Bear Lake. 

"She's been my idol ever since 
I started racing," Constas said. 

"She's a wonderful person and 
has been doing triathlons for 30 
years. I hate to say this, but I 
wanted to beat her." 

After breaking out too fast 
and burning out at the finish a 
year ago, Constas was deter-
mined learn from.her mistakes. 

This time she was able to fin-
ish strong and overhaul Acton 
to win both the 20- and 40-kilo-
meter events, on courses which 
were actually measured to be 15 
and 27 miles (instead of 12.4 
and 24.8, respectively); In the 
15-mile event, Constas averaged 
an impressive 18.4 MPH. 
Overall she was the third fastest 
among all cyclists 50 and up in 
the distance events. 

"I pushed through and got the 
victory," Constas said. "I don't 
want to sound like I'm bragging, 
but it's a matter of doing the 
work that needs to be done to be 
a winner." 

In the 10K (6,2 miles) and 5K 
(3.1 miles) time trials, Constas 
ended up with a pair of silver 
medals. 

"I guess my legs are made 
more for long distance," she said. 

Before she took up Senior 
Olympic events, Constas was • 
busy raising four children. As a 
teenager growing up in north-
west Detroit, she liked to dance, 
but had only a slight interest in 
sports. 

"I tried out for basketball and 
got cut, I was devastated," she 
said. "I got married at 16, had 
my first child at 17 and had four 
children by the time I was 23." 

Constas eventually got her 
high school diploma at age 25

"They think I'm awesome,"

When more than one 
team is working out in the 
weight room, support for each 
other is bound to blossom. 

But it all must start with the 
coaches. "The coaches have to 
buy into it," said Sawchuk. "We 

will not hire coaches who don't." 
Nor will he judge them on 

win/loss records. 
"What I tell our coaches is we 

do not judge ourselves on the 
scoreboard," he1 said. "If we do 
things right, that will take care 
of itself. "We want our kids to be 
the best they can be, academi-
cally and athletically."
