HQ site to be redeveloped FORDfKMDRCE'LFT 
Warren Rd.

After years of sitting 
empty, the old HQ, building 
on Ford Road between Lilley 
and Haggerty is being sched-
uled for a rebirth. And 
Canton Township officials 
couldn't be happier.

the third year, percussion will 
be added and the Celebration 
Youth Orchestra will be fully 
formed.

State Sen. Bruce Patterson 
(R-Canton Township), who 
chairs the Senate Technology 
and Energy Committee, held a 
hearing Wednesday afternoon 
regarding last week's power 
blackout. 

"It's the first in a series of 
hearings... to see if there is 
some legislative action that 
needs to be taken on an emer-
gency basis," said Patterson. 
"This won't go away because 
we'll continue to advance as a 
society, only to the extent that 
we're able to keep up with 

energy demands." 
Patterson met with represen-

tatives from DTE Energy — S. 
Martin Taylor, senior vice pres-
ident and Fred Schell, govern-
ment affairs vice president — 
Tuesday for four hours at Cafe 
Bon Homme in Plymouth. 

"We talked about the black-
out to the extent that they were 
not comfortable stating who 
was involved," said Patterson. 
"I can have anybody I want 
come to testify. They would 
reveal all the information they 
have, nothing will be held 
back. 

While Act 141, which was 
passed in 2000, called for the 

deregulation of the electric 
industry, Patterson said it may 
be time to re-think some of 
that legislation. 

"We need to take a look at 
the deregulation that's 
occurred, and it may be neces-
sary to have some re-regula-
tion; regulation as to oversight, 
not necessarily winners and 
losers," he said. "I think-gov-
ernment does play a role, and 
we should make sure that an 
essential element of our society 
is available, cost effective, effi-
cient and environmentally sen-
sitive."

Pardington also got many 

calls from people looking for 
dry ice. His is one of the few 
stores in the area that sells it. 
He said he literally got thou-
sands of phone calls Friday for 
people looking for dry ice; 

"I got calls from various 
cities and townships asking if I 
could get them dry ice," he 
said. "Some people needed it to 
keep their insulin frozen." 

While he couldn't supply 
enough dry ice to satisfy the 
demand, he told the callers 
that if they'd bring their extra 
insulin to the store, he'd keep it 
frozen for them. , 

By late Friday, after the 
power was back on (in Canton, 
at least), Pardington said a 
well-dressed woman came into 
the store looking sad. 

"My daughter got married 
today," she said. "And we had a 
reception scheduled. But the 
caterers are all down. We have 
no food. Could you make some 
pizzas for us?" 

Pardington obliged, 
"We whipped out 30 pizzas 

for her guests," he said. "She 
bought some beer and went to 
the reception. I told her, 
'Someday you'll laugh about 
this.'" 

But people weren't laughing 
at area gas stations Friday. 
When the power did come 
back on, the lines began to 
form. Since Canton got power 
restored before many other 
communities, people were 
coming from all over the metro 
area to fill up. 

The Mobil station at Lilley 
and Cherry Hill had continu-
ous lines from the time it 
opened at 6:30 a.m. Friday, 
according to cashier Abe 
Guard. 

"There was no letup until 
12:30 p.m.,-when we ran out of 
gas," he said. 

Calls to the station were 
being answered, "We have no 

gas. Mobil." 
On Saturday morning, the 

station got a supply of 87 
octane, no super, and by 
Saturday night, it ran out 
again. The same thing was true 
of the On the Go station at 
Sheldon and Ford. 

"We ran out about 8 p.m. 
Friday," day manager Rabie 
Elzein said. "We got another 
load on Saturday, but it was 
late in the afternoon. They just 
couldn't deliver on time." 

The Meijer station on Ford 
and Canton Center managed to 
stay open Thursday night, 
using power from a generator, 
but limited sales to Canton 
Township vehicles. Police 
cruisers and fire equipment 
filled up at the station so they 
could stay operational. 

And it was a good thing. 
While police said they experi-
enced nothing extraordinary 
during the outage, Fire Chief 
Mike Rorabacher said his 
department made 101 runs 
from Thursday through 
Sunday — about 40 more runs 
than normal. 

"A lot of the runs were alarm 
malfunctions," he said. "And 
some were assist calls to let 
people into their houses. 
People who have door codes 
and don't carry keys with them 
couldn't get in. We probably 
got about 10 of those calls." 

Township Supervisor Tom 
Yack said township employees 
did an outstanding job during 
the outage. 

"Meijer was terrific in pro-
viding gasoline for the town-
ship vehicles," he said. "And 
Sysco provided us with a lot of 
stuff." 

A boil water requirement 
issued by the Detroit 
Department of Water and 
Sewerage was lifted Monday 
afternoon. And Canton lifted a 
ban on outdoor watering that 
it had imposed after the black-
out. 
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today and tomorrow. I want to 
have the classroom set so when 
the students come in they feel set-
tied."

"You get new kids ... it's a 
fresh start," said Jon Anderson, 
who teaches fifth grade at 
Fiegel.

"It usually takes two or three 
days to put books back on the 
shelves, posters up and things 
on the bulletin board," Siero 
said. "If you've taught the same 
grade, then you have all the 
materials. But if you change 
grades, then you have to buy 
new things." 

Which was the case for 
Cannon, who began the sum-
mer ready to teach first grade, 
but this week was busy moving 
her "stuff" to another room . 
after receiving notice she'll be 
teaching third, instead. 

"This year I'm lucky because 
I'm getting some materials 
from a former third-grade 
teacher," Cannon said. "When I 
switched from kindergarten to 
first, I spent about $400." 

It's not unusual, according to 
teachers, to spend hundreds of 
dollars in out-of-pocket 
money. 

"I spent almost $600 one 
year," Borsos said. "It's stuff you 
just want and makes it more 
fun for the kids." 

"A lot of the stuff is for us to 
be organized... file baskets, 
crayon baskets, book bins ...-
little things that all add up," 

Siero added. "The kids do bet-
ter when you're organized and 
have a schedule and routine. 

"So we start the year with a 
routine, have snacks, and play 
getting-to-know-you games," 
she said. "And we do it so they 
can learn about us, too." 

Tim Gordinier, 11, of 
Plymouth Township, is headed 
to Central Middle School as a 
sixth-grader this year. But he 
came back to help Toth organ-
ize her classroom.

Anyone who thinks symphonic music is all about old 
and stuffy, think again. You need to be introduced or re-
introduced to the Plymouth Symphony.

Proposed law would 
improve accountability 

Legislation has been introduced that would bring more 
accountability to intermediate school boards statewide by 
having the public elect those who serve on the boards.

Currently, in termediate school board members are 
a p p o i n t e d by members of local school boards. 

The proposed legislation, a revision of the school code 
of 1976 would allow voters to elect intermediate school 
board members. It would also increase from five to seven, 
the number of people on an intermediate school board 
and limit their terms to four years instead of six. 

State Rep. Ruth Johnson, R-Holly, introduced the legis-
lation, which has bipartisan support, after an audit raised 
questions about possible mismanagement and conflict ot 

. in terest a t Oakland In te rmedia te School Distr ict 
including the possible illegal use of some tax dollars des-
ignated for educational purposes for building a new head-

^^The five-member school board subsequently fired the 
superintendent, James Redmond.

Plymouth-Canton Schools and 
Schoolcraft College are attempting to find 
out how they can best serve their students 
("P-C schools, college partner for survey," 
Observer, Aug. 14), I have a suggestion. 

I am a former Plymouth Salem gradu-
ate (1974) and a graduate of Schoolcraft 
College (1997) and have a daughter who 
is currently attending Salem High School. 
Last year my daughter mentioned that 
more than one teacher at the Park down-
rated Schoolcraft College in conversa-
tions with students in the classroom. One 
teacher went so far as to say that if the 
students didn't try harder their only ^ 
option would be to go to "Haggerty High. 

That brought back sad memories for 
me because when I was a student at 
Salem, the kids around me referred to 
Schoolcraft as "Haggerty High" because it 
was not a four-year college, didn't have 
dorms and was "too close to home" so 
they felt it was just another high school. 

When I graduated from high school I 
had to go to work to support myself and 
save up my own money to go to college. I 
didn't want to go to the school referred to 
as "Haggerty High" so I went so far as to 
commute to Eastern Michigan. 

After a semester, I found the commute 
wasn't practical and dropped out. It took 
me a few years before I enrolled at 
Schoolcraft, while trying to forget the stig-
ma it held. Over the course of 15-20 years 
I took classes at night while I worked full 
time at Michigan National Bank. 

I was impressed with my instructors 
throughout the years and I learned so 
much I could use in banking, and I was 
proud when I finally graduated in 1997-1 
was so upset when my daughter told me 
the comments made by her high school 
teachers recently because: 

H Most likely the teachers who made 
these comments never had to pay for 
their own college education and have 
never attended Schoolcraft and have no 
documented evidence to support dissuad-
ing students from attending this college. 

• Her teachers were not supporting our 
own community's college, which is highly 
accredited and an excellent and economi-
cal resource for graduating seniors. 

• Her teachers' comments will be 
remembered by their students, making 
any student who ends up attending 
Schoolcraft feel like a second-class citizen. 

• These comments by teachers have 
embarrassed my daughter because her 
own mother attended the college they are 
putting down. . 

• These teachers are perpetuating this false 
rumor and it's continued for over 30 years! 

One of the most important areas 
Schoolcraft and Plymouth-Canton Schools 
can do is to work on the teachers' attitude 
toward Schoolcraft College to change the bad 
reputation they have been falsely promoting 
for years. If the high school teachers were 
taken on a guided tour of Schoolcraft, high-
lighting Schoolcraft's accomplishments and 
facilities the teachers would be better ambas-
sadors for the high school students they teach. 

The community is just starting to recognize 
Schoolcraft has a renowned cooking program 
and a good soccer program. What else should 
you be telling the community about? 

Reciprocally, I think the teachers at 
Schoolcraft should tour the three high 
schools to see what their future students 
are learning, to understand where they are 
coming from. Schoolcraft educators should

• Take time to review materials sent 
home from schools and state legislation 
that is related to schools.

Finally, become an advocate for your 
child's school. Attend and support school 
activities. Attend and participate in 
school board meetings.

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, state council put 
back on agenda 

I t's one of those subjects that's hard to get a 
I crisp handle on, but sprawl is insidious, seri-
® ous and perverse all at the same time. 

It's insidious because it's all over the place, 
from mushrooming Livingston County to argu-
ments over "big foot" houses in Birmingham to 
the eventual fate of farms and fields and forests 
throughout Michigan. It's serious because it 
strikes directly to the question of just what kind 
of state do we want our children and grandchil-
dren to inhabit. And it's oddly perverse because 
there is growing evidence that the deterioration 

of urban areas like Detroit and 
Pontiac and even inner sub-
urbs like Redford Township is 

* directly related to sprawl. 
' Which is why two recent 

jS, news events deserve greater 
« media attention than they got. 
: • First, Ann Arbor's mayor, 

John Hieftje, proposed a cou-
ple of weeks ago that the city 
partner with surrounding 
communities to buy land or 
development rights so as to 
create a greenbelt against 
overdevelopment. "There are a 

lot of open spaces around us and if they're all 
gobbled up, we've lost something big. Once it's 
paved over, it's gone forever," Hieftje said. 

Hieftje's plan is to ask local voters to redirect 
an existing 0.5-mili property tax now aimed at 
parkland acquisition to buy outright or purchase 
the development rights for something like 
10,000 acres in and around the city. A 0.5-mill 
property tax on a $300,000 house amounts to 
about $60 in taxes per year. If the proposal is 
approved on the November ballot, Hieftje esti-
mates that it would generate up to $30 million, 
which could be bulked up by another $50 mil-
lion in matching funds. 

Now the "People's Republic of Ann Arbor" is not 
generally known for common sense foresight. But 
Mayor Hieftje is a smart guy with a practical back-
ground in commercial real estate. His proposal 
deserves a lot of attention, if only because it offers 
a specific way to establish greenbelts around cities 
that do a lot to make them more livable. 

The second event was the release this week of 
the long-awaited report of the Michigan Land Use 
Leadership Council, the product of a 26-member 
bipartisan group chaired by former Attorney 
General Frank Kelley and former Gov. William 
Milliken. The council was created by Gov. Jennifer 
Granholm to study and identify trends, causes and 
consequences of urban sprawl and provide recom-
mendations to minimize the negative effects of 
current and projected land-use patterns on 
Michigan's environment and economy. 

The final report runs more than 100 pages, 

which possibly helps explain why it received 
such little coverage (even reporters' lips got 
tired?). But it does provide a comprehensive 
framing for some disturbing facts. At the pres-
ent rate of development, for example, Michigan 
is losing something like 10 acres of farmland per 
hour. And developed areas in our state will 
increase by 178 percent, if current land-use pat-
terns are maintained until 2040. 

The report calls for "one coordinated set of 
statewide land-use goals" and cooperation in 
land-use planning between local government 
units. It points out that one poorly understood 
consequence of Michigan's Home Rule Act is 
that it gives virtually unlimited power to local 
governments to adopt whatever zoning and 
land-use planning policies they want, irrespec-
tive of what's going on next door. The report 
calls for offering subsidies to farmers to stay on 
their land and for targeting state funding for 
roads, sewers and utilities on existing centers of 
commerce and development. There are literally 
scores of recommendations. 

Of course, not everybody is happy with all this. 
The Homebuilders Association of Washtenaw 
County says the Ann Arbor plan would drive up 
housing costs between $3,000 and $4,000 
because it would limit the supply of land to be 
developed. And Tbm Bray, a very smart but very 
conservative columnist for The Detroit News, 
points out that "built or developed areas take up 
a mere 9 percent of Michigan land" and that fully 
28 percent of Michigan land is government-
owned. Bray adds that 18 million acres of 
Michigan's 36 million is forest land and that the 
amount of forest land actually expanded by 2 
million acres in the past 20 years, in part because 
uneconomic farmland has been abandoned. 

The problem with this line of thinking, of 
course, is that the adverse consequences of 
sprawl are concentrated in the rapidly-develop-
ing pockets of Michigan, not on the forests in 
the U.P. Mayor Hieftje has a point that when a 
field is paved over, it's likely to be paved over 
forever. And Gov. Granholm is far-seeing 
enough to connect the decline of urban areas 
with the flight of people and development to 
suburbs and exurbs farther and farther away 
from population centers. 

Debate over land-use policies has been virtually 
non-existent in Michigan for decades. It's been in 
that policy vacuum that a fair number of bad things 
have taken place. Both Mayor Hieftje and the Land 
Use Leadership Council deserve a lot of credit for 
putting the subject squarely on the agenda.

"But 
Buddy (Whitten) and Bryan 
(Snyder) just weren't playing that 
well and I kind of put it on cruise 
control. The birdie on two put me at 
ease and so did a solid par on the 
first hole." 

Koth won the Michigan PGA title 
in 2001 — he was sixth last year — 
with an 18-under par 198 at Shanty-
Creek. He also won the title in 1998 
and '99 at Boyne Highlands. 

His abilities led Ken Devine, CEO 
of the Michigan PGA, to comment 
at Wednesday's awards ceremony: 
"If he's not the best player ever in 
Michigan, he's in the top three." 

Quite a proclamation, but Roth is 
certainly playing like it. And those 
who were chasing him in the second 
and third rounds knew it would not

Can Crusaders 
make another 
NAIA title run?

Every so often, if a coach is fortunate enough, a play-
er or two will come along that makes the reason to be 
doing what he's doing worthwhile. That's what hap-
pened to Jerry Abraham last season. 

The Madonna University volleyball coach convinced 
Shelley Stanton, a former NCAA Division I player, to

already had the makings

Stanton put the Crusaders over the top. 
The end result: a Wolverine-Hoosier Athletic 

Conference title, a trip to the NAIA Final Four and a 
48-4 record. 

"It was the best season we've ever had," Abraham 
recalled fondly. 
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But there's no time to dwell 
on the past. Stanton is gone; so 
are setter Natalie Sayre and 
middle blocker Hayley Myers. 
Stanton and Sayre were All-
Americans; Myers earned all-
WHAC mention. 

That's a lot to replace. And 
the early news coming out of 
Madonna's pre-season camp 
isn't good: Alison Nykamp, a 
sophomore outside hitter with 
lots of potential, and Stefanie 
DeNardin, a junior defensive 
specialist recruited from St. 
Clair County Community 
College that had been counted 
on to contribute this season, are 
out with injuries. Nykamp 
injured her back and is out for 
the season; DeNardin has a 
torn ligament in her wrist that 
could require surgery, which 
would put her out for the sea-
son, too. 

A tough situation has now 
become that much more diffi-
cult. 

But not impossible. Yes, 
there's a lot to replace, but 
Abraham believes he has a 
strong group of returnees to 
construct another nationally 
ranked team around. Indeed, in 
pre-season polls the Crusaders 
are ranked sixth. 

"We have some very talented 
players," he said. "They have an 
excellent work ethic and they're 
hungry to win. We have a good 

combination of talent at every 
starting position." 

The players Abraham 
believes will lead this team are 
senior Amanda Suder, a Salem 
graduate, and juniors Tera 
Morrill (from Westland/Livonia 
Franklin) and Laura Lesko. 
Suder and Morrill are team 
captains; Suder fills the libero, 
or defensive specialist, position 
and Morrill is a 5-foot-ll left-
handed outside hitter.

Lesko, who will play middle 
and outside hitter, was all-
region and all-conference last 
season, as were Morrill and 
Suder.

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least that's the plan to start 
the season.

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Vancouver signs Churchill grad, Kesler

The time is now for Livonia's 
Ryan Kesler to take his shot at 
the National Hockey League. 

The 18-year-old Kesler, who 
turns 19 on Aug. 31, will forego 
his final three years of eligibility 
at Ohio State as the Vancouver 
Canucks signed the Churchill 
High graduate to a three-year 
entry level professional contract. 

Vancouver's first-round pick 
(23rd overall) will report for 
training camp on Sept. 5. 

"Ryan Kesler may not be the 
best player drafted this year, but 
we think he's the player most 
ready to play in the NHL," said 
Dave Nonis, the Canucks' Vice 
President of Hockey Operations. 
"Part of that is because of how 
hard he works. He fits in veiy 
well with our style of play. He 
has some things to work on, but 
work ethic isn't one of them." 

In 40 games with Ohio State, 
the 6-foot-2-inch, 195-pound 
center scored 11 goals and had 
20 assists for 31 points. He also 
spent time playing on a line with 
another Vancouver prospect, 
2001 first-round choice R. J. 
Umberger. 

With the current collective 
bargaining agreement set to 
expire after next season between 
the NHL and the NHL Players 
Association, the financial struc-
ture of the game could be 
changed dramatically. Down the 
road, the NHL owners will most 
likely try and establish a rookie 
salary cap, similar to one already 
used in both the NBA and NFL. 

"I kind of knew I was going to 
sign," Kesler said. "We were dis-

cussing terms and agreed upon 
it a week ago. 

"It was kind of important to 
sign this year because of that 
(the collective bargaining agree-
ment). And I think it will fur-
ther my development as a hock-
ey player." 

Terms of the Kesler deal were 
not disclosed, but first-round 
picks can make upward of $1.75 
million in salary and bonus per 
year. Also looming is a potential 
lockout by the owners. By sign-
ing now, Kesler will have guar-
anteed money over the next 
three years. 

"It played a factor, college 
players are the most vulnerable," 
said his father Mike, a former 
Colorado College player and 
Little Caesars amateur coach. 
"But Ryan talked it over with 
everybody and said the time was' 
right. And if the money was 
right, he was going to go regard-
less of school. He wanted to def it 
and his agent Kurt (Overhardt) 
came up with money that was 
more than acceptable. He 
received a very lucrative con-
tract." 

Overhardt, a lawyer of 14 
years for the Denver, Colo.-
based KO Sports, Ink, Inc., said 
Kesler will be given every oppor-
tunity to make the team.

Arts and crafts are an ideal 
alternative to television and com- .

Keeping arts and crafts sup-" 
plies in one central place in your 
home can seem like an impossible 
task.

What to look for in buying a tri-
pod? First and foremost: quality. 

You've got a good camera - get a 
good tripod to match. Buy one a little 
"beefier"- than what you may have 
originally intended. An extra strong 
tripod will lessen the chance of a 
blurred shot. 

Most tripods are constructed of 
light metals such as aluminum or 
other alloys. These are fine because 
they are lightweight and easily col-
lapsed for storage. 

When extending the legs, always 
use the thicker sections first for 
greater stability. Also, to increase 
sturdiness, always place one of the 
legs pointed forward under the lens. 

There are different kinds of tripod 
heads available. 

The most common has separate 
handles for panning and tilting. A 
second kind contains a single screw

, that unlocks a 
ball joint to permit turns and tilts in 
any direction. There are also "pistol" 
heads and "gear" heads. Which is best 
for you is a matter of personal prefer-
ence. 

When should you use your tripod? 
While a tripod will always produce a 
sharper picture, there is a general rule 
to follow. Use a tripod when the shut-
ter speed is slower that the reciprocal 
of the focal length of the lens. 

For example, you have a 50mm lens 
on your camera. The nearest shutter 
speed is l/60th of a second. This 
means you can hand hold at l/60th of 
a second or faster. But if lighting con-
ditions demand a slower shutter 
speed, better get out that tripod. 

When using a 200mm lens, it's OK 
to hand hold at l/250th of a second. 
But with any slower speed, get out 
that tripod.

When else will a tripod come in 
handy? Night shots. Beautiful photo-
graphs are obtained after dark not 
only of street scenes but also of flood-
lit buildings and monuments. 

Another use of tripods is in making 
photographs that intentionally show 
motion. It's common to "freeze" flow-
ing water in a waterfall with a fast 
shutter speed, but what if that same 
waterfall was shot with a 1/2 or one-
second exposure by using a tripod? 
You'll get a totally different result 
with the water appearing as a soft 
blur that gives a feeling of movement 
and mood to your photograph. Try it 
sometime. 

One other reminder. A cable release 
goes hand-in-hand with a tripod. Use 
one every time you take a shot on 
your tripod. 

What if you're out photographing 
and the situation arises when you need 
a tripod but you've left it at home? 

Try to improvise by tucking your 
elbows in, spreading your feet apart, 
and bracing yourself against a wall or 
a tree. Or set your camera on a fence-
post or car hood and use the self-
timer. 

Better yet, keep your tripod handy 
at all times. Keep it ready to get 
steady!

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in Walled Lake, installs an 
organization and storage sys-
tem that ranges in price from 
$5,500 to $7,500 for an entire 
two-car garage. 

Local Garage Tek president 
Don Eizen said Garage Tek 
products - which start with a 
tongue-and-groove style panel-
ing on which preassembled 
plastic cabinets and moveable 
shelving can be placed - aren't 
for those solely interested in 
organizing their garage. 

"It's about finishing off your 
garage and making it a clean, 
usable space," Eizen said. 

"More than organizing your 
garage it brings a level of finish 
on your garage. We compare it 
to spending $2,000 finishing a 
closet that no one ever sees." 

Garage Tek founder Marc 
Shuman concurs with Eizen. 

"The do-it-yourselfer on a 
budget is not our market," said 
Shuman. "Our customers don't 
want to spend Saturday after-
noon drilling holes for wire . 
shelves they can't rearrange 
later on. 

"Our market is the upscale 
homeowner who understands 
the value and wants the con-
venience and style of a Garage 
Tek system, which will create 
new space for their home." 

Recently, Eizen and two of 
his employees were busy 
installing the paneling that is 
the backbone of the Garage 
Tek system at a Farmington 
Hills home owned by Barbara 
Burke and Martha 
Montgomery. 

For Burke and Montgomery, 
who live in a one-story home 
with no basement, the Garage 
Tek system made a lot of sense 
for storage purposes.

Installations typically are 
completed in two days, and the 
tongue-and-groove paneling 
makes it possible to rearrange 
cabinets and shelving within 
the garage without tools. 

Garage Tek can also install 
the system on just one wall of a 
garage for about $1,800, Eizen 
said.

Cary Vance, who operates 
Organized Business Solutions 
from her Farmington Hills 
home, is usually called upon to 
organize business space. But 
she said clients have asked her 
to come to their homes to 
organize living space. 

She said requests to organize 
a garage were rare, but she 
offered to reorganize her 
garage for the purposes of this 
article and laid out a few useful 
ground rules. (See related arti-
cle.) 

For those in the market for 
garage-organizing tools 
beyond the thrifty solutions 
used by Vance, there are a vari-
ety of products on the market 
that fit the bill. 

The Whirlpool Corp. manu-
factures a line of products 
called Gladiator Garage Works 
that includes everything from 
steel-fronted cabinets and tool 
boxes to garage refrigerators. 

There are also off-the-floor 
storage racks for bicycles, in-
line skate organizers, racquet

Cary Vance, who operates 
Organized Business Solutions 
from her Farmington Hills 
home, offers a few suggestions 
for organizing a garage. 

"Take it all off the walls or 
down from shelves and lay 
everything out on the floor," 
Vance said. "Sort it into groups 
and figure out what are your 
areas." 

She lined the walls of her 
garage with shelving from 
Costco that held plastic laun-
dry baskets and cardboard 
boxes to be used for containers. 

"Take items you want to 
organize and try to find a con-
tainer that will help you organ-
ize," Vance said. 

The only expensive item 
used by the organizer was a 
cabinet built for shoes that she 
bought from Bed, Bath and 
Beyond. She and her husband, 
Ron, used plenty of metal 
hooks for hanging items. 

"Hang anything you can but 
make everything at a height 
suited for the person who uses 

the item," Vance said. 
Vance suggests keeping all 

things children use on lower 
shelving units, and keeping the 
dangerous items found in a 
garage - such as fertilizers and 
chemicals - up high. 

Vance also used old dressers 
for storage and plenty of labels 
and color coding for categories 
ranging from vacuum cleaner 
parts to weed killer to engine 
oils; 

Many of Vance's tips just 
make sense. 

"If you don't use it, put it in a 
box, but if you use it have it 
hanging so it can be easily 
accessible," she said. 

Vance said she was aware of 
some of the more expensive 
organizing methods used for 
garages, but that she and her 
husband decided to do it on 
the cheap. 
. Vance, who wasn't aware of 

Garage Tek, was referring to 
several local companies that 
supply customers with modu-
lar cabinets for the garage. 

"We decided it wasn't worth 
it for us," Vance said. "What we. 
had was fine."
