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Power outage brought out the 
best and the worst in all of us

"It was the best of times. It 
was the worst of times." 

Former state Sen. Loren 
Bennett, owner of Bennett's 
Ice Cream and Coffee Shop in 
the Cherry Hill Plaza, wit-
nessed just that when electri-
cal power came to a dead stop 
a week ago. He saw neighbors 
helping each other and saw 
the other end of the spectrum 
when someone tried to pinch 
the generator he bought to 
keep his store in business 
over the weekend. 

"When, you own this much 
ice cream, you can't have 
indecision," Bennett said. 

When the lights went off, 
Bennett immediately went to 
•Home Depot and-bought a 
generator to keep the freezers 
in his store working — and 
his ice cream from melting. 

. "Nobody in the center had 
power," he said. "I tried call-
ing Edison three times. It was 
busy. I figured something was 
up and I told myself, 'get a 

generator right now."' 
But there was a hitch. No 

gasoline, something a genera-
tor needs to keep working. 

"People in the neighbor-
hood heard of my plight and 
brought gas over," he said, 
adding one of the neighbors 
also helped set up the genera-
tor. "The neighborhood was 
there for me." 

Meanwhile, his wife, Terry, 
Canton Township clerk, heard 
that Brighton still had power. 
She called the operator and 
asked for the phone number 
of any gas station. Indeed the 
station had gas and was oper-
ating. She headed for 
Brighton about 9 p.m. and 
returned with gasoline by 
11:30 p.m. 

Despite the generator, 
Bennett lost about 40 percent 
of his ice cream and could not 
get another supply until 
Saturday morning. But the 
problems didn't deter him. 
He gave out free ice cream 
pies and was still selling ice 
cream Thursday night. "We 
were dipping by candlelight," 

Bennett said, adding friend 
Phyllis Patterson lent him a 
table lamp so he could see 
what he was doing. 

The dark side of some peo-
ple made a n appearance late 
Thursday night, when 
Bennett decided he had bet-
ter guard his new generator. 
"I had two stolen (years ago) 
out of my garage," he said. 
"Even a politician can learn." 

Bennett sat in his car with 
his lights on well within view 
of the generator. "I was not 
more than 10 feet away from 
the generator." About 11 p.m. 
he saw a man in a car drive 
through the parking lot of the 
center back and forth in front 
of the stores. 

Sure enough, the man went 
over to the generator and 
used the light from Bennett's 
car headlights to check the 
machine. Bennett got out of 
his car and took the man by 
surprise. "I would like to buy 
an ice cream cone," the man 
responded. 

The man left and Bennett 
got back in the car and con-

tinued to patrol the center. At 
3 a.m. however, he was 
unaware that the police were 
now watching him. "I was 
behind the building and all of 
a sudden the spotlights went 
on," Bennett said.

Life only got better for 
Bennett and the shop. He 
stayed open all weekend and

Canton Supervisor Tom Yack says 
he's pleased the construction is "on 
time, on budget. Everybody is just 
pleased not to dig into the contin-
gency (fund)." 

RAISING DOLLARS 

Fund-raising for the facility and 
its operations continues by the 
Partnership for the Arts and 
Humanities - a 501(c)3 nonprofit 
organization. The partnership will 
rent the facility from the township, 
which is paying for construction. 

Of the some $8 million the town-
ship is spending to build the per-
forming arts center, Bryan Amann, 
chair of the partnership organiza-
tion, says about $3.5 million will be 
returned when fund-raising is com-
plete. 

"I want to have the place endowed 
and functioning," Amann said. 

To date, $8.7 million has been 
raised for the theater. Another $1.6 
million is considered potential for 
donations, Yack said. 

But the partnership also plans to 
apply for grants, such as through the 
Kresge Foundation, which offers a 
matching program. "We want to 

make sure we have dotted all the i's," 
Amann said. The next step would be 
to offer the public an opportunity to 
contribute such as with name recog-
nition plates on theater seats. 

Even after the building is com-
plete, Amann said fund-raising will 
continue. "We want long-term 
development," he said. "Once we put 
out a product, peoples' hearts will 
melt." 

INTIMATE SETTING 

The theater itself will boast only 
400 seats in a tiered, semi-circle, 
not too many to create an intimate 
setting for .community groups who 
will use the performing arts center. 
Compare that to the Salem High 
School auditorium, which provides 
1,000 seats. The 4 0 0 seats are divid-
ed equally by an aisle to provide for 
accessibility. There is no balcony. 
"We don't need it," Tobin said. 

The seating area will offer lifts -

not elevators - for patrons with 
handicaps. "It's just for a person. 
You can't carry materials," Firsch 
said. 

The movable - up and down -
orchestra pit sits cozily before the 
stage. Seventy-six feet above the 
stage is a fly loft, which allows back-
drop scenery to be raised and low-
ered. Beneath the stage is a trap 
room, much like a basement for 
storage. Outside the actual theater 
will be classrooms, dressing rooms, 
a rehearsal room that can function 
as a small performance room, scene 
shop, conference room, offices, con-
cession areas, coat rooms and any-
thing else that is needed for theatri-
cal and musical productions. 

The biggest part of the construc-
tion has. been the steel beams at 
12,000 pounds each in the stage 
area. The toughest part of the con-
struction project was the land itself. 
Six feet of fill was needed because of 
Canton's clay. "The clay acted like a 

bath tub," Firsch said. 
Next spring, construction will 

begin on two separate facilities, so-
called liner buildings, which will sit 
along the south and west faces of 
the performing arts center. 

"They won't touch our building," 
Yack said, of the Uptown develop-
ment by Biltmore and Beztak. 

The liner buildings will boast 
some 14,000 square feet total - with 
8,000 square feet of retail on the 
Cherry Hill side - including restau-
rants, on the first floor, with apart-
ments on the second and third 
floors. The Ridge Road line will 
house more than 6,000 square feet 
of retail space on the first floor with 
residential on the upper floors. 

In addition, apartments will be 
constructed behind the theater, all 
part of the Uptown development. 

"The first phase will have 3 0 0 
apartments," Yack said.

for teachers. "No combination 
rooms will have more than 25, 
and many are below that right 
now. No K-2 classroom will 
have higher than 26." 

The problem, according to 
administrators, is two-fold. 
Attendance figures pick up as 
parents continue to enroll stu-
dents for classes, which begin 

Monday, forcing the adminis-
tration to make daily changes. 
Additionally, having to cut 
$5.6 million from this year's 
budget leaves little room for 
hiring additional teachers. 

In fact, with the nearly 150 
new students expected in the 
elementary grades (K-5) this 
school year, maximum-sized 
classes and split classrooms are 
being handled with the same 
number of teachers as last 

year, according to administra-
tion figures. 

"I think you set parameters 
for us to work with, and I think 
we stayed true in all our 
staffing," said Ryan. . 

"I hope everybody under-
stands we need to have flexibil-
ity." 

However, that doesn't seem 
to be the case. Former school 
board president Mike Maloney 
questioned the board for aban-

gMichael$ * 
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doning its own limit of 25 stu-
dents per K-2 classroom. 

"If you guys can't stand up 
for class size, then this is the 
beginning of the end for our 
district," he said. 
' And, teachers who will have 

combination classrooms aren't 
pleased with the situation, 
either. Kim Martin, who is 
teaching a second-third grade 
split classroom this year at 
Miller Elementary, said most 
teachers would rather have 
more students in one grade 
than teach a split. 

'You either have to teach a 
second grade curriculum and a 
third grade curriculum, which 
is double the work, or one of 
the classes has to go to another 
classroom for that instruction," 
Martin said. "So, when you 
shuffle kids to another class for 
math, for instance, they're 
going to have that original 25 

students, plus maybe a dozen 
more. That defeats the purpose 
of having the class size limit at 
25. 

"Plus, scheduling is a night-
mare with gym, art, music, and 
resource room," she said. 

Ned Aloe, who teaches third 
grade at Miller, said the dis-
trict needs to put a higher pri-
ority on hiring more teachers. 

"You really can't do a double 
curriculum in one classroom," 
Aloe said. "The state require-
ments are so tight; you just 
don't have enough time in the 
day to do it. , 

"They'll (trustees) get some 
phone calls for a couple of 
days, and after that they're 
done with it," he said. "We're 
stuck with it the next 180 days 
(school year)." 

Trustee Carol Saunders 
knows there will be some 
teachers and parents who will 
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think the board is backtracking 
on an earlier promise. 

"I don't want them to think -
that we just willy-nilly disre-
garded what we said at prior 
times," said Saunders. "As a ^ 
parent and educator, I feel 
keeping a child in their home 
school and raising a few classes 
by one (is beneficial)." 

Richard Ham-Kucharski 
was the lone board member •' 
who voted against the increase -
in class size. 

"Doing this is just a short-
term, stop-gap measure," said 
Ham-Kucharski. 

"What we really need to do is < 
work our legislators more and 
get more state funding. We, as ; 
a community, need to help * 
them realize we are at full • 
capacity, and we need to keep . 
growing physically." '

to the earliest days of the township versus 
the new class of developers and suburban-
ites. 

It's a case of agricultural land strewn with 
tractors, old trucks, outbuildings and ani-
mals versus $350 ,000 homes with swim-
ming pools and SUVs parked in the circular 
driveways. 

The two sides were scheduled to square off 
(again) in Wayne County'Circuit Court on 
Friday, but the case was postponed until Oct. 
3 due to the sudden illness of Bordine's 
attorney. 

It's another in a series of delays in the 
court case which originated in 1996. 

For years Bordine farmed a parcel of land 
in the area of Ford and Ridge roads and 
operated a farmer's market at Ford and 
Ridge. 

When the land, which he was leasing, was 
sold, he and his wife, Sharon, began building 
a home on a 10-acre parcel on Saltz south of 
Ford and east of Ridge. That land at one 
time was owned by his brother, Roger, who 
died in 1994. 

"Mr. (Greg) Donavan (who owned the 
Saltz and Ridgd property) had told us we 
would have 9 0 days to six months to get our 
stuff off that property," said Sharon. "Then 
we got hit with a 30-day eviction notice to 
get everything off the farm and off the prop-
erty. That was in '95 or '96." 

At the time they were building their new 
log home on the Saltz Road property. 

"He worked 3 0 days straight night and day 
getting what he could off the property up 
there," Sharon said. 

Duane, who was having knee problems at 
the time, said, "I just pulled it down here and 
dumped it. I had no buildings to put it in." 

There v a s already a lot of farm equip-
ment. trucks and other relics on the land. 

"Roger had collected for 6 0 to 70 years," 
Duane said. "He had a lot of stuff." 

In 1996 the township filed a complaint 
against Bordine, alleging that he was using 
the property "for the outdoor keeping and 
ctrirngp of unlicensed, inoperable, and/or 
junk vehicles" in violation of the permitted 
land use for the rural agricultural zoning dis-
trict. 

The multi-page complaint further alleged 
that he was using the parcel as a "salvage 
yard for junk, debris, and trash" and that 
such use constituted a "public nuisance and 
a nuisance per se." 

The case worked its way through the court 
system and in 2 0 0 2 a consent,order was 
issued in which Bordine allegedly agreed to 
construct a storage building and move per-
sonal property inside it, remove two trucks 
and two farm combines from the property 
and "remove all current equipment, junk and 
debris, excluding farm equipment and 
licensed vehicles" from the property. 

A subsequent complaint that he failed to 
comply with the order is the one now before 
the court. 

Bordine maintains that much of the equip-
ment listed in the order has been removed 
but that his attempts to build a pole barn 
were thwarted by the township which 
wouldn't give him a building permit. 

"I need a 12-foot door, but they told me I 

could only have 9-foot doors," he said. "I said, 
that won't do me any good. I can't get my 
equipment in a 9-foot door." 

He also claims his efforts to build a shed 
for his animals (he has 32 geese, two turkeys, 
numerous ducks and goats) were stymied as 
well. 

"I wanted to put up a shed to put my ani-
mals in," he said. "The township said you 
can't do that. I said what am I going to put 
my animals in? They said we don't care. We 
don't want you to have animals." 

But Bordine said his property is zoned 
agricultural. 

"I said what do you mean you don't want 
my animals? They said you cannot have ani-
mals on this property because the next door 
neighbors will not like it. I said then don't 
move in here. I was here before they were." 

Indeed, the Bordine family has. been 
around for a long time. 

"Is there anybody here who's been here 
longer than our family has?" he asked. 
"We've been here since 1836 on this piece of 
property - 1 8 3 6 - two years after the town-
ship became a township." , 

As far as neighbor complaints are con-
cerned, Bordine experienced a bit of irony 
when one of his neighbors in the new 
Vintage Valley subdivision, which now abuts 
his property, asked him a question. 

"He asked me if I could put a gate in my 
fence so his children could come over and 
look at the ducks and goats," he said. "I told 
him I couldn't put up a gate, but they were 
welcome to come over and visit them." 

But township officials don't think that will 
be a common reaction. 

"The developer and builder in Vintage 
Valley spent $150,000 in landscaping so 
those residents don't have to look (at 
Bordine's property)," Yack said. "At one point 
the developer was willing to go in and clean 
it up himself." 

Bordine admits he has a lot of stuff and is 
working to clean it up. 

"I've taken out at least five loads," he said. 
"About 4 0 tons. I've probably got that much 
left." 

But his cleanup efforts have been ham-
pered by health problems. 

"I've bad three major surgeries in the last 
six months," he said. "I've been incapacitated 
since. Oct. 31 of last year, which I'm not too 
thrilled about." 

Bordine said he's had multiple surgeries 
since 1996, when he had a knee replaced. 
He's had back surgery, numerous knee sur-
geries and shoulder reconstruction. 

"I'm only supposed to work between two 
and four hours a day," he said. "The doctor 
said if you push too hard you'll be back in 
the hospital again. I can go out and work 
hard today and tomorrow I'm dead" 

He says he's working to clean up his prop-
erty but there's only so much he can do at a 
time.

SOFT SHELL TECHNOLOGY AND TWIN MICROPHONE NOISE RE 
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McCotter makes the rounds in district

U.S. Rep. Thaddeus McCotter, R-
Livonja, has been on the road lately, 
speaking to local service clubs and 
others to see what voters' concerns 
kre. His schedule brought him to the 
iWestland Rotary Club Aug. 7 at Joy 
Manor. 

"I represent you in Washington," 
the 11th District Republican said, 
urging members and guests to ask 
questions. 

Club president Kim Shunkwiler, a 
Westland chiropractor, asked about 
prescription drug plans. "I know 
there are several plans out there," 
Shunkwiler said. 

Action's not likely until December, 
McCotter said, with the issue cur-
rently in conference committee. 
Progressive income tax goes back to 
President Franklin D. Roosevelt's 
New Deal era, the congressman 
added. 

"In our society, we grow the econo-
my. This is not a socialist state," said 
McCotter, who calls himself conser-
vative. 

He said free democracies must be 

established in Iraq and Afghanistan. 
"Democracies don't build momentar-
ily." Being in the Middle East means 
U.S. military officials are less 
dependent on Saudi Arabia, he said. 

Terrorists are practical, not ideo-
logical, he said, and wish to live to 
see their results. 

He noted the U.S. stayed in 
Germany and Japan long after World 
War II ended. 

"The Berlin Wall fell because 
American resolve was proven," 
McCotter said. 

He said the Osama bin Laden net-
work is still in place and represents, a 
threat. "You have to have Saddam 
Hussein brought to justice in what-
ever manner God sees fit." 

McCotter said he favors a constitu-
tional balanced budget amendment. 
"We have one here in Michigan that 
works." 

Tom North of North Brothers Ford 
in Westland asked about term limits. 
McCotter said that as a Republican 
he can't buy into the fundamental 
premise of term limits. 

"Whatever follows is better. That's 
not Republicanism, that's not conser-
vatism." 

Congressman John Conyers, a 
Detroit Democrat, has been in the 
House longer than McCotter's been 
alive. McCotter doesn't agree with 
much of what Conyers does but said 
he represents his constituents. 

"You have encouraged a short-. 
sighted approach to government," 
McCotter, a former county commis-
sioner and state legislator, said of 
current Lansing. 

Westland dentist Joseph Tseng 
asked if the 2004 election will be his-
torically significant. McCotter said 
the U.S. Supreme Court shows that 
Republicans don't control everything 
in government. 

"You can't tell me that's a 
Republican-controlled court." 

The attitude of justices that they're 
above public will transcends to state 
courts, said McCotter, whose district 
includes western Wayne County. 

. It's almost impossible to remove a 
federal judge, he added. 

"There could be large ramifica-
tions " he said of the 2004 election. 
"Every election could be historic. You 
never kn9w what the future holds."

The top returnees are senior 
quarterback Chris Drabicki (6-
foot, 185 pounds), a two-year 
starter who rushed for more 
than 500 yards and passed for 
better than 600; senior wide 
receiver Brian Bradley (6-1,170), 
a do-everything athlete who

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Shamrocks feel the pressure of 3-peat attempt

Usually, the only red on 
Catholic Central's football uni-
form is a stripe on the sleeve 
and another down the pant legs. 

But there's more red on the 
jersey, although you'll never see 
it. It's in the form of a big bulls-
eye target squarely on the back 
of the two-time Division 1 state 
champions. 

And it's with good reason. 
The Shamrocks, 13-1 a year ago, 
return 10 starters from a squad 
that will open the season as the 
state's top-ranked team and is 
ranked 23rd in the nation by 
USA Today. 

Of course, nothing worries 
coach Tom Mach more than 
preseason praise and hype. 

"We know we have a target on 
our back," said Mach, now in his 
29th season with a 245-50 

record and eight state titles to 
his credit. "With our situation, 
when you are rated and talked 
about, that can give you a false 
feeling of being better than you 
are. The proof comes in the 48 
minutes that you play each 
other. 

"You have to forget about rat-
ings; ratings are only guessti-
mates. It's how you improve on 
the football field. But in our 
league, everyone is good and 
everyone is capable of beating 
anyone in the state." 

But the Shamrocks should 
still stand well out from the 
pack. CC has 75 players on the 
varsity, 34 seniors and 10 
returning starters - led by run-
ning back Derek Brooks and 
quarterback Dave Thomas. 

Brooks, a Division 1 prospect, 
rushed for 1,629 yards and 17 
touchdowns during the season. 
Thomas, an underrated passer 

in CC's ground game, is a solid, 
savvy leader. 

"Derek is an excellent back 
and a great team player, but our 
offense is capable of doing a lot 
of things," said Mach. "We have 
other backs who can compli-
ment him and take the pressure 
off. And Dave is a quarterback 
who can be successful." 

There's more in the backfield 
than Brooks (6-0,180) and 
Thomas (6-0,180). CC will run 
a fullback-by-committee with 
senior Darnell Tyson (5-9,190) 
and juniors Eric Vojtkofsky (6-1, 
205) and Nick Barrett (6-0, 
204). The third spot in the 
backfield will go between senior 
Drew Amble (6-0,185) and 
Anthony Sabo. 

"We'll run some Tight T, 
some Wing-T and some Power I 
with a three-back set or two-
back set," said Mach. "First 
they'll have to try and stop our 

three-back set and see what 
happens." 

The wide receiver spots will 
be by committee with seniors 
Dave Herberholz (5-10,190), 
Pat English (6-1,170) and Ryan 
Mehrer (6-2,165) along with 
junior Adam Hester. 

The line is one of the best in 
the state. Four seniors will see 
time at tight end - Sean 
Shahrestani (5-11, 200), Kyle 
Smith (6-3,195), Sean Griffin 
(6-1,215) and Scott Buslawski 
(5-11,185). Seniors will also 
make up four of the five starting 
spots on the interior with center 
Matt Pastula (6-2, 220), guards 
Ryan Connor (6-2,270), Jason 
Horton (5-10,225) and tackle 
Ryan Danescu (6-2, 270). 
Junior tackle John Smart (6^, 
280) will also get the starting 
nod, but there's a lot of depth 
on the line with Andy 
Christianson (6-2,234), John 

Morasso (6-1,245) and John 
Franchi (5-10, 215). 

As good as the offense can be, 
the trademark of any CC team is 
its defense. And this year is no 
exception. 

" I think we're as fast as we 
were last year and.that's good," 
said Mach. 'We're working on 
getting to the ball quick and 
making things happen once we 
get there. Our whole program is 
based on defense winning 
championships and we have the 
potential to be a good defensive 
unit - as long as we improve 
every week." 

Blake Cavanaugh (5-9, 220) 
will start at nose guard, while 
the tackle spots will rotate 
between Horton, Morasso, 
Christianson and Connor. The 
defensive ends are solid, too, 
with Smith, Tyson, Joe Schiavi 
(6-0,185) and Rob Lawrance 
(5-9,178). Vojtkofsky and Kevin 

Horal (6-2,190) will start at 
linebacker with Barrett and 
Shahrestani backing them up. 
Sabo, Amble, Alex Wojcik and 
Herberholz will start in the sec-
ondary, but Brooks, Marher and 
Robert Fragosa will also see 
plenty of action. - -

The kicking spots are solid 
too, as Jason Gingell was 53 of 
55 on extra points last year and 
hit 6 of 7 field goals. He'll battle 
with Scott Schwarzlose for the 
punting job. 

"The key to our being suc-
cessful is believing in ourselves 
and coming together as a team," 
said Mach. Teams who do that 
have overcome a lot of different 
obstacles. Teams that aren't able 
to do that, don't overcome 
them. If we practice hard and 
believe in ourselves and don't 
care who gets credit, we'll have 
a fine season. If not, then that 
would be a problem." %

"He's improving every day in 
practice. We want to get him 
out of the pocket, because he 
can throw on the run. And he 
can throw the deep ball well, 
too." 

Jake Powers (6-1, 210), a jun-
ior who backed up Nicoloff last 
season and is a standout inside 
linebacker, is still available if 
needed. 

Tight end targets are senior 
Ron Opdyke (6-3,190), who 
can play split end as well, and 
Brian Rider (6-2,180). 
Baechler said he would use 
Thomas, McKinney and 
Rossow as flankers or wing-
backs on occasion, too. 

Now for the offensive line. 
The good news is the guys who 
started at guard last year — Jeff 
Sartor (5-9,190) and Mark 
Kersten (6-1,210) — both 
return for their senior seasons. 
They should anchor the line, 
yet they'll have considerable 
help. Such as Ray Eisbrenner, a 
5-11,200-pound senior who 
was a starter at guard going 
into last season before suffering 
a broken wrist prior to the first 

game. He'll fill the gap at the 
left tackle spot. 

At center, senior Lester 
Booker (5-10, 210) moves into 
the starting lineup. The right 
tackle position is less certain: 
"That we're trying to figure 
out," said Baechler. "We have 
about five kids there. I can't 
even guess." 

On defense, Powers will be 
joined by Hudson at middle 
linebacker. Matt Paye (6-1, 
210), a senior, returns at one 
outside linebacker position 
with Brandon Reeves (5-11, 
175), a senior with speed, at the 
other. Schumacher will fill in at 
times at inside or outside line-
backer, and Powers and Paye 
will play tight end on offense as 
well. 

On the defensive line, senior 
Franz Gatzke — who stands 
just 5-7,175 — returns at nose-
guard and defensive tackle. 
"He's all muscle and he is 
tough," said Baechler. 

Senior Chris Snider (6-2, 
215) saw plenty of action at 
defensive tackle and noseguard 
last season, and Kersten will 
play there, too. Baechler is 
hopeful a pair of juniors, Brian 
Wagner (5-10, 215) and P.J. 
Caram (5-10,190), will become 
part of the rotation. 

The rebuilt defensive back-
field consists of senior Eric 
O'Shaughnessy (6-0,170) at 
one corner, senior Bryon 
.Sieferd (6-1,175) and junior 
David Neu (5-8,165) at strong 
safety, and senior Steve 
Campbell (6-2,175) at free safe-
ty. Smith will provide depth at 
both outside linebacker and 
safety, with McKinney and 
Thomas sharing the other cor-
nerback position. 

"We've got pretty good team, 
speed, which we'll have to have 
because we're not real big," said 
Baechler. "We're strong and 
we're skilled. 

"I think we'll be a really good 
football team, but I don't know 
how much we'll win." 

The lack of size and inexperi-
enced depth are two problems 
facing Baechler, but they're not 
the only ones. "We've been very 
good tacklers the last couple of 
years," he said. "That has to 
continue. And we have to hold 
onto the ball. We had a night-
mare start last year (11 
turnovers in the first two 
games)." 

There's a lot of promise on 
this team, if answers to those 
few questions can be found.

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Decathlete warms up for World championships

Paul Terek probably would-
n't care if the airlines lost his 
personal luggage or shrug 
about the brutal heat wave 
that has gripped France — as 
long as he got his poles to 
arrive in time for his 
decathlon competition in 
Paris. 

The Livonia Franklin High 
graduate, representing the 
USA in this week's IAAF 
World Track and Field 
Championships, puts a high 
value on his pole vault equip-
ment. 

"I checked them in myself 
and I'm ready to go, I'm carry-
ing them with me," said Terek, 
who competes in the two-day 
event beginning Tuesday in 
St. Denis. 

But not so fast, according to 
his dad, Paul, Sr., who said the 
poles hadn't been located as of 
Thursday after he landed last 

Since he finished third in the 
USA Track and Field 
Championships on June 21-
22, Paul Terek resumed rigor-

It was a toss-up. I decided 
to give myself 4 points for 
friendly, 3 for conscientious, 2 
for bold and 1 for enthusias-
tic. 

Now, on to group 2. 
"Logical," "attractive," "good 

natured" or "outspoken"? 
Well, "attractive" gets a 1 -
bottom of the list. 
"Outspoken" gets a 2.1 decid-
ed to go with 'logical" for a 4 
and "gqod natured" for a 3. So 
far so good.

I wondered if other people 
would rate me th4 way 1 was 
rating myselfyimt that wasn't 
the object of the experiment.

Local Catholics kick off spiritual program

Canton Catholics are renewing their 
faith. 

"It is a spiritual reformation process," 
said Alan Arnett, pastoral services 
director at St. Thomas A Bucket. "This 
breaks down the large parish communi-
ty into smaller Christian communities." 

In September, Canton's three Catholic 
churches - St; Thomas A Becket, 
Resurrection and St. John Neumann -
will kick off the Renew Program, a two-
and-a-half year or five-season program 
that prompts parishioners to share their 
faith with one another directly. 

Representatives from each of the 
churches are meeting to plan the pro-
gram, in which Catholics in 120 coun-
tries participate. St. Thomas A Becket 
will begin its program with a four-night 
kiekoff, beginning Sept. 28. 
Resurrection will begin Sept. 21. St. 
John Neumann is not planning a major 
kiekoff. 5 

When, the program gets under way at 
each of the churches, parishioners -
whq work with materials prepared by 
Renew Ific. of NeW Jersey - break down 

1 mto smal|^grOups of 10-12 people and 
meet with^ne-ahother in their homes. 

"Prepared materials will guide us 
through the scripture readings for that 
week," said Larry Redman of St. John 
Neumann. "It is a direct faith sharing. 
We can apply the Scriptures to our lives. 
Hopefully, by the time we come to 
church, we are prepared to get the mes-

sage reinforced." 
... "Catholicworship is always built 
around the liturgy" Arnettsaid. "The 
readings are the same eveiy%eek 
arouhd the wofld." 

The Renew program represents a 
return to where the Catholic church 
began. "All Catholics went to church in 
their neighborhood. Today, we don't do 
that," Arnett added. "We go to church 
where we feel comfortable." 

St. Paul, who established the 
Christian church, started by creating 
small communities, which is what the 
Renew Program does, The three Canton 
parishes are comprised approximately 
23 ,000 Catholics. "Logistically, it makes 
sense to break down into smaller com-
munities," said Mike Horka, St. John 
Neumann communications coordinator. 

And that's a purpose of Renew. "It is 
aimed at not just people who go to

church. It's an effort to get people to 
come back to the church," Arnett said. .. 

Renew finds its roots 23 years ago in 
Vatican II. "It calls us back to what our 
spirituality was. That may sound a little 
Protestant. But that's what it is," Arnett 
said. "(Pope) John Paul is calling all of 
us to be evangelists." 

The program will allow parishioners 
to share their faith - out loud - and to 
make new friends and new bonds. 

"There is a support group for families 
to come together," said Clare Krinke of 
Resurrection. 'You don't have that fami-
ly network anymore. People need that." 

A. goal of the program is to share the 
Catholic faith. "When you do that, you 
feel closer to each other," said Corey 
Cruz of St. Thomas. "People will talk 
about anything. When it comes to their 
faith, they don't do that. You can learn 
about the man who sits next to you 
every Sunday. Maybe the people in the 
back of the church will feel a part of the 
church and the community." 

The program has an ultimate goal: 
"To take our faith to other people out-
side our walls," Horka said. 

The Renew Program stems from 
Vatican II, which promoted the idea 
that the church is the people. "It's tak-
ing us awhile to get there, but we're get-
ting there," Horka said. 

Why the apparent delay? "It's really 
the logistics," Arnett said. "There are 1.1 
billion Catholics in the world." 

Krinke remembers the old days of the 
church: "It was a church of don'ts. Now 
it is a church of do's. But what Catholics 
feel - despite what the church has gone 
through over the centuries - is their 
faith. That didn't shrink despite all the . 
scandals." 

Cruz would agree. "I feel it is a com-
fort, confidence thing, not an arro-
gance." 

Added Horka: "We all are really part 
of the same church. Renew will only 
help that."

Angels play a key role in therapist's work

Settled in a wicker chair in the 
quaint, pastel-green lobby of Journey 
Bodywork and Spa in Plymouth, certi-
fied healing touch practitioner Elaine 
Grohman recounted a recent brush with 
an angel. 

In early February, Grohman received 
a call from a former hospice colleague 
asking her to visit a 41-year-old woman 
dying from brain cancer. 

Grohman administered healing touch 
"energy work" to the woman three times 
over 10 days, until the end was finally 
near. 

"I asked the archangels to stand 
around her bed — Michael, Gabriel, 
Uriel and Raphael," said Grohman, a 
thin woman with calm yet vivacious 
hazel eyes and curly brown hair. "Two 
reasons: to help her release from her 
body when it was her time, and to help 
her with her pain." 

Six days after the woman died, Elaine 
traveled from her Farmington Hills 
home to Royal Oak for a long-scheduled 
appointment with psychic medium 
Rebecca Rosen. What she heard 
astounded her. 

"She said, 'There is a spirit here that 
wants your attention in the worst way,'" 
said Grohman. Rosen had heard a sound 
like "Gayle" — the name of the woman 
with cancer — thanking Elaine for send-
ing the angels. 

"My goosebumps had goosebumps," 
said Grohman. "I was just totally

amazed. There are these wonderful 
beings here that are helping to do this 
work." 

Grohman's work as a healing touch 
practitioner, associative polarity practi-
tioner and angel reader began in earnest 

: six years ago, and the path to her current 
work has been paved with many "divine-r 
ly guided" events. 

The seventh of nine children, 
Grohman felt very intuitive from a 
young age, seemed to know the answers 
to people's problems and sometimes 
even could see the auras, or energy 
fields, of others. 

Raised in a tightly knit Farmington 
home constantly bustling with visitors, 
Grohman's older brother died of muscu-
lar dystrophy when she was 12, and her 
mother unexpectedly passed the next 
year due to surgery complications. 

"My mother taught me about what it 
means to be kind and loving, and how 
to help people that are less fortunate," 
she said. "I was truly blessed to have 
her. I always felt her presence with me." 

Years after she attained a fine arts 
degree from the Center for Creative 
Studies in Detroit and was working as a 
calligrapher and graphic designer, this 
presence surfaced strongly. 

Grohman's close aunt had become 
terminally ill and was admitted to the 
Hospice of Michigan in 1997- One day, 
while the two were alone in the room, 
her ailing aunt suddenly exclaimed, "I 
see my sister" (Elaine's mother). 

"I literally felt this movement in the 
room and did not know what it was," 
said Grohman. "After that, I became a 
hospice volunteer." 

She then began training in physiolog-
ically based polarity therapy, which 
works to balance the body's electromag-
•netic energy currents. As an associate 

polarity practitioner, she was able to 
ease the pain of many of her hospice 
patients. 

After leaving tKe hospice in 1999, she 
began a healing touch certification pro-
gram at the William Costick Center in 
Farmington Hills. According to the 
Healing Touch Level 1 Handbook, the 
therapeutic approach "uses touch to 
influence the energy system," and it 
doesn't require disrobing. 

Ib gain certification, Grohman com-
pleted the program's required five pri-
mary levels, 100 documented cases, 20! 
books, applications of different modali-
ties (such as massage and reflexology), 
and a case study. 

In no time, word of her abilities 
began to spread. Many experienced 
immediate and long-term benefits, such 
as Robert Pipenburg, who had been 
diagnosed with leukemia and given six 
weeks to live. That was three years ago. 

"I swear, I think she saved my life," 
said Pipenburg, a 6l-year old ceramics 
and design professor now living in Ann 
Arbor. "Her presence is uplifting and 
hopeful and inspiring and encouraging. 
You get pretty touched. It's just changed 
how I live." 

When she began working at Journey 
a year ago — a result of her case study 
subject being best friends with owner 
Kim Mclnnis — Grohman offered both 
healing touch and "angel readings" 
appointments.

Grohman said she started to 
hear things in her mind about 
the person she was performing 
healing touch on — often in the 
form of metaphors, visions and 
sounds. "Every person has at 
least two guardian angels. 
Their sole purpose is to help us 
with our soul growth. They 
desperately want us to ask for 
assistance." 

With guidance from spiritual 
clairvoyant Doreen Virtue, 
Grohman began offering hour-
long angel-reading sessions, 
which begin with a prayer and 
are tape-recorded for people to 
take home. 

Both these and the healing 
touch sessions cost $75 each. 
She also offers $25 workshops 
in which she guides others in 
developing intuition and spiri-
tuality. . 

Kathy Mullen, who has been 
a primary caregiver nurse at 
Providence Hospital, went to 
Grohman shortly after her own 
mother had died and has 
returned for numerous ses-
sions. 

"My experience was 
absolutely profound," said 
Mullen, who first went to 
Elaine in December for both 
offerings. "I was looking for 
healing, (but) I didn't expect 
the intensity of how good I 
would feel. I was so affected by 
it. 

• "It's really helped me to feel 
confident that my mother's 
OK, that there's a life beyond 
this one on earth," Mullen con- , 
tinued. "Elaine really believes 
that the divine world uses her 
to heal people, and I think 
that's the secret to being a good 
healer." 

Grohman soon will finish the 
sixth and final level of the 
Healing Touch program, which 
will allow her to be an iristruc-' ; 
tor herself. Her daughter, 
Elaine, a recent Madonna 
graduate, just completed Level 
2. 

In the meantime, aside from 
arranging her typical five to 15 
weekly appointments at 
Journey, she is teaching a four-
hour elective course to first 
year U-M medical students 
through the school's 
Complementary and 
Alternative Research Medicine 
Center. She wants to introduce 
these students to the healing 
touch/energy work concept 
and solidly incorporate it into 
the curriculum.
