drop-off box at the rear of
township hall where you may
drop off your payment.

Before you do that, be sure to
include the return portion of
the tax bill and your tax identi-
fication number on your check.
It makes life a lot easier for the
treasurer’s staff as they process
the payments.

Kirchgatter discourages pay-
ment in cash, though cash will
be accepted. Credit cards, how-
ever, are not accepted.
Remember taxes paid after the
due date carry a 1 percent
penalty per month,

Even if your taxes are paid
through the mortgage holder,
you should have received a
notice informing you of how
much the summer portion is
costing you.

“It’s just a tax notice, an
informational copy. It's not a
bill. They just look the same,”
Kirehgatter said.

If you are in the Plymouth-
Canton district, your bill wilt
be based on 9.9 mills; Van
Buren district, 6.2 mills; and
Wayne-Westland, 10.1 mills. If
you own a $400,000 home,
valued at $200,000, you will
pay $1,980 for the summer
taxes if you live in the
Plymouth-Canton district.

If you aren't sure if you
paid your taxes, or want to
double-check that your mort-

. gage holder has made the pay-

ment, Kirchgatter asks that you
do not call the treasurer’s
office.

“This is a really busy time
in the treasurer’s office,” she
said.

project - paving about 1,700
feet south of Michigan Avenue
— after homeowners in the area
s1gned petitions requestmg the

"At a public hearing in May
those homeowners said they
needed the gravel road paved
because they were having trou-
ble selling their properties.

The township agreed to pick
up the engineering design cost
and Wayne County agreed to
pay 20 percent of the construc-
tion cost. The township also
agreed to extend the payoff
period to 15 years instead of
the usual 10. The township
subsequently bid the project
and scheduled what should
have been a final public hear-
ing on Tuesday to approve the
plan and award the contract.

“We have bid the project, the
numbers have come in and I
have been told they were quite
good,” Township Supervisor
Tom Yack said in opening the
hearing. The cost to.property
owners was just over $210,000.

But Lisa Walker, who owns a
3-acre parcel in the district,
disagreed with Yack about the
numbers. “The main concern
we have is I don’t think the bids
came in low enough to suit us,’
she said, speaking on behalf of
other homeowners who were
also in attendance. “I only see a
$30,000 drop from April 29.
And I don’t see where the
township put any money in.”

Tony Minghine, finance
director for Canton, said the
township did not specifically
put money into the project.

“We were able to get the
county to put in a significant
amount and we have paid for
the design of the project.”

Yack added that the town-
ship never promised to put
funds in directly.

“I think what we said was we
would find the money,” he said.
“And we found the money.”

For Wungreiso Valui, associ-
ate pastor of the First Baptist
Church in Plymouth, living in
India brought with it the con-

stant fear of terrorism and war, -

“In India, there were a lot of
terrorist attacks, and always

~ the fear of war,” Valui said.

When he moved to the
United States it January 2000,
Valui valued living in a country
where he could finally feel safe.

“I enjoy the religious, politi~

cal and individual freedom 1
have in the United States,”

Valui said. “I didn’t see people

discriminate agamst me, or

-exploit me, because of the color

of my skin or where I came
from.”

That feeling of comfort was
rocked by the events of 9/11,
when terrorists crashed four
jetliners, most notably two into
the World Trade Center. -

“When Sept. 11 came, I was
shocked,” Valui said. “I thought
this was one of the safest coun-
tries in the world. It was hard

to accept the fact it was hap-

pening in this country”

With those thoughts in
mind, Valui’s church and the
Plymouth Community Band
will be holding a remembrance
service Thursday, the second '
anniversary of the 9/11 terror-
ist attacks, in Plymouth’s
Kellogg Park. It's titled
“Remember Qur Heroes.”

‘We want to remember what
happened on Sept. 11, and
honor the fallen heroes and
families,” Valui said. “We want
to say we still care for you, and
were hereto celebrate our
freedom.

“We will continue to cele-
brate freedom, and will contin-.
ue to live our lives as we have

_ always lived,” he added. “What
happened here affects people

all around the world. I want to.

bring that message to the com-

munity”

The United in Memory
Victims Memorial Quilt proj-
ect was started by Gammel and
Marquez, an operations man-
ager for a moving and storage
company. The California men
came up with the idea shortly
after Sept. 11, 2001. They visit-
ed Ground Zero and returned
to the West Coast with a vision
similar to the better-known
AIDS Quilt,

Two days after the World
Trade Center attack, Gammel
created a banner that he took
to New York City and Ground
Zero. “The smell is still embed-~
ded in my senses,” Gammel
said.

Once back in Ca.hfomla,
Gammel said he still wanted to
do more to ensure that the vic-
tims of the attacks were never

 forgotten. “I wanted todo a

project that paid honor to each
individual, that would be com-
forting to the families person-
ally;” he said.

The quilt was born. Itis
15,000 square feet and consists

of 142 individual panels meas-
uring 10 1/2 feet squared, with
each panel consisting of 25
blocks, each measuring 18
inches squared and dedicated
to each and every persos who
died at the World Trade Center
towers and the Pentagon and
the passengers and crew of .
American Airlines flights 11
and 77 and United Airlines
flights 93 and 175. :

It became an international
project. “We got 600 blocks
alone from Australia,” Gammel
said.

Gammel and Marquez creat-
ed a Web site for the. pro;ect
and it listed all the victims’
names. Anyone and everyone
was invited to help create the
quilt. In the end, it took some
3,000 people from 18 countries
to create the absolutely huge
quilt. In August 2002, the quilt
made its debut on the Queen
Mary in California, It has since
traveled to Massachusetts,
Wisconsin, Utah, other parts of
California and New York City.

Today, on this second
anniversary of the terrorist
attacks, the United in Memory
Quilt is being displayed on Pier
94 in New York City, the site
where the first family assis-
tance center was established

for

The school board is expected
to decide if it will renovate
Central for a third time, or
build a new middle school in
Canton - where most of
Central’s students reside.

ments to East, West and

‘Pioneer middle schools.

Superintendent Jim Ryan
told committee members that
during a recent meeting with
Canton Township Supervisor
Tom Yack, a new bond issue
could face defeat if a new mid-

- dle school in Canton isn’t part

of the equation.

“He (Yack) said we could
have his support, but if we ren-
ovated Central Middle School
to be a middle school, he
would not support it personal-
ly, and he would work very,
very diligently to make sure
Canton Township would not

support it,” said Ryan. “Mr.
Yack says they’ve been very

patient, they (students) have
been bused to other middle
schools, and he made it very
clear he would openly oppose
our bond issue.”

CANTON DOMINANT

Statistics seem to bear out
Yack’s concerns, Of the 17,500
students who live in the dis~
trict, approximately 12,600 (73
percent) live in Canton, with a
combined 4,500 living in
Plymouth and Plymouth
Township. Of the 720 students
who attend Central, 428 are
from Canton, with 281 residing
in the Plymouths.

Ryan also presented ﬁgures
from the 1997 and 1998 bond
issues, which showed Canton
voters outnumbering those
from Plymouth and Plymouth
Township.

Yack, a school board trustee
from 1974-85, was on the
board when Céntral was closed
in 1976 for renovations. Yack
said he would agree with reno-
vation at any other middle
school in the district, but said
enough money has been
dumped into Central.

“The right thing to do is con- -

struct a2 middle school in
Canton where the students
are,” said Yack. “Canton resi-
dents value their schools, and
they've repeatedly said to me
they want to see schools built
in Canton, where they are clos-
er and facilities are up-to-date.

“I tried not to be threaten-
ing, but I want them (the
school district) to understand
that I've been a big supporter
of bond referendums in the
past; and the right elements
have to be in the bond issue for
me to support another one,” he
said. “A new middle school
would deﬁmtely be a good
idea.”

Ryan didn’t leave the com-
mittee guessing where he was
coming from.

“Central Middle School is 86
years old, and there’s no com-
parison between science labs,
(wide) stairways, or it being
over 100 degrees on the third
floor,” said Ryan. “I can’t make
Central equal to Discovery
(Middle School) no matter
what I do to it. I want to give
taxpayers the very best invest-
ment of their tax dollars.”

The new middle school, if

\ prr) OE0B137026

constructed, would have the
same architectural plan as
four-year-old Discovery.

Ryan said if a new middle
school is constructed in
Canton, the alternative educa-

tion program at Starkweather
-would move to Central, and be

expanded to include grades
seven to 12. Starkweathér

‘would then be sold.

The special education pro-
grams would be moved from
Tanger Center in Plymouth
Township to Central, with
Tanger then housmg a magnet
school of elementary Talented
and Gifted students - possibly
a joint venture with Livonia -
and Northville, which would

bring in-additional revenue for

the district.

Central would also house the
staff development center,
which is now located at the bus
yard on Lilley Road.

CHANGE OF MIND

Committee member Cathy
Seay-Ostrowski said she wasn’t
convinced, at first, that a new

‘middle school was needed.
However, Ryan’s remarks con- -

vinced her a middle school
would help pass a bond issue.
“Data didn’t support it

-~ before tonight,” she said. ‘I

want a bond issue to pass, and

if 70-somethmg percent of vot-
ers in Canton are going to pass’
it, then we need to frame the

recipe with items that will
allow it to pass.”

Debra Madonna of
Plymouth Township has long
been on the bandwagon to save
Central, beginning several

- 'years ago when there were

rumors the building was going
to be sold. ;
‘Now, as a member of the

- committee, Madonna still isn’t

convinced Central can’t be a
viable middle school, and
points to MEAP scores, which
she said show students at
Central aren’t being cheated on
educational opportunities.

“The data doesn’t support
that opportunities have been
diminished,” she said.

“Gov. (Jennifer) Granholm

is looking at the sprawl

issue ... and she’s suggesting
tax breaks (for renovation of
older school buildings),”
Madonna said.

The committee is hoping to
wrap up.its charge by the first
of the year and give its findings
to the school board. From
there, the school board will

decide how big abond issue to

present to voters, what it will
include and when it wﬂl take
place. :
“(If it doesn’ t) pass, we're
going to have a real challenge,”
said Ryan, “because we'll still
have enrollment growth. I .
don’t want you to think I've got
some magic solution to more
kids and limited space.”

- clash inevitable

. Itis certainly more than a questlon of who was here ﬁrst
— Canton as a suburb with a move toward pricey homes, or
the Bordine family who has farmed the land since 1836? -

Aggravation between the Bordine brothers — Duane
and his late brother, Roger — and Supervisor Tom Yack,
is the stuff of which local legends are made.

" Bordine is in violation of township ordinances that say

you can't store your stuff — farm implements, old cars,
trucks and other equipment — outside for all to see. This
is also a clash between a rural way of life and a suburban

life, one actively pursued by township officials who want

to put Canton on the map with éxpensive homes and
great leisure activities. A place to call home.

Funny, that’s what the Bordines have done since the
1830s. A changing Canton is not new for the family, or
any other farming family, whose profession and way of
life has clashed with, and occasionally been denigrated by,
the new suburban way.

Not that a little cleaning up wouldn’t be in order. But there

is that lingering feeling that township officials have long
fought to clear the land of farmers to make way for develop-
ers in expensive suits who want to parcel out the land, put in
artificially winding roads, retention ponds and landscaping.
There is no winning for either side in this debate. What

-is needed here is some good, old-fashioned working

together. Surely, the past and the present can blend

- together to make an even better community.

As expected, the issue has found itself in court and the
debate has raged since 1996. In and around some health
problems, Bordine promises he is cleaning up. He has
moved out 40 tons of stuff on his property. Not fast

encugh for some township officials. Yack contends that -
the developer and builder in Vintage Valley — Bordine’s -
-property abuts it, — has spent some $150,000 in land-

scaping as a buffer to the longtime farmer’s scenery.

_ There is irony here. As fast as some have wanted the farm-
ers off the land to make way for suburbia, there are those
who move equally fast to collect the antiques and folklore to
build a history about those farmers whose parents and
grandparents made the township the sweet corn capital.

Bordine lives on land that is zoned agricultural, a desig-
nation that seems to allow animals. And he-is right. If the
suburban neighbors don’t like the look or smell of the

‘animals on his appropriately zoned land, they can move

elsewhere. When portions of the huge Sunflower subdivi-
sion were under construction, new homeowners com-
plained vehemently when raccoons or deer dared cross
their newly-sodded back yards.

In any growing community, there has to be give and
take. It appears that the very things we love about a rural
life are the very things we hate when it sits next door to
our $300,000 homes.

Preliminary findings point to problems with transmis-
sion lines in northern Ohic and poor communication
among utility providers in the blackout area.

+ Consumers have already been warned that their electri-
cal bills will rise to help pay for needed upgrades.

But the federal government needs to share in the costs
of securing our infrastructure,

More stable, impervious electrical and water delivery sys~
tems will help protect us against future terrorist threats. It
would be money well-spent in the war against terrorism.

My reaction? It’s about time.

With elections coming in a
little more than a year, I sup-
pose there is some slight
chance that politicians of both
parties have finally noticed that
people in Michigan are really
‘hurting, that the base of our

and that the thin, high sound of
panic can be heard dimly in the
distance. I guess so, but it’s
coming awfully late in the game.

For example, I remember a
meeting last fall with newly
appointed Treasury Secretary John Snow, who
brushed off the near-frantic concerns about man-
ufacturing expressed by senior managers in the
auto and supply chain industries. By contrast, for
at least two years, virtually every time I've met
with anybody even remotely connected with man-
ufacturing, our conversation has been dominated
by horror stories about our evaporating manufac-
turing base.

First it was the “giant sucking sound” of U.S.
manufacturing jobs relocating to Mexico, cour-
tesy of the North American Free Trade
Agreement. Next it was the recession-caused col-
lapse of the office furniture industry in west
Michigan. Next it was increasingly shrill warnings
from stock analysts about the auto industry’s

Phil

“under-funded pension plans, closely followed by

alarming stories about how much the “first dollar”
health care plans were going to cost the auto
manufacturers, coupled with the cost advantages
of non-union transplant plants in the South.

Then the manufacturing jobs started moving
from Mexicoto even lower-wage countries like
China and the Philippines as global companies
raced to see who could get quickest to the bottom
of the world labor market. And now, higher value-
added jobs like engineering and computer cus-
tomer support are migrating to places like India,
where competent engineers are cheap, plentiful
and speak English.

‘The beautiful Tunnel of Trees, a narrow,
winding, shore-hugging road between
Harbor Springs and Cross Village, is in dan-
ger of becoming the tunnel of godawful ugly
mansions, There are people who are actual-
ly WﬂIfully destroying what they came north
to enjoy. Some have defiantly built on pro-
tected dunes and challenged the courts to
stop them (clearly property rights run
amok).

Local conservancies have done a wonder-
ful job of obtaining and maintaining open
areas from concerned land owners, The
trails of the Little Traverse Conservancy are
better maintained than state park trails. In
fact, after hiking several beautiful conser-
vancy trails, a trip to Younger State Park
near Boyne was a major disappointment.
Now some legislators are seriously talking
about selling off state land rather than
maintaining what the state has, They argue,
falsely, that the state owns too much, when
in fact much more needs to be preserved.
