Jobless to use phones and Internet 
News that the Canton unem-

ployment office on Ronda Drive 
will be closing on Nov. 14 wasn't a 
major concern for a 34-year-old 
Livonia resident who gets his 
benefits there. 

The man, who didn't want his 
name used, said he's been laid off 
for three weeks from his job in 
pharmaceutical sales. 

He was offered a transfer to 
Ohio, he said Monday as he was 
leaving the office, but he couldn't 
make the move so he's been look-
ing for other work. 

"I just want this to be over 
with," he said. "I've never had to 
do this before." 

The Michigan Department of 
Consumer & Industry Services 
announced last week that it is 
closing the office at 8775 Ronda 
Drive, along with six other offices 
in southeast Michigan. 

The closures are part of a 

consolidation of the Bureau of 
Workers' & Unemployment 
Compensation, according to 
David Plawecki, deputy director 
ofMDCIS. 

Jobless workers in the area will 
now have to file their claims by 
telephone or via the Internet. 

"The telephone-filed claims 
and Internet-filed claims process-
es are major conveniences to our 
customers," Plawecki said. "They 
save jobless workers the time and 
expense of traveling to an office 
and applying for unemployment 
benefits in person." 

The only question raised by the 
Livonia resident, who said he has 
Internet access at home, was, 
"How do you do appeals?" 

The answer to that, said Norm 
Isotalo, a spokesman for 
BW&UC, is that six "problem res-
olution offices" will remain open.

Flowers followed 
Rasmussen's route as closely as 
possible. 

After 2,000 miles alone, her 
expedition was temporarily-— 
stopped when ice broke, in the 
Arctic more than five weeks 

Inuits recommended that 
she not travel forward because 
the ice was unsafe. 

She stayed for more than five 
months with an Inuit family on 
King William Island in Gjoa 
Haven. 

In early December, 1993, 
Flowers started out and toured 
the area, finally turning east 
and sledded across Rasmussen 
Basin and the Boothia 
Peninsula where she stayed for 
Christmas. 

On Jan. 9,1994, Flowers 
arrived in Repulse Bay, 
marking the end of her expedi-

lage with a Greenland woman 

Today, Flowers operates her 
own business, Pam Flowers 
Expeditions.

will be 62-64 years old,"' 

"All units will have 
two-car garages and we've 
taken care to preserve 
woodlands and wetlands. These 
are typically empty-nester 
units." 

But planning commissioners 
began to raise questions about 
the legality of the project and 
what would happen if a resi-
dent died and left his estate to a 
son or daughter who was under 
55. 

Commissioner Cathy 
Johnson asked if the develop-
ment would have a "10 percent" 
clause such as some Florida 
adult communities have, where 
10 percent of the residents 
could be-under the 55 age 
restriction. 

Parks said there was no 
such clause, although his 
group would probably be 
happy to include that 
provision. 

Then Commissioner Greg 
Demopoulos, an attorney, 
said he foresaw potential legal 
problems with such a develop-
ment. 

"Isn't it discriminatory?" he 
asked, referring to the age 
restrictions. 

Parks said there were federal 
provisions that allowed for such 
"adult only" developments, but 
commissioners were still 
uneasy with the project. 

"This is our first experience 
with a project like this," 
Demopoulos said. 

"I'd like some more 
information before we pro-
ceed" 

Commissioners voted to table 
the request until the developer 
provided more information and 
the planning staff could consult 
with the township attorney 
about any potential legal prob-

Another senior housing proj-
ect, this one a proposed 100-
bed nursing home south of 
Warren and west of tilley, was 
also tabled but not because of 
legal concerns. 

Commissioners did not like 
the design of the two-story 
building, which they said 
looked too "institutional," 
and were concerned about 
reduced setbacks on the three-
acre site. 

Johnson pointed out 
that there was additional 
vacant property south 
of the project and questioned 
why the developer had not 
attempted to purchase that 
land. 

Peter DeLoof, representing 
the project sponsor, said con-
tact had been made with the 
owner of the other site but 
that the asking cost was prohib-
itive. 

Commissioners sent the 
project back to the drawing 
board.

The Detroit Lions are on their third coach in four years, 
and they've put together one of the worst records in the 
National Football League. 
. Maybe t h e Lions could learn f r o m the Plymouth-
Canton Educational Park Marching Band. 

The band, also operating under its third "coach" in four 
years, went qut Saturday and worr its 10th straight Flight 
I State Championship at the Michigan Competing Band 
Association State Finals at the Pontiac Silverdome. 

Marc Whitlock held the band's reins this year. The two 
years before that it was Clayton Wachholz. Before that, it 
was Dave McGrath. Great jobs were done by all three; in 
fact, McGrath's resume includes a national title.

Don't allow hunting 
of ' doves 

Michigan has survived nearly 100 years wi thou t a 
mourning dove hunt ing season and there's no urgent 
need to lift that ban now. 

Nonetheless, legislation tha t would put these small, 
sweet-sounding songbirds in the cross-hairs is pending, if 
passed, the mourning dove — a traditional symbol of peace 
— would join the ranks of game animals open to hunting. 

The legislation, H.B. 5209, was introduced in August 
by Rep. Susan Tabor, a Delta Township Republican. It 
was approved last week by the House Committee on 
Conservation and Outdoor Recreation and was scheduled 
to be considered Tuesday by the full House. 

Backers point out that mourning doves are hunted in 39 
other states and say Michigan is missing out on tourism 
dollars by not allowing the birds to be targets here. 

Perhaps, but the argument that "everybody else is doing 
it so why shouldn't we?" is a relatively weak stance, espe-
cially since it wouldn't apply in so many other instances. 

Other than a vocal hunting lobby that says gunning for 
mourning doves can make for a challenging and tasty 
experience, there's little reason to believe Michigan resi-
dents want to see these birds come under fire. 

It's debatable whether mourning doves are a nuisance 
because of their numbers and therefore due for a con-
trolled kill, but it's clear that they offer little in the way of 
meat and are about as threatening as puppies. 

Michigan hunters are good folk and they contribute a . 
lot to the state through their sport and stewardship. But 
isn't it true that there are plenty of species of animals to 
hunt and fish to catch already? 

Adding docile doves to the list of animals facing lethal 
force won't do much good to improve the public's percep-
tion of hunting and may only inspire unnecessary ill will. 

If our state's hunters really need to shoot mourning doves, 
let them go to Ohio or Indiana or Illinois or Wisconsin. No 
one is trying to deprive them of this pursuit of happiness. 

But Michigan has protected these birds since 1905 and 
is none the worse for it. Our lawmakers should respect this 
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Our fundamental purposes are to enhance the lives of our 
readers, nurture the hometowns we serve and contribute 
to the business success of our customers.

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Time for governor to make 
bold statement on budget

Although it hasn't received much notice in the media, 
virtually everybody with an interest in politics is still 

buzzing about her capitulation to 
Detroit Mayor Kwame Kilpatrick 
and the Detroit Federation of 
Teachers in 1'affair Thompson. 

To recount, Bob Thompson, a 
retired Plymouth-area business-
man, offered $200 million to 
build 15 500-student independent 
charter high schools in Detroit 
with a targeted 90 percent gradu-
ation rate. State legislation would 
be required, of course, and for a 
while it looked as though Gov. 
Granholm, Mayor Kilpatrick and 
the Republican-dominated 

Legislature were about to agree on an enabling bill. 
But, lo and behold, the Detroit Federation of 

Teachers skipped work, staged an angry demonstra-
tion on the Capitol grounds and leaned on 

then accused the Republicans of slipping unaccept-
able language into the draft bill. And the whole 
thing collapsed in a maze of recriminations. 
Tellingly, Janna Garrison, the president of the DFT, 
was quoted in a Time magazine piece last week as 
injecting racial politics into the deal: "If someone 
from outside came to Bob Thompson's suburban 
town and said, 'I'm gonna give you a lot of money for 
education, but we spend it my way/ they just would-
n't tolerate it" 

Virtually all the politicos I've talked to since have 
castigated the governor for not having the guts to 
stand up to the mayor and the DFT, "Here's a gover-
nor with a demonstrated interest in kids and their 
education. Now she's got a guy with $200 million in 
his hand for kids in Detroit And the DFT and the 
mayor say, *No deal!' She should have stuck to it and 
challenged them about where they were gonna go," 
said one insider. 

And here's why all the criticism of Gov. Granholm is 
of such moment just now: The state faces another 
budget deficit crisis this fiscal year, this time a $900 
million shortfall. Sadly, it's likely both the governor and 
the Legislature, left to their normal political instincts, 
will resort to a cuts-alone strategy to remedy the deficit 
They'll take a nip here and a tuck there, but never have 
the guts to address the core issues that lurk behind the 
deficit These have to do with the basic structure of 

Michigan's tax system, the chronic structural deficit 
built into the state budget and deeply ingrained bad 
habits in the way the state spends money. 

I urge Gov. Granholm to take a courageous step and 
submit two entirely different state budgets. One would 
solve the deficit by spending cuts alone and provoke 
screams of protest from every known constituency. 
The other would propose a far-reaching restructuring 
of the workings, costs and revenues of state govern-
ment At that point the governor would be entirely 
justified in challenging the Legislature to have the guts 
to talk about the root causes of our financial problems 
rather than take the safely partisan course of fooling 
around their edges. And out of such a discussion might 
emerge enough political courage to get at long-term 
solutions to our chronic budget problems. 

Here are two examples of what such a far-reach-
ing budget might propose: 

1) Address defects in the architecture of the 
state's tax system. Right now, the two big taxes are 
the 6 percent state sales tax on most goods 
(excluding food and prescription drugs) that yields 
around $7 billion a year, and the Single Business 
Tax that is indescribably complex (though basical-
ly a tax on payroll) that yields around $2 billion a 
year and makes Michigan look like a terrible place 
to do business. Why not broaden the base on 
which the sales tax is levied to include services of 
most sorts, making it possible to maintain state 
revenues and allow a rate reduction? Experts tell 
me, for example, that eliminating the SBT and 
placing a reduced 5 percent sales tax on both : 

. goods andservices would beroughly. revenuerneur. 
tral, while adding a flat corporate profits tax 
would increase fairness. 

2) Correct silly ways of spending money. Take, for 
example, the way the state pays for foster care. Right 
now, the state pays by the day for custody of children 
whose family situation is unstable or unhealthy. This 
costs around $325 million per year, not counting 
medical expenses. But the point of foster care is not 
to keep kids there; it is to get them either back to 
their families or into adoption. The state should 
improve the incentives to reward either outcome. 

Of course, none of this will be easy. Frankly, I 
wonder whether this term-limited Legislature has 
members with the experience to participate in such 
a dialogue. And I wonder whether the governor's 
advisers have the guts to embark on such a coura-
geous course. But I do know that Gov. Granholm is 
one of the few politicians around with the communi-
cation skills to explain and sell such a package to the 
voters of Michigan. All she now needs is the courage 
of her convictions and the sense that there is, 
indeed, a tide in the affairs of not just men, but 
women, who are destined to lead.

Sure, there are always those who watch 
local government with an eagle's eye. We 
need people like that. In fact, we need more 
people like that. 

That doesn't mean that something is 
amiss or there is suspicion lurking. Paying 
attention and getting involved is what vot-
ers are supposed to do. That's how the sys-
tem works. And it works at its finest when 
voters are involved. When voters are inter-
ested in far more than just what happens in 
and to their neighborhood. 

This township belongs to everyone who 
lives and works in it. But how many voters 
know — other than by reading recent edi-
tions of the Canton Observer — that the 
township board just adopted its 2004 
budget?

It 
would essentially back up to the neighbor-
hood. Their comments and involvement 
had a definite impact on what will be 
developed.

By then, the only thing 
lacking is a few nails on the lid to make 
something a done deal. Today, residents 
still don't want the store and are trying to 
determine how they can still have an 
impact. They never took the chance of 
speaking directly to the township board.
