Schofield also wounded cus-
tomer Fuad Abuali, 29, and 
employee Conrad Allen 
Hasper, 24, who, alone, has 
amassed tens of thousands of 
dollars in hospital bills after 
i-eceiving surgery and treat-
ment for a gunshot wound to 
his face. An estimated 150 peo-
ple attended Monday's fund-
raiser, which included a bake 
sale by Westland Jaycees and , 
bingo by the civic league.

Scott and Champagne are

The black tie event will take 
place at the Rite- Carlton 
Dearborn, with 6 p.m. cock-
tails, 7 p.m. dinner, 8 p.m. auc-
tion and keynote speaker Mort 
Crim. Chuck Gaidica, WD IV-
TV 4 personality will emcee 
the evening. 

The fund-raiser is instru-
mental in Habitat's plans to 
build 50 houses in 15 years. So 
far!5 houses have been built in 
western Wayne County. Other 
communities include Wayne, 
Romulus andTavlor. :: 

"Our biggest endeavor is find-
ing the property," Scott said, 
"Inkster has a lot of properly 
and is willing to work with us." 

Some of the new houses are 
built on the same street. Other 
lots are in areas that used to be 
dumping grounds for neigh-
borhood trash. Habitat ju s t 
started a new house in Taylor. 

"Every year we fall a little bit 
behind schedule," Champagne 
said. While Habitat provides 
houses - with a no-finance 
mortgage - for low-income ~ 
families, Scott and Champagne 
say the program also improves 
the communities in which the 
houses are built. 

"This is not a give-away pro-
gram. But of the people who 

have gotten Habitat houses, 
something like 60 to 70 per-
cent have gone on and 
improved their educations. 
Their children also have done 
much better in school," Scott 
said. "There is such a need for 
housing. It brings stability" 

With the goal of building 50 
houses by 2010, Habitat board 
members decided to be even 
more ambitious with fund-
raising efforts. That gave birth 
to the gala planned later this 
month. 

"We are eventually hoping to 
raise a couple $100,000 a 
year," Scott said, adding key 
sponsors include La-Z-Boy and 
Yazaki North America. 

Another goal of the gala is to 
provide visibility for the 
Habitat program. Volunteers 
are always needed as are spon-
sors who are willing to donate 
money. "We will showcase the 
organization," Scott said. 

The board has also tapped 
community leaders and politi-
cal leaders to serve on the gala 
executive committee. Some of 
those leaders are state Rep. 
Phil LaJoy (R-Canton), Canton 
Supervisor Tom Yack, U.S. 
Rep. John Dingell (D-
Dearborn) and U.S. Rep. 
Thaddeus McCotter (R-
Livonia).

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Lori Rivas, who live in a twq-
story house next to her ranch : 
home, did not return the 
Observer*s calls. 

The Rivas complained to the 
township about the pigeons 
that are drawn to their home, 
specifically the roof, said John 
Weyer, Canton building offi-
cial. 

An ordinance inspector 
reportedly investigated. Weyer 
said the Rivas provided 
Municipal Services staff with 
videotaped documentation of 
just how many pigeons congre-
gate at the Spencer's bird feed-
er and then fly to the neigh-
bor's house, where they congre-
gate, dirty the driveway and 
damage the roof. 

"Through the feeding of 
the pigeons, it causes them to 
congregate in t he neighbor-
hood," Weyer said. He 
acknowledged that the 
Spencers have made many 
attempts to control the pigeons 
with various devices. 

Spencer says she is not 

feeding the pigeons. She is 
feeding smaller birds with song 
bird, and finch feed in feeders 
in her front yard. Most of those 
birds appear in the morning 
for feeding. The pigeons gener-
ally arrive in the afternoon 
looking for leftovers. 

"I'm not ground feeding in 
any way, shape or form," she 

l b . 
Spencer and her husband, 
John, put two large pots with 
mesh over the opening below 
the feeders. 

"That's so when the seed is 
knocked down, it's caught," 
Spencer said. 

"I have done everything 
the bird people have told me to 
do. I've got the mesh on buck-
ets. I've changed seed. I've 
changed the perch on the feed-
er. I have those flying birds 
with fiappy wings. I have an 
owl, a rubber rat just in case 
and the two rubber snakes. . 
John sweeps the sidewalk 
every night." 

Spencer says she even 
used to have a sign by 
the feeders that said, ' 
Pigeons, go away.'" As can be 

expected, it didn't work. 
Weyer, who says the same 

problem occurred in the 
Sunflower subdivision, admits 
he can't explain why the 
pigeons are so drawn to the 
area. 

"For whatever reason, the 
type of seed, the open area, I 
don't know" Weyer said. "The 
other thing is that the neigh-
borhood has lots of ranches 
and the Rivas have a colonial." 

Spencer has no intention of 
giving up or giving in. "I have 
done what I can. They need to 
make the change now. If they 
don't want them on the roof, 
they have to do something. I 
have talked to roof people who 
say there are things they can 
do." 

But Spencer also believes it's 
not just the pigeons that are 
the problem. A number of inci-
dents have occurred between 
the neighbors. 

"When only one person in a 
neighborhood of375 homes is 
complaining, I see a problem 
with that one person."

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"We're down to the paper 
work," Hiller said. "We hope to 
break ground no later than 
June of next year." 

Hiller's Markets, which were 
started by Jim Hiller's' father, 
Sidney, have been operating in 
the Detroit area for 40 years. 
They are known for their 
quality products, such as fresh 
meat butchered daily and 
imported foods from around 
the world. 

"I think it will be a real asset 
to Cherry Hill," Yack said,

A Michigan Manufacturing 
Summit will be held Monday, 
Dm. 8, at the Michigan

Let's celebrate 
Canton diversity 

You don ' t have to look at census f igures t o know 
Canton's population over the years has changed. There 
was a t ime when any local newspaper in this area fea-
tured primarily white faces. A photograph of a nonwhite 
face was rare and only because there just weren't many 
out there. 

Today, Canton has a new face. It is one of diversity in 
every sense of the word. On Sunday, the Canton Observer 
featured on its front page a story about Canton Muslims 
celebrating Ramadan, a month of blessing marked by 
prayer, fas t ing and charity. A few weeks earlier, t he 
Canton Mosque opened its doors to welcome the commu-
nity into the facility and to learn about Muslim beliefs 

Also in October, Canton resident Anand Kumar, an 
Asian Indian, hosted India Fest 2003, a celebration of 
Diwali, the festival of lights and the New Year. Kumar 
owns a Web site, a communication device for the Indian 
community in Michigan. Consider that the Asian Indian 
community includes some 75,000 people in southeast 
Michigan. Canton alone is home to approximately 3,400 
Asian Indians. 

What just these few people bring to Canton is immeas-
urable. They have a love for where they live and they 
bring their own unique cultures to add to the mix. 

People of all these diversities are urged to participate in, : 

the community. Local officials are urged to tap into these, 
various cultures for volunteers who want to leave their 
mark. . . . 

The best example of seeking involvement is the Canton 
Public Library. This week, the library will host communi-
ty representatives on its multicultural committee. The • 
influx of new and different cultures into Canton is evident -
at the library, which has increased its foreign-language • 
publications, including magazines, books and videos. r 

Library t rus tees have recognized t h a t Canton has 
changed. The committee will plan activities and celebra-
tions in the library to acknowledge the many cultures that 
call Canton home. 

Let what the library is doing be just a beginning. Just as 
we celebrate Canton's farming history. One day, Canton's 
history will include all these new and fascinating cultures. 

MEA plan interesting 
but not the answer 

Gov. Jennifer Granholm calls t he idea "intriguing." 
Republican legislative leaders say they're willing to take a 
look at it. Several frugal school adminis t ra tors call it 
"Robin Hood," robbing from the rich to give to the poor. 

The Michigan Education Association has proposed 
reducing state aid to the 337 school districts with fund 
balances greater than 15 percent and making them pay 
some of that money on local programs. The MEA is sug-
gesting this as a one-time quick fix to cover an estimated 
$350 million shortfall in the School Aid Fund. 

The MEA suggests that 15 percent of annual expendi-
tures is an adequate amount for what are known as "rainy 
day funds." The Michigan School Business Officials group 
suggests 17 percent. Some school district reserves are well 
over 20 percent of expenditures. 

Granholm said in a recent interview on public radio 
tha t she was "intrigued" by the idea when she learned 
tha t Michigan schools overall had $1.8 billion in their 
general fund accounts at the end of the 2001-02 school 
year, an average of 15.75 percent. But some school dis-
tricts have very little in reserve and others have a lot at a 
time when the governor is proposing a $196 per pupil cut 
in state funding. 

The MEA said many school districts are struggling and 
further cuts in state aid will force them to shut down. 

"School districts weren't chartered to be savings and 
loans," said MEA President Lu Battaglieri. "They have 
stockpiled $1.8 billion of the taxpayers' dollars. Taxpayers 
expect that money to be spent educating children." 

The MEA says in its press release that this is meant to 
be "the last quick fix" and not a solution. 

We agree tha t this is not the solution. A shift now in 
state allocations when the state hadn't mandated a maxi-
m u m reserve seems unfa i r to those districts who see 
themselves as being "fiscally responsible." 
_ But the idea is "intriguing," because it raises a serious 
question. Since school districts receive most of their fund-
ing from the state School Aid Fund, the state needs to 
look at whether some school districts are putt ing too 
much money in reserve, especially at a t ime when so 
many other districts are struggling.

JEERS to State Rep. Susan T&bor (R-Delta 
Township) for focusing our attention on the 
vital issue of whether to allow Michigan 
hunters to shoot mourning doves.

Republic of Ann Arbor who passed by a 2-1 
margin a tax to pay for buying land outside the 
city limits to create a greenbelt against develop-
ment. The millage, which replaces a previous . 
tax to buy parkland inside the city, is supposed 
to raise something like $85 million over its 30-
year life. The majority of the money is to go for 
buying land and acquiring development rights 
on existing farms. , 

JEERS to some in the real estate community 
who spent a lot of money opposing the greenbelt 
measure, shortsightedly complaining that it 
denied developers the right to substitute the 
profit motive for rational land planning.

JEERS to the state's Home Rule Act that gives 
individual local government units, whether 
towns, cities or townships, the ultimate authori-
ty to determine land use, zoning.and develop-
ment patterns essentially in isolation. 

Granholm's 
Commission on Land Use, whose weighty but 
far-reaching report will form the basis for 
much-needed policy changes in the state.

JEERS to knee-jerk politicians whose reflexive 
solution for any budget crisis is to call for more 
budget cuts. Anybody who has run a business ' 
knows that you might be able to save a troubled 
company from disaster by cutting costs, but for 
the business to thrive you ultimately have to fig-
ure out how to drive the top line and increase 
revenue. In the case of Michigan, there is no 
doubt we can cut state expenditures enough to 
eliminate the budget gap. The real question is 
what kind of state we will have afterward.

Ramadan: A 
You must be kidding! You don't eat 

and drink all day long for the whole 
month?" 

This used to be the response I would get 
when explaining fasting in the month of 
Ramadan. Although most Americans now 
know that their Muslim friends and 
neighbors fast from dawn to sunset in the 
month of Ramadan, many still don't know 
that fasting is just one aspect of 
Ramadan. 

God says in the Quran (2:183), "O ye 
who believe! Fasting is prescribed to you 
as it was prescribed to those before you, 
that ye may (learn) self-restraint." And 
then again in (2:185), "The month of 
Ramadan is the one in which the Quran 
was sent down, as a guidance for 

mankind, with clear 
proofs for the guidance, 
the Criterion; so whoever 
amongst you witnesses 
this month, let him fast 
in it." 

Ramadan is the ninth 
month of the Muslim cal-
endar year. Because of the 
lunar calendar, Ramadan 
falls in different seasons, 
as it moves up about 11 
days every solar year. This 
year it started on the 27th 
of October. Fasting in the 

month of Ramadan is one of the five pil-
lars of Islam. The other four being belief in 
one God, obligatory charity, pilgrimage to 
Mecca once in a lifetime (if physically and 
financially able to do so), and performing 
the five daily prayers. 

Fasting has always been an important 
part of religious life. Every faith has it in 
some form or the other. For Muslims, fast-
ing in the month of Ramadan is obligatory. 

Every able Muslim who has attained 
puberty should fast, with exception being 
granted for the mentally and physically ill, 
the pregnant and nursing mothers, and for 
travelers. The goal during this month is to 
attain self-restraint and to become God-
conscious in every aspect of our lives. 

The Imam (spiritual leader) at the 
Islamic Association of Greater Detroit, 
Rochester Hills, mentioned in his recent 
Friday's sermon that Ramadan is com-
prised of three ingredients: fasting, 
prayers, and charity. 

Fasting teaches us self-restraint,, prayers 
bring us close to God, and charity lets us 
thank God for His bounties. In particular, 
a Muslim performs extra acts of worship 
toward God, and acts of charity as service 
toward His creations in this month of 
Ramadan. Upon breaking the fast, the 
night is spent in acts .of devotion and nec-
essary sleep, not feasting and partying.

By fasting (not eating by choice) in this 
month we remind ourselves that although 
we might live in material luxury, there are 
millions of our fellow human beings who 
cannot afford a meal every day. By per-
forming extra prayers this month we 
enrich ourselves spiritually and ask for the 
well-being of our family and of humanity 
at large. By giving charity we purify our 
material wealth and help those in need. 

In addition, fasting is not a mere absten-
tion from food, drink and sex. It also 
entails an abstention from seeing or hear-
ing evil, speaking ill or gossiping or back-
biting, going to sinful places, or doing any 
act that is contrary to God's pleasure and 
command. As such, the entire mind and 
body of a Muslim fasts, including the eyes, 
ears, tongue, hands, and feet, beyond the 
aforementioned restrictions. 

According to the late Dr. Alija 
Izetbekovic, former president of Bosnia, 
"The Islamic fast which is the union of 
asceticism and joy — and even pleasure in 
certain cases —• is the most natural and 
most radical educational measure that has 
ever been put into practice. It is equally 
present in the king's palace and the peas-
ant's hut, in a philosopher's home and a 
worker's home. Its greatest advantage is 
that it is really practiced." 

The end of Ramadan, Eid-ul-Fitr, is cele-
brated by a day of feasting, socializing, 
kindness to all and especially children and 
elders, and acts of both obligatory and vol-
untary charity.

For Canton, adjusting to 
those mistakes made in last 
year's game is a key component 
to beating CC on Friday. As
