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Church changes name, pe
focus in wake of 9/11
terrorist attacks

The terrorist attacks of Sept.
11, 2001 had a profound effect
on people all over the country.

-Eric Moore was no different.

In fact, Moore, the pastor at
Canton Community Church,
was so moved by what hap-
pened it caused him to take his
congregation — and his parish
— in an entirely different
direction.

That’s why Moore and his
- wife, Kim, have now changed
the name — and the focus — of
the church. Now called the
Redemption Center for
QOutreach and Revival, the
church is completely prayer-
based.

- “We were a good church, and
-we had a ot going for us,” said
Moore, who started the church
with Kim in 1989. “But there
wasn’t the hunger, there wasn’t
the sense of urgency, a sense of

intimacy with God.”

The Moores had studied the
Moravian church of the 1700s,
which began praying 24 hours
around the clock, and did so
for over a hundred years. There
was evidence, the Moores
believed, “of God doing incred-
ible things” in places like Africa
and Nigeria.

“Whole cities have been
changed, and we wondered
why that’s not happening here,”
Kim Moore said. “We realized
in-those communities, there
was prayer 24,/7.

In a world where the culture
is struggling with increasing
violence, the Moores felt a
great polarization growing.

.. And they believe their church
has been called to turn on the
light.

And 9/11 was the switch.

“I felt like God was saying,
‘No more business as usual,”
Eric Moore said. “I felt like
Sept. 11 God was saying to the
church, ‘I need you to wake
up"”

" So the Redemption Center is
trying to do something about

-it; and they’re working with
other churches of all denomi-
nations to do it. It started
Sunday, with a dedication

v

service that featured Apostle
Barbara Yoder of Shekinah
Christian Church in Ann
Arbor.

It continues with a shift in
focus to prayer, including the
establishment of The Prayer
Furnace, a room in the min-
istry, located at the Michigan
Theological Seminary on Ann
Arbor Trail, where near-nightly
prayer gatherings are dedicated
to raising up an altar of wor-
ship and intercession.

The ministry also features a
youth outreach and revival.

The basic goal: Equipping
people to go out and serve the
ministry, to go out and start
ministries or businesses of
their own.

- “If we can release 200 people
who will start ministries or
businesses, then we think we're
successful because we've
enriched a community,” Kim
Moore said.

Eric Moore noted that most
churches measure success by
how many people attend and
how much money they collect
on a given Sunday.

The Redemption Center is
trying a different tact.

“We want to equip and
release people,” Eric Moore
said. “We want them to under-
stand their destiny with God,
and then help them walk in it

Part of the effort, the Moores .

point out, is getting other
churches of other denomina-
tions involved. For instance, 4
“Love and Respect Conference”
dedicated to the institution of
marriage will be a multi-parish
event the first week of April.

The Moores say other pas-
tors are embracing the ideas of
The Redemption Center, going
so far as to send parishioners
to The Prayer Furnace.

“It’s all tied to prayer, and to
the unity of churches,” Eric
Moore said. “When we love and
trust each other, good things
can happen.”

The Redemption Center conducts a 10
a.m, service on Sundays. The church is
located on the grounds of the
Michigan Theological Seminary, 41600
Ann Arbor Trail. For more information,

Gordon is
on trial alone because
Schofield, a 30-year-old
Detroit man, killed himself
after he led police on a post-
massacre, 25-mile chase
that topped 100 mph and
ended in a one-car crash near
Southfield and McNichols in
Detroit.

In his openmg statement
Tuesday, Barnett alternately
described Schofield as a schiz~
ophrenic killer and a “mad-
man” who abused women and
fancied himself as Satan.
Schofield, who also killed a
classmate while in high school
in Detroit, even had a tattoo of
a man’s face in flames, Barnett

- said.

Schofield and Gordon had
known each other just a few
months when he asked her out
on Sept. 10, wooing her by get-
ting a plush room at the Novi
Sheraton and taking her shop-
ping for clothes, Barnett said.

Barnett portrayed Schofield
as “one moment lucid and
calm, the next a crazy man.” He
said Gordon began to see
Schofield’s evil side, “and she
was afraid.”

Schofield forced Gordon to
accompany him on a Novi
party store robbery and then to
Neil’s in Westland, Barnett
said. “He tells her to do every-
thing she does with a gun in
his hand.”

Barnett indicated that he
will produce telephone records
showing that Gordon tried to
call a relative for help because
“she was a captive of this man,
a victim herself” Barnett said
Schofield had a history of
abusing women, including a
woman-he formerly lived thh
in Westland.

But Kowal, in her opening
remarks, said Gordon, if inno-
cent, wouldn’t have invited

customers inside Neil’s Party

Store, where they would be
shot. Kowal showed jurors a
chilling video tape that cap-
tured much of the massacre,
and it showed Gordon using a
glove in an apparent attempt
to wipe fingerprints from the
door after the shootmgs
occurred.

Inside the store, Schofield
shot and killed worker Feras
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Defendant Leslie Gordon is on trial for murder in the Sept. 11 massacre at

Neil's Party Store.

Yousif, 29, of Oak Park, and
customer James Kuebler, 35, of
Westland.

He also fired shots that
wounded employee Conrad
Hasper, 24, and customer
Fuad Abuali, 29, both of
Westland.

After Gordon alerted
Schofield of an approaching
pickup truck, Schofield went
outside and fired his 9mm
handgun again, killing
Kenneth Sherman Littlefield,
63, and his nephew Keith
Gaddis, 44, both of Canton
Township, as they sat in the
truck.

“The lives of six men and six
families were destroyed,”
Kowal said.

Even though Gordon didn’t.
fire any shots, Kowal implored

jurors to believe that Gordon
chose to help Schofield.

“They were prepared to do
what was necessary to commit
the crime of robbery and to
leave no witnesses,” Kowal
said.

Barnett, meanwhile, com-
pared Gordon to Hasper and
Abuali, saying she, like them,
was a survivor of the party
store shootings. v

“Mr. Schofield, alone, caused
those deaths,” Barnett said,
adding that prosecutors won’t -
prove their case against
Gordon.

“They will not prove this
young lady is a murderer, and
she is not, period.”

When the party store video
was shown in court Tuesday,
some of the victims’ family

members burst into tears and
had to be escorted out by - ,
authorities. One relative waved
her fist at Gordon.,

Emotions ran high v
Wednesday; too, with Barnett
becoming highly upset when
some of the family members
laughed at him while he was
questioning a witness.

After Judge Berry had j Jurors
leave the room, Barneit lashed . .
out at a brother of Littlefield, .
in particular, and Berry
implored everyone in the
courtroom to refrain from out-
bursts.

Barnett demanded that

R he be allowed te do his job

without being intimidated :
by victims’ family members,
who consider his courtroom
style abrasive and offensive.

“I'm fighting for this
young lady’s life,” Barnett told
Berry.

Gordon showed little emo-
tion during testimony, but
tears rolled down her face as
she looked at her family mem-
bers in the courtroom on
Tuesday, after testimony had
concluded.

She mouthed the words, “1
love you?” .

A showdown between the
state of Michigan and area
wine lovers appears headed to
the U.S. Supreme Court.

Michigan Attorney General
Mike Cox has appealed a lower
‘court ruling that threw out the
state’s longtime ban on out-of-
state shipment of wine and
other spirits. The fight stems
from a lawsuit brought by Troy
residents Eleanor and Ray -
Heald.

The Healds are contnbutmg
editors for Quarterly Review of
Wmes, and also write about .

In March 2000, the Healds,
with their attorney, Robert

grading mark

If ever a story warranted a look deeper than just the

headlines, it’s the one about Plymouth-Canton schools
having “failing” marks.

That’s what it looked like Friday, when the Adequate
Yearly Progress scores were announced. As part of the
federal No Child Left Behind Act, schools are mandated

to make AYP in a variety of areas or face designationasa

“failing” school.

Four Plymouth-Canton schools — Salem and Canton
high schools and East and Pioneer middle schools —
ended up on the list of failing schools, for different rea-
sons.

The two high schools didn’t make the cut because they

- fell short of the 95-percent requirement of students tak-

ing the MEAP tests. The two middle schools failed
because one sub-group — special education students —
took the standardized MEAP tests and didn’t score high
enough.

What the AYP rules don’t take into account — and what
makes them inordinately unfair to schools that are doing
a good job educating children — is that the MEARP test is
a voluntary test. Students are not required to take it.

In fact; schools across Michigan were having so little
luck getting students to take them the state had to come
up with merit scholarships as incentives. And when you
look at the results of those scholarships, it becomes quite
clear both Salem and Canton are among the state’s best. In

12003, Canton High School students earned 304 scholar-

ships, while their brethren at Salem earned an even 300.
In the AYP grading, both high schools earned an ‘A’ for
student achievement on the MEAP, and both schools
earned a composite ‘B’ Still, Canton is on the failing list
because it fell eight-tenths of a percent below the mark,

" while Salem is on it because officials could “only” get nine

out of 10 students to take it.
In Plymouth-Canton, officials have special education

" students take the same MEAP test everyone else takes.
There are alternative tests available, but P-C officials pre- -
fer students “to stretch themselves,” as East Middle

School Principal Marsha Hoff put it, because they believe

. it helps students grow academically.

It’s ironic, then, that the school trying to get its stu-

- dents to stretch themselves gets penalized for it under -
" this program. Isn’t that what we try to do with all our
children?

No one is saying everything is perfect in Plymouth-

' Canton. ‘There is always room for improvement, and hav-
iig schools and teachers held accountable is an adm1rab¥e ’
_ §oa1 But it’s got to be done fairly.

that Democrats want to win

ince the Michigan Democratic caucuses are’
this Saturday, this column is about political
* antennae.

Some of the best I've ever seen are attached to
former Gov. Jim Blanchard, who was stumping
the state last week in support of Sen. John Kerry’s
¢ampaign for the Democratic nomination for -
president. It was Blanchard, you might remem-
ber, who came out early in 1992 for Bill Clinton,
who at that point was large]y unknown.

I recall Blanchard saying to me at the time that
his fellow governor “is one of the most gifted
polmclans T've ever met, and I think he’s gonna be
elected president.”

Well, Blanchard was right in
1992, and this time around he’s
just as high on Kerry,who
surged in the polls after his vic-
- tories in Iowa and New
- Hampshire. Together with Gov,

Jennifer Granholm’s husband,

Dan Mulhern, Blanchard has
- been beating the drum steadily

for Kerry for more than a year.

Blanchard’s analysis is that -

Kerry has “tons of momentum”

in Michigan and thinks

Granholm’s endorsement last
weekend helps a lot. But he also worries the sys-
tem used by the Michigan Democratic Party to
run its preference poll could make the result here
very close. Under Michigan caucus rules, you
could cast your ballot by Internet or mail as early
as Jan. 5, well before Kerry’s upset victory in
Towa, and an unknown number did.

* Howard Dean’s campaign has been tied heavily
to the Internet, he reasons, and even though
Dean suffered bad defeats in Jowa and New
Hampshire, a lot of early “Deaniac” votes might
sway the Michigan results in unexpected ways. So
when I talked with Blanchard a couple of days
ago, I asked him how come he thought Kerry
could be competitive with President George W.
Bush, who has to be the odds-on favorite to win
re-electlon As usual, Blanchards analysis was -
perceptive. '

“It all starts with Kerrys ability to neutralize
Bush on national security issues,” he said. “He’s
an authentic Vietnam War hero, a patriot who
volunteered to serve, versus a President Bush
who never fought and skipped his Air National
Guard meetings during the (Vietnam) war,
Kerry voted for the war resolution. Nobody can
question his patriotism or foreign policy experi-
ence. So with Kerry as a candidate, national
security and defense are no longer Bush’s issues -
alone. _ v

“Which puts the campaign right where it
should be,” Blanchard continued, “focused on the
economy. Overall, the national economy might be

- improving. But we've lost something like three

million jobs since Bush became president, our
manufacturing sector is in terrible trouble, and in
Michigan, at least, it looks a lot like a jobless
recovery. The national deficit for the coming year
is more than $500 billion and with continued
deficits a certainty, it’s likely interest rates are -
going to go up.

““That’s not a strong record for Bush to defend,”
he concluded.

So what four adJectlves would Blanchard offer
for Kerry? “Presidential,” he started. “Tough, very
tough, much tougher than people think. Talented,
enormously talented.

My own sense is that the Democratlc Party is
refreshingly focused on one main thingi\finding
the candidate with the best chance of i eafing

President Bush. Most times, the Democrats have -
- been so interested in arguing over ideology or in

advocating one cause or another that they have
forgotten the point of running for office is to win.
This time around, the Democrats hate Bush so
much they're willing to go for “ABB” — anybody
but Bush — and really mean it.

Reflecting on American political history, it
seems to me that the old system in which candi-
dates were picked by party leaders in smoke-filled

‘rooms often made a lot of sense. The bosses and

insiders knew the possible candidates well, their
strengths and weaknesses, their habits and
foibles. And the power wielded by the bosses
depended on the electability of the candidates

:-they chose. But once the parties started picking.

their nominees through primary elections, they
discovered the knowledgeable insiders lost their
power to the mass electorate, which in turn was
easﬁy swayed by the media, TV ads and single-
issue politics. -

I doubt we'll go back to old ways of picking our
candidates, But for Kerry to emerge the way he
has gives me some slim hope that this time
around the Democrats just might be overcoming
one of their traditional bad habits.

“What we're getting a lot
of calls for are fragrant
flowers,” said Jacqui Carney
of Jacqui Carney Floral
Studio in Birmingham. “In
the rose category, that
means no red. The fra-
grance has been pretty
much bred out of red
roses.”

These fragrant flowers
include hyacinth, lilac,
ginestra and lavender.
roses, she said. Those that
aren’t available in this area
at this time of year are
coming from Holland.

Stargazer lilies and car-
nations are other strong
selections,

Starasinich said some
requests are for more exotic
flowers, especially the bird
of paradise, Superman gave
this flower to Lois Lane in
one of the Superman
movies, owner Denise A.

Another current dis-
play style is to cover stems
in a vase with foliage,
instead of having the stems
show in clear vases, she
said. All-red or all-white
combinations are attrac-
tive, Carney said. Kolpacke
said his “purple for passion”
arrangements were big sell-
€r's one year.

Colors can have mean-
ings in connection with
flowers.

For example, with roses,
red means love and yellow
means friendship.

According to the Internet
Florist Web site

(www.iflorist.com), other
colors of roses indicate
admiration (light pink), “I
love you still and always

will” (pink and white) and

passionate thoughts (yel-
low and orange). Other
flowers have meanings, the
Web site says.

Among the examples are
white carnation (pure love,
sweet love, innocence), red
chrysanthemum (“I love

you”), gloxinia (love at first -

sight), heliotrope (devo-
tion, eternal love), red tulip
{declaration of love) and
pink zinnia (lasting affec-
tion). In caring for flowers,
it’s most important to cut
the stems when you first
receive them. Use a sharp
blade. If you don’t cut the
stems, bacteria builds up
and clogs them, and as a
result the flowers can’t get
water, Carney said.

Change the water every
two or three days. Don’t
put the flowers near a
heater, or they will dry out,
Necker said.

If stems are drooping,
cut them in warm water,
Kolpacke said.

Perhaps it’s the sunset pic-
ture over the lake that just
doesn’t make it until you
include the silhouette of the
lighthouse in the viewfinder.
Maybe it’s the landscape that
lacks impact until you place
the dramatic mountain peak in
view.

You see, including a center of

interest can make a weak com-
posmon mto one that’s strong
in viewer interest.

Avoid placing your center of
interest in the center of the
picture. In the center, your
shot may look static and unin-
teresting.

Use the “rulé of thirds.”
When you divide your scene
into thirds both vertically and
horizontally, the dividing lines
intersect in four places.

Any of these intersections
provides a pleasing position for
your center of interest.

“Framing” techniques and
“lead-in lines” that I've dis-
cussed in past columns also
help to add special impact to
your main subject.

What is a better center of
interest in California’s
Yosemite National Park than
the famous Half Dome?

There are many angles and
views from which to photo-
graph it.

The one I selected places
Half Dome off-center for a
stronger composition. [ then
used the trees, and reflection
in the river, to further enhance
the picture.

The photograph’s elements
all came together, resulting in
an image that captures the fla-
vor of one of our great national
parks.

Half Dome, quite naturally, makes a strong center of interest in this Monte
Nagler photograph taken in Yosemite National Park.

~Prevent ice dams from forming on roo

In the midst of the severe
winter weather conditions that
have been pounding the
Detroit area the past few
weeks, homeowners should be
prepared to keep the snow off
their roof edges to eliminate
the possibility of ice dams,
which can lead to major leak-
ing problems.

According to Keith Paul,
president of HandyPro
Handyman Service in
Plymouth, homeowners should
buy a roof rake from the local
hardware store and follow
these tips to help eliminate the
potential for ice dams:

1. Standing on the ground,
use the roof rake to rake all the
snow along the roof line
approximately 7 to 10 feet up
from the gutters.

If you have a two-story
home, you will need two peo-
ple to rake the second story.
Make sure you have a stable
extension ladder, and have one
person hold the ladder while
the other person climbs up to
use the roof rake.

When using a ladder, be
careful not to allow water or
snow to get on the rungs, oth-
erwise you may slip off the lad-
der.

2. After the snow is removed,
check to see if there is icing
along the roof line and gutters.

If there is ice build-up, apply
calcium chloride from a small
container on the area. If the ice
is thick you may need a second
application.

Most hardware stores and
home centers have bags of cal-

cium chloride available for less
than $20.

3. Don’t apply sodium chlo-
ride, because it can damage the
roof shingles, cement, lawn
and bushes surrounding your
home.

Paul said that the best way to
help prevent ice dams is to
make sure your gutters are
working properly and cleaned
of all debris.

While many people will try
to rake their own roofs, it can
be dangerous, especially with a
two-story home. Paul said that
many companies, such as
HandyPro, provide services in
the Detroit area when ice dams
occur.

When hiring a company,
Paul said it is important to ver-
ify that it is hicensed and

insured, and to find out what
method it uses to remove the
ice.: '

“Some companies use picks
and shovels on ice dams, and
that can actually cause more
damage to the roof;” he said.
