But inside it's a high-tech, state of the 
art MRI Center - for pets. 

It's one of the few in the country, the 
only one in Michigan and it's located in 
Canton at 8560 N. Canton Center Road 
in a medical/professional park. 

Opened last October by Dr. Michael 
Wolf, a neurological/veterinarian, the 
Animal MRI Center is an adjunct of the 
Animal Neurological Center.

used on humans for a long 
time. 

"The big advantage of MRI," 
Wolf said, "is it's a non-inva-
sive procedure, it's safe, there 
are no dye injections required. 
It provides us with a view of 
the inside of an animal's body 
that is very detailed and pro-
vides us with information to 
make very accurate diagnoses. 

"We can therefore prescribe 
more pointed treatment and 
we can also provide people 
with better prognostic infor-
mation as to how we can help 
their patients." 

Wolf says his clinic sees 
about 100 to 120 patients a 
month, all on a strictly refer-

ral basis. About 80 percent of 
his patients are dogs, 20 per-
cent are cats. 

The most common ail-
ments, according to Wolf, are 
pets who have trouble walk-
ing, rising, who drag their 
legs, or suffer back pain or 
neck pain. 

"Another common thing is 
pets who have seizures or per-
sonality or behavioral 
changes," he said. 

About 15 to 20 percent of 
the cases are surgical cases. 

"We treat brain tumors, 
brain malformation, inflam-
mation in the brain, strokes, 
hemorrhages or bleeding in 
the brain," he said. 

The Animal Neurological 
Center, which was established 
a year-and-a-half ago, is the 
only one in the state of

Michigan exclusively available 
for pets with neurological dis-
orders. But the MRI Center is 
Wolf's pride and joy. 

"There are differences 
between humans and pets," he 
said. "This one is specifically 
designed for pets." 

The MRIs are run by spe-
cially trained technicians and 
can be monitored by Wolf 
through the magic of comput-
ers. Pictures can be sent to the 
operating room to be consult-
ed during surgery. 

He can even send the 
results to referring veterinari-
ans via the Internet or put 
them on CD-ROMS to give to 
pet owners to take home and 
view on their own computers. 

The procedure is not cheap. 
An MRI costs $1,150 dollars. 
But Wolf says the need is 
there and in the future the 
machine can be sent to other 
sites where a need exists. 
That's the reason it is really a 
lab on a trailer. 

"You can just hook a tractor 
up to it and tow it anywhere 
it's needed," he said. 

Since the equipment needs 
a constant power source, the 
trailer includes a generator to 
keep it operational while it is 
moved from place to place.

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Students break Detroit barriers, stereotypes l e a g u e

For the past four years, third-
graders at Tonda Elementary in 
Canton Township have been pen 
pals with their counterparts at 
Harms Elementary, located in 
Detroit's Mexicantown. 

Several times each school 
year, Tonda students write their 
pen pals, while looking forward 

• to receiving letters back Five 
times during the year, the two 
classes meet at Focus:HOPE in 
Detroit, a human rights and job 
training organization which 
sponsors the pen pal program. 

It's all part of an effort to 
bring young students together 
— from the affluent suburbs and

On Feb. 5, the two schools 
displayed their multicultural art 
at Focus:HOPE, which allowed 
the families of students to meet.

Ann Conklin, director of 
Leisure Services for Canton, 
which works with local sports 
organizations and often provides 
fields for their use, echoed a con-
cern for the children. 

"There is obviously a cloud 
over all youth sports agreements 
and we're going to work hard for 
the kids of Canton," she said. 
"While there's an investigation 
going on, there's a cloud over 
this organization. But the season 
will go on as scheduled." 

The CCJBSA serves students 
in the Plymouth Canton School 
district, which includes Canton, 
Plymouth and Plymouth 
Township. 

The organization made head-
lines about six years ago when a 
decision was made to change the 
name from Plymouth Canton 
Junior Baseball League to 
Canton Community Junior 
Baseball and Softball 
Association as part of the move 
to the Canton Softball Center. 

Several Plymouth residents 
and parents were upset by delet-
ing Plymouth from the name. 

However, Rohn said the name 
change was merely cosmetic.

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Democrats underestimate 
Terri Land at their peril 
1 1 1 hen you talk to Terri 
I f f Lynn Land, who just 

finished her first year 
as Michigan secretary of 
state, you get the distinct 
impression that she doesn't 
like her job. She absolutely, 
positively, loves it. "Oh, I'm 
running again, yeah!" she says 
with an enthusiastic little 
laugh. What makes that dec-
laration remarkable is that 
her next election is not in 
November, but nearly three 
years away. 

Fact is, she is a no-non-
sense type of woman, and 
doesn't see any point in being 

coy. Besides, 
"I really want 
to finish this 
project," she 
adds.

nology. That 
is happening, 

thanks largely to nearly $100 
million the state is getting 
from the federal government 
under HAVA, the Help 
American Vote Act, passed in 
the wake of the mess left by 
the punch-card and butterfly 
ballot hurricane in Florida. 

Republicans are often por-
trayed as not being eager to 
spark massive turnouts, espe-
cially among reluctant voters 
who, if they do show up, are 
likely to vote Democratic. But 
though Land is a 45-year-old 
mom from suburban Grand 
Rapids, she is something of a 

. technology wonk, and bub-
bles with enthusiasm as she 
talks about equipment that 
makes it possible for the blind 
to vote in secret. 

"There is a lot more that we 
have to get started on. I 
encourage everyone to vote," 
she said. "When people vote, 
we get the best possible deci- -
sion." 

Her department, which 
oversees vehicle and driver 
licensing and elections, is the 
oldest cabinet post in the 
state — and the only one that 

touches the life of virtually 
every Michigander. Mitten 
staters can go their whole 
lives without encountering a 
governor, or, if they behave 
themselves, an attorney gen-
eral. But if you ever want to 
vote or drive a car, you 
become one of Terri Land's 
customers. And she is big on' 
customer service. 

"When I was Kent County 
clerk, I sometimes worked the 
counter, because people 
expected that," she said, not-
ing accurately that Grand 
Rapids has evolved into a big 
city whose residents still 
expect small-town service. 
During her first year in office, 
she visited every one of the 
state's 173 branch offices. And 
yes, she worked the counter in 
a few. 

Traditionally, Michigan 
politicians have regarded sec-
retary of state as either a 
stepping stone or a retire-
ment home. From 1955 to 
1995, the office had only two 
inhabitants, one of whom was 
finally ousted when it was 
clear his faculties were slip-
ping. 

Terri Land may be the first 
to have wanted the job for its 
own merits. "After I had been 
(Kent County) clerk for a 
year, I saw that if I really 
wanted to make any changes 
they would have to be 
statewide." That was in 1995, 
jus t af ter her fellow 
Republican Candice Miller 
had won the job, and so she 
knew she'd have to bide her 
time. 

Fortunately, she wouldn't 
have to wait decades. 
Michigan's constitution had 
been changed to limit any 
secretary of state to two four-
year terms. Land had a tough 
battle for her party's nomina-
tion in 2002, and when she 
finally won it, her chances 
looked bleak. Jennifer 
Granholm, the Democratic 
nominee for governor, seemed 
to be headed for a landslide 
win. Land's opponent, Detroit 
lawyer Melvin "Butch" 

Hollo well, was smart, well-
connected and charismatic. 

Yet she had a few things 
going for her, namely money. 

Her father and husband have 
a prosperous development 
business, and the family put 
well over $1 million in her 
campaign. Land's pleasant 
blond features gazed at the 
state from a forest of bill-
boards, and a flurry of TV ads 
sealed the deal. On Election 
Day, she won a 57 percent 
landslide, running far ahead 
of Granholm, the woman who 
got all the press attention. 

"What was funny in that 
race was all the people who 
would come up and tell me 
they hoped I became gover-
nor," she said, breaking out 
again into her frequent and 
infectious laugh. Though she 
is ambitious, she has done 
something that both sup-
pressed her ego and saved the 
taxpayers money. She is the 
first SOS in memory not to 
have ordered large expensive 
signs with her name erected 
in every branch office. 

Not that she isn't ambi-
tious. She has been hooked on 
politics since her hometown 
hero, Gerald Ford, suddenly 
became an accidental presi-
dent and was locked in a tight 
race with J immy Carter in 
1976. Still in high school, 

Terri traveled across the 
country as a "scatter blitzer" 
urging people to vote for 
Ford. 

That November, she cried 
in her Hope College dorm 
when her hero lost a squeak-
er. For him, it was over. For 
Terri, it was just starting. 

Off the record, few 
Democrats expect to have 
much chance to beat Land in 
2006. The interesting ques-
tion is what will she run for 
after that. U.S. Senate in 
2008? Governor in 2010? 
What is clear is that — as she 
will cheerily tell you — she 
will run for something. "I'll 
only be in my 50s, and that's 
still pretty young," she says. If,' 
Democrats underestimate 
her, they do so at their peril.

Gene, Dean and 'Fog of War' 
stir up memories and doubts 
l i f e were "clean for 
y » Gene." Eugene 
w w M c c a r t h y emerged in 

late 1967 as the candidate 
willing to take on a "war 
president." Students who 
opposed the escalating war 
in Vietnam, but hadn ' t 
turned to the radical left, 
saw McCarthy as their politi-
cal savior.

was wrong 
and the war 
had to end. 

We wore 
blue buttons. We dressed 
mainstream and didn' t "do 
drugs." We were "clean for 
Gene" so that his message 
wasn't confused with radi-
calism. We were the main-
stream opposition to a presi-
dent who had lost his way. 

The memories of tha t t ime 
come flooding back in the 
wake of Howard Dean's rise 
and collapse and the release 
of Errol Morris' documen-
tary on former Defense 
Secretary Robert 
McNamara, The Fog of War. 

Dean, too, was the favorite 
son of liberal college stu-
dents. He raised his voice 
first and loudest against the 
war in Iraq and against 
George W. Bush's economic 
policies. While sitting sena-
tors voted for the war, Dean 
said no. 

Dean used the Internet to 
tap into young political 
activists who have not yet 
been turned away f rom the 
system, jus t as McCarthy 
had gone to the campuses to 
recruit an army of young 
people who still believed in 
the American political sys-
tem, but not in the direction 
it was taking. 

McCarthy took the greater 
risk. He was standing in 
opposition to his own party's 
president, a president who 
just four years before had 
calmed a nation in the wake 
of a presidential assassina-
tion. He was a president 
widely admired by liberals 
for his strong push for civil 
rights and anti-poverty pro-
grams. But guns and but ter 
were not what people want-
ed when they elected Lyndon 
Johnson in a landslide in 
1964. 

McCarthy was also taking 
on his friend, political men-
tor and fellow Minnesotan 
Hubert Humphrey. The 
muted vice president, who 
had once been the happy 
warrior of American liberal-
ism, was stoically standing 
behind his boss, even as per-
sonal doubts began to form. 

McCarthy's strong second-
place finish behind the sit-
ting president in the New 
Hampshire primary was all 
LBJ needed to know that his 
time was up. Even if a 
majority of Americans still 
expressed support for the 
war, the majority of 
Democrats did not. 

McCarthy, like Dean, may 
have been the voice crying in 
the wilderness, but he was 
not to be the leading 
Democratic candidate. Just 
as John Kerry has emerged 
to take the race from Dean 
as the anti-war candidate, 
Robert Kennedy jumped in 
to assume the leadership of 
anti-war Democrats in 1968. 
Kennedy and Johnson had 
been locked in a grudge 
match with each other dat-
ing back to before Kennedy's 
brother chose Johnson as his 
running mate. 

Of course, Kennedy would 
become another victim of an 
assassin's bullet on the night 
of his victory in the 
California primary. 
Humphrey and the old 
school would take the nomi-
nation and lose the election. 

In retrospect, McCarthy 

would not have been a good 
president. His college pro-
fessor manner wasn't 
matched wi th the steel nerve 
of a Woodrow Wilson. He 
was happier teaching and 
writing poetry than he would 
have been as the beleaguered 
leader of the free world. 

But it of ten takes a 
McCarthy or a Dean, whose 
mannerisms became grating 
as the campaign wore on, to 
stand up and tell the emper-
or he has no clothes, while 
others are willing to lie and 
fawn even as we roll on into 
disaster. 

To unders tand just what a 
disaster it was, see Fog of 
War. Morris conducted 
hours of interviews with 
McNamara, a complex, infu-
riating man. These inter-
views are woven through 
with images of the war in 
Vietnam. I t is clear that 
McNamara and Johnson 
both knew they were fighting 
a lost cause and still, as Pete 
Seeger once sang, "the big 
fool said to push on." 

McNamara's doubts grew 
as he was secretary of 
defense and as he became 
the face of t he war for many 
protesters. Over time, he 
came to doubt the rationale 
for the war and the way in 
which the war was conduct-
ed. Yet, he seems to have no 
sense of guilt for the more 
than 50 ,000 American dead 
and hundreds of thousands 
of Vietnamese dead. He 
"enjoyed" his t ime as secre-
tary of defense. A peculiar 
man. 

Only t ime will tell how 
much these t imes are like 
those. 

As the philosopher George 
Santayana said, "Those who 
cannot remember the past 
are condemned to repeat it."

Sheriff overhauls DEQ plans public outreach meeting in Dearborn 
booking system 

For years, the Wayne County 
Sheriff; s Department, which is 
Michigan's largest county jailer, 
has had an antiquated inmate 
booking system that relied on 
Polaroid mug shots, handwrit-
ten cards and sparse computer 
data to track the thousands of 
inmates that pass through its 
doors each year. 

Today, the system is undergo-
ing a major overhaul that will 
provide for a searchable data-
base of information and photos . 
that will be a tremendous intelli-
gence-sharing tool for local law 
enforcement agencies, according 
to SherifFWarren Evans. The 
county has agreements with 
most communities in Wayne 
County, including Detroit, to 
participate in the new system. 

"With this new system, a huge 
intelligence hole in the local law 
enforcement community is 
being plugged," Evahs said. 
"This will bring the sheriff's 
department into the 
Information Age and on par 
with other major agencies 
throughout the state and 
nation." 

Evans said that the new cen-
tralized $152,000 grant-funded 
system would have multiple 
benefits, including: 

• Establishes foundation for 
countywide criminal database 
that will allow each participating 
agency to submit booking data 

, themselves and retrieve data 
entered by other agencies. An 
inmate booked by the Detroit or 
Livonia police department, for 
example, will be entering the 
photos and information into the 
same database as the Sheriff's 
Department. 

• The ability to conduct digi-
tal police lineups. Police agen-
cies can either see a digital line 
up, or select inmates out of the 
system for a live lineup based on 
their physical characteristics. 

• More reliable identification 
of inmates and reduced likeli-
hood of mix-ups. With the previ-
ous system, inmates could more 
easily switch ID wristbands and 
some have attempted to escape. 
The new bands have photos and 
bar codes printed on them and 
are virtually impossible to 
remove without destroying 
them. 

Over the past several weeks, 
the department has been imple-
menting its new digital booking 
system at its Hamtramck jail, 
which houses sentenced non-
violent offenders. 

Beginning this week, the 
downtown jails, which house 

pretrial felons, began using the 
new system. 

Each year, approximately 
40,000 individuals arebooked 
into the county's three jails -
enough to sell out Comerica 
Park. Once all new and current 
inmates are entered intathe sys-
tem, the department will have 
access to a growing pool of criti-
cal information that will include 
digital photos of scars, tattoos 
and other distinguishing marks 
that police can use for identifica-
tion in other cases. 

"Unfortunately, we know 
many of the people, who pass 
through our doors will commit 
other crimes later on," Evans 
said. "This new system will 
make available to other agencies 
vast amounts of data and images 
they can use to positively identi-
fy someone they are holding in 
connection with a new crime." 
_ If someone who was previous-

ly booked into the county jail is 
ever suspected in another crime, 
the county can print an instant 
<4Wanted" poster that includes a 
mug shot, photos of identifying 
marks and other information, 
which can be distributed quickly 
to other agencies, the media and 
the public. 

Although the county's existing 
computer Inmate Booking 
System contains general 
descriptive information about 
each inmate, it does not include 
photographs and other descrip-
tive information. Until just 
recently the only photo records 
of inmates who have passed 

. through the Wayne County jail 
were thumbnail-sized Polaroid 
photos stapled to a small yellow 
card that was filled out by hand. 

Due to space constraints, the 
ID cards would be boxed up and 
sent to a storage facility, making 
it nearly impossible to retrieve 
an individual card or photo , 
when needed. The new system 
will provide a permanent digital 
record of the inmate that will be 
retrievable at the click of a 
mouse. 

Evans said the he is expected 
additional grant funding to be 
approved to pay for a new fin-
gerprint verification system that 
will further streamline the book-
ing process. 

"Eventually, we plan to be at a 
stage where an inmate walking 
into the jail will place two fin-
gers on a device and all the 
information available on him or 
her - identifying data, criminal 
history and photos - will be 
accessible immediately," Evans 
said. 

The Department of Environmental

What can a coach say? 
Schoolcraft College's men's basketball

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CCC takes 1st by stopping SC 
Someone has to rise to the 

Qccasion. 
; When the game's on the line, 
someone has to step up and 
make the play. Schoolcraft 
College's women's basketball 
team, playing its biggest game 
of its regular season Wednesday 
at home against Wayne County 
CC, needed just that. 

The Ocelots had to have 
someone step forward and 
make a play if they were going 
to earn the top spot in the 
Eastern Conference and the No. 
1 seed in the state tournament 
that accompanies it. Which also 
means a first-round bye. 
. But it didn't happen. Too 
many mistakes, too few free 
throws - and, ultimately, not 
enough points as the Wildcats 
prevailed 72-67. 

Wayne, which played one 
final conference game Saturday 
against Mott CC, improved to 
20-4 overall and 13-2 in the 
conference with the victory. 
Henry Ford CC, SC's scheduled 
opponent on Saturday, was 
forced to forfeit the game, giv-
ing the Ocelots a 19-7 final over-
all regular-season record and a 
13-3 conference mark. 
Although the two teams could 
tie fdr the title (depending on 
Wayne's g&me against Mott), 
the Wildcats earn the tiebreaker 
by virtue of their two wins over 
SC. 

"Unfortunately our guards 
didn't play so good," a disap-
pointed SC coach Karen Lafata 
said. "This just kicks us in the 
butt." 

The Ocelots had their 
chances, but just couldn't con-

vert. A basket by the Ocelots' 
Crystal Pittman with 14:38 left 
in the second half knotted the 
game at 48-all. 

But the next 4:20 was deci-
sive; consecutive 3-pointers by 
Wayne's Britni Cooper, Deanna 
Jennings and Sierra Harlan 
were the key components in a 
14-2 Wildcat run that boosted 
their lead to 62-50. 

SC never caught up. The 
Ocelots did have their chances, 
to be sure. In the final 10:10 of 
the game, they were a pitiful 9-
of-19 at the free-throw line. For 
the game, they finished ll-of-26 
at the stripe (42.3 percent), 
which ruined their decent 
shooting performance from the 
field: 28-of-63 (44.4 percent). 

Wayne had seven 3-pointers 
in the game; SC was 0-for-7. 
And while the 'Cats were just 
25-of-71 from the field (35.2 
percent), they did make 15-of-
26 free throws (57-6 percent). 

The big player in all of this 
for Wayne was, ironically, the 
smallest on the court - Harlan, 
the Wildcats' point guard who 
is listed at a mere 5-foot-l (she 
looks smaller). Both teams had 
an abundance of turnovers (26 
each), and Harlan did have 
eight, but she also scored a 
game-high 19 points, hitting 7-
of-15 floor shots (2-df-3 from 
the three-point line), dished out 
seven assists, had seven ; 

rebounds and made two steals. 
"Their point guard (was the ; 

difference)," saidLafata. "She 
beat us the last time." 

In the two teams' first meet-
ing, Harlan hit the game-win-
ning shot in the final seconds. 

On Wednesday she did some-
thing similar. With time run-
ning out in the first half and 
Wayne up by a point, her shot 
was deflected right back to her. 
Her follow-up went in at the 
buzzer, capping a 6-0 Wildcat 
run in the final minute of the 
half to give them a 40-37 lead. 

Although the Ocelots kept it 
close through most of the sec-
ond half, they never did recap-
ture the lead. One reason was 
the loss of one of their top scor-
ers and rebounder, India 
Monteiro, to foul trouble in the 
first four minutes of the game. 
She did not return until the sec-
ond half, finishing with just 
four points (l-of-5 floor shoot-
ing), nine rebounds,and six 
turnovers. 

SC was paced by Tiffani 
Pattilo, Tara Charles (from 
Redford Bishop Borgess) and 

Sara Tyree, with 12 points; 
Charles also had three steals. 
Takara 1\iff added nine. 

The Wildcats also got 15 
points and three steals from 
Cooper, 13 points from Sabra 
Wimberly and 11 points, eight 
boards and four steals from 
Deanna Jennings. 

The difference, according to 
Wayne coach Jeffrey Carter, was 
attitude. "We were more aggres-. 
sive," he said. "We kept the pres-
sure on and didn't back it off 
any." 

The conference title was the 
first in Wayne CCC history, 
Carter said, and it's the team's 
first-ever 20-win season. But 
they're not done yet. 

"Our goal," Carter said, "is to 
get to Kansas City and win the 
national championship."

I would sing 
whatever I could think of 
because I knew she enjoyed 
it so much — lullabies, 
Blackbird by the Beatles, 
Christmas carols no matter 
what time of year it was, My 
Favorite Things and the

We would sing together 
whenever we had to drive 
somewhere, she in her car 
seat kicking her legs behind 
me, me hoping nobody was 
watching or hearing me sing 
whenever we stopped for a 
traffic light. 

"I love you, you love me 
We're a happy family..." 
Now, just a short seven 

years later, our melodious 
second-grader has graduat-
ed from Kindermusik to 
Kids Bop. Not only does she 
hum and sing all day long 
and occasionally whistle, 
too, but she's convinced she 
is Shania Twain. 

"Let's go girls," the little 
Shania sings in tandem with 
the real Shania on the stereo 
as she jumps off the couch to 
begin her performance. She 
sings into her hairbrush-
microphone and moves 
effortlessly throughout the 
living room stage. 

Her self-choreographed 
dance routine is high-energy 
entertainment, featuring 
splits on the hardwood floor 
and more jumps on and off 
the furniture.

Artists rendering 
Program helps 
kids find own 
fine arts skills

Four-year-olds in the Plymouth-Canton Schools' 
Early Childhood Program are getting a chance to find 
out if they could become the next Michaelangelo or 
Vincent van Gogh. 

As part of a program in conjunction with the 
Plymouth Community Arts Council, students get a 
chance to learn about famous artists from the past, 
and have fun at play stations to show off their fine art 
skills. 

"We try to have a mini art museum and have them 
understand what artists do," said Nancy McNamara, 
who has been conducting the program for four years, 
"whether it's sculpture, music and dancing, painting, 
etching." 

In one of the preschool classrooms at Hulsing 
Elementary, Elaine Julian reads a book to preschool-
ers, telling about different kinds of artists, and points 
out what each is doing. 

"Here is an artist that blows glass. It gets very hot," 
she said. "This artist is making jewelry." 

After learning about the different forms of art, the 
4-year-olds get a chance to work at various stations, 
whether it be painting, working with Play dough, cre-
ating with blocks or working as a docent at an art 
museum set up in the corner. 

'You can't touch because you might break some-
thing," as docent Peter Eyad reminds his fellow 
preschoolers about museum etiquette. "You can only 
look with your eyes." 

Across the room, Jay Wadley paints his impression 
of a Claude Monet garden. 

"I like painting because you can put in on the wall at 
home," he said. 

"Art is ah expression of yourself, and we want the 
children to have a sense of expression of themselves," 
said McNamara. "What you feel like inside and imag-
ine in your head you can put in a medium in some 
form. 

"We want them to express the process of art, 
whether it's building a structure with blocks or mak-
ing a picture that represents something to them," she 
said, 

Tin.' art program for preschoolers is a chance for 
kids to learn that art isn't just painting with a brush 
on an easel. 

"Kids do art every day, and this helps them see the 
connection with the artists," said Tina Dennison, a 
teacher in the PLUS Preschool program. "Art can be 
anything, and we're opening their minds and letting 
them know they can do it, too." 

That may be lying on your back under a table to 
paint the Sistine Chapel, just like Michaelangelo; or 
throwing paint at a wall to make a portrait like 
Jackson Pollock. 

"They look at it, study it and make a picture," said 
McNamara. "We're interested in them experiencing 
the process, not so much what the end product is. 

"I'm not going to tell any of these children that what 
they did is not exactly what they saw," she said. "The 
language of art goes beyond the boundaries of lan-
guage."

Leslie Greeheisen, "die art education coordinator at 
the Plymouth Community Arts Council, said the pro-
gram "is art appreciation, art history and an enrich-
ment program, all in one." 

Andy while the three-year program is geared to the 
elementary schools in the Plymouth-Canton district, 
Greeneisen said preschoolers can get a lot out of it, 
too. 

"At that age, with a little bit of information they get 
and retain, they can tell about an artist and painting 
because they've experienced it," she said. 

"It's all about exposure and experience," added 
Greeneisen. "If they're not given the opportunity to 
experience the arts, they won't know what they're 
missing. But, they're missing a lot because art ads so 
much to life." 

Greeneisen adds, "Kids really do get an appreciation 
to the arts, and have opinions about it. That's what 
makes it really fun." 

The Early Child Department will be opening pre-
school classrooms at Fiegel, Hoben and Hulsing ele -
mentary schools, as well as Canton High School, 6:30-
8:30 p.m. Thursday, March 11. 

Families will be able to visit the classrooms, meet 
the teachers and talk with parents about the preschool 
programs.

Church organist rings up 40 musical service

In her 40 years as church organist 
and minister of music, Patricia Knorp 
figures she has played some 25,000

While the numbers are impressive, 
friends say her biggest accomplish-
ments are the way she touches peoples' 
lives with he? music. 

Knorp began the Valentones, a choir 
and bell ringer group performing locally 
and around the world with parishioners 
from St. Edith, St. Genevieve and St. 
Michael's in Livonia; St. Kenneth in 
Plymouth Tbwnship; St. Damian in 
Westland; St Valentine and Our Lady of 
Loretto in Redford; St. Hugh in. 
Southgate; and Sacred Heart in 
Dearborn. Some of the members jok-
ingly call themselves the Ding-a-lings. 

Ed Burger, a Valentones member, 
admires Knorp's professionalism.

"She deals with a lot of people and 
she's the most even-tempered person 
I've ever seen," he said. 

After saying Mass Monday morning 
at St. Valentine Catholic Church in 
Redford, the Rev. James Hayes, 91, 

flipped back the pages of four decades 
when he recalled how Knorp, whose 
maiden name was English, was in 10th 
grade when she began playing the organ 
at St. Michael's in Pontiac, where he 
served as pastor. 

Knorp performed at two morning 
Masses before school and was often 
called out of class for funerals. 

"I have nothing but praise for Pat," 
Hayes said. "She's always been a good 
friend and is ready to help wherever she 
can. The only thing I have against her is 
that she never did teach me to sing." 

Carol Olesky, a Valentone, describes 
Knorp as extraordinarily generous and 
musically talented. 

The Valentones play at nursing 
homes, hospitals and special events 
throughout the year. 

"We all love her — that's why we fol-
low her around," said Stephanie Toth, a 
Valentone. 

Knorp currently performs at St. 
Valentine Church during morning Mass 

and is music director at St. Damian's, 
playing weekend Masses, weddings, 
funerals and overseeing the church's 
adult and children choirs, as well as Si~ 
Damian's handbell choir. 

She managed juggling her church 
work while teaching 18 piano students , 
from her home. 

"I'm in church an awful lot and I feel • 
more at home at church than I do any ; 
place," she said. "It makes you feel closer 
to God and helps you put this life in 
proper perspective. You meet an awful 
lot of nice people." 

Knorp attributes much of her long ' 
career to the piano lessons she began in 
first grade. After high school, she 
attended Mercy College in Detroit, 
where she met her husband, John, her 
biggest promoter and transporter of the 
massive handbell equipment. They have 
four children and eight grandchildren. 

"I certainly know how happy music 
makes people," Knorp says. "The Lord 
has truly blessed me."
