More than three dozen layoffs, less
extensive cleaning of school buildings
and cuts in middle and high school
athletics are among the list of budget
cuts and reductions being discussed by
the Plymouth-Canton Board of
Education to balance a projected $8.6
million budget deficit for the next
school year,

The admlmstratlon believes an earlier
projected deficit of $9.2 million will be
reduced by $650,000 as the state indi-
cates it won’t change the formula for
funding student enrollment. However,
Supt. Jim Ryan said it's still difficult to
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find cuts and reductions totaling more
than $2.6 million that won't have a dra-
matic impact on the district, employees
and students.

On March 30, Ryan presented the
board with $2.2 million in reductions
that include 40 layoffs, including 16 cus-
todians, four high school nurses and the
security director at the high school com-
plex.

According to Ryan'’s figures, the dis-
trict could save more than $480,000 by
performing what he termed “modified
cleaning” in the district’s buildings.

Ryan is looking at another $200,000
cut from the athletic department budget,

which could be addressed in a number of

ways.

- “We've asked the middle schools to
look at the restructuring of sports ... and
to see if there is a pay-to-participate
opportunity there,” Ryan said.

High school athletes currenily pay a
$125 fee to participate in as many sports
as they choose. “Some people have sug-
gested that students pay per sport,
rather than a one-time fee,” he said.
“They've also discussed ticket price
increases at athletic events as a possibili-
ty for more revenue.”

Ryan is also looking at reorganization
of high school athletics, and has put all
three high school athletic directors on
notice for possible layoff.

Slashing the jobs of four of the five
district nurses would save $300,000.
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Cuts eyed in athletics and staffing

However, George Shea, whose daughter
is a junior, said he is opposed.

“I know all the cuts are difficult, but as
a father I want my kids to be safe ... and
I want someone there to take careof -~
them,” he said “I strongly urge you to
keep nurses.”

The list of cuts also includes limiting -
the number of hours the media centers
in elementary school buildings are open,
saving the district an estimated
$225,000. .

Ryan is also recommending the dis-
trict use $6 million of its $15 million
fund balance to help balance next year's
budget.

Judge mulls

challenge

to minor in
possession
ordinances

Is it a “Catch-22” as one courtroom
observer said, a “Hobson’s choice” - taking
what is offered or nothing as all - as 35th
District Court Judge Ron Lowe called it at
one point or an unconstitutional ordinance?

That was the question being debated in
35th District Court recently over the minor
in possession (of alechol) ordinances in
Canton, Plymouth, Plymouth Township,
Northville and Northville Township.

Attorney Greg Demopoulos, representing
a mumber of clients from the different com-
munities, brought a challenge to the crdi-
nances based on a case out of Bay City in
which a federal judge held that a similar
ordinance was unconstitutional,

In that case, Jamie Spencer vs, City of Bay
City, Spencer, a 19-year-old Bay City resi~
dent, was in a park with some other friends
about 11:30 p.m. when police were cailed on
a report of a disturbance.

After police smelled what they believed to
be alcohol, Spencer and the others were
asked to take field breath tests under Bay
City’s minor in possession ordinance.

Although she tested negative for alcohol,
she filed suit against Bay City alleging that-
the ordinance, that allows police officers
upon reasonable suspicion to demand that a
person under 21 take a breath test without
first obtaining a search warrant, was uncon-
stitutional.

Federal Judge David M. Lawson of the -
U.S. District Court for the Eastern District
of Michigan agreed and wrote that “to the
extent that Section 10-57(e) of the Bay City
Code of Ordinances authorizes warrantless

‘searches in all cases, it is unconstitutional.”

Based on that ruling, Demopoulos
brought his cases to court, saying that the
MIP ordinances in the five local communi-

‘ties virtually mirror the Bay City ordinance,

which is based on state law.

State Senate moves to
get money for elections

Sen. Bruce Patterson, R-Canton, has
announced passage of a key bill bringing
Michigan in line with the Help America
Vote (HAVA), which makes the state eli-
gible to receive $80 million in federal
grant money.

HAVA is a federal law that seeks to
strengthen the election process by
improving voting systems and making it
easier for disabled Americans and mili-
tary personnel o vote. SB 432 goes to
the state House for concurrence.

“As chair of the Senate Technology and
Energy Committee, I am encouraged by
what new innovations will bring to our
election systems,” Patterson said. “I'm
please that Michigan will continue mov-
ing forward to ensure secure, accurate
elections.”

Senate Bill 432:

B Provides for provisional balloting in
elections, allowing voters not listed on

voter registries to cast a ballot.

B Allows photo identification requests
to verify information regarding a voter’s
registration.

M Requires all jurisdictions to have
voter accessible machines for the dis-
abled by 2006.

M Eliminates double reporting of nom-
inee names by state parties to locals and
the Secretary of State.

M Provides for the expedited canvass of
presidential returns.

- M Clarifies second-chance voting
requirements at central count Jocations.

President George W. Bush signed
HAVA into law in response to Florida’s
2000 presidential election. The law pro-

- vides money to states to improve their

election processes by updating old voting
systems, providing greater access for dis-
abled Americans and making it easier for
military personnel to vote.

That’s not a message from
Metro Airport; it’s a message
from Canton Township.
Roadwork season is here and
the orange cones are on the
way.

“And we hope to pave Lotz
north of Ford to Warren,” he
said. “It’s out for bids right now
and we're hoping to hear from
Wayne County soon.”

That could get under way
within the next couple of
months.

By the beginning of May,
work should begin on widen-
ing Cherry Hill from Denton to
Ridge, which also includes a
portion of North Ridge.

Also scheduled for this
spring is the paving of Saltz
Road from Canton Center to
Beck and Beck to Ridge (two
separate projects).

Instead of using
traffic lights, traffic is directed
into a circular intersection
with a constant flow rather
than having to stop for red
lights.

That proposal is still being
studied.

refuse to take the breath test
(which could incriminate
them for consumption) they
will be issued a civil infraition
punishable by a fine of $100.

“That does sound like a
Hobson'’s choice,” Lowe said as
he listened to the argumente

While attorneys from the
various communities argue
that the problem could be
solved by removing the PBT
(breath test) from the ordi-
nance, Demopoulos argued
that was not a remedy
because the test is integral in
assessing whether there has
been consumption.

He said that police officers
should be required to get a
search warrant before admin-
istering the tests.

After listening to his argu-
ments and those from attor-
neys representing the five
communities, Lowe said he
would take the case under
advisement and issuc a ruling
on April 5.

Keith said he knew from his
experience as the student gen-
eral manager of a campus
radio station at MSU that he
liked the educational aspect of
working with students.

“I like working with high
school students, they have such
a passion,” he said. “Even if
they don't go into broadcast-
ing, they get the benefits, like
the experience of public speak-
ing, writing, interpersonal
communication and leadership
opportunities.

“They’re ultimately in charge
of different departments, keep-
ing the station running ona
day-to-day basis,” Keith said.

Former WSDP news director
John Sturk currently works for
State Rep. John Stewart, R-
Plymouth Township, in hxs
Lansing office.

“When I was a sophomore, I
wanted to do a jazz program so
bad that it was my sole focus,”
said Sturk. “But, when I took
Close Up (a government and
civics class), I was able to put
that effort into news and
become news director.

“As a senior, I did a number
of political stories and made
contacts, which helped me be
able to intern in the state
Senate and the U.S. House of
Representative, before getting
my current job,” he said.

LaJoy pushes to give break on trees

Anyone driving around
Canton the‘last couple of
weeks has seen them - dead
ash trees lying along the street,
victims of now infamous emer-
ald ash borer.

The sound of chain-saws can
be heard in yards as residents
try to get rid of the trees
they've been forced to cut
down.

Since the summer of 2002,
the ash borer has killed more
than six million trees in south-
east Michigan. Western
Wayne County has been partic-
ularly hard hit.

. Now, State Rep. Phil LaJoy,
R-Canton, is trying to offer
affected homeowners at least
some partial relief.

He introduced a bill last
week that would give Michigan
homeowners a $100 state tax
credit toward the cost of
removing and replacing ash

trees killed by the borer.

“A hundred dollars is not a
lot,” he said. “But it might help
people get rid of their dead
trees or get replacement trees.
It might help a family trying to
cut up those trees.”

He said the Canton area is
the “ground zero” of the ash
tree problem.

“Residents throughout the
area are being saddled with the
high cost of removing and
replacing their trees,” he said.

Last April, LaJoy intro-
duced a House resolution ask-
ing the U.S. Congress to pro-
vide financial assistance to
help combat emerald ash borer
infestation.

He also is advocating for the
creation of a public-private
alliance to save Michigan prop-
erty owners and local govern-
ments thousands of dollars by
reducing costs of ash tree

removal and replanting.

The Emerald Ash Borer

. Alliance would be a partner-

ship between residential, com-
mercial and municipal proper-
ty owners to decrease costs of
tree removal and the eventual
replanting of other species.

“We've got to fight the ash
borer at several different | . |
angles,” LaJoy said. “There is
no quick fix for this problem.
Working together, we can min-
imize the damaging effects of
the beetle and restore our
streets and neighborhoods.”

LaJoy’s measure, House Bill
5711, is part of a three-bill
package. Other bills provide
businesses with a small busi-
ness tax credit if they remove
affected ash trees and nursery
owners with a similar SBT »
credit if they sell replacement
trees under cost to municipali-
ties. :

Jennifer Granholm
is the most powerful female politician in the
state, But who is the most politically potent
Michigan woman who has never been elected to
anything?

Logically, you might guess Mary Sue Coleman,
president of the University of Michigan, Not even
close, political insiders say. The right answer:
Debbie Dingell, a tiny, intense blonde dynamo
who runs campaigns, does good deeds for
General Motors, and is first, always, and most of
all the protector, champion and guardian of the
interests of her husband, U.S. Rep. John Dingell
(D-Dearborn).

“She is the most politically
powerful non-elected official in
Michigan,” said Melvin “Butch”
Hollowell, state party chair,
carefully searching for the right
words. ‘

He likes her, Bt not everyone
does. When you ask some politi-
cians for a comment, they roll
their eyes. Uh-uh. Soine plainly

Jack  don’t care for her because, as the
Lessenberry  party chairman said, “She is no

shrinking violet.”

“Sometimes you have to have
somebody who is willing to knock heads togeth-
er; he said. That was the case four years ago,
when she was put in charge of the Democrats’
somewhat muddled presidential campaign in
Michigan. She ran it like George Patton and, in
the end, Al Gore won a surprisingly easy victory
in the hotly contested state.

When the governor’s mansion was in need of
renovation and repair last year, and the state
budget was strapped, Debbie took the lead and
managed to raise a few million without much
muss, fuss or bother.

Nobody disputes her skills, But some complain
— always off the record — that she has the influ-
ence she does only because of who her husband is.

That wounds her. Privately, Deborah Insley
Dingell is surprisingly sensitive. “Discrimination
still exists. ... A man can be tough and effective. A
woman who shows the same qualities is a b~---"
She shrugs.

That goes with the territory. “I still care about
what people think, but you can’t be effective and
let how people think impact your dealing with
the problem,” she said, in what sounded partly
like an attempt to convince herself.

Her devotion to her husband is unquestioned.
But she was not at his side the day he was first
sworn in as a congressman, taking over a seat
held for decades by his father, who died in office.
Debbie was not there largely because she was
only 2 years old.

John Dingell had been divorced for some time

n spring 2001, I took Lyn Bankes’ magical
history tour down Hines Drive.

She had been ensnaring everyone she
could to come along on bus tours or VIP per-
sonal car journeys through the park we all
drive along without really seeing or under-
standing,

As always, the county commissioner was
bursting with enthusiasm.

She has brought that

maverick political figure. As

the only Republican on the
Wayne County Commission, she is nominally
the odd person out. But she works well with
the opposition and as a Livonia resident she
has ties with the current county executive,
Bob Ficano, and his predecessor, Ed
McNamara.

When she was in the state House, Bankes
wore her conservative Republican label but
often took the moderate road to compromise.

Which may be a factor in the latest turn in
her career.

She’s taking a “hiatus” from politics.

But while she may be stepping back from
elective office, it's a good bet that Bankes will
not be shrinking away from public life.

She announced last week that she would
not seek re-election to the commission in the
face of opposition from Laura Cox, wife of
Michigan Attorney General Mike Cox. It did-
n't take Bankes’ considerable political savvy
1o realize that the lineup of Republican party
leaders behind Cox would make it difficult if
not impossible for Bankes to beat her. The
district encompasses the Plymouth and
Northville communities and a section of
Livonia.

Bankes lost a bruising Livonia mayoral
election last year to Jack Engebretson, fol-
lowing her long 24-year career of political
victories to the county commission and state
House.

Bankes had built a small army of senior

while dating, and resolved them only by getting
married in 1981.

Neither has seemingly had a regret since. “I
adore him. There is no reason that we are togeth-
er except that God wanted it to be,” she said.

“But I do believe that. We are each other’s other
hand. We have different strengths, but we make
each other whole. He has allowed me to be who I
am, to grow and develop ... I worry about him
non-stop.”

Listening to her talk in their Dearborn town-
house, John Dingell grins. “I am married to a
beautiful woman. I don’t have any problems.”

He has, however, had a few health problems,
including two heart procedures last year. This
November, he will roll over some token
Republican opponent and be elected to Congress
for the 25th time. If his health holds and he stays
in Congress until March 2009, he will become
the longest-serving member in history. Should
Democrats take the lower house back, Big John
will be, once again, the immensely powerful chair
of the Energy and Commerce Committee.

But nothing is forever, What both Dingells also
know is that he will be 78 this summer; Deborah
is 50. When the time comes, will she try to suc-
ceed him?

“I do not know what my future holds,” she says,
measuring her words. “This is what I know right
now. I know that as long as the people of this dis-
trict want John Dingell and he is in good health,
that is what he should do.”

And after that? “I don’t know. 1 would like to
be in public service of some kind,” she says. There
has been a Dingell in that congressional seat ever
since 1932. I wouldn’t bet on that changing soon.

She never faced serious o
opposition in her runs for county commis-
sioner.

The mayor’s race was different., She sur-
vived a nasty primary against two well-
known council members, making effective
use of that support system and support from
the downtown newspapers, which don’t
closely cover local politics.

In typical Bankes style, she came into the
campaign with a flurry of ideas - new con-
cepts to develop an urban center for the
model suburb, advisory boards of the best
and brightest to lead Livonia into the 21st
century. She was good at what the first
George Bush called “the vision thing”

Unfortunately for Bankes, she was running
against a well-liked, honorable man who had
the support of his predecessor and a history
on the local council. Sadly, the campaign took
aturn to the negative.

Political analyst Bill Ballenger suggests
that Bankes’ moderate politics is behind the
effort to unseat her on the county commis-
s10n.

“Lyn is a progressive Republican, but
maybe she got an image that she was too lib-
eral for the Republican mainstream,”
Ballenger said.

However, it is more likely that Bankes’
campaign for mayor against the established
figures made her vulnerable. It didn’t take
long for Laura Cox to line up an impressive
list of supporters. Cox insists that she is run-
ning on her own merits and not her hus-
band’s name and she has the legal back-
ground to support that claim.

It is hard to see that Cox will make a big
difference on the all-but-one Democratic
commission, though she may bring back
some of the old Thaddeus McCotter-Bruce

. Patterson blunderbuss of conservative oppo-.

sition. _

Bankes, on the other hand, will be missed
for her ability to “play well with others” and
attempt to reach some middle ground, In
recent years, the politics on the commission
were rarely about Democratic or Republican
principles but rather about who held the
most power, the commission or the executive.
So far, the executive has always won.

I don’t expect Bankes’ “hiatus” to last long.
She is too energetic, too full of good ideas and -
too civic-minded to retire to a rocking chair. - -

Meanwhile, she still has those buses run- .
ning. Step up for the history tour! '

Schools’ athletic directors
facing an uncertain future

In this uncertain economy, no one’s job is

secure.

Four years ago, Tom Willette was deciding
whether to leave his job with the Southfield

Parks and Recreation Department and

accept the athletic director’s position at his

alma mater, Salem High School.
“That’s what’s so funny about all this,”

Willette recalled with more than a touch of
irony. “Some friends told me, ‘You'll be set
(at Salem). You never have to worry about
the schools laying people off”

That changed last month when the
Plymouth-~Canton school board, facing a
$9.4 million deficit, issued layoff notices to
all three athletic directors at the high
schools. According to their contract, the
ADs had to be notified 90 days in advance.

“They have to give administrators 90 days

notice,” said Canten athletic director Sue
Heinzman, who has worked in the district

for 10 years. “That’s why we got our notices
two weeks ago.”

Time runs out for Heinzman, Willette and
Plymouth AD Terry Sawchuk at the end of
‘June.

None of them have anything in the works
job-wise, but then again, they can’t be cer-
tain what lies ahead, either. The school dis-
trict has laid them off with the apparent
intention of “restructuring the athletic
departments.’

Just how and what is intended is uncer-
tain. “There’s a lot of talk going around,”

Heinzman said. “Talk of going back to the
former set-up, of having just one AD.
There’s all sorts of rumors flying around.
“We definitely are in imbo until they tell
us what restructuring they'’re going to do.”

school board meeting.

Until then, the ADs are in the
dark regarding their jobs. “It’s a
little unnerving,” said Willette,
who graduated from Salem in
1975. “I think we'll be coming
back. I mean, how do you get
by without an athletic director?

“Sue and I both have 700-
plus student athletes. They .
have flawed thinking if they
think. . . it's not like were in a
system completely different
than everyone else’s in the
league”

The set-up for most schools
is an athletic director for each
high school. The job entails
putting playing schedules
together and then handling
many of the other details, like

-arranging buses to away games,
scheduling practice times for
various teams, etc.

There are some school dis-
tricts, like Farmington, that
have one AD for the district
and then building athletic coor-
dinators for each high school.
Prior to the opening of
Plymouth HS, Brian Wolcott
served as the Plymouth-Canton
school district athletic adminis-
trator, with Heinzman the
Canton AD and Willette the
Salem AD.

The dlstrlct has since gone to
the more traditional one-AD-
per-building structure. Now
that is in question as the dis-
trict searches for ways to tackle
a deficit problem faced by
schools around the state.

Trimming the athletic staff
would hurt the programs —
that was the opinion shared by
all three ADs. “We've got pretty
strong programs here,” said
Sawchuk. “I think they’ll suffer
if they cut the staff”

As low man on the staff,
Sawchuk knows he'd be the first
to go if someone was let go.
Like his colleagues, he wants to
believe whatever restructuring
the school board decides upon
won’t cost him his job.

“Pm just going to keep doing
my job every day,” Sawchuk
said. “And we'll see what hap-
pens.”
