Customer injured after truck crashes through lobby

A Canton man jus t missed 
being hit by a truck that crashed 
through the front lobby of a 
Midas Muffler on Ann Arbor 
Road and injured a woman who 
was waiting for her car. 

"I was driving eastbound (on 
Ann Arbor Road) and before I 
got to their driveway I noticed 
h im veer over, crossing the center 
line," said Ron Barck, manager of 
the Precision lYine shop next 
door. "He then drove up the 
grass, never slowing down or hit-
t ing the brakes, and hit the build-
ing at about 45 mph. 

"I couldn't tell whether he was 
conscious," Barck added. "It 
scared me because a couple sec-
onds later and the truck would 

have hit my car." 
A Plymouth Township woman 

suffered a possible broken a rm 
and lacerations when the driver 
of a Ford F--250 pickup apparent-
ly suffered a seizure and crashed 
through the f ront lobby of the 
Midas Muffler Shop on Ann 
Arbor Road. 

Plymouth Township Police 
Detective Sgt. Bob Antal said 41-
year-old Lisa LeBlanc was waiting 
for her car to be repaired when 
the t ruck slammed through the 
two-foot-high brick wall base and 
plate glass window. She suffered a 
possible broken a rm and cuts. 

"She doesn't remember too 
much of the incident," Antal said. 
"She was in the waiting room 
when the truck came through, and 
ended up in the restroom area." 

Terry Lovell, 42, of Plymouth 

Township "possibly suffered a 
seizure tha t caused h im to drift 
off the road." He was taken to St. 
Mary Hospital in Livonia for 
evaluation of cuts and bruises, 
said Antal. 

All the Midas employees were 
in the garage area working on 
cars when the crash occurred. 

"It was like a bomb going off" 
said Midas manager Marty 
Clendening of Garden City. "We 
were startled and started looking 
around, and then saw the truck. 

"Many times we have three or 
four customers in the waiting 
area, and a couple of employees," 
he added. "We're lucky it wasn't 
worse." 

Antal said Lovell wasn't cited 
for causing the accident, but was 
ticketed for driving with a sus-
pended license.

We 
moved him into position and 
started giving compressions. 
H i e only thing I did was to take 
charge to get the process 
rolling." 

Cripe said it had probably 
been 20 years since he had done 
CPR on a real victim. 

"I remember the call, bu t 
I don't remember how long 

ago it was," he said. 
While the Florida incident 

was no laughing matter, there 
was a little black h u m o r 
involved. 

Cripe asked if any of t h e man's 
golfing partners knew CPR. One 
said he did. 

"He was an older guy and he 
said, 'You can take the mouth,'" 
Cripe recalled. "I thought , 'Wait 
a minute, he's your buddy.'" 

Nevertheless Cripe began CPR 
and, shortly after, the m a n let 
out a gasp. 

"I thought it was a death 

gasp," he said. "But his buddy 
gave h im a few more compres-
sions and he took two more 
breaths." 

T h e man regained conscious-
ness and a couple of minutes 
later tried to sijt up. Cripe told 
h im to keep lying down, but 
th£n he regained his speech and 
star ted talkingL 

' It's the first [time I ever had 
one regain consciousness," he 
said.

Petition deadline nears 
for local candidates.

If you want t o get in to local politics on the township 
board, library boa rd or as a precinct delegate, you'd bet-
ter get cracking as deadlines near. 

Residents who wish to run for the township board of 
trustees have two choices when filing for election: parti-
san or non-par t isan. Al though the township board race 
is officially a par t i san race, candidates do no t have to 
declare a party affiliation, said Terry Bennett, township 
clerk. 

If you plan to declare your party affiliation, you must 
obtain a nomina t ing peti t ion and have between 2 0 0 and 
4 0 0 signatures. If you choose not to declare a party, yow 
must get a qualifying petit ion, which requires between 
6 0 0 and 1,200 signatures. 

While the nomina t ing peti t ion for part isan candidate / / 
is due no later t h a n 4 p .m. May 11, the qualifying peti- T 
t ions are not due unt i l 4 p.m. July 15. 

Partisan candidates will square off in the Aug. 3 pri-
mary. Non-par t i san candidates run only in the Nov. 2 
general election. "You can always have a write-in candi-
date," Bennett said. 

The entire townsh ip board of three administrators — 
supervisor, clerk a n d t reasurer — and four trustees is up 
for election. Each seat carries a four-year term. 

All six m e m b e r s of t h e non-par t isan Canton Public 
Library Board of Trustees is u p for election in 
November. Candidates mus t file city-township non-par-
tisan petitions a n d obtain between 4 0 and 100 signa-
tures. Or candidates may file by fee, which costs $100, 
and file a personal identity affidavit, Bennett said. 

The only way l ibrary board candidates will be involved 
in the August p r imary is if there are more than double 
the number of candidates for the six seats, Bennett said. 

Candidates fo r precinct delegates must also files peti-
tions by t h e 4 p .m. May 11 deadline. Bennett suggests 
they file with her office ra ther than Wayne County to 
ensure they are placed on the ballot. Precinct delegate 
candidates mus t also file affidavits. 

For the August primary, voters mus t register to vote 
by July 6, and by Oct. 4 for the November general elec-
tion. You may register to vote at the township clerk's 
office or at a Secretary of State office.

Commerce, another job she 
loved. 

After she had moved to 
Canton, she warned her boss 
that she would apply if the 
Canton chamber executive 
director's job ever was open. It 
happened. Cojei began the job 
in June 2000. 

"We have wonderful volun-
teers," she said. 'We have peo-
ple who are really committed 
to the business community." 

Todd LaJoy, chamber board 
president, lauds Cojei's com-
mitment. "She does a great job 
of organizing things and meet-
ing timelines and for getting 
on people when she needs to. 
But she does it tactfully and is 
effective with it. She's a lot of 
fun and is a really nice person." 

Cojei believes the concern 
business members have for 
each other, as well as the com-
munity, sets the Canton cham-
ber apart from the rest. "People 
really want to be successful 
here," she said. "But they also 

believe that if their neighbor is 
successful, they will be, too. 
Members use the chamber 
more to network than to com-
pete. And they know how to 
have fan." 

So does Cojei, who though 
also known for her take-charge 
attitude, nonetheless can't 
resist the laughter and the 
good times. But she's also had 
her down times. She and her 
husband, Denny, lost their son, 
Scott, to Hodgkiris disease. 
They also have son Steve and 
daughter Amy, as well as four 
granddaughters and a grand-
son. 

After his diagnosis at 26, 
Scott married and continued to 
work for five years, enduring 
treatments. He was 31 when he 
died. Cojei lauds Scott's 
employer, the Pilz Co. in 
Canton, for all that was done to 
help. 

"He was never the kind of 
person who sat home and 
felt sorry for himself," Cojei 
said. 

"If I asked him why you, he 
would say, "Why not me?"' 

Scott's illness brought his 
family closer and allowed Cojei 

quality time with her son. "I 
had a treasure of time," she 
said. "As as a parent, I was able 
to spend time with him. It 
made our family better people 
and more understanding. I am 
now more accepting of all peo-
ple." 

But Cojei also saw the diffi-
culty in getting and paying for 
cancer treatment. In honor of 
their son, the family started the 
Scott Cojei Memorial 
Foundation that is funded by a 
golf outing — with 175-200 
golfers — this year Aug. 28. 
Money is raised to help other 
families who lived through the 
ordeal the Cojeis did. 

They have helped families, 
including one whose daughter 
collapsed while at her father's 
funeral. The daughter had liver 
cancer. 

"Scott's illness changed my 
perspective on what is really 
important in life," she said. "We 
have to live every day and be 
thankful for what we have, not 
worrying about what we don't 
have."

After the man, who's name 
was John, came back to life, a 
doctor who had been on the 
course showed up and started 
asking medical questions, 
Cripe said.

cue squad." 

Cripe didn't want to take 
credit for doing anything 
out of the ordinary, but he 
did say that if they hadn't start-
ed CPR when they did, the 
man probably would have

After the victim was in police 
and EMS custody, Cripe and 
his friends did what any good 
golfers would do — they fin-
ished the round. 

"I stopped in the clubhouse 

afterwards, and they 
said he was doing fine," he 
said. 

When he and his son 
returned to the house they 
were renting, a few minutes 
late, his wife asked where they 
had been. 

"I said some guy had a heart 
attack and.. ." 

"You're kidding me," she said. 
But he wasn't. 
"It's a feel-good story that 

makes me feel good at the end 
of the day," Cripe said.

A sign of the past could be in 
Plymouth Township's future. 

A Farmington Hills compa-
ny, Movies at the Drive-in, 
wants to erect drive-in movie 
screens in the Compuware 
Sports Arena parking lot to 
show first-run movies between 
May and September. 

Joseph Cobb said his compa-
ny picked the Plymouth 
Township location because the 
area has a family environment. 

"It's alternative and afford-
able entertainment," Cobb said. 
"Where a family might spend 
$60-$70 at a tradit ional the-
ater, they'll be able to spend 
about $25 and see two first-
r u n movies." 

Cobb's company is the same 
one which opened a drive-in in 
t h e parking lot of the Pontiac 
Silverdome last October. 

"We were only able to oper-
ate it for six weeks, bu t it 
exceeded our revenue goals for 
the window of opportunity we 
had," he said. The six-screen 
Pontiac drive-in is scheduled to 
open this month . 

The idea is a good fit for 
Compuware, which is home to 
t h e Plymouth Whalers jun ior 
hockey team, as well as a n u m -
ber of youth leagues. Those 
programs are at their peak in 
t h e fall and winter, leaving a 
big void in the spring and sum-
mer. 

"It seems like a perfect fit for 
us," said Dennis Moore, vice 
president of arena operations. 
"We're a seasonal business, and 
it's our slow time. So it's a great 
alternative use for this facility." 

The company is currently 
working with the Plymouth 
Township planning commis-
sion to get approval for the 
concept, with additional infor-
mat ion to be presented at the 
April 21 meeting. 

"We're confident we can 
work it out with the township," 
Moore said. "If it doesn't get 
approved in a couple of weeks, 
it could be a deal breaker. We 
need the t ime f r ame (May-
September) to capture rev-
enue. Economically, it won' t 
work unless it opens in May."

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Cox concentrating on role as 
attorney general - for now 

Michigan Attorney General 
Mike Cox's relationship 
with the governor, 

Jennifer Granholm, was wary 
at best during their first year in 
office. He is the first 
Republican attorney general in 
half a century. She's the first 
Democratic governor in more 
than a decade. 

Both are young, hungry and 
ambitious. 
She was also 
his immedi-
ate predeces-
sor as attor-
ney general -
and spent 
much of her 
single four-
year t e rm as 
.the state's top 
lawyer get-
t ing ready to 
run for gover-

nor. There was lots of specula-
tion Cox would follow her lead 
and take her on in 2006. 

But early this year, he quiet-
ly called and told her not to 
worry, he wasn't running. 
Instead, he'll run for re-elec-
tion as attorney general two 
years f rom now. 

His election two years ago 
was a cliffhanger and an 
upset. Cox, a prosecutor in 
charge of Wayne County's 
tough homicide division, won 
t h e statewide race by a mere 
5,200 votes. Since then, how-
ever, he has shown consider-
able political skill, and is like-
ly to be a heavy re-election 
favorite. 

Cox, who is jus t 42, has 
somewhat reoriented the 
office since he took over in 
January 2003 . Democrat 
Frank Kelley, who was attor-
ney general for 37 years, 
emphasized consumer protec-
tion, a t radi t ion Granholm 
continued. 

But while mainta in ing tha t 
consumer protect ion is still 
important , the current AG has 
made parents who don't pay 
child suppor t his signature 
issue. At the s tar t of this year, 
he set a goal of recovering $10 
million in del inquent child 
support payments by the end 

of 2004. His office is runn ing 
behind tha t pace, he admit ted 
over breakfast , wi th barely $1 
million collected t h rough 
March. 

"My thought w a s tha t if we 
can get it up t o $10 million, it 
will act as a (deter rent ) 
because they'll see t ha t we are 
serious about coming af ter 
them," the a t torney general 
said. The issue is one in which 
he has a personal stake; as a 
young m a n in t h e Marines, he 
ended u p being t h e sole sup-
por t of a daughter , Lindsay, 
something tha t wasn ' t easy, 
financially or otherwise. 

Not all his act ions have 
been as popular. T h e morn ing 
I met h im for breakfas t , t h e 
Detroit Free Press h ad a f ron t 
page story saying tha t the 
state police c la imed tha t the 
at torney general 's office had 
hampered thei r investigation 
last year of Det ro i t Mayor 
Kwame Kilpatrick. 

All Detroit was abuzz for 
months with lur id claims tha t 
the mayor th rew a wild party 
in late 2 0 0 2 tha t ended with 
a n exotic dancer bea ten up (in 
t h e most popula r version by 
t h e mayor's wife.) Cox 
launched an investigation, 
which speedily concluded tha t 
there was no th ing to it, 

though he chided t h e mayor 
fo r running a sloppy and dis-
organized adminis t ra t ion . 

The state police did thei r 
own considerably longer 
probe - and concluded t h e 
same thing. "They wanted a 
six-month investigation," said 
Cox, who indicated t h a t he 
thought his office had bet ter 
th ings to do t h a n wallow in 
t h e mayor's sex life. Politically, 
beat ing up on t h e mayor of 
thoroughly Democrat ic 
Detroit might have been 
tempt ing for a Republ ican 
officeholder, w h o depends for 
most of his votes on places 
where Detroit is seen as 
Gomorrah. 

But he resisted. Cox doesn' t 
always take t h e predic table 
path. Though a conservative, 
and a firm suppor te r of 
President Bush, h e is f r o m 

working-class Irish immigrant 
parents who still have a spot 
of land back in the Auld Sod. 

Likeable, with piercing eyes 
and spiky hair, Cox is a some-
t imes hal t ing speaker who has 
been known to mangle a n a m e 
or two, b u t who is improving. 

He was bo rn t h e day af ter 
Frank Kelley became attorney 
general, and never met a 
Republican who served in the 
office before him, mostly 
because they were all long 
dead by the t ime he was 
grown. But he says Kelley, 
who still practices law in 
Lansing, has been helpful. 

These days, he has personal 
concerns of an internat ional 
nature. His daughter , who fol-
lowed in her father 's footsteps, 
is now Marine Lance Cpl. 
Lindsay Cox - and is serving 
in Fallujah, doing logistics for 
a communicat ions battalion. 
"She can e-mail us once a 
week," her dad says. 

He doesn't t h ink she is in a 
lot of danger. At least he 
hopes not. "I really hope she is 
back by the end of August, so 
tha t I can take he r to the 
Republican convention in 
New York," her p roud fa ther 
says. 

Not only is he no longer no t 
the only Marine in his family, 
he is no longer t h e only politi-
cian. His wife Laura, a fo rmer 
undercover cus toms agent, is 
runn ing for an open seat on 
the Wayne County commis-
sion - the only seat 
Republicans expect to win in 
this overwhelmingly 
Democratic county. 

"Of course I suppor t her, 
b u t I a m staying out of it," he 
grins. But don' t expect h im to 
stay out of other races forever. 
His not runn ing against 
Granholm "doesn't mean I 
don' t find the governor's office 
intriguing," Cox said mischie-
vously. He has, he believes, 
plenty of t ime.

As Lt. Gov. John Cherry 
tells it, they went north, 
south, east and west and 

most everyone agreed that 
higher education was the most 
expendable par t of the state 
budget. 

"I think one th ing people 
were saying was tha t K-12 

education 
was the first 
step and if 
your first 
step is well-
funded. then 
you go to the 
next step," 
Cherry said 
Monday fol-
lowing a 
one-on-one 
meeting with 
Schoolcraft 

College President Conway 
Jeffress. 

Cherry made this discovery 
during a road tr ip last year to 
hold community forums on 
the state's woeful budget prob-
lems. 

Monday he was on the road 
again, visiting Jeffress as part 
of his planning for a Higher 
Education Commission to 
address the problems faced by 
t h e state's community and 
baccalaureate colleges. When 
making budget decisions, Gov. 
Jennifer Granholm cut deep 
into the state's college system, 
following the lead of those 
forums. 

Cherry's commission is 
expected to be formed in June 
with 20-25 members focused 
on "making the case" of higher 
education in Michigan. 

Believe it or not, as Cherry's 
earlier experience showed, it 
might be a hard sell. 

Only 22 percent of 
Michigan's population has a 
baccalaureate or higher 
degree, compared to 26 per-
cent nationally. States with 
high-tech industries report 
populations with college 
degrees in the mid-30 per-
centile. 

As Cherry explains, for 
many years a person didn't 
need a college education to get 
a good job. The pattern was to 

go f rom the high school com-
mencement line to t h e assem-
bly line. 

It's not tha t way anymore. 
Automation has eliminated 

some of the more repetitive 
assembly line jobs and even 
some jobs formerly considered 
skilled trades. New proce-
dures for inventory manage-
m e n t using computers have 
also eliminated jobs . Some of 
t h e more dangerous jobs are 
now being done, for less, at 
factories in Third World coun-
tries. 

It is impor tan t t ha t 
Michigan continue to provide 
s t rpng fund ing for K-12 edu-
cation and studies are show-
ing a need to increase and 
improve early preschool edu-
cation programs as well. But, 
if Michigan is to compete for 
high-tech industries and be a 
ma jo r player in the new econ-
omy as it has been in the old 
economy, we need t o "make 
the case" for higher education. 

The state has a range of out-
s tanding schools to fit a pat-
te rn for providing the best 
postsecondary education at a 
variety of levels and to meet a 
variety of needs. 

A t the top, Michigan has 
schools tha t are known both 
for their superior instruction 
and for their research. It is 
vital tha t the University of 
Michigan, Michigan State, 
Wayne State and Michigan 
Tech remain major research 
centers. These institutions 
help to draw the bes t and 
brightest f rom other states 
while also training our youth 
to become the best and bright-
est. 

Michigan is also home to 
several fine universities that 
provide opportunit ies for edu-
cation in every pa r t of the 
state. Eastern Michigan 
University, for one, is usually 
ranked among the best teach-
ing colleges in the country. 

But Cherry's visit to 
Schoolcraft College is signifi-
can t in its recognition that 
communi ty colleges are play-
ing an increasingly vital role 
in this postsecondary mix, one 

tha t helps make t h e case for 
higher education a m o n g those ; 
who don't necessarily see 
themselves or thei r children ! 
"going to college." | 

"In the discussion I was able 
to have with President 
Jeffress, there is a s t rong 
unders tanding at Schoolcraft 
about the type of consumer 
you're dealing wi th and tha t 
wha t was required of this 
institution to compete for tha t 
consumer is no t t h e same as it 
was 20 or 30 years ago," 

Cherry said; "There are things 
being done on this campus to 
make education more relevant 
to students." 

Schoolcraft College has 
developed programs tha t help •<. 
meet the career needs of stu- In-
dents and the job needs of 
area employers. They offer a -J 
range of technical programs, J 
including their nationally 
known culinary ar ts program. 
They offer at VisTaTech a 
place for corporations to meet, 
which in tu rn becomes a place 
for corporations t o learn about 
programs of the college. They 
work with business and s tu -
dents to make a match . 

But, Schoolcraft is also a / 

first step for some s tudents 
toward higher degrees at larg-1 
er baccalaureate universities. ^ 
It allows students wi th limited*} 
means to begin the i r college 
education at home. T h e edu-
cation it provides is rigorous 
and plants the seed for more in-
growth. • 

In addition to providing

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McCotter wants trade tied to democracy

Loss of manufac tur ing jobs 
continues to be a major prob-
lem for Michigan's economy, 
even as the nat ional economy 
rebounds. 

U.S. Rep. Thaddeus 
McCotter, R-Livonia, noted the 
old saying tha t Michigan's 
economy gets sicker quicker 
and recovers more slowly, but 
he said the loss of manufactur-
ing jobs to China and other 
countries is a roadblock to full 
recovery. 

He said the country needs to 
make trade agreements that 
insist on "democracy, opportu-
nity and security." 

The freshman congressman 
met Thursday with Observer 
editors to discuss a wide range 
of topics following an eventful 
week of heavy fighting in Iraq, 
troubling testimony before the 
Special Committee on the Sept. 
11, 2001, terrorist attacks and 
mixed economic news that 
showed Michigan unemploy-
men t on the rise. 

McCotter has been sharing 
his views in regular sessions 
with 11th District constituents. 

Almost every Thursday, he 
catches a plane from 
Washington, D.C., to fly back 
home to Detroit. 

He expresses a strong aver-
sion to the capital even as he 

^prepares to begin his re-elec-
tion campaign for a second 
term. He says he'd rather be 
home with his family. 

But coming home frequently 
allows him to keep in touch 
with his constituents, some-
thing he admired about his 
Democratic predecessor, Lyn 
Rivers. Though he doesn't 
drink coffee, McCotter plays 
host to regular "coffee" sessions 
around the district. 

"I will not go to my grave 
having somebody say I didn't 
pay attention to my district," 
McCotter said. 

Jobs are a major worry for 
southeast Michigan. McCotter 
said he is concerned about the 
loss of manufactur ing jobs and 
has supported extending • 
unemployment benefits to 
"hard-hit" states. 

He was especially critical of 
corporations taking jobs off-
shore to China and other unde-
veloped countries without the 
same standards as modern 
industrial nations. 

"You increasingly see a 
' dichotomy between profits of 
companies and the employ-
ment of their workers," he said. 

He said t rade agreements 
based jus t on opportunity for 
potential economic gain were a 
mistake. 

"We should start tying 
democracy, opportunity and 
security into one. I don't know 
if this puts me on the left or 
right. It's more than jus t envi-
ronmental s tandards or 
employee rights, because those 
are things you can get in writ-
ing from a communis t country 
with no power to enforce it," he 
said. 

Trade agreements need to 
have a timetable toward 
democracy, he said. He said a 
commitment to anti-terrorism 
should also be par t of the nego-
tiations. 

"Free trade is a theory, nego-
tiated trade is a reality. You 
have to get past the free trade 
mant ra because there is no free 
trade," he said. . 

POWER GRAB 

McCotter's visit followed a 
week of heavy losses in Iraq as 
separate Shi'ite and Sunni 
groups attacked coalition forces 
and nonmilitary foreign visi-
tors. The United States has 
committed to turning power 
over to an Iraqi government by 

5 June 30, a position tha t was 
reiterated by President George 
W. Bush last week.. 

"One of the things for better 
or worse.. . when you set a 
deadline, this type of power 
grab is a potential that we 
almost mandate, and I think 
that's what (Shi'ite cleric 
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U.S.'Rep. Thaddeus McCotter 

Muqtada al) Sadr is trying to 
do," said McCotter, who has 
been on congressional missions 
to Iraq. "That's why I was 
always leery of setting a date, 
b u t the date was set and we 
have to deal with the conse-
quences." 

McCotter said a turnover of 
the government does not mean 
a pullout of American forces. 

"I think a large part of what's 
going to happen depends on 
our success in getting NATO in 
there to help with reconstruc-

* > 

tion, and/or the United 
Nations," he said. 

He said that the Iraqi people 
have lived under an authoritar-
ian government for so long tha t 
they need to unders tand the 
tangible values of a democracy 
and that life will get better. He 
agreed that most polls show 
Iraqis are unhappy with the 
coalition occupation. 

Last week's 9/11 hearings 
were marked by part isan ques-
tioning and answers. McCotter 
said the commission was a mir-
ror of some of the partisan and 
interdepartmental rivalries that 
allowed the attacks to happen. 

"What you see is exactly why 
it happened. The question is 
how do you streamline it and 
move forward," he said. 

He compared the lack of 
communication between the 
FBI and intelligence services to 
the situation before World War 
II that eventually led to the for-
mation of the Office of 
Strategic Services under 
William Donovan. 

McCotter said he doubted 
whether Clinton or Bush before 
9/11 could have acted as Bush 

has done following the attack 
with the invasion of 
Afghanistan and the imple-
mentat ion of the Patriot Act. 

McCotter said he shares the 
civil liberties concerns of some 
about trying to merge t h e work 
of the FBI and the CIA. 

"The FBI was used under 
Hoover for things tha t the FBI 
clearly was not intended to do. 
The CIA by its very nature is 
not an investigative organiza-
tion, it's an intelligence gather-
ing and intelligence operation," 
McCotter said. "That's a good 
thing to keep in mind. You 
don't want to get into a situa-
tion where there is a backlash 
against some minority in the 
country, like the Red Scare or 
against Japanese Americans, 
and you don't want to concede 
liberties to security" 

On other matters: 
• McCotter said Republicans 

should be concerned about the 
federal government setting 
education standards. H e said 
educators made good points in 
their criticism of the No Child 
Left Behind Act and tha t 
Congress may have to read-

dress some of the provisions. 
"But I'm concerned tha t 

Republicans are giving away 
the point that education is a 
local or sometimes a state mat-
ter," he said. 

• McCotter said the 
Medicare Prescription Drug 
bill accomplished two impor-
tant goals, a drug benefit for 
seniors and an incentive for 

employers no t to drop retirees 
f r o m thei r insurance pro-
grams. H e said beyond tha t t h e 
bill's flaws will need to be 
addressed. He said those I 
include the possibility of the * 
government negotiating drug ;; 
prices, as advocated by AARP, 
and allowing reimportat ion of ; 
drugs from Canada, if they 
mee t American s tandards .

Ask anyone who is well-schooled 
in the sport of track and field, and 
they'll tell you that the pole vault is 
probably the most challenging 
event. 

"It's tough because you have to 
have good leg speed, good upper-
body strength, and courage, too," 
said Matti Kilpelainen, one of the 
top senior pole vaulters in the 
world. 

Kilpelainen should know - he's 
been pole-vaulting since 1964, the 
year he developed a passion for the 
sport while competing for the 
Detroit Cooley track team. 

Forty years later, the 58-year-old 
Canton resident is still competing -
and winning - in pole-vaulting 
events around the globe. 

On Feb. 15 ,2003, Kilpelainen, 
whose family moved to the United 
States from Finland in 1954, set the 
world indoor record for his age 
group (57) when he cleared the ba r 
at 13-5. He has also turned in gold-
medal performances at the 1996 
USA Indoor Championships, the 
1997 USA Outdoor Championships 
in Spokane, Wash., the 2001 World 

Masters Competition in Brisbane, 
Australia, and t h e 2 0 0 3 USA 
Championships in Eugene, Ore. 

For th ree years beginning in 
1964, he shared the Michigan high 
school boys indoor pole-vaulting 
record - 1 3 - 6 . 

"I'm very self-motivated, which is 
impor tan t when you're competing 
at my age," said Kilpelainen, who 
works out five to six days a week. 
"One of my favorite sayings is from 
Epicurus: 'The greater the difficul-
ty, the more glory in surmounting 
it.' The most important things to 
being successful in this sport - and 
at my age - are t o work hard, stay 
healthy and to avoid major injuries. 
I live a healthy lifestyle, eat well 
and work out regularly." 

One of the perks that goes along 
with his hobby is being able to trav-
el to many of t h e most beautiful 
locations in the world with his wife 
of 34 years, Jutka. This perk can' 
also cause dilemmas, he added.

Jedi baseball lands in Garden City 
When you were a kid playing 

baseball, you might have called 
it Jetball. Or strikeout. Or 
Home Run Derby. 

One player pitched the ball 
toward a strike zone painted 
on a wall, the other player t r ied 
hitting it. Where ever the ball 
landed determined whether it 
was a single, double, triple, 
home run or out. 

That's the same concept 
behind Jedi Baseball, making 
its debut later this month in 
Garden City Park at Merr iman 
and Cherry Hill. 

Except there are a lot more 
bells and whistles, more people 
can play and it has year-round 
potential. 

At least that 's wha t Jeff 
Lazarus, the owner of Jedi 
Baseball, hopes. 

"We're hoping the game will 
spark an interest with people 
who might not get involved 
and to help develop the game," 
said Lazarus, adding that 
"Jedi" has nothing to do with 
Star Wars, bu t everything to do 
with the combination of his 
name and his wife, Diane's. 

"Baseball, I feel has been a 
dying sport for a number of 
years and this is something to 
spark interest for people who 

normally wouldn' t get 
involved." 

The "stadium" is a converted 
port ion of the existing "Put Me 
In Coach" bat t ing cages at the 
park. The "field" is painted 
concrete - lines, infield and 
mound . But the backdrop will 
be a 120-foot-by-20 graphic 
replica of Tiger Stadium - light 
towers, padding, flag pole and 
scoreboard included. 

And the rules are still the 
same - hi t t ing the ball on the 
backdrop determines what the 
hi t is and there is no baserun-
ning. The game can be played 
f rom a 1-on-l situation to 5-on-
5. 

"It's a miniature of the ball 
pa rk set onto a breathable can-
vas," said Lazarus. "Hopefully 
this will spark some interest." 

While individuals can play 
per use (court t ime is about $5 
per hour, per player), Lazarus 
is also trying to develop 
leagues - ranging from adults 
to a coach-pitch division for 6-
through 8-year-olds. 

"The advance hasn' t been 
overwhelming b u t there have 
been a lot of inquiries," said 
Lazarus. "We're trying tp struc-
ture the league around the 
Garden City Youth Athletic 

Association so it won' t inter-
fere with their playing dates. . 
And hopefully, we can work in -
the long te rm at gett ing this in 1 

other communit ies and even ^ 
indoors." 

To help p romote this, 
Lazarus is holding a free pre- 4 
view from April 26 to May 7 
with the Grand Opening set i 
f rom noon to 3 p .m. on May 8. -
Leagues - using five-player 
teams - for boys and girls 
would run from May 10 to 
roughly the middle of June. 
The playoffs would follow, 
before heading into a second, 
summer league. 

Lazarus also says he has the 
endorsement of former Detroit 
Tiger pitcher Mickey Lolich, 
who is featured on the 
brochure for the program. :-i 

"We've spent 2 1 / 2 years in -
doing this and trying to get ^ 
permission. O u r goal is to do ; 
this year round indoors," said 
Lazarus. "It is a glorified ver- v 
sion of strikeout or whatever § 
you grew up calling it. I t jus t ^ 
didn't have all t h e bells and i 
whistles this will have."

MHSAA sports season case set for June 
June 17 has been set as the 

date for oral arguments in the 
sports seasons litigation which 
is on appeal by t h e Michigan 
High School Athletic 
Association to the Sixth Circuit 
of the U.S. Court of Appeals in 
Cincinnati, Ohio. 

A three-judge panel will be 
assigned to hear the oral argu-
ments, which will be limited to 
approximately 15 minutes for 
each side. 

After oral presentations are 
heard by the Court, it can take 

from one to 12 months or 
longer for a decision to be 
announced, with an announce-
men t typically m a d e in three to 
six months. 

With a schedule now known,

Hulsing and Allen 
Elementary School 
fifth-graders recently 

received a disposable, 27-
shot, 35mm camera f rom 
the Plymouth Community 
Aits Council. 

Their reactions were what 
you might expect: 
"Awesome." "Cool." 

The children also received 
a mini-lesson about taking 
pictures f rom Monte Nagler, 
fine art photographer and 
artist-in-residence, a pro-
gram paid for in part by 
Visteon, Meijer and 
Quicksilver. 

Nagler and Leslie 
Greeneisen, the PCAC's Art 
Education director, knew 
without a little instruction it 
would only take five minutes 
at recess for every fifth-grad-
er to take all 27 shots. 

Nagler shared his photo-
graphs, expertise and enthu-
siasm with the students. He 
taught them about lighting, 
horizons, not to use a dis-
tracting background, and 
how to set the subject slight-
ly off center. 

The kids all agreed that 
one of Nagler's photos, a 
peacock, looked more like a 
painting than a photograph. 

There were many ques-
tions. Students and teachers 
wanted to know all the 
places Nagler had visited 
(he's been to 4 0 states and 
20 countries). Hulsing stu-
dent Alex Sidhu asked, 

"What haven't you taken a 
picture of? H o w did you 
build a darkroom? Do you 
like your pictures?'" Allen 
Elementary s tudent Cody 
Ignani even had some good 
advice: "When taking pic-
tures through a window, 
don't turn the flash on, it 
will reflect on t h e glass." 

Nagler, an Observer & 
Eccentric columnist, brought 
along a picture he took of a 
young girl in Mexico, 
explaining the little girl was 
very poor. Alex Nickert, 
Hulsing Elementary, asked, 
"When you take a picture, 
do you want to change the 
world?" 

Another young man at 
Hulsing asked Nagler if he'd 
ever taken any pictures of 
the Twin Towers. Nagler 
said he hadn ' t had a chance. 

It will be interesting to see 
what Hulsing and Allen 
Elementary fifth-graders 
learned f r o m Monte Nagler. 
You will have the chance to 
see one photograph f rom 
each child's collection at an 
exhibit at the Arts Council 
April 26-30, wi th an artists' 
reception on April 29. This 
will not be a fine art photog-
raphy exhibition, but it is a 
unique opportunity for 
adults to see t h e world 
through the eyes of a fifth-
grader. 

I always wish I had taken 
more pictures of my kids 
when they were little. 
Whenever I look at family 
albums, I miss the pictures 
that I didn't take. And I 
regret there aren ' t more pic-
tures of the 150-year-old 
copper beech t ree which 
used to be next t o the Wilcox 
house. The only thing left to 
photograph is a few pieces of 
the t runk tha t haven't been 
fed to the chipper. Now the 
only "pictures" of the copper 
beech are in ou r imagina-
tion. 

So why don' t you buy a 
couple disposable cameras -
one for you and one for your 
children or grandchildren? 
Follow Nagler's example: Go 
outside. See what the world 
looks like. Take your t ime 
and select your shots. Look 
at the world your child sees. 
Let them see h o w you view 
the world. Showcase your 
photographs in your kitchen 
or living room. And don't 
forget to include a few baby 
pictures (of you and your 
kids).

The all-girl madrigal and all-boy 
chamber choirs f rom P-CEP, informally 
called the Chambrigals when they com-
bine to sing, were invited to perform by 
Dr. Leonard Riccinto, E M U professor of 
music and POS music director. Riccinto 
is making his th i rd appearance as a 
guest conductor at Carnegie Hall. One 
of his former s tudents is fourth-year P-
CEP vocal music teacher Jennifer Kopp, 
who remembers singing on the famous 
stage when she was a member of an 
E M U choir. 

"It is an honor to have been asked," 
Kopp said. "The students are thrilled. 
I've heard some say, 'This is going to be 
the best week of my life.'

Great Harves t Bread owners say they 

provide "A Slice of the Good Life." 
For the family-owned bakery located 

in the Downtown Farmington Center, 
life is especially good right now. 
They've been chosen one of the t op five 
finalists — the only Michigan store — 
at the "Phenomenal Bread Contest" 
held recently during the company's 
nat ion-wide conference in San . 
Antonio, Texas. 

The bakery's t rademark stone-
ground Honey Whole Whea t bread 
was selected above 160 other inde-
pendently owned Great Harvest Bread 
Co. bakeries across the country. An 
Indiana store was the winner. 

"We mill our own wheat he re every-
day," said Plymouth resident Cheryl 
Greenshields, who purchased the bak-
ery franchise with husband, Tom, last 
August. "We get the wheat berries 
f rom Montana." 

Tom also has a landscaping and 
lawncare business in Plymouth and 
does snow removal in the winter. 
Cheryl worked in market ing and sales. 

The store has been in operat ion 
since November 1999. There's 2 0 0 
stores in the country and 16 in 
Michigan. 
' Loaves were first judged through 

peer evaluations. A panel of four 
judges then scored and narrowed 
down the finalists to determine a win-

ner. T h e bread was evaluated for its 
taste, bake (doneness) proof (rise of 
the bread) , overall appearance and tex-
ture . 

Mak ing a loaf of Grea t Harvest 
bread is an intr icate process tha t 
includes milling thei r own stone-
g round flour in the bakery, mixing the 
dough f rom scratch, h a n d kneading it 
at the table and carefully monitoring 
the loaves in the oven. Even a change in 
the weather can mean a change in the 
recipe. 

"Baking our bread is a t eam effort," 
Greenshields said. "It requires the 
at tent ion to detail for everyone here in 
the bakery," 

The store has began making light, 
but tery Virginia Rolls regularly since 
Thanksgiving Day when they were a 
hit . 

Greenshields is now practicing mak-
ing Honey Bunnies, bunny- shaped 
bread m a d e out of Honey Whole 
Wheat , which will be available for 
Easter. The cost is $12. 

"You can hollow out t h e back and put 
dip in it," Greenshields said. 

You won' t find day-old bread at Great 
Harvest because it's dona ted daily to 
local groups. T h a n k You letters dot the 
store's communi ty bullet in board.

Zoo director reaches out 
to loca 

Gary Wallazy applauded 
Director Ron Kagan for his 
efforts to find a new, warmer 
home for two Detroit Zoo ele-
phants. This was t h e reaction 
Kagan had hoped for when 
planning the Much Ado About 
the Zoo Town Hall held 
Tuesday night at Schoolcraft 
College in Livonia. 

After speaking about the 
zoo's plans, Kagan listened to 
local residents who love their 
elephants bu t only want the 
best for the lovable beasts. 
Especially Wallazy who's spent 
several years fighting against 
abuse of circus elephants. 

Wallazy asked several ques-
tions about the welfare of the 
Detroit Zoo elephants and 
Kagan was honest. A year ago, 
experts were hired to design 
the world's best elephant facili-
ty with no success. Kagan said, 
"There's no way to properly 
care for elephants in this area. 
Elephants need to roam vast 
distances, to be in groups. All 
of us who work with animals 
know elephants don't thrive in 
this environment." 

/ Still it's going to be hard for 
Scott Carter to watch the ele-
phants leave at summer's end. 
As curator of mammals , he's 
spent many a day fretting over 
their well-being. 

"It's t ime to do something for 
them," said Carter. "They've 
done nothing but serve us.

come to the 628 native plants, 
130 species of b i rds and a 
number of endangered plants 
and species dur ing t h e renova-
tion and t ransformat ion of the 
BeHeTsle Nature Zoo and 
Center, which b e g a n i n July 
2003. 

Grounds are currently being 
surveyed fof the Na tu re Zpo 
which will encompass about 24 
acres of forest and use ele-
ments of the existmgTBelle Isle 
Nature-Center. Outdoor and 
indoor live animal exhibits, 
na ture trails where visitors can 
feed deer, and an Exploration 
Lodge are expected t o cost 
about $10 million and will be 
completed gradually over the 
next five years. The black bear 
area won't be ready for about 
another year. 

The Detroit Zoological 
Institute is nationally known 
for its conservation and rescue 
efforts. Instilling a love of ani-
mals in youth is essential as 
well. The revamped Belle Isle 
Nature Center will host fours 
for 50 ,000 Detroit school chil-
dren annually. 

"I was impressed about the 
improvements to the nature 
center," said Nancy Pilon of 
Plymouth. "They're expanding 
it to make it a real educational 
facility for the children of 
Detroit. It's such a jewel. It 
could be the jewel of Detroit." 

Elaine Hovey of Plymouth 
was excited that education is a 
key component of the zoo's 
fu ture plans. In the next year, 
the Ford Education Center will 
open in Royal Oak, reaching 
50 ,000 children annually. 

"I teach in Canton and a m an 
environmentalist in every 
facet," said Hovey, a frequent 
zoo visitor. "You have to th ink 
about it f rom the animals ' 
viewpoint. As a teacher, my 
enthusiasm can carry over to 
the students."
