What a birthday!

It was a strange kind of birthday
cake — a flying pig - and an odd place
for a party - a bmldmg at Mettetal
Airport.

But this was no ordinary birthday
party. ,

It was Nick Forsman’s 16th birthday. -
And the sophomore at Canton High
School was celebrating it the way he

had always dreamed of, Before the cake,

and the party, he soloed in a blue and
white Cessna 152, ,

According to Glenn A. Shaw, avia-
tion safety inspector for the Federal
Aviation Administration, that was
quite an achievement.

“Nick Forsman of Canton recently .
accomplished something that few peo-
ple ever do,” he wrote in a letter to the
Observer. “He flew an airplane solo on
the day he turned 16, the youngest age
permitted by regulations.”

And that was a first for Shaw, who's

According to regu-
lations you have to actually be 16
before you are allowed to hold a stu-
dent’s pilot certificate. You can’t come
in the day before. He had to get the
certificate on the day he turned 16,

And that day this year happened to
be on a Saturday. Not just any
Saturday, but the Saturday before
Easter.

So Shaw, who lives in Battle Creek
and commutes to Willow Runin
Belleville, stayed over on Friday night
so he could be at Mettetal to give Nick
his certificate on his 16th birthday.

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D-Day anniversary stirs many
memories of forgotten heroes

hxs weekend this nation
~will celebrate and honor
% the men who dropped
from the skies and charged
the Normandy beaches on D-

We'll- see the old newsreels
axijd modern tributes and hear
about Dwight D. Eisenhower.
This will be an especially
poignant anniversary
because, before long, there
4 will be no more survwors to
give interviews.
it T will remember a sort
of gawky kid who I feel like I
knew, a kid who bitterly hated
the idea of war and every-
thing about it. His name was
Bob Swarthout, and when it
all began, he was a student at
Wayne State University, who
wanted to be a reporter and
have a normal life.

Wayne was really just an
overgrown city college then,
and most of the classes were
in a huge old building that
was once Central High
School. They called it then, as
now, Old Main, and then, as
now, Wayne was the best”
school Detroit-area kids
could attend if they didn’t
. hdve connections or money.

What it did have was a
good student newspaper, and
Bob Swarthout rose to be its
editor. His best columnist
was a young woman named
Helen Thomas, who went on
tobe a journalism legend.
There is a myth that all
Americans, especially the
young and progressive, could-
't wait to get into the war.

- That was, in fact, broadly
true of the faculty. Wayne stu-
dents mostly thought that
was a very poor idea, because
they were the ones who
would have to fight it. In blis-
tering editorial after editorial,
Swarthout denounced war.
When a faculty petition called
for us to declare war, he went
ballistic.

“They would plunge the
country once again into the
bloody and hell-torn raging
inferno that is Europe,” he
wrote. “They have mounted
the mad elephant of propa-

ganda, and with other intel-
lectuals of the land will ride
him to the death.”

Swarthout, who had grown
up during the Great
Depression, didn’t want
death. He wanted a life. He
had helped start Wayne’s first
basketball team. His columns
spoke of normal college stuff
— he wanted a girlfriend;
found a girlfriend; had the
usual problems with his girl-
friend.

He spent too much time at
the paper, fighting with the
academic adviser (the days
when students could print
whatever they wanted hadn’t

- yet arrived) and his grades

suffered. He worried about
graduation, he worried about
finding a job.

-And he worried about eager
armchair generals dragging

“us into war. He was pleased

when a young professor quit
the faculty and went to
Canada and enlisted. Good.
Anyone who wants to be in
the war should follow his
example, and live up to your
convictions without inflicting
them on us, he snorted.
What he wanted was for
times to get better and for
Wayne State to become a real

university, with a campus and

a student union.

Then came Sunday, Dec. 7,
1941. And everything
changed. The next editorial
had the headline, today eerily
reminiscent of Sept. 11,
“United We Stand.” Now his
country had been attacked.
“We must lick hell out of
them,” he pounded out on his’
manual typewriter. “Every
action, every deed, every
thought must be calculated
on the basis of whether it
helps or hinders victory”

The next spring, he gradu-

ated, and his g:rifnend mar-
ried him, and Bob enlisted in
the Army Air Corps. Helen
Thomas went off to
Washington, Soon, nobody on
campus remembered him.

Then, one day in the fall of
1944, as the German army
was retreating across France,
the Daily Collegian got alet-
ter from someone who had -
known Bob Swarthout, and
had heard him talk about the
newspaper and the school.

America’s air superiority
was pretty much total on D~
Day, which was the main rea-
‘son the Germans were unable
to push the invaders back
into the sea. Swarthout had
been a bombardier on a B-24
which pounded the concrete
defenses on Omaha Beach.
The Nazis shot down very few
planes that day.

But they got his.

It went down in the English
Channel, and his body was
apparently never found. His
‘death was swallowed up in a
tidal wave of death that day.

‘When the war started, they
turned off the light in Old
Main’s tower, lest it become a
target. “It has been a little bit
of beauty in our drab sur-
roundings,” he had written.
“And in the darkness, stu-
dents have looked at the light
tower and imagined it as the
focal point of a new, enlarged

-and modern campus.”

Today the light is shining
again, and Wayne State
University has a new, sprawl-
ing and largely modern cam-
pus, and a huge student
union. ;

Nobody remembers the boy
who opposed the war, and
who died on D-Day, two years
before President Bush was
born. And so from my gener-
ation, who grew up to have all
the things he missed out on, I
say, simply, “Thanks.”

Mulugetta Birru told his wife
and three daughters thathe
wanted to take a job in Detroit
as the executive director of the
new Wayne County Economic
Development Corporation.

It’s not that rust-belt Detroit
is too different from rust-belt
Pittsburgh. But home is home.

“They all said you must not
leave Pittsburgh, because
Pittsburgh is our home base,”
Birru said at a reception
Wednesday to meet press and
economic development staff,

But Birru, the executive
director of the Urban -
Redevelopment Authority of
Pittsburgh, was interested in
making a new beginning and
was enticed by the prospect of
being the first executive direc-
tor of a public/private develop-
ment partnership. _

“Government can not do it
by itself and, frankly, the pri-
vate sector can’t do it by itself)
he said.

When he was contacted
about the job by the head-
hunter Compass Group of
Birmingham, he was intrigued.
After meeting with business-
man Frank Hennessey, chair-
man of the Economic
Development Advisory
Committee and Search
Committee, and Larry
Simmons, director of strategic
planning for Wayne County, he
was hooked.

“I went back to my angry
family and told them Thad a
good time in Detroit,” Birru
said.

It will be interesting to see
whether he’ll continue to have
a good time in the Motor City.
Wayne County faces many of
the same economic problems
he faced in Pittsburgh and -
Allegheny County.

Birru, 57, has been nominat-
ed for the new $175,000 a year
position by County Executive
Robert Ficano. The county
commission is expected to
approve the appointment. He
would start his new position in

August.

Birru'’s first job will be orga-
nizational. The new organiza-
tion — modeled on the
Michigan Economic
Development Corporation —
will be organized as a 5013¢
nonprofit and privately funded.
Under the model, Birru will
report to Ficano and a corpo-
rate board weighted with
Ficano appointees.

Hennessey said he was
impressed by Birru’s intelli-
gence and his understanding of
the problems of an older
industrial area. He also said
Birru has a lot of work ahead
of him.

Birru is a native of Ethiopia,
with the most musical accent
heard in Wayne County this .
side of Bill Lucas. Hehas a
bachelor’s degree from Addis
Ababa University, master’s
degrees from Syracuse
University and a doctorate in
public and international affairs
from the University of
Pittsburgh. He is an adjunct
professor at Carnegie Mellon
University.

According to Pittsburgh
newspaper reports, Birru
might be leaving the steel city
because of frustrations with
development problems and’
city financial problems.

An article by Dave Copeland
of the Pittsburgh Tribune-
Review points to the failure of
a plan to develop retail in the
downtown corridor. Birru
brought two major department
stores to the downtown:

" Lazarus-Macy, which closed

last month, and Lord & Taylor,
set to close next year.

“I honestly have no regrets
about the Lazarus building or
the Lord & Taylor building
because now we have discus-
sions with developers on those
two buildings,” Birru told
Copeland. On Wednesday, he
said that not all retail develop-
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ment has failed. He added that
the first priority for developing
the city is creating viable resi- -
dential areas.

On Wednesday, Birru drew
parallels between Detroit and
Pittsburgh. He said it was too -
soon for him to set a vision, but
he said he sees the possibilities. .

“The problems here are the
same as in Pittsburgh. Auto
plants are similar to steel
plants. When the last steel
plant closed down in
Plttsburgh Plttsburgh did not’
panic,” he said. “They said this
land will be converted to pro-
ductive use. I see the same
analogy here. I see’'alot of
abandoned buildings in
Detroit. That’s what I saw in' -
Pittsburgh, and to me those
were assets. When I see those:
empty buildings I see those
kind of conversions.”

Birru left the “vision thing”
to Ficano. Ficano has outlined
several major projects: devel-
opment of the I-94 corridor, -
especially the area around and
between the county’s two air-
ports, Metro and Willow Run;
completion of the commercial
tunnel between Detroit and
Windsor; and expanding for-
eign trade opportunities. »

Ficano is especially excited
about working with Magna
Corp., which is seeking a
license to build a racino in
Romulus but is also interested
in locating a research and

_development center for its auto

parts operations near the air-

. port. He said the company is .

ready to invest $185 million in
the first phase of its plan and
another $185 million in the
second phase.

That’s a hefty agenda. But
Ficano and Hennessey both
believe Birru has the energy,
the expertise and the battle
scars to carry it forward,

Now if he can just convince
his family that Wayne County .
really is a fine place to relocate.

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Terek scores well at international meet

With the U.S. Olympic Trials
less than seven weeks away,
decathlete Paul Terek gained
some valuable international
experience last weekend when
he placed eighth in the 30th
Hypo-Bank Combined Events
Meeting in Gotzis, Austria.

The Livonia Franklin High
grad and two-time Big Ten
decathlon champion from
Michigan State, scored 8,161
points out of 30 competitors
who started, including reign-
ing world champion Tom
Pappas, who trains out of
Knoxville, Tenn.

Roman Serble of the Czech
Republic placed first with
8,842 and Pappas was second
with 8,732.

“Overall it was beneficial
because I scored 8,161 with not
great results,” said Terek, only
the third American ever to
score over 8,000 points in the
Gotzis meet. “For the Trials I'll
be in better shape and I'll be
able to put stuff in the bank
and sharpen up.”

personal best.

He cleared 17-8.5 in his spe-
ciality, the pole vault. (Terek is
a former NCAA indoor runner-
up in the pole vault with a per-
sonal best 18-8.25 and still
holds the Michigan prep
record.)

Department Sister Ann Stamm points to

- the vintage photographs of her parents

on the wall of her Madonna University

office. One of Stamm’s favorite sayings
recognizes the love and devotion that created the
compassionate person who ministers to police offi-
cers, abused children and grieving families.

Her dedication was recognized May 6 with an
honorary doctor of divinity awarded by the
Graduate Theological Foundation for years of
chaplain work and teaching. With several of her
family and friends in attendance, Stamm gracious-
ly accepted the tribute during convocation/gradu-
ation ceremonies at the University of Notre Dame
and Century Civic Center in South Bend, Ind.

Stamm has taught every level through university
for the last 52 years, When she came to Madonna
University 30 years ago, she had several police
officers in class and was asked to be a chaplain.
After successfxﬁly going through the police acade-
my for chaplains in Detroit, she joined the Wayne
County Sheriff’s Department, and résponse team
for Wayne County Emergency Management
Division, ministering to those affected by three
plane crashes including Northwest Flight 255. She
presently is chaplain for the Livonia Police
Department. Stamm did her doctoral dissertation
on the spirituality of grief and has counseled peo-
ple in all walks of life.

“Life’s all about roots and fruits, past and future.
Without roots there are no fruits. At the ceremony,
I paid tribute to my parents,” said Stamm, profes-
sor and chairperson of religion and philosophy at
Madonna University. “My seven older brothers
and sisters were teachers. My mother and her
mother were teachers. My father was not educat-
ed, but wise. If he wanted to compliment us he'd
say, ‘You look like a teacher. If he really wanted to
compliment he’d say, “You look like a professor.”

PARENTAL VALUES

Her parents’ values inspired a love of the word
in the Felician nun. Forty years after their deaths,
she continues to write in a journal every day. A
shelf in the office holds books of poetry she’s writ-
ten and published. The books reflect her journey
in life and serve as an outlet so she “doesn’t burn
out because if you do you're not good for anybody.”

Stamm is wise beyond her 70 years, After one of
the plane crashes, she didn’t understand why she
couldn’t stand looking at yellow flowers then real-
ized the response team was marking body parts
with yellow tape. She still remembers the smeﬂ
heat and the pain.

“You cannot lose yourself in the work you do,
whether it’s a police officer or a mom, and you
have to accept your humanness. My form of
catharsis is writing,” said Stamm, who also paints,
draws, carves and boasts of having the best garden
in Livonia.

“If you can write, you can fly. One of the high-
lights for me is being able to inspire students, to
teach the love of word, instill in them a sense of
their worth. Each of us is a jewel. Every facet of

Reveahng painful facets is definitely one of the
major challenges faced by Stamm in her work with
more than 3,000 abused children. When the
words won't come, it helps to have a furry friend.

“I raise dwarf rabbits and frequently use them to
get to the children who sometimes won't talk, but
will to a rabbit,” Stamm said. “The way to the
human heart isn't clear, When you hear a man’s
words, listen to his heart.”

FRIEND TO EVERYONE

Stamm’s wealth of sayings, Irish charm and
work with abused children and police officers are
some of the reasons so many in the commumty
call her friend.

“I remember when she had rabbits and conduct-
ed therapy with abused children,” said state Sen.
Laura Toy. “Child abuse is an underlying issue or
problem that families do and don’t want to recog-
nize. It’s a sensitive manner. It's important for |
someone to recognize and participate in the heal-
ing. Through her grief counseling, she touches the
other side of life that people don’t want to recog-
nize, It takes a special person to do that.”

Sgt. Julie Warden of the Livonia Police
Department couldn’t agree more. She’s proud to
call her former teacher friend.

“She’s a good support system and shares her
faith in a way that doesn’t matter what your reli-
gion,” Warden said. “She brings a lot of life experi-
ence and she’s well-respected.”

Whenever Livonia Police Chief Robert
Stevenson has to deal with death, he seeks counsel
from Stamm. Their friendship goes back nearly 20
years. He took her death and dying class when
studying for a bachelor’s degree at Madonna
University.

“Death notification is one of the hardest things,
and she’s always there when we need her whether
it’s a tragic incident, counseling on a group level of
an untimely death of an officer, private counseling
with officers and their families. It gives the oﬁicers
someone to turn to in a confidential manner,” said
Stevenson, who remembers Stamm holding his 4-
week-old son so he could take an exam,

“She wrote a blue book for the department that

e

child abuse,” he said. “It was a huge inyestment of
time on her part. She has such life experience, I
know she’s been a lot of comfort to officers over
the years. For me, she’s a great resource. It makes
my job easier”

Stamm’s feeling for officers is mutual. In fact,
their loss in the lihe of duty touched her so much -
she wrote the song A New Day Dawns, which is
now used in police funerals across the nation.

“It’s like me having another family,” Stamm said.
“Police officers have a place in my heart that no
one will ever have. I see the noble and sacred side
of a police officer.

“I call them my terrific blue angels. They come
with their own hurts and fears. People sometimes
fail to think police officers are human beings, a
man or woman. They’re my heroes.”

The Army's
camp competes with similar offerings in the district.

For the second year, the Salvation Army will offer a
pre-care program, for an additional $40 per session.
The program allows parents to drop their kids off at

The pre-care program is limited to 20 children.

"A lot of parents wanted their children to come,
but couldn't get them there at 10 a.m. because they
were at work,"” Hull said.

The camp is open to children agES 6-12. Campers
must have completed kmdergarten, and can't be
older than 12 on the day they sign up. Children who
turn 13 during the camp are still eligible.

Hull believes the affordability and diverse nature
of the activities makes the camp a popular one. '

"A lot of other places are very expensive,” she said.
"We get a lot of the same kids coming back every
year. One girl was worried that she would still be
young enough. They love it."
