That means that two homes sitting
side-by-side could be taxed at the same
rate until one is sold, at which point the
taxes on that home increase — sometimes-
dramatically.

work of eccentric artist

# enenne Whitfield, a conser-
vatively tailored, rising
young bank Joan officer,
couldn’t believe her eyes. She
happened to turn onto an unfa-
miliar street on Detroit’s east
side and saw a riot of color.

She was surrounded by old,
 nearly falling-down houses, cov~
ered with brightly colored huge
polka-dots. There were dozens
of shoes hang-
inghighina
tree; dolls and
mannequins’
nailed to hous-
es; discarded
toilets with
crosses.and
bibles; and
primitive-
appearing art
on car hoods
half-buried in
the ground.

“What the
hell is this?” she
asked a tall man she saw talking
earnestly to a prominent local
judge. “The Heidelberg Project,”
he said with a slow grin. When
asked who was responsible for it,
hesaid, “Me. I'm Tyree Guyton.”

“And that is how it all started,”
she grinned. That was nine years
ago. Not long after-that, she
became executive director of the
project, which is probably the
most controversial artistic state-
ment ever made in Detroit.

“I took a massive pay cut to do

this;” she said, laughing. But the

more she learned about it, the
more she decided that what
Tyree Guyton was doing was
about far more than wild art. It
was a political statement about
the city itself,

Some of the symbolism is
obvious — over and over, “1967,
the year of the horrendously
destructive Detroit riots,
appears in his painting, as do
the themes of God and war; it
seems apparent that Guyton
doesn’t think much of either.
~ Detroit’s power structure has
' been mostly not amused.

" Mayor Coleman Young sent

the bulldozers in and destroyed

- some of the first decorated hous-

es in 1991, He would have

‘'destroyed it all, but he was pre-

vented by the courts. Detroit
City Council bulldozed more of
itin 1999.

But Tyree Guyton simply went
back to work. Today, thereisa
large open-air exhibit of broken
vacuum cleaners, lined up like
marching soldiers, which his
friends say symbolizes City .
Council.

“This is a mission. A mission .
aboit transformation, of the city
and ourselves,” said Guyton, a
tall, soft-spoken man who was
born in 1955 and grew up on
this street, which is one of the
last surviving remnants of Black
Bottom, one of the first African-

. American neighborhoods in

Detroit.

Today, after surviving a tor-
rent of criticism, what Guyton is
doing has begun 1o attract inter-
national notice. The city of

" Sydney, Australia, has commis-

sioned him to help design a new
city park and decorate it with his
famous polka-dots. He has been
feted in Europe and Japan. An
award-winning video documen-
tary, The Faces of Tyree Guyton,
has been widely shown on public
television.

Each year, according to
Whitfield, at least 275,000 people
spend enough time strolling the
street to sign a guest book that is
displayed outside on sunny days.
Collectors can buy some of the
works; others deteriorate from
the effects of the elements, which

- suits the creator just fine.

“I 'want this to be a city where
we care about our people, where
you don’t have to leave and go
somewhere else to be recog-
nized,” he says. »

Increasingly, it is a city that is
accepting its most eccentric
artist. Elementary schools bring
their classes to Heidelberg
Street to tour the site.

Unlike his predecessors,
Mayor Kwame Kilpatrick has
had nothing but good to say

about the Heidelberg Pro;ect -
in large part, perhaps, because
one of the mayor’s heroes, rap
impresario Russell Simmons, is
a big Heidelberg fan.

This month, Guyton is on his
way to Albuquerque to accept a

- major award for environmental

design.

Mary Borota’s eyes brighten when
she talks about her favorites. She likes
her bacon and a little beer, which she
affectionately calls an appetizer.

But the real secret to her 100 years is
God. ‘

“Whatever happens, I am satisfied
because I'put it in God’s hands,” said
Mary, who will celebrate her 100th
birthday June 22. “It’s nice to get so
far. No one wants to die.”

And so far, so good for the great-
great-grandmother who takes only one
prescription and has a pacemaker, the
result of a stroke several years ago.

Mary, who has lived with her daugh-
ter, Virginia Albu in Canton, for the
past eight years, will celebrate her
milestone with an outdoor party that
will bring the family in. The family
includes two daughters, Virginia and
Mary, 13 grandchildren, great-grand-
children and great-great-grandchil-
dren.

Mary credits Virginia as “my protec-
tor” Her daughter also recently hired a
Romanian woman, Elena Cocan, to
help. With the three, the house is filled
with a good mix of Romanian and
English, laughter and plenty of
warmth.

Mary and her husband, Michael Borota, mar-
ried on a day in August that was hot enough to
melt the wax flowers that decorated her veil.

“She has a good attitude,” Virginia
said of her mom.

In 100 years, life - and God - has
taken Mary down many interesting
paths, beginning with the decision in
1922 to leave her parents and siblings.
in Romania and strike out on her own
in America when she was 18.

“I came to my brother,” Mary said, of
one of her 14 siblings who was already
in Michigan,

Educated and working in an office in
Romania, Mary sought opportunity,
and America was the perfect place. “1
was not scared. I wanted to come here
and that kept up my spirit. This was
my destination.”

The trip to America was not an easy
one. It marked the beginning of a new

life in which she never again saw her
parents. “I couldn’t afford to go back
but I sent them money.”

Mary arrived at 2 major Romanian
port and waited, as she remembers, for
about a month with friends. At the
time, war was blazing between the
Turks and Armenians and she had to
wait until the ship could sail safely.
When it did, the crossing took some 30
days and was plagued by bad weather
and rough seas. “They told us not to go
on deck”

She remained safe, but will never
forget her first glimpse of the Statue of
Liberty in New York Harbor. “I cried. It
was really beautiful,” Mary said. “That
statne welcomed the people into this
country”

Immediately, Mary knew she had to

learn English to get 2 good job. “I had
an education in Europe. But I had to
work in the factory here because I
couldn’t speak the language.”
Education is something Mary says
she wouldn’t be without, nor would she
allow her children to be without. “She
always said that education is very

~ important and she believes it is impor-

tant for women,” Virginia said.
By 1924, Mary had been introduced

. to her husband, Michael, who worked

for Michigan entral railroad, and
who was from Transylvania in
Romania. When asked if she believes
that Dracula lived or livesin
Transylvania, Mary snaps out a good
laugh and waves her hand in dis-
missal of the folklore. “It’s a way to
scare people.”

She recalled her wedding day on a
hot, hot day in August. Her wedding
veil was decorated with wax flowers. As

- the day wore on, so did the wax. “The

veil had holes in it because the wax
melted.”

For 22 years, Mary worked at Ford
Motor Co. - where she first wore slacks,
but never blue jeans - including during:
World War II, which makes her a Rosie
the Riveter.

The war is only one of the historic
moments in the past century Mary wit-
nessed. But none of the events, not the
dawn of television, computers or man
walking on the moon, have surprised
her. The world is simply unfolding as
God intended. .
