A Canton Township woman and her 15-year-
old daughter were among three people who
escaped serious injury when the twin-engine
plane they were flying in crashed in a grassy
area at Yazaki Corporation Saturday afternoon.

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Your effort will

Who would have thought that the common Saturday
practice of washing your car in the driveway could actual-
ly be bad - for the water system.

According to the Southeast Michigan Council of

Governments, washing your car in the driveway with soap

and whatever else you are putting on the car - along with
oil and other vehicle fluids - causes flows down the drain
and into Michigan’s waterways.

SEMCOG is waging an information campaign urging vehi-
cle owners to be wise and to help improve the waterways.

This is one of those instances when what you do as an
individual has a long-term impact. Consider that in
southeast Michigan alone, residents have more than four
million vehicles of one kind or another.

Imagine each owner washing the car in the driveway —
times four million - and you soon realize all the gunk that
is spilling down the storm sewers and into the waterways.

It seems a simple request, though many staunch wash-
their-car-themselves types may find the thought of taking
their vehicle to a car wash abhorrent, especially consider-
ing the costs at some facilities. But there are reasonably
priced car washes out there. And unlike washing your car
at home, these facilities treat the dirty water before it
heads into the streams, rivers and lakes.

- The health of the environment is crucial. More often
than not, the public and the government point fingers at
big business and the pollutants they manage to toss into
the waterways. Now it’s our turn to take some heat.

- Every bit of help goes a long way in protecting the
state’s waterways. Let’s not forget that Mlchlgan is known
for and trades on its lakes, streams and rivers,

If you can’t béar the thought of getting your vehicle
commercially washed, try washing it on your lawn, which
will soak up the dirty water. If you won’t do that, try your
hardest to direct the water to your lawn.

Whatever method you choose, the quality of Michigan’s
fabulous waterways depends on each of us. It is amazing
how one little wash of the car in the driveway can work its
way intothe waterways and deteriorate quality.

Protecting our environment is much like voting. One
person’s effort does count. :

MHSAA should drop
suit, fix schedules

It is time for the Michigan High School Athletic
Association to stop fighting a lawsuit opposing its sched-

uling practices and move on to providing fair and equi-
table sports programming for young men and women.

Last week the 6th U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals voted

3-0 to uphold a district court decision that found the
‘MHSAA had violated the equal protection clause of the
Fourteenth Amendment by scheduhng girls’ sports at
‘non-traditional and, therefore, “disadvantageous” seasons
of the year. The suit was brought by parents who believed
their daughters were less likely to win schoia,rships under
the present scheduhng

The ruling will require a change in seasons for several

sports. Girls basketball, now played in the fall, would move
to winter. Girls vo]leyball and soccer would move to the fall.

The MHSAA has argued that female athletes actually get

more attention in Michigan because they play in the off-sea-
son for college coaches. The organization, and many local
coaches, also argue that changing the seasons would create
Jhardships for the schools, especially during the winter when
girls and boys teams will have to schedule court time.

These are important considerations, but the court

strongly upholds the district court’s findings of fact. The
lower court dissected each sport and found that girls were
‘at a disadvantage by playing in the non-traditional sea-

son. For example, in volleyball Michigan girls are unable

to play in club programs, which college recruiters scout -

for players; putting them at a disadvantage to the 48
other states that schedule volleyball in the fall. In every

sport the court finds similar problems.

The MHSAA has also claimed that as a private organi-
zation it is not subject to the Fourteenth Amendment.

But the court finds that the association is a “state actor” .
because the MHSAA is “so entwined with the public
schools and the state of Michigan ..”

The court also finds that the association has not made a

case that separate seasons has increased opportunities for.
female athletes.

The MHSAA has done everything it can to drag its feet

‘and stall implementation of equitable scheduling. It is high-
ly unlikely that a higher court will overrule the circuit court.

It is past time for the MHSAA to get about the business
of creating a level playmg field for all student-athletes.

If nothing e]se, this will give
you an idea about why people
outside Michigan are lusting
after our water. Farmers across
the Plains states who for years
have be ating their fields
by dmm%g down the great
underground Ogallala aquifer to
dangerously low levels would
like nothing better than to divert
our fresh water to their farms.

. Developers in Arizona drool at
Hrmmmmmsonns - the idea of a big pipeline filled with
i “Great Lakes fresh water for their

ritzy lawns and golf courses in the
desert. Heck, some years back a Canadian firm want-
ed to fill big container ships with our water to sell at
vast profit to customers in the Far East. These days,
zhe benchmark price for crude oil tops $40 a barrel.

- Fifty years from now, I wouldn't be surprised to see
pure fresh water going for more than that. Up to now,
pur water has defineg our quahty oflife, far more than
most of us realize; in the future, it almost certainly
will represent our most valuable economic resource.

: For years and years, the governors of the Great
Lakes states and Canadian provinces have been
trymg to figure out how to protect our water from
raids by other states or, more to the point, by the
feds. (I'm serious. Remember, every time a new
census shows population shifting from the
Midwest to the arid West and the thirsty South,
we lose votes in Congress. Michigan and Ohio
together had 43 congressmen in 1970. That num-
ber has shrunk to 35, and the other Great Lakes
states have lost more. In the coming fight over
water, political clout will be everything.)

- So it was good news last month that Great Lakes
governors have agreed on how to prevent massive
water diversions. The plan would require unani-
mous approval of all eight governors to allow with-
drawal from the Great Lakes basin of more than 1
million gallons of water a day over a 120-day peri-
od. Anybody wanting to pump more than 5 million
gallons of water over a 120-day period for use even
within the Great Lakes basin would have to get
approval from six of the eight governors.

Announced by the Council of Great Lakes

Governors, the plan would have to be ratiﬁed by
legislatures in all eight states, followed by approval

by Congress. Getting approval from Ontario and

Quebec wouldn’t have the force of U.S. law, but it-

~ would provide international approval for policy

principles governing water withdrawal,
Publication of the plan has been greeted by

‘widespread approval. Ken DeBeaussaert, director

of Michigan’s Office of the Great Lakes, told me
it’s “a significant step to get regional cooperation -
for today and for generations to come.”

Congressman Bart Stupak, D-Menominee, who
represents the Upper Peninsula and much of the
northern part of the Lower Peninsula, said, “We
must have a final agreement that includes tough .
standards and strict review before water can be
withdrawn from the Great Lakes. The agreement
must also have clear requirements that as close to
100 percent of the water drawn from the Great
Lakes be returned” .

The next step to implement the plan is for each
Great Lake state to develop its own scheme for
monitoring and regulating water withdrawals.
Michigan has no such plan, although both Gov.
Jennifer Granholm and the Legislature are talk-
ing about it. Sort of.

Earlier this month, the League of Coniservation
Voters called on the Legislature to pass a law that

would regulate large-scale water withdrawals in

Michigan before the end of this year. The League
distributed a Pledge to Protect Michigan’s Water,
asking all legislators to sign it. In the Senate, all
16 members of the Democratic caucus signed.

None of the 22 Republicans did so. Instead,
they signed a letter explaining they agreed on 'the
need for a law regulating water withdrawals, but
wanted a longer time frame in which to pass leg-*
islation, after a groundwater study is completed.
In the House, 51 members signed the pledge (46
Democrats and five Republicans, including Rep
John Steéwart of Plymouth.)

Looks to me as though this issue, which has
overwhelming public support, risks getting side-
tracked by partisan politics. The Legislature
would be well-advised to get cracking on this, as
time is running out and Michigan has both the
most to lose and the most to gain.

It should not be beyond the capability of our
legislators to craft a bipartisan plan that sets clear
standards that the business and farming commu-
nity can understand, that the environmental com-
munity can support and that the state can enforce.
And it should be the duty of every responsxble citi-
zen to urge them to do so. The cause is Michigan’s
future, and if we blow this, we may not have any.

WASTE DISPOSAL AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CHARTER
TOWNSHIP OF CANTON AND CANTON WASTE RECYCLING

Effective the 1st day of August, 2004, the Charter Township of Canton,
a Michigan municipal corporation (hereinafter referred to as
“Township”), and Canton Waste Recycling, a Michigan corporatmn
(hereinafter referred to as “Contractor”), agree as foliows

1. BACKGROUND

1. Township desires a program for the collection and disposal of
residential solid waste; a residential recycling program; a
program to collect yard waste for composting; and the
servicing of a Canton Township recycling program; and has
requested and advertised for proposals from qualified
contractors to provide such services.

2. Contractor is ready, willing, and able to provide such services
and has provided a proposal to Township dated June 17,
1999 and said proposal is incorporated herein by reference.

3. The Township Board has determined that the Contractor will
best fulfill the needs of this Township based on the
specifications found in this Agreement and has authorized
the Supervisor and Clerk to enter into this Agreement by
action of the Board.

4. The original contract term expired on July 31, 2004
and both parties mutually agreed to an extension of
this original agreement as modified in this document,

II. DEFINITIONS

As used herem, the followmg words and phrases shall have these
stated meanings:

1. Garbage means residential rejected food wastes, including
waste accumulation of animal, fruit or vegetable matter used
or intended for food or that attends the preparation, use,
cooking, dealing in or storing of meat, fish, fowl, fruit or
vegetable;

2. Rubbish means non-putrescible solid waste, excluding ashes,
congisting of both combustible and non-combustible waste,
including paper, cardboard, metal contairiers, wood, glass;
bedding, crockery, incidental amounts of demolished
residential building materials or litter of any kind that may
be a detriment to the public health and safety, but excluding
Recyclables and Compostables as defined herein;

3. Non-Compostable Yard Waste mseans the miscellaneous

4. Residential Location means one or more family dwelling
units that place their solid waste out for collection, at
curbside, in approved containers. .

5. Compostables means residential leaves, grass clippings,
brush, wood debris less than six (6) inches in diameter,
vegetive pruning, garden wastes, yard waste, Christmas
trees, and wreaths. .

6. Recyclables shall mean newspapers, newsprint; brown, green
and clear glass bottles, jars and containers; ferrous and
nonferrous cans and bottles; and polyethylene terephthalate
(PET) and high density polyethylene (HDPE) plastics as
listed in Michigan Public Act 414 of 1988, MCL 299.481

" which are placed in recycling containers. Additional
materials may be deemed recyclable by agreement between
the parties hereto,

7. Residential Solid Waste means Garbage, Rubbish, residential
ashes, and animal waste, but does not include human waste,
liquid or other waste regulated by statute, ferrous or
nonferrous scrap directed to a scrap metal processor or to a
re-user of ferrous or nonferrous products, Compostables and
Recyclables, to the extent they are addressed separately in
this Agreement, shall not be considered solid waste. .

II. STATEMENT OF WORK

Contractor will piovide the following curbside waste collection, .

transportation, and disposal services as specified herein at the
following specified rates for each component of service:

COMPONENT A: CURBSIDE SOLID WASTE COLLECTION AND
DISPOSAL: The contractor is to provide hand collection,
transportation, and disposal of solid waste on a weekly schedule.

also service a wood recycling program at said site and provide
woodchi : idents for residential use at no
additional charge.

Inflationary Price Increases. An annual inﬂationary increase

Inflationary
increases shall be equai to the annual change in the Detroit
Consumer Price Index (CPI), (which is determined by
calculating the Detroit area average for the proceeding 12 month

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3. COLLECTION SCHEDULING: (Continued) The
collection schedule for Components A, B, and D outlined
in the Statement of Work shall be identical. That is,
residents shall place-the material for Components A, B,
and D out for collection at the same time, and
Contractor shall have same collected within the next
day. Any changes proposed in the collection schedule for
any of the Components must be submitted to the
Townshxp for review and approval at least ninety (90)
days prior to initiating any such change.

4. HOURS OF COLLECTION: Collection vehicles shall
not operate within a five hundred (500) foot distance

from a regidential unit except during the time between
6:30 am and 5:00 pm. This distance limit may be
increased and hours approved for operation reduced if
the Township deems it necessary, after consultation
with the Contractor.
