For four years Brown operated
out of his home and contract-
ed out the mechanical work.
Now he operates out of a fac-
tory-sized shop on
Koppernick Road in Canton,
Last year he sold 420 vans -
across the country and this
year expects to do 450.

“We've placed vans with
private transportation
providers in 48 of the 50
states,” Brown said.

The only states where he
hasn’t sold any vehicles are
Hawaii and Wyoming.

It makes sense that we would

The State of Michigan had
good news for the Wayne-
Westland Community -
Schools when it released the
Education Yes! report card
this month.

All of the district’s 17 ele-
mentaries and four middle
schools met the state’s
required adequate yearly
progress, an improvement
over last year, when the dis-
trict had one school ~ Taft-
Galloway Elementary - not
make the Education Yes! |
grade.

“We’re happy about that,”
said Superintendent Greg
Baracy. “Even though it’s one
small aspect of student ,
achievement and perform-
ance, we're pleased with the -
hard work of the students,
parents, teachers and admin-
istration in continuing to
make improvement.”

The Education Yes! School
Report Cards are issued as
part of the federal No Child
Left Behind legislation, and -
are a compilation of many
things, including student
MEAP test scores and vari-
ous, self-reported, school
performance indicators,
such as family involvement
in the schools, curriculum,
student attendance and pro-
fessional development for
teachers.

Three Wayne—WestIand
schools ~ Hamilton, Madison
and Edison Elementaries -
received a grade of A, while a
majority received a grade of
B. Those schools were
Schweitzer, Elliott, Hoover,
Kettering, P.D. Graham,
Patchin, Roosevelt-McGrath,
Taft-Galloway, Vandenburg,
Walker-Winter and
Wildwood Elementaries and
Adams, Franklin and
Stevenson Middle Schools.

Four schools received a
grade of C - Jefferson-Barns,
Lincoln and Hicks
Elementaries and Marshall
Middie School.

Because of when MEAP
tests are administered in the
high schools, report cards for
John Glenn and Wayne
Memorial will be released at
a later date.

Under Education Yes!,
schools must continue to
maintain and show progress
and the requirements to
make the grade will increase
next year: Baracy said the
chal}enge now facing the dis-
trict is continued progress at
schools achieving at a higher
level.

“They could be put in jeop-
ardy, if they don’t continue to
achieve,” said Baracy.
“Because their scores are so
high, they have to show con-
tinued growth even though
they only can achieve at a
certain level. It will be easier
to pull up schools that are not
that high as it will be to
maintain those that are high-
er” :

And it is the legislation’s
cookie cutter approach to
grading schools that concerns
Baracy. Hesitant to use the
word flawed, he said the
report card deesn’t address
the success happening in
school everyday., -

“One shoe doesn’t fit all
and this report card doesn’t
reflect that each student has
a different style of learning,”
he said. “These report cards
don't refiect those shining
moments that happen every-
day in school, they don’t -
reflect when the light bulb of
learning comes on for a stu-
dent.”

The district isn't resting on
its success this year.
According to Baracy, staff:
and administrators know
they “have some work to do.”

“We know where our
strengths and weaknesses are
and we will address them,”
said. .

“Overall, we have our work
cut out for us”

“Bill Ford was unique for a
Washington power broker, he
cared for the little guy,” said
Westland Mayor Sandra
Cicirelli. “His efforts to make a
college education accessible for
all is sure to be his legacy, but
just as importantly he should
be remembered for his ability
to relate to the common man
on the street as easily as he

A Detroit natlve, Mr. Ford .

“I thought Bill was a great
person, very professional.

During his time in Congress,
Mr. Ford had chaired the
Education and Labor
Committee as well as the Post
Office and Civil Service
Committee.

Along with sponsoring a

Others, such as
Terry Anderson, were not so
lucky, and ended up spending
years in captivity until the

" secure their release.

As can be 1mag1ned Levin's
time in captivity was life-alter-
ing, “I was an atheist when I
was kidnapped. During captivi-
ty, I had nothing to do but
think. I became a man of faith.
Up to that time, I thought vio-
lence had a place in our world.
But I became a follower of <
Jesus, particularly his message
of non-violence,” said Levin, 72.

That message of non-vio-

' lence has guided his life ever

since. He and Sis, a longtime
teacher from BirmingHam, Ala.,
have dedicated their lives to the
notion of peace, which is why
they are so troubled by recent
world events, particularly Israel’s
occupation of Palestine and
America’s occupation of Irag,

SPEAKING FOR PEACE

Today, the Levins are mem—
bers of the Christian
Peacemaker Team, a faith- -
based, non-violent intervention
organization. Although they
technically live in Alabama, the
Levins spend most of the time
in war-torn places like the
West Bank and Baghdad,
working to end what they see
as oppressive policies on the
part of the Israeli and
American governments.
Currently they are traveling
across America trying to
spread that message by doing -
speaking engagements at
churches, universities and any-
where else people want to hear
what they have to say. :

- They recently concluded
speeches in Livonia, Dearborn,
Ann Arbor and Detroit,

Unlike most Americans, the
Levins weren’t surprised by the
terrorist attacks of 9/11, only
that they didn’t happen sooner.
Jerry, who is a graduate of
Bloomfield Hills High School,
said we are “reaping the whirl-
wind” of misguided internation-
al policies, which he believes are
led by our desire to secure an
energy source from the oil-rich
Middle East. Supporting Israel
and its occupation of the
Palestinian terntory is just-one

" “Both my wife and I have
been brought up to tell the
truth. I am a journalist, and
she is a teacher. We wouldn’t =
be true to our teaching or our
professions if we looked the
other way. I have a deep con-
cern about the country I grew
up in, There are too many peo- :
‘ple here selling themselves and
the truth for a wage or an ide-~
ology,” Levin said.

Even the kidnappings, whlch
robbed a year from his own life, -
are understandable to Levin.
“The disparity of weapons — us -
having many, they having few —
makes hostage-taking one of
their only options. That doesn’t
mean I agree about the brtality
of it, but they would say they
don’t agree with the brutality of *
our occupation,” he said. oo

DEALING WITH MYTHS

Though they work as a team, -
the Levins argue the same .
thing from two different per-
spectives. Jerry concentrates
on the geo-political realities,.
whereas Sis tries to “debunk -
the fmyths” Americans have .
about the Arab world, which ~
she says has been demonized .
by American politicians and
the media. “People can not say -
Arab without saying Arab ter- .
rorist,” she said. P

Furthermore, Sis, who grew -
up in the South when blacks
were treated as less than sec-
ond-class citizens, believes
America has too readily relied
on its military might and con-
flict to solve its problems. This
‘has trickled down to thelocal
scale, resulting in tragedies like -
the school killings of Columbine
and Paducah. She believes we -
must start teaching our children
that there doesn’t always have to
be a winner and a loser.

“Military action seems to be
the only answer we know. But
what’s worse is we are passing
this notion on to our children.

It’s very sad,” she said. “We
can’t end this war in Iraq or
Israel with violence, because
they’re going to come right
back at us with more violence,”

As the Levins continue their-—
cross~country trip of “truth-
telling,” their immediate goals
are twofold. First, they want to
see America quit supplying aid -
to Israel until that nation’s ‘
leaders quit trying to solve the

. Palestinian problem unilateral-

ly, a tactic they believe the
Israelis learned from President
George W. Bush in the way he
attacked Iraq with little inter-
national support. Second, they -
want America to turn over con-
trol to the Iraqi people as soon
as possible.

The couple’s ultimate goal,
however, is one we should all
take fo heart, and that is world
peace. What a concept. .

The enormity of the 9/11 Vlctlmq Memorial Qullt that

‘honors and memorializes each of the more than 3,000
victims of the Sept. 11, 2001, terrorist attacks truly illus-

trates the total devastation inflicted on families,
It was so appropriate that the quilt recently visited
Canton, home of Meredith Whalen, just 23 years old

when she worked on the 93rd floor of the World Trade

Center. She and her colleagues were directly in the path
of the first plane that struck the twin towers.
Like the rest of the world, her mom, Pat Whalen of

Canton, watched the devastation on television, “I knew it

was my daughter’s tower, I recalled hearing a voice and

~ then a quiet calm came over me,” Pat told the 100 guests

who gathered for the quilt’s opening ceremony in Canton.

Pat Whalen, who was the first to ask about bringing the -

quilt to Canton, as well as Debbie Zevalkink, assistant to
Supervisor Tom Yack, who helped make it a reallty, are to
be lauded for their efforts.

No one can take away Pat Whalens pain or grief. But a
community can help. At the very least, the arrival of the
quilt helped Canton remember Meredith and the other vic-

tims of the terrorist attacks. It is hoped the quilt and the

love and care that went into the personal creation of each of
the panels is a step toward healing, not only for Meredith’s
mom and sister, but for the community and the nation.

The quilt says what words cannot express to the moth-
ers, such as Pat Whalen, fathers, sons, daughters, wives -

and husbands, as well as friends, who lost someone on
Sept. 11, 2001. Pat Whalen reminds each of us that we
cannot forget what happened and that each of us must
work to ensure it never happens again to another family.

Though it is certain no one can imagine the pain and
anguish Pat Whalen feels, it is equally certain that she is
an amazing woman, who through her dignity and open-
ness, is indeed helping this community heal, grow
stronger and more unified.

B Short-statured, intense
and pugnacious, Bill Ford was
a classic Democratic politi-
cian who did a great job rep-
resenting his working class
constituency. “The AFL-CIO
sent me to Congress; the
AFL-CIO keeps me in
Congress; and the AFL-CIO
will tell me when to leave
Congress,” he once told an
AFL-CIO gathering, which
explams why his opponents tried to pigeon-
hole him as a “labor stooge.” Ford never forgot
that his immigrant father died at age 42 in a
factory fire (which the company tried to deny)
and he made workplace safety one of his top
prlormes

. M Ford was a leader in a generation of liberal
Democratic politicians who made no bones
about their belief that govemment had an .
important role to play in improving the lives of
workers and poor people, and who were quite
prepared to play political hardball to achieve
their objectives. Ford soldiered on, partisan-

early 1970s) defeated the hard right-wingers
led by County Commissioner Tom McMillin
of Auburn Hills,

Best news of all was from the Seventh
Congressional District, a sprawling piece of
real estate running from the suburbs west of
Lansing through Battle Creek and Jackson and
into western Washtenaw County. Former state
Sen. John (Joe) Schwarz, R-Battle Creek, easily
won a GOP primary that featured no less than

- five other candidates who were vying for the

title of “most conservative.” A “moderate” .
Republican (whatever that means these days)
Schwarz told me he was‘delighted that voters
realized that there are other issues at hand
than guns, gays and abortion. When I asked
which ones, Schwarz answered, “jobs and the
economy, national security, the war in Iraq,
health care, the environment and our national
infrastructure,”

Schwarz’s victory came in part because he
was the only moderate candidate in a crowded
election where the prevailing wisdom was that
candidates had to pander to the right wing to
get anywhere. But it also came because he is
tough, smart, experienced and sensible enough
to realize what’s important and what’s emo-
tional fluff. He'll likely be elected in
November, after which the big question is
whether he can present himself as enough of a
“regular Republican” (whatever that means) to
survive a potential challenge two years from

. now,

There have been numerous changes over

of proposals voted in by the electorate of the
state of Michigan. I would like to acknowl-
edge that the Headlee Amendmentisa
sound concept and I do not advocate
changing it.

I further wish to concede that Proposal A is
a sound concept, and I do not advocate
changing Proposal A. So'what are Headlee
and Proposai A, and what'’s the problem?

The Headlee
Amendment, ratified in
1978, intended to limit the
growth of property tax
revenue by controlling
how a local government’s
maximum authorized
millage rate is calculated.
The Headlee Amendment
requires that when growth
on existing property com-
munitywide is greater
than inflation, the local
government must “roll
back” its maximum
authorized millage rate so that the increase
in property tax revenue caused by growth
on existing property does not exceed infla-
tion. This is commonly referred to asa
“Headlee rollback.”

In March 1994, Proposal A also created a
new methodology to determine property val-
ues for tax purposes with the introduction of
taxable value.

Taxable value on each individual property
cannot increase by more than the lesser of
inflation or five percent annually until a
property is sold or “transferred,” regardless of
how qutckly existing property values may be
growing.

This difference between state equalized
value and taxable value when a property is

:sold or transferred and before taxable
value is reset to state equalized value, is
commonly referred to as the “uncapped
value.”

It all sounds pretty good se far. The
problem is that when Proposal A passed
and the Legislature attempted to com-
bine both proposals statutorily, there was
an unintended compounding effect that
was never part of what the voters
approved,

The Legislature, in its implementation of
Proposal A, did two things, First, it used
uncapped growth created by Proposal A to
calculate your Headlee millage rate. Then it
removed the ability of Headlee to move mill-

This is a very real issue in many com-

munities, and the consequences are crip-
pling municipal finances. Problem 1:
Most people believe that a municipality:
benefits whenever a property is sold and
uncapped, but that does not happen.-
Instead, when an individual property is.
uncapped, the homeowner pays taxes
based on the reset taxable value as was
i'ntended, but the unintended conse-
guence is that the community must use -
this growth in calculating a Headlee roll-
back of the local m:llage rate.

What that all means is that even though
an individual purchaser is paying more, the
increased revenue isn’t realized by the

" community. It is nullified by virtue of an
infinitesimally small reduction in millage
rate across the rest of the community.
Problem 2: Headlee intended to fairly
adjust millage rates in both directions to.
prevent runaway tax revenue growth dur-
ing boom times, but it also recognized that
there may be times that growth of property
values would not keep pace with inflation,
and that the pendulum needed to swmg
both ways,

So Headlee allowed for a rollup as well as
the rollback. After the Legislature imple-
mented Proposal A, millage rates can now go
down when growth in value outpaces infla-
tion, but cannot go up when inflation out-
paces growth.

The solution? Keep the Headlee
Amendment as it was intended — a fair
and balanced approach to adjusting and
controlling taxes. Keep Proposal A, which
was a fair way to ensure that inflation
and growth did not penalize someone
that has been in their home for many
years, and sought to provide balance and
control in the wake of rapidly rising
property values.

The Legislature needs to acknowledge that
in implementing both proposals, mistakes
were made that had unintended conse-

" quences that, left unchecked, will u]tunately
destroy the abxhty of local government to
fund itself, .

This can only lead to a deterioration of
services and degradation of communities.
The needed correction will have almost no -
effect to any individual taxpayer, but

umulat:vely will be a big first step toward -
correcting a broken municipal finance sys-
tem, and ensuring viable local government
services.
