Push on 
for school

The push to get voter approval for $138 million in 
funding for Plymouth-Canton Schools began in , 
earnest this week. 

Nearly two dozen members of the Citizens Election 
Committee began a whirlwind, month-long push to 
get "yes" votes for the two proposals that will be pre-
sented to district residents Sept. 28. 

The ballot will have two questions. One calls for 
the approval of an 18-mill renewal on non-homestead; 

property for the next 10 years, which is worth $29 
million to the district. 

The other asks voters to pass a $109 million bond 
issue; $94 million will be used for upgrades in build-
ings constructed before 2000, with the remaining 
$15 million to build a new elementary school in 
southwest Canton. 

Committee co-chair KaryAmin of Plymouth 
Township says spreading the message, on the impor-
tance of the two proposals will be the group's biggest 
challenge. 

"Showing how important it is to upgrade the 
schools, as many of them are getting very old," said 
Amin, whose three children attend Isbister 
Elementary. "Many surrounding school districts con-
tinue to upgrade and maintain, whether it's integrat-
ed technology or infrastructure, so it's important that 
we keep pace." 

The advocacy committee spent two hours Monday 
discussing how to persuade voters. Ideas included 
lawn signs, presentations at PTO and booster club 
meetings, phone banks before and during the vote, 
and letters to the editor. 

"I don't think it will be that tough a sell," said co-
chair Mary Eggenberger of Canton Township. 
"Residents in the Plymouth-Canton community are 
very supportive of their schools. And, I think they 
realize schools need improvements, just like you fix 
up your house. 

"If you're looking at the money, and it will only cost 
$47 a year, hopefully they'll be thinking it's worth it 
to keep up property values," added Eggenberger, who 
has three children in all three grade levels. 

According to Patricia Brand, the district's executive 
director of business services, the millage renewal 
won't cost most homeowners any money, only those 
with second homes and businesses. The cost of the 
bond proposal will be $47 a year for those who own a 
home, valued at $245,000. 

One of the committee members is 78-year-old 
George Dodson, long-time Plymouth-Canton Schools 
educator for whom Dodson Elementary is named. 
Dodson said it's a mistake to believe senior citizens 
will automatically vote down a proposal that includes 
a tax increase. 

"They have grandchildren, and this is an opportu-
nity to give something to them and the kids that play 
in their neighborhoods," said Dodson. "I think they'll 
respond to that and come through for us." 

The Plymouth-Canton Education Association and 
the Michigan Education Association are always a 
force in the district's school board elections. PCEA. 
President Chuck Portelli said the groups haven't 
taken a stand on the propositions, but Portelli, who is 
a member of the committee, said he'll encourage 
members to vote in favor of the two Sept. 28 propos-
als. 

"We have too many teachers teaching in rooms that 
shouldn't be taught in, some in art rooms and storage 
areas which aren't conducive for teaching," Portelli 
said. "The renovations to the buildings are impor-
tant." 

The Citizens Election Committee, which is regis-
tered with the state, will be holding fund-raisers to 
pay for the group's effort. Ryan said the committee 
had $3,600 left over from the previous bond issue. 

The district's elections clerk, Elizabeth Adams, said 
residents have until Aug. 30 to register to vote in tke 
election.

What Joshua Cullen, 12, and 
Alex Rasmussen, 11, were try-
ing to do was build a raccoon 
trap. 

There is a cottonwood tree 
on the property just behind 
Joshua's house in the Holiday 
Park sub-
division 
and, in 
addition 
to squir-
rels, the 
tree is 
home to 
a raccoon 
family. 

So 
Josh, son 
of Greg 
and Lauri 
Cullen, 
and Alex, 
son of 
Lisa and Matt Rasmussen, 
started digging a hole behind 
the Cullen's garage just a few 
feet from the tree. 

"We were going to put tuna 
in the hole, then cover it with 
duct tape and leaves," Josh 
said. 

But as they dug, they hit 
something solid. 

"I thought it was an old beer 
can," Alex said. "I didn't know 
it would be anything special." 

Like a couple of young 
archeologists carefully remov-
ing dirt from an excavation 
site, they uncovered the object 
- a one-pint Mason jar with a 
plastic storage bag inside con-
taining various objects. 

Excited now, they brought 
the jar inside Josh's house, 
where Lauri and Lisa were 
having tea. 

The metal lid on the jar was 
rusted almost through, but 
Lauri managed to get it off. 
She pulled out the storage bag 
and opened it 

"Oooh! It had such a strong 
musty smell," she said. 

Inside the bag was a treas-
ure. 

"I thought I was going to be 
rich," Josh said. 

But it wasn't that kind of 
treasure. The bag contained a 
front page of The Detroit News 
dated Sept. 18,1986, a crayon, 
a golf tee, a pencil, a nail, a 
screw, a nickel and three pen-
nies - and a note written on 
ruled paper. 

"This is 1986," the note read. 
"I have gave you a newspaper, 

tools, 
coloring 
crayon, 
money, 
golf tee 
and 
pencil. I 
am 10 
years of 
age. Do 
the 
same 
thing for 
sience 
(sic)." 

"It's a 
time 

capsule," Lauri said. 
Unfortunately the note was-

n't signed. There was no indi-
cation of buried it in the back-
yard 18 years ago. 

Township records show only 
that the registered owner of 
the house in 1986 was Ray 
Jarvis. But that's about it. 

However, a call to the only 
Ray Jarvis listed in Canton 
today turned up a clue. 

Ray's wife, Linda, said yes, 
they lived in the house in 1986. 
And their son, Jason, was born 
in 1976 so he would have been 
about 10 at the time. 

But she didn't know any-
thing about a time capsule. 

Jason, who's 28 now, is a 
Navy pilot stationed in 
Jacksonville, Fla. 

So a call to Jason turned up 
more information. 

"I don't remember burying a 
time capsule," he said. "All I 
remember is we used to dig 
stuff up in that yard and do it 
all day long. We'd bury the 
hamsters there. I remember 
doing that kind of stuff." 

While Jason said he had no

specific recollection of burying 
the Mason jar with the note, he 
added, "I'm sure it'was me. I 
remember burying things back 
there all the time." 

He's going to be back home 
over the Labor Day weekend 
and said if he can arrange the 
time he like to visit the Cullens 
and take a look at the boys' dis-
covery. 

"I'd love to see it," he said. 
The two Central Middle 

School students said they're 
going to keep their discovery. 

' "Maybe we'll keep it for a 
good luck charm," Josh said. 

"It's a trophy," said Alex. 
Are they going to follow the 

letter writer's request and bury 
one themselves "for sience"? 

They said yes they are. But 
what will they put in it? 

Josh suggested trading cards 
and fishing lures. Alex said 
"pennies and stuff" and 
maybe some Chuck E. Cheese 
tokens. 

After finding the jar Josh 
and Alex kept digging the hole 
deeper, hoping to find more 
treasure or at least continue 
with their raccoon trap. 

They didn't find any 
more treasure and the only 
thing they caught in the trap 
was Josh's brother, Jason, age 
4. 

"He fell in," Josh said.

A Canton man was among 
those who helped transform an 
Oak Park home for a autistic 
blind child and his deaf par-
ents for the television program 
Extreme Makeover: Home 
Edition (ABC-TV). 

Rich Wiersma works for 
Guardian Alarm of Southfield 
and it's his company that put in 
all the assisted living safety items 
that had everyone so in awe. 

Wiersma was the prime 
technician who installed an 
integrated security system at 
the home of Larry and Judy 
Vardon in Oak Park. Guardian 
Alarm donated the system to 
help the Vardons protect their 
12-year old son, Lance. Lance's 
activities need to be monitored 
closely so he doesn't leave the 
house unattended. 

The show coming to the 
Vardon's home was the result 
of an essay from their other 
son, Stefan, 14. 

"After it was over I walked 
into my boss and said 'Thank 
you for that experience.' I felt 
like I had been part of some-
thing. It was an excellent expe-
rience. Almost everything was 
donated. That is part of the 
thrill of it," Wiersma said. 

This past Wednesday 
Wiersma was back in Oak Park 
showing the Vardons how to 
work the cameras and strobe 
lights that help them keep 
track of Lance. Wiersma fig-
ures he worked a 56-hour week 
during the makeover. He had 
to do some regular jobs for the 
company that week, too. 

The security package 
-includes window and door sen-
sors, smoke detectors, four 
indoor security cameras and 
two outside "night" cameras 
sensitive to infrared light. 
Larry and Judy will be able to 
call up the camera images on 
any of a number of monitors 
located around the house. 
Strobe alarms will alert them if 
a door or window is opened 
when the system is activated, 
and easy-to-use controls will 
let them quickly see what's 
happening. The system even 
warns if the trouble is a fire by 
using red lights. 

If Lance wanders away and a 
window or a door opens, the 
strobe lights go off and the

Vardons bed shakes enough to 
wake them up to go get their 
son, Wiersma explained. 

Wiersma guesses the equip-
ment donated is worth close to 
$10,000. 

There were surreal moments 
as various trades stumbled 
Over each other to rebuild the 
small home from the founda-
tion up in six days. 

At one point its was the mid-
dle of the night - 4 a.m. - and 
Wiersma looked out and there 
was a man sitting in his lawn 
chair watching them build the 
house. During the day hun-
dreds of people lined up 

behind barricades to see the 
show's stars and the workers 
do their stuff. 

"A heating and cooling guy 
ran through our wires and I 
had to do some of them again," 
Weirsma said. Usually more 
than 150 workers swarmed the 
site at any one time, Wiersma 
said. 

"We really had a challenge to 
design a system to work for the 
Vardons' unique circumstances 
and disabilities," said Matt 
Fraiberg, assistant general 
m.anager of Guardian Alarm. 
"However, we were able to 
combine off-the-shelf hard-

ware usually used in commer-
cial buildings with equipment 
normally installed in homes 
and integrated it into one, 
easy-to-operate system." 

"Before our work, it might 
have been five or ten minutes 
or maybe an hour before the 
Vardons would realize that 
Lance had walked out of the 
house," said Fraiberg. "Now 
they'll have the comfort of 
knowing they'll be alerted 
within seconds and can 
respond appropriately. 

The ABC reality show did 12 
episodes last year that aired on 
Sunday nights and they were a 
ratings surprise, partly because 
of the popularity of host Ty 
Pennington. 

Projects included enlarging 
the home of a couple expecting 
triplets, rebuilding a house for 
eight children who had just 
lost their parents, giving a 
facelift to an entire community 
whose homes were flooded 
during a hailstorm, and 
remodeling the living space of 
a wheelchair-bound young 
man by making it more acces-
sible - which included the 
installation of an elevator. 

Wiersma, who has lived in 
Canton with his family for 14 
years, is not sure he'll actually 
be on the TV show when the 
Oak Park episode airs this fall, 
most likely in November.

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New leaders arrive at Salvation Army 2 businesses fail in alcohol sting

For Majs. Bill and Kathy 
Hogg, home isn't necessarily 
where the heart is, it's where 
the Salvation Army uniform 
hangs. 

For the Hoggs, the uniform 
now hangs in Plymouth. 

The Hoggs took over earlier 
this month from Maj. Steve 
and Jacqueline Hull, who left 
the Salvation Army to pursue 
other interests. The Hoggs 
arrived, freshly plucked from 
duty in Adrian, eager to get 
started on their new assign-
ment. 

"We're excited to be here," 
Kathy Hogg said. "We hear so 
many good things about the 
community, and about the 
Salvation Army here." 

The Hoggs leave a post 
they'd manned for five years. 
It's a smaller operation, and 
some of the people they're leav-
ing behind are like family. 

But the couple figures 
Plymouth will work out the 
same way. 

"When we move to a com-
munity, it becomes ours," said 
Bill Hogg, like his wife a 15-
year Salvation Army officer. "It 
becomes part of our extended 
family. You'll see us at events 
all over the community." 

It's something they've been 
doing for a long time. Bill 
Hogg was actually born into 
the Salvation Army, to parents 
who had served as Army offi-
cers. In fact, Bill represents the 
fourth generation of his family 
to serve in the Salvation Army, 
and the second generation of 
officers. 

The couple met while doing 
a musical called The Witness in 
Grand Rapids, Kathy's home-
town. Born in Minnesota, Bill 
has lived all over the place; he 
met Kathy while living in 
Grand Rapids. 

The Hoggs, who have three 
children — Katie (Jason) 
Distelrath, who produced the 
couple's only grandchild, 4-
month-old Lily; 20-year-old 
Kristy, a senior at Siena 
Heights; and 12-year-old Kelly 
— will celebrate their 25th 
anniversary in March. 

The last 15 of those have 
been spent as Salvation Army 
officers, and neither would

have it any other way. 
"The Salvation Army is the 

greatest organization in the 
world," Kathy Hogg said. "It 
has the ability to help people 
and share the gospel message. 
Look at what we've accom-
plished. The Salvation Army 
has a very rich history." 

According to the Hoggs, the 
Salvation Army only added to 
that history in the wake of the 
Sept. 11, 2001, attacks. The 
Army set up a big, white tent 
and fed people 24 hours a day, 
seven days a week. The Hoggs, 
who initially went to New York 
sporting a banner that had 
been signed by members of the 
Adrian community in which 
they served, begged district 
officials for a chance to go 
back. 

"We told (district headquar-
ters) if there's an opportunity 
to go back, I want it," Bill Hogg 
said. "He called back with 
dates and said, 'Pick one.'" 

Thousands of volunteers 
manned the tent and did the 
work, from all over the coun-
try. There were adults and kids 
on, break from college and all 
manner of others, all of whom 
were doing it for their own var-
ied reasons. 

And all making an impres-
sion on the Hoggs. 

"It was the most awesome 
experience," Kathy Hogg said. 
"I hope we never have another 
one, but if we do, I'd be hon-
ored to be able to serve." 

Kathy Hogg likened it to 
sen-ice performed by Salvation 

Army volunteers during war-
time. 

"Technically, 9/11 was our 
World War II, where we got to 
do what the Army did for ser-
vicemen," she said. "Twenty 
years from now, instead of say-
ing, 'My uncle was in World 
War II,' they're going to be say-
ing, 'My uncle was a police offi-
cer or a firefighter on 9/11."' 

Closer to home, the Hoggs 
know the impact the Salvation 
Army can have on a local com-
munity. Their new post serves 
the needy in Plymouth, 
Canton, Northville and 
Belleville, a "significantly big-
ger" operation, according to 
Bill Hogg. 

The local corps has all the 
missions — help the needy, the 
annual holiday basket pro-
grams, the Christmas Red 
Kettle campaign, along with 
children's programs. 

Though it's "too early to 
know" about how program-
ming might change, the new 
commanders know whatever 
happens, they'll continue to 
stress the Salvation Army's 
Christian methods. 

"The Salvation Army is a 
Christian-based organization, 
and we're very proud of that," 
Kathy Hogg said. 

"Everything we do will 
be tied into that. It's an awe-
some responsibility given by 
God, and we take that serious-

development just west of 
Lilley," she said. 

That's the site of the old HQ, 
building and Mans hardware 
and lumber store is already 
being developed, with a 
PETsMART store already open 
and Pier 1 and Michaels crafts 
ready to open soon. Marshal's 
department store will occupy 
one portion of the building and 
U.S. Storage will occupy 
another. 

Also planned are a Bombay 
Company and a Panera Bread, 
which will occupy a free-stand-
ing building on the site. 

Salla said she thinks those 
developments will be helpful to 
the two perpendicular strip 
malls on either end of the site, -
which include Kramer 
Flooring, the Shark Club and 
other smaller businesses. 

"I'm sure they are interested 
in this new development so 
they get more exposure," she 
said. 

But a hidden part of the 
development is the construc-
tion - or opening up - of inte-
rior access corridors within the 
centers that will allow traffic to 
move from cross street to cross 
street without having to exit 
onto Ford Road.

A similar interior access 
drive allows drivers to enter 
the Kohl's site off Sheldon, go 
into the Murray's 
Auto/Secretary of State area to 
the west, around the Super 
Bowl and exit onto Canton 
Center. , 

And once the Lowe's site is 
developed on the north side of 
Ford between Morton Taylor 
and Sheldon, drivers will be 
able to enter the site from . 
Morton Taylor and exit onto 

S h e l d o n R o a d . 
"A part of the Ford Road 

traffic study is trying to pro-
vide interior access between 
the sites," Salla said. "We're in 
the process of getting out a 
request for proposals for a 
design consultant to help us 
with a comprehensive sign 
program. "Way finding" signs 
are a part of that." 

Those signs, within the cen-
ters themselves, would direct 
drivers to the appropriate inte-
rior access drives to avoid exit-
ing onto Ford Road.

The electors choose the president

Farmington Hills resident 
and former middle school 
teacher Marie Weigold gave 
Democrat A1 Gore the state of 
Michigan's vote for president 
in 2000. 

She taught science class at 
Ivan Ludington Magnet 
Middle School and was one of 
18 people who went to Lansing 
to cast presidential ballots for 
Michigan as an elector. 

"I think the actual program 
was like 45 minutes," she said. 

A slate of electors is chosen 
depending on which presiden-
tial candidate wins Michigan's 
popular vote. 

Gore won the state in 2000, 
so the electors "were all tried 
and true Democrats coming up 
there," Weigold said. 

Each congressional district 
has one elector nominated by 
the congressman or woman. 
They are picked at a political 
party's state convention. If a 
party's candidate wins the pop-
ular vote, their electors go to 
Lansing. 

Weigold represented the 11th 
congressional district. She said 
her 30 years of being politically 
active gave her a spot as an 
elector. 

"I thought they (the party) 
did a very nice job. There was a 
luncheon before the proceed-
ings," Weigold said. "We met in 
the chamber of the Michigan 
State Senate." 

ELECTION MEMORIES 

During the 2000 presiden-
tial race, the group met Dec. 
18, a day Kenneth Oke said 
was treacherous. 

"It was horrible. It was a 
blizzard that day and cars were 
all flipped over," said Oke, an 
Alpena resident. "Just getting 
there is the thing that is etched 
in my mind, the lanes we were 
driving in weren't all the way 
plowed." 

A retired sheet metal worker,

Oke said he's been going to 
Democratic state conventions 
since he was 18. He remembers 
the atmosphere of the Senate 
chamber. 

"We had all the electors from 
the different districts there, we 
had the lieutenant governor 
there, the head of the House 
(of Representatives), and they 
all gave a speech," he said. 

The group's first duty was to 
nominate the Democratic can-
didates. 

"Actually, I was asked to 
nominate Lieberman," Weigold 
said. 

After the nomination, the 
electors had a vote which 
unanimously awarded Gore 
and Joseph Lieberman all of 
Michigan's electoral votes. 

Most states give a winning 
candidate all the electoral votes 
with the exception of two. 

"I believe Maine and 
Nebraska give their electoral 
votes to whoever wins individ-
ual congressional districts 
within the state," said Inside 
Michigan Politics editor Bill 
Ballenger. 

After all states have counted 
their votes, they are sent to the 
nation's capitol. 

"The electoral votes are then 
added up in Washington, D.C., 

and presented to Congress and 
the winner is determined," 
Ballenger said. 

Out of a total 538 electoral 
votes, 270 are needed to win. 

KERRY WIN? 

If Democratic candidate 
John Kerry wins Michigan's 
popular vote in November, 
another set of Democrats will 
head to Lansing. The 
Democratic Party will be 
choosing its electors Aug. 28 
and 29 in Detroit. 

If President George W. Bush 
wins, Republicans will cast the 
official ballots. The GOP will 
choose its electors Aug. 27 in 
Plymouth. 

In the 2000 election, Al 
Gore won the popular vote but 
lost the electoral college vote. 
The vote was controversial 
because of voting problems in 
Florida that were resolved in 
the U.S. Supreme Court. 

"Entire books have been 
written on whether electing a 
president by using the electoral 
college should be continued or 
whether it should be b y popu-
lar vote, as is the case with all 
o t h e r e l e c t e d o f f i c i a l s a t e v e r y 

level (of government)," 
Ballenger said. 

If neither candidate can 
obtain a majority of electoral 
votes, the U.S. House of 
Representatives will vote for 
the president. Each state is 
given one vote decided by a 
majority of the state's House 
delegation. They are not 
required to vote for the candi-
date with the largest popular 
vote and would probably vote 
along party lines. 

"To change the present sys-
tem would require a constitu-
tional amendment, which... 
requires a laborious time-con-
suming process that would 
require many months, if not 
years - and it might not hap-
pen even then," Ballenger said.

Most Americans don't 
bother to cast a vote

Most Americans know by 
now that less than half of U.S. 
voters — 47.9 percent — sup-
ported George W. Bush in 
2000. 

Even more staggering, how-
ever, is the Federal Election 
Commission's estimate that 
only 67.5 percent of registered 
voters voted in that election 
and that 24 percent of eligible 
voters were even registered at 
all. 

All told, less than one out of 
every four eligible American 
voters elected the commander-
in-chief. As engaging world 
events like the terrorist attacks 
of 9/11 and the war in Iraq 
have reminded citizens of the 
importance of voting, startling 
numbers still exist. 

In Oakland County, only 20 
percent of registered voters 
turned out for primary elec-
tions Aug. 3. 

However, the highly-publi-
cized nature of November's 
races will draw voters like

Susie Feldman of West 
Bloomfield that did not vote in 
the primaries. 

"I wasn't as educated in the 
primaries and I don't feel like I 
should be the one to decide the 
election," she said.

Towns' voting methods 
differ- but not for long

Having to recount the ballots in Florida dur-
ing the 2000 presidential race made election 
officials worry about the efficiency of voting 
machines. 

Four years later, Michigan is focusing on vot-
ing performance in the upcoming November 
election. 

"I suppose that with the fiasco in Florida, 
that's what initiated this whole thing," said 
Plymouth Township Clerk Marilyn Massengill. 

To make sure all votes get counted, Michigan 
is adopting a single voting method - optical 
scanning. 

AH optical scan ballot has a column of candi-
dates with an incomplete arrow or oval adjacent 
to their names. I'o vote, a resident will complete 
the arrow next to the name or, if the ballot has 
an oval, fill in the oval. 

The ballot is placed in a folder to ensure 
secrecy, then it is fed to a tabulatdr, about the 
size of a desk, which records the vote. 

Some municipalities still use different tech-
niques. Southfield has computerized punch 
cards, which City Clerk Nancy L. M. Banks 
describes as "the same system to the optical scan 
except it uses a punch card instead of a piece of 
paper and you tabulate at the precinct just like 
the optical scan."

Banged-up Morrill ready 
to lead Madonna spikers

Tera Morrill's major is math, 
but maybe she should receive 
an honorary degree at 
Madonna University in nursing 
for all the injuries she's 
endured throughout her volley-
ball career. 

The 5-foot-10 outside-hitter 
from Livonia Franklin High, 
who earned first-team All-
Wolverine-Hoosier Athletic 
Conference honors on last 
year's 44-4 team, is going 
through her third rehabilita-
tion stint since she arrived on 
the Madonna campus. 

Morrill sat out her freshman 
season after tearing her anteri-
or cruciate knee ligament dur-
ing a spring 2000 AAU basket-
bail tournament. Then, in 
December of2002, she under-
went surgery to repair a tear in 
her labrum and bicep tendon. 

Last March, Morrill had sur-
gery once again with Dr. 
Terrace Lock, the same sur-
geon who repaired her knee at 
Cottage Hospital in Grosse 
Pointe, to fix another tear to 
her labrum and rotator cuff. 

"Some people go to work, I 
go to therapy two days a week," 
Morrill joked. 

But during last December's 
NAIA Nationals in San Diego, 
the normally upbeat Morrill 
had reached her own personal 
threshold of pain. 

"I had take a cortisone (shot) 
just to get through the 
Nationals," Morrill said. "Right 
before Nationals, I said to 
myself, 'I don't know if I'm 
going to do it anymore.' 

"For a couple of weeks after I 
doubted I'd come back." 

But Morrill's teammate, out-
going senior defensive special-
ist Amanda Suder, knew better. 

"She said, Tou'll be back, you 
can't go out like this,' and she 
was right," Morrill said. "After 
we lost in the quarterfinals, I 
felt unfulfilled. I just couldn't 
end it there." 

Morrill is back for her fifth 
and final season with the 
Crusaders, who are ranked No. 
3 in the NAIA preseason 
national poll. 

Last season, despite the 
painful shoulder, Morrill aver-
aged 2.12 kills per game with a 
.394 kill percentage. She was 
only slightly behind Suder in 
digs with an average of 4.45 
per game. 

But this fall her rehab is 
moving more deliberately, 
learning some hard lessons fol-
lowing her first surgery to her 
shoulder in December o f2002 . 

"I felt good all last summer 
(2003), but I went too fast and 
too hard," she said. "I felt I 
could go out right away and hit 
100 balls, but it went downhill 

f rom there. It was just some- . 
thing I had to deal with." 

MU, the defending WHAC 
champion, opens its season 
Tuesday at home against Notre 
Dame (Ohio) College, but 
Morrill will probably to rele-
gated to a non-hitting role. 

Morrill, who will graduate in 
May with a degree in second-
ary education, finished four 
months of therapy in July and 
is targeting a return sometime 
next month. 

"I'm just more cautious this 
' time," said said. "It feels better 
than I can remember, but I 
haven't hit, served or blocked 
yet. I worked on my right hand 
a lot this summer. My defense 
has improved so much, serve-
receive and passing, but it's not 
my favorite thing to do." 

During an early practice, 
freshman newcomer Genevieve 
Kirby mistakenly thought 
Morrill played only the back 
row. 

"She told me, You're too tall 
to be a defensive specialist," 
Morrill said. 

When Morrill returns to 
lineup is up to longtime MU 
trainer Karen Sadowski, along 
with coach Jerry Abraham. 

"It depends on the injury and 
the person," Sadowski said. 
"Maybe one or two out of 10 go 
on. And she's that one or two 
because she's so positive and 
she's got a lot of heart. She 
wants to continue on." 

Sadowski has become accus-
tomed to Morrill's frequent vis-
its to the training room, but 
doesn't mind. 

"At least she'll be what she 
was last year, but the expecta-
tions are she'll do better than 
last year," the MU trainer said. 
"We've gone much slower this 
time and it's a huge difference. 
It's how you approach it and 
how you look at it. She knows a 
great deal about it and you've 
got to work through it. 

Basically she does the same 
thing every day." 

Abraham, meanwhile, mar-
vels at Morrill's determination. 

"Not too many players can go 
through what she's gone 
through and still have the opti-
mism, the spirit and the pas-
sion to not only come back, but 
to come back hard," he said. 
"She has a tenacious desire to 
complete her career on a high 
note. She's always kept herself 
in top shape and puts herself in 
position to get back as soon as 
possible." 

Abraham also realizes how 
important it is to have Morrill 
in the lineup. He's done the . 
math. 

"At her position we need her 
back because we don't' have a 
lot of experience on the right 
side," he said.

Bass-fishing regulations 
may be revamped by DNR 

Outdoor 
insights 

Bass fishing has been a hot 
topic in recent weeks, ever 
since the Department of 

Natural Resources announced 
potential plans for revamping 
the bass fishing regulations. 

Earlier this year, the DNR 
released a 53-page report 
detailing bass fishing regula-
tions from other states across 

the country, 
bass biology 
and other sci-
entific bass 
literature. 
The report 
also includes 
seven poten-
tial options 
for bass regu-
lation 
changes here 
in Michigan. 

Bass 
anglers, espe-
cially the 
tournament 
crowd, have 

for years been lobbying the 
DNR to liberalize bass fishing 
regulations in Michigan, which 
has some of the tightest 
restrictions in the country. 
Currently anglers in Michigan 
can fish for bass from the 
Saturday before Memorial Day 
through Dec. 31, except on 
Lake St. Clair and the Detroit 
and St. Clair Rivers, where the 
season runs the third Saturday 
in June through Dec. 31. 

With walleye, pike and 
muskie season opening annu-
ally on the last Saturday in 
April, anglers have been push-
ing for a minimum of a catch-
and-release season starting 
that same day. Anglers point to 
a pilot program the DNR initi-
ated several years ago to study 
the affects of early-season 
catch-and-release fishing on 
spawning bass. 

That study allows catch-and-
release bass fishing only from 
April 1 through the Friday 
before Memorial Day on six 
inland lakes in the state 
including Cass, Kent and 
Pontiac lakes in Oakland 
County. The other three lakes 
are the Holloway Reservoir in 
Genesee County, Muskegon 

The report also includes 
seven potential options for 
bass regulation changes here 

in 

Lake in Muskegon County and 
Hardy Pond in Newaygo 
County. 

Anglers who fish those lakes 
claim the extended season has 
provided quality recreational 
opportunities and has not 
adversely affected the bass 
populations there. They feel 
the DNR should consider 
opening a catch-and-release 
season statewide. 

So they have. 
But the sticking point is that 

of the options presented by the 
DNR for regulation change, 
any of the proposals that call 
for early-season catch-and-
release also calls for a compro-
mise that would delay the start 
of the catch-and-keep season 
until June 1. That has the tour-
nament crowd up in arms. 
Shortening the catch-and-keep 
season would severely restrict 
the available dates bass clubs 
could hold tournaments. 

The DNR says it wants to 
error on the side of conserva-
tion, if at all, and maintains 
that catch-and-release fishing 
early in the season could pose a 
problem for nesting bass. 
Biologists feel a compromise is 
needed to protect the resource 

-and that delaying the start of 
the catch-and-keep season 
would maintain balance. 

But anglers who have been 
practicing pre-season catch-
and-release bass fishing on the 
six test lakes claim the resource 
on those lakes is fine. They say 
that catch-and-release fishing 
has a minimal effect on the 
overall bass population and 
that other things, like weather 
and even jet skis running 
through shallow spawning 

areas on inland lakes each 
spring, cause more harm to the 
resource than catch-and-
release fishing. 

The DNR says it needs more 
data before making a decision 
on the effect of the early season 
fishing, therefore, the compro-
mises have been presented for 
public review. 

The DNR wants the public 
to help it decide what is an 
acceptable level of risk It set 
up a series of meetings across 
the state, but didn't release the 
list until the last minute mak-
ing it impossible for monthly 
or bi-weekly outdoor publica-
tions to announce the times 
and dates of the meetings 
before they started. 

There was a meeting earlier 
this month in Novi, but we 
didn't have enough time to let 
O&E readers know before the 
meeting was held. Not a very 
good way to solicit public 
input. Why the list of meetings 
couldn't have been released a a 
month, rather than 11 days, 
before they began is a good 
question. 

But we do have another 
option. 

The report, including all the 
options, is available on the 
DNR web site at www.michi-
gan.gov/dnr. Click on the 
"Fishing" link and it will take 
you to a page where you can 
review the report and down-
load a bass fishing survey to let • 
the DNR know your feelings 
on bass fishing in Michigan. 

Don't let the fact th^t the 
only meeting in southeastern 
Michigan has already been 
held stop you from comment- ; 
ing on the bass fishing propos-
als. Let your voice be heard by 
filling out the survey on the 
web site and mailing it to tile 
biologists who manage our 
bass fishery.
