Napier to stay rural north of Ford

The last in a series of public 
hearings on changes to Canton's 
future land use map wasn't as 
acrimonious as an earlier hear-
ing in June, but several resi-
dents showed up to express 
their concerns. 

Monday night's proposal 
focused on changing the area 
north of Ford Road, south of 
Hanford and west of Ridge 
from rural residential (up to 
one dwelling unit per two acres) 
to very low density (up to one 
dwelling unit per acre). 

Also proposed was changing 
the remaining area south of 
Ford and west of Ridge from 
agricultural (one unit per 40 
acres) and very low density to 
low density residential (up to 
two units per acre). 

"This is the last grouping of 
the future land use amend-

ments," Community Planner 
Jeff Goulet told the audience 
and members of the planning 
commission. "We've approved 
all others. These are the last 
two." 

But, in apparent anticipation 
of audience reaction, he added: 

"This is a guide for future 
development. It doesn't have 
anything to do with zoning." 

And commission chairman 
Vic Gustafson added another 
disclaimer. 

'Your taxes won't change as a 
result of this," he said. 

But resident Dennis Czeryba, 
who lives on Hanford, was still 
concerned. 

"If you change the plan then 
if someone wants to rezone it 
you pretty much have to 
approve it," he said. 

Goulet responded. 
"You'd have to look at it in the 

context of what's around it," he 
said. "In most cases if someone 

makes a request it would be 
approved." 

Mary Huitula, who lives on 
Napier, said she didn't like the 
plan. 

"I'm against changing Napier 
North," she said. "Why do it 
now? Why not wait another 10 
years or so? I was told I could 
have a horse because I've got 
four acres and a half" 

Again Goulet responded. 
"If you don't want your prop-

erty rezoned, it won't be 
rezoned," he said. 

And Commissioner Ron 
Lieberman echoed that. 

'Whoever buys your proper-
ty," he said, "if he doesn't apply 
for rezoning, it won't be 
rezoned." 

Gustafson added: 
"There's some bogus concepts 

floating around here that's con-
tradictory to what we're doing," 
he said. "This safeguards 
against patchwork rezoning." 

And Commissioner Cathy 
Johnson said: 

"The master plan is a way for 
the community to take control 
rather than the developers." 

Don Sharrard, who lives on 
Napier and spoke out at the 
June meeting when the plans 
under discussion were tabled, 
was concerned about the length 
the process was taking. 

"We didn't feel we'd have to 
come to all these meetings," he 
said. "Are we going to have to 
show up every two weeks to 
keep track of what's going on?" 

Dick Dionne, president of 
Northwest Canton 
Homeowners Association and a 
Warren Road resident, urged 
just taking some action. 

"So far we've had a repetition 
of what we heard in June," he 
said. "I would urge you to get on 
with it and do something." 

And Czeryba had another 
comment. 

"People seem to think it's a 
foregone conclusion you have to 
change the zoning," he said. 
"The residents don't want it. 
Why do you have to do it? I 
don't see who gains by this 
except the developers." 

After about an hour of discus-
sion, Commissioner Melissa 
McLaughlin offered a compro-
mise. 

She suggested retaining the 
current rural residential status 
of the area north of Ford Road 
except for those lots that front 
along Ford. 

For the area to the south, she 
suggested approving the pro-
posed changes except for the 
seven frontage lots along 
Napier. 

The commission approved 
the compromise unanimously, 
with Commissioner Greg 
Demopoulos absent.

Exploding 
enrollment 
swells count

Plymouth-Canton school buildings are 
bulging at the seams, and early enrollment 
projections indicate the state's seventh-
largest public school district is still grow-
ing. 

The initial numbers presented to the 
Board of Education Tuesday night show 
the district could enroll 517 more students 
in the 2004-05 school year than the official 
enrollment figure given to the State of 
Michigan last September. 

"We're over capacity at every building in 
the district except Hulsing Elementary," 
said Superintendent Jim Ryan. "That 
means we're using music and art rooms to 
teach in, and large staff rooms approved by 
the state for special education" 

The early numbers show Plymouth-
Canton Schools with 17,802 students, its 
highest ever. That's a 252-student increase 
at the high school level, a jump of 225 stu-
dents in the elementary grades and 40 
more in the middle schools. 

While the administration expects the 
numbers to decrease by as many as 150 
students by the time the official enrollment 
count is due to the state next month, school 
officials believe the final numbers will still 
show a hefty increase. 

"There's a 1,200-student increase pro-
jected in the district over the next five 
years," said Ryan. "If we could land 400 or 
more this year, we think we'll get to that in 
three years." 

Each student enrolled in the district at 
the time of the official count translates into 
$7,025 in state foundation grant money to 
the district. 

Dodson Elementary, which has only been 
open three years, is projected to have the 
highest elementary population with 687 
students, an increase of 26 from last year.

Seniors and women welcomed at course

Ne w Pheasant Run golf pro 
Greg Bores and Canton mar-
keting staff are targeting seg-
ments of the community and 
get them playing plenty of 
golf. 

"With the addition of nine 
holes, we can have more 
•leagues now," said Susan 
Doughty, marketing specialist 
with Canton Leisure Services, 
who is completing a market-
ing analysis for the course. 
"That leaves 18 holes free." 

Efforts are afoot to target 
senior adults and women 
players and to get them to 
Pheasant Run, especially with 
the additional nine holes that 
opened in 2002, west of the 
existing golf course. 

"We are offering a competi-
tive rate to play at a premier 
golf course," said Bores. 

Women are encouraged to 
play and there is a promise 
that the environment at 
Pheasant Run is "welcoming 
and friendly," Doughty said. 

Discounts are now offered. 
Senior adults may play before 

2:30 p.m. for only $29. 
Women who play before 2:30 
p.m. Monday through Friday 
will have a two-for-one greens 
fee. 

"We are also offering 
women's clinics to promote 
the game," Bores said. 

Pheasant Run also offers 
annual passes. A resident will 
pay $2,150, a family pays 
$3,250, while a senior (older 
than 55) will pay $1,850. The 
pass allows holders to first 
access for tees t ime - a month 
in advance. 

Annual passes are available 
for the practice facility at 
$425 per single, $650 for a 
family and $250 for a junior, 
age 18 and younger. 

"For our passholders, we 
are giving the same services 
they would get at a (private) 
country club," Bores said. 

l b further encourage use, 
Bores said tee times for all are 
guaranteed every 10 minutes. 
"We are allowing a little more 
time." Being able to crossover 
between the 18-hole course 
and the new nine-hole course 
allows for more players. 

Fees are tiered to prime and 

non-prime times. For exam-
ple, if you play 18 holes 7-
10:50 a.m. Monday or 
Tuesday, the fee is $39. If you 
play 2:30-4:30 p.m. Monday 
or Tuesday, you will pay $45. 
Canton residents get even 
more of a discount. 

Pheasant Run also offers 
four sets of tees. "You're sup-
posed to play the tee box 
according to your ability," 
Bores said. 

Efforts are afoot to encour-
age employees at Canton 
businesses to use the driving 
range and restaurant during 
"their lunch hours. -"We are 
working on a package for 
them. We are targeting com-
panies and local businesses," 
Doughty said. 

With the popular Ryder 
Cup next month, Bores is 
planning to see an increase in 
play at Pheasant Run. "It's a 
time when people get excited 
about golf and come out and 
play."

He turned 
me on to the business side of 
the game."

At least five of the 15 elemen-
tary schools will have a popula-
tion over 600 students, with all 
but one located in Canton. 
Bentley is projected to have 
648 students; Field, 644; and 
Tbnda, 608. Bird Elementary 
in Plymouth Township is pro-
jected at 648 students. 

Tonda joins Allen and Hoben 
schools as the only three ele-
mentaries expected to show a 
decrease in student count. 

The district has thus far 
hired 20 new teachers, nearly 
half for the elementary grades, 
to keep student counts at the 
board-mandated 26 students 
for kindergarten through sec-
ond grade; 27 in the third 
grade, 28 in fourth and 29 in 
fifth.

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Village Faire revives Canton'

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Battle over marriage amendment far from over

Although a ballot proposal to 
the state Constitution banning 
same^sex marriage was not cer-
tified by the Board of State 
Canvassers, opponents plan to 
continue their campaign while 
proponents head to court. 

"It's a promising step," said 
Sean Kosofsky, director of poli-

cy at the Triangle Foundation 
in Detroit, an organization 
serving the gay, lesbian, bisexu-
al, transgender and allied com-
munities. "But we are still 
going to run our campaign like 
it's going to be on the ballot." 

Composed of two Democrats 
and two Republicans, the 
board was split along party 
lines at a meeting Monday in 
approving the petition submit-

ted by Citizens for the 
Protection of Marriage, which 
gathered 482,590 signatures to 
get the amendment on the bal-
lot. The group needed only 
318,000. 

Siding with opponents, who 
assert the amendment will 
eliminate domestic partnership 
benefits for same-sex and het-
erosexual couples that are 
offered at state universities and 

by some government and pri-
vate employers, Democratic 
canvassers Doyle O'Connor and 
Dorothy Jones voted against 
the language. 

Kosofsky said they voted no 
because they think the amend-
ment is poorly written and is 
about more than marriage. 

"We're glad that the Board of 
Canvassers sees the initiative 
for what it is," Kosofsky said. "A 

gross reversal of civil rights that 
goes way beyond marriage." 

Proponents beg to differ. . 
"We'll win because we have 

the signatures," said Marlene 
Elwell, chairwoman for the 
Citizens for the Protection of 
Marriage. 

Outraged over the whole sit-
uation, Elwell said Republican 
canvassers Eric Pelton and 
Katherine DeGrow voted yes

Democratic canvassers clearly 
overstepped their role. The 
Democratic canvassers made a 
raw, political decision that dis-
enfranchises Michigan voters, 
she added. 

"Their role is to merely say 
yes or no to the signatures," she 
said. 

Bob Igrison, Oakland County 
coordinator for the group, said 
the decision by the two dissent-
ing voters was a political deci-
sion, not one following the law. 

"We believe that the 
Michigan Court of Appeals 
when they view this issue will 
overturn the partisan politics of 
the two dissenting voters as 
there was no statutory reason 
for them to not vote in favor of 
the amendment being on the 
ballot," he said. 

Pickup time 
dangerous 
for children 

Between 3 and 6 p.m. - pick-
up time at most schools and 
day-care centers - is the most 
dangerous time of the day for 
children under 13 years of age, 
according to the Insurance 
Institute for Highway Safety. 
That's when the most children 
are killed by motor vehicles. 

Drop-off time - between 6 
and 9 a.m. - accounts for 11 
percent of child motor vehicle 
deaths. • 

Taken together, the time peri-
ods when children are either 
coming from or going to school 
or daycare account for more 
than one-third of all child vehi-
cle deaths. As the school year 
begins, AAA!s annual "School's 
Open" campaign reminds 
motorists to use caution in 
school zones and residential 
areas, where pedestrians, bicy-
clists and motor vehicles,. 
including school buses, operate 
during drop-off and pick-up 
times. 

"Motor vehicles remain the 
number one cause of death for 
children ages 2-14," says 
Richard J. Miller, AAA 
Michigan Community Safely 
Services manager. "Loading 
and unloading children from 
school buses and passenger 
cars requires careful attention 
and deliberate action." 

During 2002, the last year 
for which data is available, 86 
children under age 16 lost their 
lives in traffic crashes in 
Michigan, and 9,269 were 
injured. Restraint use in 
Michigan is lowest for children 
ages 11-15 (74.3 percent). 

In its "School's Open" cam-
paign, AAA emphasizes that 
driving carefully begins with 
focusing in basic traffic safety 
practices, such as the proper 
use of seat belts, child safety 
seats and booster seats. 

"It's vitally important that all 
children age 12 and under be 
properly restrained in the back 
seat," said Miller. "Caregivers 
often don't realize they need to 
alter the type of safety seats as 
children grow, which means 
that booster seats are underuti-
lized or used incorrectly. 
Typically, children between the 
ages of four and eight are can-
didates for booster seats." 

Miller urges motorists to fol-
low these safety tips: 

• Slow down in or near 
school and residential areas. 

• Drive with your headlights 
on - even during the day - so 
children and others can see 
you. 

• Look for clues such as 
school safety patrols, adult 
crossing guards, bicycles and 
playgrounds, that indicate chil-
dren may be in the area. 

• Scan ahead between 
parked cars and other objects 
for signs that children could 
dart into the road. 

• Practice extra caution in 
bad weather. 

• Always stop for school 
buses that are loading or 
unloading students when red 
lights are flashing (unless you 
are driving in the opposite 
direction on a divided highway. 

• When using a booster seat, 
always use the shoulder har-
ness. Don't tuck it behind the 
child's back. Make sure the lap 
belt fits low and tight across the 
lap/upper thigh area and the . 
shoulder belt fits snug crossing 
the chest and shoulder to avoid 
abdominal injuries.

Lawmakers were to begin 
meeting Aug. 25 after a short 
August break to finalize a $39 
billion budget for fiscal year 
2004-05, which begins Oct. 1. 

The signing of the increase 
in casino taxes a few days ago 
by Gov. Jennifer Granholm 
may still not be enough, and an 
excise or entertainment tax on 
event ticket sales lias even been 
discussed. 

Plymouth Community Arts 
Council Executive Director 
Stella Greene said groups like 
hers have to "send a message to 
Lansing almost daily. 

"Hopefully they bear in mind 
that the cultural health of our 
local community is important. 
It helps the economy because it 
is a business impetus, too. If 
someone sees a show here or 
goes to the symphony then 
they go to dinner. It's putting 
money into the local economy," 
Greene said. 

"We have diversified our 
funding sources because we 
don't want to be at the mercy 
of... the whim of... state legis-
lators. Having said that, it is 
really difficult to go to compa-
nies, businesses and founda-
tions and not be able to show 
them some level of support. 
They look to the state for vali-
dation of our legitimacy." 

She said any cut would be 
tough to handle but "we can 
absorb small cuts like 5 per-
cent." 

Jennifer Tobin, performing 
arts coordinator with Canton 
Leisure Services, said that 
while almost everywhere "it is 
a sad time for the arts," Canton 
has been fortunate in finding 
millions in private funding for 
its Cherry Hill Village Theater, 
set for a grand opening Sept. 
11. 

"The (budget cuts) are so 
devastating to those organiza-
tions that count on the money. 
The have to cut staff, and that 
means cutting programming. 
So many organizations need 
some help from the state just 
to keep their doors open," 
Tobin said. The theater has no 
grant applications pending to 
Lansing but "we expect to 
apply in the future." 

The Plymouth Symphony 
Orchestra, which begins its 
59th season in October, is also 
afraid of the budget woes. Two 
years ago, the PSO got 
$24,000 from the state, last 
year it was cut to $16,000. 

"These cuts hurt us," Angela 
Han, PSO's executive director, 
said. 

"We apply for funding every 
year and they are our largest, 
most consistent supporter. To 
lose the grant would be very 
hard for us." 

Han said she has been urg-
ing symphony board members 
and the four dozen or so 
Symphony League members to 
e-mail their legislators using 
the ArtServe Web site. 

"We don't have a lobbyists. 
Another reason the arts and 
culture grants are important is 
they help us raise money from 
other sources. The state arts 
council respects what we do 
and that let's us tell others we 

are supported by the state. 
That (state status) is very 
important to us." 

Symphony League members 
come from both Plymouth and 
Canton. The PSO organization 
is starting Orchestra Canton 
this fall with different musi-
cians but the same conductor 
(Nan Washburn). The series of 
shows will be held at the CHV 
Theater and is aimed at fami-
lies, Han said. 

Michigan ArtServe's newslet-
ter editor George Orban's latest 
alert said there has been no 
clear signal on the HAL 
(History, Arts and Libraries) 
budget for next year. 

"This is the opportune time 
to remind your legislators of 
the importance of the arts and 
culture to your life, family, 
community and schools. If we 
wait until budget agreements 
have been readied, it's too late 
to influence the process," he 
wrote. 

According to the Michigan 
Humanities Council Web site, 
elimination of state funding for 
arts and culture could also 
jeopardize hundreds of thou-
sands of dollars of funding to 
the state from the National 
Endowment for the Arts, . 
which requires minimum state 
matching funding and a viable 
state arts agency. 

Granholm this spring pro-
posed about $48 million for 
HAL in monies from the state's 
general fund; arts and cultural 
affairs account for the $11.8 
million of that amount. 
Lawmakers talk of $1 billion 
shortfall for fiscal year 2004-
05; the casino tax increase 
should bring in about $50 mil-
lion.

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Ford Road begs 
public attention 

Not all change comes with the force of a whirling torna-
do. Ford Road is an example where a little change here 
and there can make a world of difference. 

Canton officials, including Downtown Development 
Authority members and coordinator Kathleen Salla, have 
wished, hoped, worried and taken action to ensure rede-
velopment of the congested retail corridor, which is also a 
state highway. 

While Ford Road and its traffic, access and congestion 
woes is a critic's pot of gold, residents and motoris ts 
should be assured that attention has certainly turned to 
improvements. 

An access management study that is reviewing prob-
lems with traffic and access to the shopping areas has 
been a b r igh t l ight for Can ton , especially w i th t he 
Michigan Department of Transportation's involvement. 

With any luck, recommendations for improvements 
will soon arrive, followed by some fixes that can be done 
promptly, and others that undoubtedly will take time. 

Ford Road will never be a lazy, rural road. Those days 
are gone. Ford Road's commerce is a center of focus for 
Canton. The issue that remains is how to manage the cor-
ridor, how to improve traffic arid how to attract the best 
the retail world has to offer. 

It is unfortunate that more residents and business own-
ers did not attend the public meetings, hosted by MDOT 
and the consultants hired to conduct the access manage-
ment study. Who doesn't complain about Ford Road? 

But it is essential that business owners and residents 
get involved and stay involved. Ford Road is about as 
close to a downtown shopping area as Canton has or will 
ever have. 

Even while waiting for the study results, good news is 
on the way with a decision to build access drives in the 
new Willow Creek development — the site of the old H Q 
building — just west of Lilley Road. The new drives will 
allow shoppers to drive from Haggerty to Lilley without 
having to hit Ford. 

A similar interior access drive allows drivers to enter 
the Kohl's site off Sheldon and exit onto Canton Center. 
Another access drive will be at the new Lowe's site, allow-
ing drivers to enter the site from Morton Taylor and exit 
onto Sheldon Road. 

And yet another step toward improvement is the search 
for a design consultant to work on a new sign program to 
direct shoppers to where they want to go, without travel-
ing on Ford. 

Things are looking up for Ford Road. Residents and 
business owners must stay abreast of the changes and be 
committed to working with township officials on improv-
ing the township's major shopping corridor.

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No to Van Buren 
Van Buren Public Schools has an 

upcoming bond issuance election on 
Sept. 28, 2004. The district is seeking a 
tax increase of 4.54 mills to cover the 
$150 million they are trying to raise for 
the building of a new high school. 

Several subdivisions in southwest 
Canton are in the Van Buren school dis-
trict and have strong interest in this elec-
tion, however, the district has not mailed 
out any notification to those residents 
about this election. 

The homes in Canton have some of the 
highest assessed values in the Van Buren 
school district, and in many cases will be 
facing a tax increase of $700-800 per 
year. 

Currently, Van Buren has no elemen-
tary schools in Canton Township and 
they have no stated plans to build one. 
Many of the children in Canton who 
attend Van Buren Schools have to go to 
Rawsonville elementary school. This 
school is on the other side of Willow Run 
Airport and across 1-94 in Ypsilanti 
Township. This school is not even 
remotely connected to our community. 

At least in my subdivision, when chil-
dren reach elementary school age, their 
parents move or send them to private 
schools. Van Buren is asking Canton resi-
dents to foot a very steep bill fpr a high 
school when they do not adequately 
serve the younger kids in our community. 

I have a very difficult time supporting 
this bond when most of the children in 
my subdivision will move before they 
ever reach high school. I would have a 
much easier time supporting it if Van 
Buren had a plan to build an elementary 
school to serve the residents of Canton 
who reside in its district boundaries. 

I urge all Canton residents to vote NO 
on this bond issuance and all future 
bonds of the district until such time as 
the district decides to build an elemen-
tary school to adequately serve the resi-
dents of Canton.

Revising Prop A 

OK. We need to revisit the sign ordi-
nance in Canton. The Big Boy issue not 
withstanding, we need to reach some 
middle ground with regard to the tempo-
rary signs in the township. 

Garage sale signs are being removed 
shortly after being placed on street cor-
ners even on the weekends and some-
thing strange is happening to the politi-
cal candidate signs. 

Earlier in the spring, I posted garage 
sale signs on the main corners near my 
house only to notice later that they had 
been removed. I found out later they 
were removed by the sign ordinance offi-
cer. 

On my way home through Canton on 
the day before the primary I counted 
eight signs for one of the candidates and 
only one for three of the others. For the 
last several weeks, the signs of one candi-
date have been in many locations, some 
of them seemingly not in compliance 
with the ordinance, while other candi-
dates' signs were placed and disappeared 
almost as quickly, including from my 
front lawn, twice! 

I agree that it's time to re-examine 
Prop A because of the unforeseen prob-
lems which have been showing up in the 
last few years. The 10-year mark is a 
good time to do so. 

You mentioned people who've lived in 
their homes for many years being afraid 
(or unwilling) to move because they 
expect to be hit with higher property 
taxes for their new homes. This reluc-
tance to move has another negative effect 
- more and more houses are being occu-
pied by homeowners who don't have 
children in the public school system any 
longer. 

In communities where there is no land 
for new home development to attract 
families with young children, this causes 
the school systems to have less students 
and, therefore, less state funding to 
maintain the schools. On top of that, 
there are more residents who don't have 
a direct connection to the schools so they 
aren't as likely to vote for millages to 
help the schools meet their financial 
needs. The pressure will keep building. 
It's amazing so many communities were 
able to pass tax increases this year. I 
wonder when this avenue will begin to 
close. 

The challenge lies in finding legislators 
who are willing to review this proposal in 
a nonpartisan manner, as you suggested. 
I'm feeling pretty negative right now 
about this happening. There are so many 
different socioeconomic aspects to this 
problem that it's very tempting for politi-
cians to pit one group or community/'' 
against another. / 

When he was asked what was his worst 
nightmare, what was the No. 1 issue that 
he felt the government needed to 
address, Lee Hamilton, the vice chair-
man of the 9/11 Commission, responded 
that it was the threat of nuclear weapons 
in the hands of terrorists. Unfortunately, 
the Bush administration does not seem 
to be on the same page. Once more, the 
people who claim to be making us safer 
are not. This time, the Bush administra-
tion is undermining the authority of an 
important new agreement, the Fissile 
Material Cutoff Treaty, which would for 
the first time, ban all countries from pro-
ducing highly enriched uranium or plu-
tonium. (These are the materials that 
terrorists need to make the bombs.) By 
insisting that no provisions for inspec-
tion or verification be included in the 
agreement, they are in effect, gutting it. 

Overall, the administration has not 
been successful in reining in the nuclear 
threat. While they have been distracted 
by the war in Iraq, North Korea has gone 
ahead and produced two nuclear 
weapons. And in the past two years, Iran 
has been completing infrastructure for 
its nuclear weapons program. In Russia, 
unacceptable levels of security leave 
10,000 weapons vulnerable to terrorists 
who are trying to get hold of them. 

The Bush administration would be 
well-advised to focus its attention on try-
ing to find ways to improve our security, 
rather than wasting energy undermining 
agreements, like the Fissile Material 
Cutoff treaty, that will. If they do not, the 
American public should focus its atten-
tion on electing a new president in 
November.

People look at the world in fundamentally differ-
ent ways. The British philosopher Isaiah Berlin 
once famously wrote, "The fox knows many 

things, but the hedgehog knows one big thing." 
I couldn't get that line out of my head as I 

looked at last week's economic news. Michigan's 
unemployment rate for July went up three-tenths 
of a percent, which means another 15,000 people 
are out of work, cut mostly from manufacturing 
jobs. Our jobless rate, 6.8 percent, is well1 above 
the national rate of 5.5. This is another slice of 
bad news in a dismal long-term trend: We have 

lost 21 percent of our economic 
E HH backbone — manufacturing 
I jobs — since 2000. 
I f l * | These losses are the result of 
r* i * many things, as the fox knows 
1 3 full well. They include enor-
' mously increased productivity 

I in manufacturing, which means 
that lots of companies can make 

— I Jots more things using lots less 
labor, and "offshoring," which 
means shifting work to places 
like China where labor is much 
cheaper. Significant overcapaci-
ty in the U.S. automobile indus-

try is another factor; so are rigid labor contracts 
that make assembly labor a fixed cost and result 
in terrible cost pressure on the supply chain. 

The one big thing that the hedgehog knows is 
simply this: Those manufacturing jobs are never 
coming back. They're over, done with. 

Sure, we'll retain some auto assembly plants, if 
only because their labor contracts prevent the 
auto companies from shutting them down. 

And there will be a substantial residue of auto-
related high-tech jobs in flexible manufacturing, 
engineering, research and development. But the 
mass production of motor vehicles that placed 
Michigan at the head of the industrial revolution 
nearly a century ago is a phenomenon that has 
been tailing off for decades. 

"So," says the hedgehog, "what are we going to 
do about that?" 

I'm afraid most of the foxes in Lansing are still 
running around, chasing their tails, spinning eco-
nomic data, proposing short-term fixes and gen-
erally misunderstanding the radical changes that 
are now sweeping through the Michigan econo-
my. As a result, they are proposing remedies that 
are wholly inadequate to the scope of the prob-
lem. (Better buggy whips wouldn't have saved the 
horsecart industry in 1915, either.) 

Here's a hedgehog's checkoff list of the big 
things that must be addressed if Michigan is to 
adapt and take advantage of the economic 
changes now under way: 

fl Fix the budget. Michigan has for years faced 

a built-in structural budget deficit of more than 
$1 billion each year. Legislative yapping about 
cutting spending here and there is nothing more 
than nibbling at the margins. We must either 
radically downsize state spending or find ways to 
get enough revenue to sustain state services. 

• Fix the tax system. The Single Business Tax is 
complicated, out-of-date and hurts our ability to 
compete when national companies consider loca-
tions in Michigan. The state sales tax is levied on 
goods, not services, although the service sector of the 
economy is the one that's going to grow in the future. 

• Fix the demography. The experts are right. 
Demography is history. Too many highly educat-
ed young people are leaving Michigan for other 
places like Chicago and San Francisco. We need 
to find better ways to recruit members of the 
"creative class," the folks who will invent new 
products and manage new businesses. 

• Fix the universities. State appropriations for 
the 15 public universities have fallen nearly by a 
quarter in the past three years. But everybody 
knows that our universities are our greatest 
source of brainpower, research inventions and 
business leaders. Moreover, graduates of our uni-
versities — whether from instate or out-of-state — 
disproportionately stay in Michigan. Tolerating a 
slow demise of our best universities is outrageous, 
and will cost us mightily in the long run. 

• Fix the schools. Most schools are improving, 
but too many inner-city kids who don't drop out still 
get a terrible education. We can't develop a highly 
skilled labor force when 20 percent of school-leavers 
are illiterate and lack simple math skills. 

• Fix health care. Health care costs add up to 
$12,000 per car manufactured in Michigan. They 
bulk up the cost of hiring a worker by as much as 
$7,000 per year. A national solutionis years away, 
but surely we can take small steps in Michigan, 

• Fix the culture. In some places, the commu-
nity culture still holds that a high school diploma 
is all that you need to get a good-paying job. 
Elsewhere, too many folks are addicted to the 
idea that working for some large company is the 
route to security. 

Compare this to the mentality in Silicon Valley, 
and you'll see how far we have to go. 

If we're going to address the hedgehog's one big 
thing, we need to focus our attention on a few 
basics. Let the foxes fiddle around with the little 
stuff. Listening, Gov. Jennifer Granholm? 
Listening, members of the Legislature? 
Listening, Michigan citizens? 

We all better be.

Although school doesn't begin until

The approval of this bond issue proposal 
will upgrade every building built before 2000 
and protect these investments for the next 
five to 10 years. A new elementary school will 
help address our present overcrowding situa-
tion and future growth. 

What will it cost? The renewal of the 18-
mill non-homestead millage will cost our 
homeowners nothing. The $109 million bond 
issue will cost a homeowner with a house val-
ued at $234,000 approximately $47 per year. 

Asking our taxpayers to raise their taxes is 
not an easy thing to do. That is why the Bond 
Steering Committee worked so hard on its 
recommendations, and why the board took 
such a thoughtful approach in making its 
decision on what would be on the ballot. 

We want every move we make as a school 
district to positively affect our students, be a 
good investment for the communities that 
comprise the district and protect, if not raise, 
the values of the homes in the school district. 

Our track record is very good to date, aS we 
opened the last three schools built (Discovery 
Middle School, Dodson Elementary School 
and Plymouth High School) on time and 
under budget. You can expect the same per-
formance from us if this bond issue passes. 

The Plymouth-Canton Community School 
District is highly regarded in our region and 
across the state. We have our own set of high 
expectations that we want to meet to provide 
a great education for our students at the best 
value to the taxpayers. We are aware of your 
high expectations for us. It all comes together 
to provide a great quality of life.

and families stay longer in their homes. 
Along with that, the property values in our 
neighborhood have gone way up. ... It seems 
to me that the taxes collected in our upgrad-
ed neighborhood today are at least equal to, if 
not greater, than the taxes wpuld be in an 
unimproved more transient setting. 

Higher property values mean higher school 
taxes, larger real estate commissions and 
more stable neighborhoods. I wonder what 
Detroit would look like today, if Proposal A 
was 50 years old.

Miss Redford stays true to

Brooke Brennan will relin-
quish her crown as Miss 
Redford Township/Wayne 
County this weekend with her 
attention focused on others 
instead of herself. 

As Miss Redford 
Township/Wayne County 
Brennan championed causes 
that promote the importance 
of reading. In fact, she's asking 
people who attend this year's 
pageant to bring books, new or 
used, at any reading level to be 
distributed free of charge in 
low-income areas. 

The pageant is from 4-6 p.m.

This 
year, the event has changed 
names and for the first time in 
13 years will be called, Miss 
Wayne County Scholarship 
Pageant. 

Brennan, a Brooklyn, Mich, 
resident, plans to donate the 
books she collects to the Red 
Wagon Literacy Project, which 
is sponsored by the Wayne-
Westland Community School 
District. The books are distrib-
uted in the Norwayne neigh-
borhood in Westland. 

"I wanted to get the commu-
nity and my friends and family 
involved to show them what 
I've been doing" Brennan said. 
"I thought the book drive 
would be a good thing to do, 
especially as I was giving up 
my title during the pageant." 

Make-a-Wish Foundation in 
Livonia has donated a red 
wagon for Brennan to collect 
the books during the pageant. 

Every summer, Red Wagon 
volunteers ring a cow bell and 
push a wagon filled with books 
and magazines for people of all 
ages to take. 

"I hope this takes-off and I 
can help them out with what 
they're doing," Brennan 
said. 

"Seeing the little kids' faces 
when they get the books — 
they're so excited to see us. 

Fifty percent of children who 
have illiterate parents will also 
be illiterate, she said adding 
that the cycle needs to be bro-
ken. 

"It's important to attack it at 
both ends — the adults and 
children," Brennan said. 

Last summer, while Brennan 
was swinging the bell and 
passing out books she became 
hooked-on the program. She 

also volunteered to read at var-
ious elementary schools in the 
Wayne-Westland School 
District. In fact, every Friday 
during March, which is 
National Reading Month, she 
read to students at Jefferson-
Barns Elementary in 
Westland. 

As Miss Redford 
Township/Wayne County, 
Brennan also was invited to 
community events, like the 
Redford Tbwnship firefighters' 
open house, modeling in the 
Redford Suburban League 
fashion festival and programs, 
at Our Lady of Loretto in 
Redford. 

Once Brennan won the local 
pageant she became eligible to 
compete in the Miss Michigan 
Scholarship pageant, which 
was held in June. She finished 
in the top 10 among 30 con-
testants and won a talent 
award. 

STILL COMPETING 

The winner of the Miss 
Michigan annually goes on to 
the Miss America pageant. 
Brennan, 23, still has her eye 
on that goal even though the 
age limit is 24. 

"I was very pleased with my 
first trip to Miss Michigan," 
Brennan adds. "Looking back 
I've seen how much I've grown 
and how much I've changed. 
I'm thrilled with how I did 

with Miss Michigan and I'm 
excited about going back." 

Brennan said the pageants 
have given her confidence and 
interview skills that she can 
use for future jobs. 

This year she plans to com-
pete in the Miss Spirit of the 
State in Mio and the Miss 
Washtenaw County. 

If she wins the local pageant 
she can go on again to the Miss 
Michigan.. 

"She's been a wonder to work 
with for the past year," explains 
Sheila Sigro, Miss Wayne 
County Scholarship Pageant 
executive director. 

"She's very sweet and is every 
director's dream," Sigro said. 

"If you ask her to do something 
you know it will be done ... 
She's very opened minded and 
she's very mature. If you send 
her to an appearance you won't 
have a thing to worry about. I'd 
love to keep Brooke, but I 
knew whoever wins will fill her 
shoes very nicely."

elly Kleinsorge of 
Canton went in her

Since Kelly and her 

husband Jason's pool 
was unheated, their swim-
ming season lasted only from 
June to just before Labor Day.

After spending 
about $2,300 on the system, 
the only thing that the couple 
now pays for is the water's fil-
tration. 

"We don't get the heating 
bills," Kelly said. "It's great 
and it's a great investment. 
We're hoping it stays sunny 
out and we can run it until 
late September or early 
^October. As long as the sun 
shines on the house, we have 
warm water in the pool." 

HEATED INTEREST 

The Kleinsorges spent now 
so they wouldn't pay as much 
later. And they aren't alone. 

"There's a much increased 
level of interest," said Debra 
Rowe, professor of behavioral 
sciences and environmental 
systems technology at

and senior fellow with the 
Association of University 
Leaders. "You're finding peo- . 
pie from all sectors of educa-
tion, business and govern-
ment are all interested in 
these issues.
