Hulsing remembered for-

her civic contrlbutlons

Esther Hulsing, along with
her husband Ken, wanted to
leave Plymouth a better place
than they found it after moving
from Chicago in 1942.

Over the next 59 years,
Hulsing was the president of
more than 20 local organiza-
tions and a member of many
more as she found her life’s
calling as a civic and communi-
ty leader. Hulsing, 89, died
Oct. 2 at an adult foster care -
home in Aloha, Ore., after
struggling the past 18. months
with Alzheimer’s disease.

“She really had a strong view
that you should give back to
the community, and leave a

place better than how you

found it,” said her daughter,
Mary Hulsing Fehrs, who
resides in Aloha.

Hulsing’s civic contributions
included being invol¢ed with
her three daughters in the Girl
Scouts for more than 30 years,
serving as troop leader and on
the national board.

She served on the committee
that established Schoolcraft
Community College in Livonia,
was a charter member of the
American Association of
University Women and a

founder of the Plymouth

Community Arts Council.
“Esther attended all events at
the Arts Council until she
moved out of the area,” said
Stella Greene, PCAC executive
director. “She was always avail-

‘able for advice and mentoring,

and you could always depend
on her to give sound, intelli-
gent, insightful advice and
direction. She was a class act.”

As the holiday season
approaches, many comunity
groups and churches will be
collecting food, toys and cloth~
ing for those who are less fortu-
nate and need a helping hand.

And, while that is all well and

good, the fact remains many of .

those same people need help
the remainder of the year.

As aresult, the Plymouth
Community United Way and
the Plymouth Salvation Army;
are the main anchors of nearly
30 human service agencies,
churches and service organiza-
tions that are pooling their
money and services into a
Human Services Collaborative
serving Plymouth and Canton.

“We kept hearing about
duphcation of services, and
people going from church to
church seeking services,” said
Marie Morrow, president of the
PCUW. “Some people have
needs that weren't being met
because they couldn’t find who
had the services. Some groups
and organizations have more
than others.”

The clearinghouse for the
money and directory of services
will be the Salvation Army. Bill
Moritz, social services director,
said many times those in need
don’t know where to search for
help.

“When someone is in need or
desperate for help, they don’t
want to hear call this number
or call that number, or go here
or go there,” said Moritz. “It
will be nice for them to go to
one place to get the help they
need without going all over the
place”

The idea, still in the planning
stages, is for the groups
involved to give money from
their budgets to the collabora-
tive so that small amounts of
money will grow to one large
sum for those who need help.

“All the money will be used to
help people not for admmmra-

romisoed Moritz,
“We re trying to get churches
and organizations to donate to
one account from line items in
their own budgets.”

The PCUW has already
stepped up to the plate with a
$15,000 donation to help pay
utility bills until The Heat and
Warmth Fund (THAW) is
replenished next month.

“We don’t have any other
commitments monetarily, yet,”
said Mortiz. “But, the groups
seem excited to be part of the
whole communication process
and using each other as a
resource.”

Chris Distelrath, pastoral
minister at St, John Neumann
Cathotlic Church in Canton
Township, attended the initial
two meetings.

" “I think this is a fabulous
idea, and one that needs to
happen,” Distelrath said. “We
tend to live in our own little
islands, but we need to connect
with each other to provide bet-
ter services, stop the abusers
and get help to people who
need it” _

Distelrath said there are
some who know how to “work”
the system, getting help from a
number of groups and using up
valuable resources.

“Some go from church to
church or agency to agency and
know the system, getting help
one time from each,” she said.
“We need to give people a help-
ing hand and not necessarily
just hand outs, to fix the core
problems and get their lives
straightened out.”

And for those who need a
helping hand, Distelrath said,
“Paperwork tends to swallow
people up, causing them major
headaches. The collaborative
can help give hope to people”

“Things
start at the grassroots,” said
Fedus, who considers local
races important as well.

The women are predicting a -

close race, with some con-
cerns about a repeat of the
2000 problems in which Al
Gore received a majority of
the popular vote but didn’t
take office. Fedus believes it's
time to examine the electoral
college system in which more
populous states are dispropor-
tionately represented.

“I hope that we don’t have a
problem like we did in 2000,
she said.

Women didn’t win the vote
nationwide until 1920 with a
constitutional amendment, so
Kirchgatter, Edell and Fedus
agree it’s important for
women, and all voters, to head
to the polls and make
informed decisions.

“Even if they don’t vote for
my candidate, I want them to
get out and vote,” Fedus said..

1. Are sentencing

" guidelines a help-of hindrane
to a judge?

Callahan: Sentencing guide-
lines are helpful to society so
that it is assured that people
who have been convicted of
crimes, will generally receive
the same sentence. This also
assists a judge so that there
are no gross disparities
between the sentencing of one
individual as opposed to
another based upon
identical facts. They do
however, limit a judge in tak-
ing into account special or
mitigating circumstances
and, therefore, reduces,
to a large part, a judge's

discretion in sentencing.
Pierce: When used
properly, sentencing guide-
lines can be very helpful to a
judge. They are a useful
tool to make sure all relevant
factors are considered when
sentencing a defendant.
However, they should not take-
the place of a careful, inde-
pendent evaluation of each
case.

2. What is your judicial phi-
losophy? -

Callahan: A trial judge is
sworn to uphold the '
Constitution of the State of
Michigan, of the United
States, the Statutes of the
State of Michigan and
Court Rules applicable to liti-
gation, as well as, precedernce
setting case law. Although all
of the above is subject to
interpretation, interpretation
of the aforementioned should
closely follow previous Court
of Appeals and Supreme
Court's Decisions. The Court

. of Appeals and the Supreme

Court of the State have the
luxury of modifying law based
on the will of the public. A
trial court does not have that
luxury. ‘
Pierce: My philosophy
is that every person who
comes in contact with the
judicial system is entitled to
be treated with dignity and
respect. Whether you are a lit-
igant, a victim, a criminal
defendant or a witness, the
judge should do his or her -
best to be courteous, timely
and fair.

3. Do you think election of
judges serves the best interest
of the judicial system?

Callahan: Election of judges
does serve the best interest of
the judicial system and the
public. If Judges were chosen
by appointment as opposed to
being elected, party favoritism
would overwhelm the judicial
system and the publicas a
whole would have its fran-
chise diluted.

Pierce: I strongly believe in

~ the election of judges.

Judges should be accountable
to the communities they
serve. I would like to see a
change in how we finance
judicial campaigns. Our cur-
rent system affects the inde-
pendence of the judiciary and
erodes public confidence in
the system.

Senator Bruce Patterson,
(R-Canton), chairman of the
State Senate’s standing com-
mittee on technology and
energy, had a group of “criti-
cal thinkers” he appointed - -
earlier this fall explore elec-
tric choice and reliability.

Their study was to look at

“These (2000) laws were
just a step in a process;”

The question is: Do we have a
level playing field?”

Only a handful of residen-
tial customers ever benefited
from the “shop around for
power” law, Patterson said.
No one could deliver cheaper
electricity to homes. «__

The big beneficiary was
smaller businesses, schools
and light industry, Patterson
said. Some would-call the sav-
ings these business and gov-
ernmental customers-have
found “smart shopping,” while
others would call it “cherry
picking” by the alternative
electrical suppliers, he said.

DTE thinks that if it loses
enough of these middle tier
customers — as many as
6,000 to 8,000 — “then it has
a business model it can not

_sustain” Patterson said. The

cap on residential rates comes

. off in 2006 and on small busi-

‘ness commercial rates in
2005; both groups could see
an increase in rates.

The issue will be before the
committee when the legisla-
cure reconvenes aiter the olees
tion. They will lock at Senate
Bills 1331-13386, a series of six
laws which would change
again how electricity is
bought and sold.

DTE Energy is supporting
the new Senate bills; alterna-
tive energy companies like
Dillon Energy Services of
Grosse Pointe are not. Dillon
is an 18-month-old company
that counts the Plymouth-
Canton schools among its
customers.

“These bills are totally
unnecessary. Senate
Bill 1331 destroys the
ability of Alternative’ -~
Electric Suppliets (AES’s)
to provide competitively
priced power to Michigan

customers by requiring them

to pay DTE a charge equal to
the amount that customiers
save,” Gary Dillon of Dillon
Energy said in a written state-
ment.

“According to all credible
independent organizations,

including the well-respected
Senate Fiscal Agency, these

bills will in¢rease electric bills -

for Michigan families, schools
and businesses, at a time
when Michigan needs lower
rates, not higher. DTE
charges its customers some of
the highest rates in the
Midwest, and the only way-
Michigan’s ratepayers have
been able to get relief has
been through competition,”
Dillon said. .

A group of alternative sup-
pliers is mounting opposition
through their organization -
(www.customerchoicecoali-
tion.com). Spokesman Dave
Waymire said DTE energy
“needs to be more efficient.

“These (Senate bills) do
nothing to cut rates. The pro-
posed legislation means high-
er rates for everyone,”
Waymire said. “DTE rates are
well above regional averages.
Their rate for big manu-

The great demographic shift in. America over

Roosevelt (a WASP aristocrat from New York)
to Richard Nixon (a lawyer from small-town
California) to Jimmy Carter (a sometime
peanut farmer from Georgia) to Bill Clinton
(Arkansas by affect, Oxford by education) and
George W. Bush (assertively Texan, despite his
heritage.)

cleaner. Homeowners should
activate their humidifiers for
winter once the temperatures
hit the 40 degree range. The
additional moisture in the air
help dust particles get bigger,
which helps them collect in the
furnace’s filter, Bowers said.

“The filter needs to be
replaced once a monih,’
Bowers said.

Humidifiers can save as’
much as $15 a month on gas
bills, as the moister air retains
heat more efficiently than dry
air, Bowers said. “If 2 home is
properly humidified at 70

degrees, you might have to heat
it to 74 without the humidifier”
to maintain the same level of
comfort, Bowers said.
Without a humidifier on in
the winter, a home’s air can be
drier than the Gobi Desert,
Bowers said. That dryness cre-
ates large gaps in wood floor-

ing. “Wood flooring will shrink,

paint and drywall can crack
and nails pop,” Bowers said. A
35-40 percent range of humid-
ity is ideal during the cold win-
ter months.

The temperature should be
maintained between 68 and 70

Microorganisms can

double or triple when the tem-~

perature is outside that range,
Bowers said.

When you dust and vacuum,
be sure to turn on the fans,
Bowers said. That’s a detail
often overlooked by homeown-
ers, but the dirt and dust will
more likely to enter the fur-
nace’s air intake ducts. “All the
dirt and dust will be retained
by the filter,” Bowers said.

The ultraviolet light system
on a furnace is another new
household trend. Bowers is
installing 10 of them next
week. “They kill micro~organ-
isms in the duct system,”
Bowers said. The system can
cost in the range between
$400 and $1,000..

Homeowners should ¢heck
their furnaces, air ducts and
their home’s overall air quality
because it is critical to home
maintenance and comfort, and
family members’ health,
Bowers said. Many calls deal
with de-activated pilot lights
and shut off furnaces due to
dirty air filters.

“They should make sure
their humidifier is ready to go
and the chimney doesn’t have
any obstruction,” Bowers said.
“A lot of people think it’s a
scam, but that’s not the case.”
Pilot lights will not stay lit if
carbon dioxide levels are too
high, so homeowners can get
their air checked for carbon
dioxide levels.”

A two-story great room and
hardwood floors are what we’ve
always wanted, but accessorizing
and hanging artwork on those 18
feet high walls is much more
chaltenging than we expected.

A beautiful,
open floor plan
with soaring
ceilings has
tremendous drama and pres-
ence. When decorating these
rooms, you must consider
many more factors than with
rooms that have standard 8-
foot ceilings. These factors
include color, acoustics, scale
and proportion.

Color: Alarge, open space
tends to dilute the intensity of
a wall color. Some people will

“ choose the same pale beige
color that they loved so much
in their older home. When
applied to the large, open
space, it just looks white.

Intensify your color choice
by a couple of shades. When
choosing your wall color, don’t
forget the ceiling color. A ceil-
ing that is 18-feet high doesn’t
call for the standard ceiling
white. There is no need to
make the ceiling look higher.

The ceiling color can be the
same as the wall color, or two
shades lighter than the wall
color. Remember that you are
trying to make the space look
warm and cozy. By sticking to
the same color palette, or paint
card throughout the entire
room, the room will look uni-
fied.

Acoustics: This category is
too often overlooked. When
dealing with high ceilings and
hardwood floors, sometimes
you’'ll get the gymnasium
effect.

Sirhp!e picture molding can be added on the upper half of the walls in squares

or rectangles mimicking a large-scale, raised panel look.

That means obtaining area
rugs, upholstered furniture
pieces, and draperies.
