" Law, an attorney and a -
Republican, has been a
Plymouth Township trustee, a
township supervisor,and a -
state representative on two
different occasions ~ from
1983 to 1991 and 1995 to
2000,

His main reason for chal-
lenging incumbent Democrat
John Sullivan of Wayne is
what he sees as ethical lapses
by the current commission.

1 “Cartton is the biggest com-

Canton officials say they don’t
see Commissioner Sullivan, I
‘think Canton is looking for
someone to represent them,
someone to represent western

Wayne County.
Quite frankly,
Sullivan has
aligned him-
self with the
Detroit power

sion),” Law
said. “Who
does he represent — Detroit or
western Wayne County?”

- The 11th District includes
Canton, Sumpter and Van
Buren townships and the
cities of Belleville and Wayne.

Law knows the commission
will be run by Democrats but
thinks he has a chance to be
the second Republican
dependmg on how Canton
votes on Nov. 2.

Law also thinks the com-
missioner job, which averages
about $75,000 a year in pay,
depending on committee

assignments, plus an office
staff allowance, requires a
full-time effort. .

“My feeling is that thisis a
full-time job. They get paid
full-time wages.” Law’s plat-
form is almost all based on
ethical issues: v

B “We need to take the pol-
itics out of the county auditor
general process,” Law said.
Brendan Dunleavy, the coun-
ty’s auditor for more than
seven years, was fired in late
September.

“He has saved the county
millions; he had done great
audits on the airport;” Law
said.

Law said he favored flat ten
year terms for an auditor who
is totally protected from
political pressure. “The coun-
ty budget is $2.1 billion. We
have to have accurate audits.”

B Law would end the solici~
tation of political money from
county vendors and commis-
sion employees. “I don’t like
commission employees get-
ting hit up for contributions
by the commissioners. Also,
we need to put it in the char-
ter: You cannot solicit directly
any vendors or contractors.
Right now, these commission-
ers don’t even get an arm’s
length away from the

contractors, This was the
whole problem at the airport.”

B Candidate Law thinks the
commission has not used the

“How can
these commissioners keep all
these conflicts of interest
straight?”

B The Detroit-Wayne
County Community Mental
Health Agency is a “big oper-
ation that is not being run
properly,” Law said. He said
the state could step in the way
it did with the airport and
turn the agency into an
authority.

In reading the article-about -
the alleged “dirty tricks” suppos-
edly going on in the Canton
Township Board race, I was
shocked tosee the inclusion of
" the efforts of the Canton

Independent Committee to
inform voters of a candidate’s
background as a dirty trick equal
to disappearing lawn signs.

Of course, I'am referring to
the postcard about Mr.
Caccamo which describes how
he says one thing but does
another. For example it
describes how he talks about
family values but he just came
off a probation in Westland's
18th Distriet Court in Julyon a
charge of “domestic violence”
against a woman who was an
Inkster Police Officer.

~ Among other things, it also
describes how he talks about
changing school boundaries
but how he has not voted in
school elections and how the
board of trustees (the position
he's running for) has no juris-
diction or involvement in
school boundaries.

In fairness, when the post-
card was prepared and mailed
it was honestly believed (based
on conversations with the vic-
tim) that Mr. Caccamo plead
guilty to the charge of domestic
violence. He did enter a plea
that was taken under advise-
ment which provides for a pro-
bationary period which, if com-
pleted successtully, allows for
the removal of any reference to
the plea and charge from a per-

. son’s criminal record.

Mr. Caccamo took that deal
but plead “nolo contendre”
instead of “guilty”

As Black’s Law Dictionary
explains, there is no legal dif-

ference between the two where
it says: “Nolo Contendre: Latin
phrase meaning “I will not con-
testit,” a pleain a criminal case
which has a similar legal effect
as pleading guilty.” Black’s fur-
ther explains that: “The princi-
pal difference between a plea of
guilty and nolo contendre is
that the latter (nolo contendre)
may not be used against the
defendant in a civil action
based upon the same acts.”

For Mr. Caccamo, the tech-
nicality meant that the alleged
victim could not use the plea to
sue him for civil damages.

Signs coming down

As a private citizen, I recently wrote a
letter to the editor to alert the public to
what appeared to be an emerging trend
~— placing campaign signs on private
property without the owner or posses-
sor’s knowledge or consent. I criticized
this tactic as I believe it is a dishonest
way for one to promote their candidate
as 1t makes it difficult for the public to

- distinguish authorized signs, which are a

fundamental expression of free speech,
from unauthorized signs.

To provide background for why this
trend has evolved, I explained that many
communities have sign ordinances that
regulate signs and mentioned that some
community ordinances in the metro
Detroit area have recently been constitu-
tionally challenged.

T have taken no posmon on the constitu~
tionality of a.nyones ordinances, as a judge
would have to review any challenge that

" might arise based on that specific ordi-

nance and the controlling law. The point
being that some communities enforce their

~ ordinances and the latest tactic appeared

to be a way to circumvent enforcement by
placing unauthorized signs on another’s
private property. Since my letter was pub-
lished many of the signs that appeared to
be unauthorized have come down.

One reader took umbrage with my let-
ter and expressed an opinion that I had
somehow stifled someone’s free speech. 1
don’t know if that person misunderstood
the point of my letter or if they believe
that placing unauthorized signs on anoth-
er’s private property is a constitutionally
protected act. I would be interested to see
any law that supports that position.

s the presidential campaign Iurches into its last
few, frantic days, I find myself struck by some
plain truths that virtually every well-informed
person knows, but which have been largely ignored
by the mainstream news media, who are primarily
obsessed with covermg “the horse race.”

Moreover, when it comes to these enormously
important subjects, both President Bush and Sen.
Kerry, each for their own reasons, have preferred to
mostly clam up. I think we need to thi‘nk about
them.

Truth No. 1: Iraq is 2 mess and we have virtually
no chmce other than to muddle through, probably
for a few years, hoping for the
best.

The key word here is muddle.
We do not have enough troops on
the ground to secure the country.
We're not going to get much help
from our “allies” or the United
Nations. Those Iragis who hate
us are emboldened; those who
like us are mostly silent; those
who are neutral despise having
‘their country occupied by for-

- eigners. Declaring victory and
withdrawing will either produce
civil war or a (this time, real)

The national deficit is now a record $415 billion, _

compared with the $236 billion surpfus when
President Bush took office. We are now depending
on the Chinese and the Japanese to keep us afloat
by buying our debt (currently at a daily rate of $1.7
billion), and nobody knows what will happen if
they were to stop, perhaps out of fear that a new
round of inflation in this country will devalue our
repayments to them. The dollar is near a record
low, while the unfavorable international balance of
trade stubbornly persists.

Nelther wants to get into the details of their dubi-
ous plans for fear of annoying voters.

Truth No. 3: The loommg erisis — Social Security
and Medicare.

The Economist magazine, no left-wing journal by
any means, estimates the total present unfunded

* liabilities for Social Security and Medicare on our -

national balance sheet amount to $74 trillion!
That’s equivalent to the entire gross national prod-
uct for seven years,

Someday, sooner or later, the poimca.l system is
going to have to face all this. President Bush is talk-
ing about letting some Social Security recipients
invest part of their deductions in the stock market,
which makes the stockbrokers drool; it also looked
a lot better when the market was skyrocketing than
it does today. Sen. Kerry is accusing the president of
wanting to “privatize” Social Security. Neither has
displayed any serious interest in resolving, before
it’s too late, the real Social Security crisis.

Truth No. 4: The coming Republican domination
of our politics.

If President Bush wins, the Repubhcans will con-
trol the presxdency and both houses of the Congress
and will be in a position to nominate and confirm
new members of the Supreme Court and other fed-
eral judges. Grover Norquist, the head of
Americans for Tax Reform and a senior GOP

strategist, says “the Democratic Party is toast” if the .

president is re~elected, because the Republicans
have put emasculating the Democrats at the heart .
of their agenda: Contract out hundreds of thou-
sands of government jobs (to eliminate Democratic
campaign workers); pass tort reform (to hit the
pocketbooks of the trial lawyers, who have now sur-
passed the unions as big Democratic contributors);
and enact nght«»bo-work laws (which allow workers

- to quit paying union dues.) :
President Bush doesn’t say much about all this (it
