Colbeck targeted in latest recall drive

Add freshman Sen. Patrick 
Colbeck's name to the list of Michigan 
legislators being targeted in recall 
efforts. 

A petition aimed at remov-
ing Colbeck, a Canton Township 
Republican, from office was filed 
TViesday with Wayne County Clerk 
Cathy Garrett's office, and a county 
Elections Commission hearing, to 
determine whether the language 
is clear enough to go before voters. 

was scheduled for 
Wednesday, Aug. 10. 
Colbeck's District 7 
includes Plymouth and 
Plymouth Township as 
well as Canton. 

The petition simply 
cites Colbeck's vote in 
favor of Public Act 4 
of 20U as the reason 

for the proposed recall. Public Act 
4, approved by the Legislature and 
signed into law by Gov. Rick Snyder, 
also the target of a recall attempt, 
gives new powers to emergency finan-

cial managers to run communities and 
school districts the state deems to be 
in poor financial health. 

"We all know it's an uphill battle, 
but (recall proponents) are very, 
very angry, and there's a determined 
group of citizens," said Mary Kelley 
of Northville Township, who filed the 
petition. 

Kelley, who described herself as 
a retired school administrator, rep-
resents Citizens to Recall Patrick 
Colbeck, which, she said, is loosely 
affiliated with the Snyder recall effort. 
Kelley said she herself has been gath-

ering signatures on petitions aimed at 
recalling Snyder. 

Colbeck could not immediately be 
reached Wednesday afternoon, but 
spokeswoman Jennifer Murray e-
mailed a one-sentence response from 
the senator regarding the recall effort 

"It's part of the process, but my 
focus will remain on doing what 1 was 
elected to do, which is to represent the 
interests of all of the people in my dis-
trict in Lansing," Colbeck said.

Canton victim remembered 
as loving mother, friend

Though family and friends bid her a 
tearful farewell Wednesday during a 
memorial Mass, Canton mother of four 
Elizabeth Maupin will be remembered 
as a loving and kind parent, wife, sister 
and friend who, on the day she was fatally 
struck by a Jeep, had baked cookies she 
took to firefighters at station No. 1, off 
Canton Center south of Cherry Hill. 

"She would go out of her way for any-
body," her husband, Brent Maupin, said. 

Mrs. Maupin, 27, died 
from injuries she suf-
fered just before 8:20 
p.m. last Thursday, 
when police say a Jeep 
driven by a 49-year-old 
Canton woman acciden-
tally struck her while 
she was walking her 
bike across Haggerty 
Road north of Michigan 
Avenue. 

No charges have yet 
been filed. The inves-
tigation is continuing, 
though police have 
ruled out alcohol as a 
factor. Mrs. Maupin's 
brother, Stephen 

Graham, said he hopes her tragic death 
"has some impact on motorists' attention 
to pedestrians." 

Brent Maupin, 28, said his wife "was 
the mother of four beautiful children" 
— Connor, who had turned 4 just two 
days before his mother's death, Katelyn, 3, 
Christian, 2, and Carter, just 4 months old. 

"She was definitely a stay-at-home 
mom. Those children were everything 
to her," Brent Maupin, a self-employed 
painting contractor, said. "She was a won-
derful mother and a wonderful wife. She 
was my rock."

New homes 
prod hopes 
of rebound

Despite persistent troubles still 
plaguing the U.S. housing mar-
ket, new home starts continue to 
trickle in across Canton, raising 
hopes that a gradual rebound 
has, indeed, started. 

"There's obviously demand," 
Canton Community Planner Jeff 
Goulet said Wednesday. 

His remarks came one day 
after builder David Steuer 
received from the Canton 
Township Board of Trustees 
an amended site plan approval 
to build 11 detached condo-
miniums southeast of Joy and 
Sheldon roads, jump-starting the 
Columbia Square development. 

Steuer & Associates could start 
construction after Labor Day and 
potentially have some condos ready 
for occupancy by early next year, 
Steuer said. His company plans to 
revive construction in a neighbor-
hood where a prior developer had 
buik 12 homes a few years ago. 

Steuer said the 11 new condos 
will be about 2,000 square feet 
and likely start selling in the low 
$200,000s, across Sheldon Road 
from another development. The 
Heathers of Canton, his company 
spearheaded. 

Steuer said he believes the new 
condos will sell amid a demand 
by former single-family home 
owners whose children have left 
home and who are looking to 
streamline their lifestyle.

Mrs. Maupin was a Canton High School grad-
uate who played percussion in the Plymouth-
Canton Marching Band and who became a sec-
tion leader. Her brother said she was a member 
in 1999 when the band won a national champi-
onship in the Bands of America contest. 

Known simply as Beth by those who loved 
her, she was remembered as a loyal, dependable 
friend by Kristen Cardwell, a Canton mother to 
son Cameron, 2, and Carly, 1. 

"This is so hard," Cardwell said, breaking into 
tears as she spoke of her friend. "She was the 
most amazing woman. I don't think she ever 
had an enemy. She was the type of person who 
would bend over backwards for anybody." 

Cardwell recalled coming home from the hos-
pital after she had given birth to Cameron. 

"Beth had baked a big cake that said, 
'Welcome home, Cameron.' She was just the 
sweetest person out there," Cardwell said. "It's 
devastating to think she's not going to be there 
for her children, because those four children 
were her life." 

Brent Maupin said his wife took their chil-
dren to parks, fairs — just about any family 
outdoor activity she could find. "She was the 
perfect mother," he said. 

Mrs. Maupin made those around her feel 
appreciated and loved. 

"Beth loved family get-togethers," brother 
Stephen Graham said, and Mrs. Maupin and 
her mother, Jane Graham, "shared a big desk 
calendar of events to do every weekend." 

Cardwell recalled that Mrs. Maupin "lit up 
the room" when she walked in. "She was that 
person you strive to be. She was Superwoman 
in my eyes because she had these four children, 
and she would take them everywhere." 

On a lighter note, Mrs. Maupin and her 
mother loved clipping coupons, her brother 
said, and "she couldn't wait to show me what 
she had gotten for such a great deal." Mrs. 
Maupin also enjoyed attending art fairs with 
her younger sister, Shelby Graham. 

Brent Maupin said he and his wife met 
through MySpace, a social networking site. 
They had been together for five years, married 
for four. 

"We got engaged just a few weeks after we 
met," he said. "It was one of those love-at-first-
sight deals." 

Mrs. Maupin enjoyed exercising, and she was 
walking her bike from the northwest corner 
of Haggerty to the east side of the road when 
police say the driver, who had stopped for a red 
light on southbound Haggerty, made a right 
turn onto Michigan Avenue without seeing Mrs. 
Maupin. 

Canton Detective Tim Wright described the 
driver as distraught over the accident, saving 
"it's a sad situation" for everyone involved as 
Mrs. Maupin's family tries to cope with their 
loss. 

Mrs. Maupin ran her first 5K marathon in

Plymouth on Father's Day, and she was training 
to race in a triathlon with her brother and their 
father, Dennis Graham. 

Mrs. Maupin often baked for those she loved 
and those she respected, such as Canton fire-
fighters. Cardwell went with her on occasion. 

"I remember how Connor would look at the 
fire trucks when she would take the cookies. It's 
a memory I will always have," Cardwell said. "I 
am going to keep that tradition (of delivering 
cookies) going for her." 

Brent Maupin this week was in the process of 
setting up The Maupin Family Fund through 
the Chase Bank branch southeast of Ford and 
Canton Center roads. Once the trust has been 
established, donations for the family may be 
made at any Chase branch, a bank employee 
said. 

Brent Maupin said he will get by "day-to-day 
with a lot of family support" as he faces a diffi-
cult future with four motherless children. 

Cardwell, meanwhile, hopes to collect dia-
pers, gift cards for children's clothing, juice, 
children's snacks and other items to help the 
Maupin family. She said she can be reached by 
e-mail at kcardwel@emich.edu. 

Memorial visitation for Mrs. Maupin was 
Tuesday at McCabe Funeral Home in Canton. A 
memorial Mass was Wednesday at St. Thomas 
a'Beckett Catholic Church, where Mrs. Maupin's 
brother said she had been involved in activities 
such as the funeral luncheon ministry. 

Other than her husband, her children, 
her brother, her sister and her parents, Mrs. 
Maupin also is survived by her grandmother, 
Ann Wiesemann, and many cousins, aunts and 
uncles.

Aug. 10, Kelleys group would 
have 90 days, within a 120-
day period, to collect enough 
signatures from voters in 
Colbeck s district to put a 
recall question on the ballot.

A 45-year-old man trying 
to sell his laptop computer 
through the Craigslist website 
told Canton police he was 
robbed after he agreed to meet 
an alleged buyer outside the 
Sam's Club on Ford Road. 

Rather than making 
a $1,799 sale, the victim 
reported he was robbed of his 
17-inch Apple MacBook Pro 
laptop and his iPhone by two 
suspects who, according to 
several witnesses, fled west 
toward Village Squire, an 
apar tment complex just across 
Lotz Road. 

Police rushed to the scene 
but couldn't locate the sus-
pects following the incident 
that occurred around 8 p.m. 
"Riesday, July 19. 

"It's still under investiga-
tion," Detective Sgt. Dave 
Schreiner said. 

The victim said one of the 
suspects had a knife tucked in 
the waistband of his shorts. 

The seller told police he 
advertised the laptop on 
Craigslist and received a 
phone call from a supposed 
buyer who said he lived in 
Southfield. 

The victim initially 

arranged for a meeting out-
side the Kmart store at Ann 
Arbor Road and Haggerty 
in Plymouth, but he said the 
alleged buyer phoned to say he 
had gotten lost and was near 
Sam's Club, where they agreed 
to meet. 

When the seller arrived, 
he said two male teens 
approached him and told him 
their parents had gone inside 
the store. In the meantime, the 
victim placed the laptop on the 
trunk of a vehicle, prompting 
the pair to reveal a knife, seize 
the computer and iPhone and 
flee across the parking lot as 
witnesses watched. 

One suspect was described 
as a black male, 16 to 18 years 
old, 5-foot-10 to 5-foot-li with 
a thin build, dark complexion, 
short hair and goatee. He wore 
red shorts and a long black T-
shirt. 

A second suspect was 
described as a black male, 6 
feet tall to 6-foot-3, about 18 
years old with a thin build, 
dark complexion, short hair 
and clean-shaven face. The 
victim wasn't certain of the 
clothing. 

The victim told police he 
got into his vehicle and tried 
to trail the suspects as they 
fled toward the apartment 

complex, but he couldn't locate 
them. Several witnesses also 
told police they saw the two 
males running from the scene.

• Avoid meeting places 
where it may be easy for some-
one to rob or take advantage of 
the seller. 

• Take along a friend or rela-
tive rather than going to the 
meeting alone. 

• If the seller instinctively 
feels uncomfortable about the 
situation, don't go through 
with it.

'Fake cop' suspects face preliminary exam

Two suspects accused of 
posing as police officers and 
robbing two victims at the 
1-275 rest area in Canton are 
facing a court hearing on mul-
tiple felony charges.

They have performed at the Alpena Blues Festival, Plymouth's 
Music in the Air, Ypsilanti's Heritage Festival, and at many 
Michigan clubs. In 2009, they opened for Jim McCarty and 
Mystery Train and in 2010 for Kim Wilson's Blues All Stars.

Tennessee are facing an Aug. 
5 preliminary examination in 
35th District Court for two 
counts of unarmed robbery, 
two counts of larceny from 
a person and one count of 
impersonating a police officer. 

The charges stem from alle-
gations that Kish and Norton, 
though not in uniforms, flashed 
a badge, claimed they were 
police officers investigating 
suspicious behavior, walked two 
men to their vehicles, searched 
them and took their money. 

According to a Canton police 
report, the incident happened 
shortly before 3:30 a.m. last 
iTiursday, and authorities quickly 
captured the suspects at the scene 
after receiving a phone call of two 
men behaving suspiciously. 

The two defendants were 
arraigned Friday in 35th 
District Court, and each was 
jailed with a $25,000 cash 
or surety bond. If convicted 
as charged, Kish and Norton 
could face penalties ranging 
up to 15 years in prison. 

The case unfolded after 
Canton police received a call 
shortly before 3:30 a.m. last 
Thursday of two males lurking 
amid shadows of the rest area 

prior to allegations they posed 
as police officers and took the 
victims' money. 

One female semi driver who 
had stopped at the rest area told 
police the suspects arrived in a 
pickup truck and parked near her. 

Police arrived before the 
suspects left and ordered them 
to the ground as the investiga-
tion unfolded. 

A police report indicated that 
two victims were inside the rest 
stop lobby when the suspects 
allegedly knocked on the glass 
with a (iajhlight, showed what 
they called a police badge, 
claimed they were investigating 
suspicious behavior and took 
the men to their cars. 

The victims said the suspects 
indicated they needed to search 
for drugs and guns, though 
they allegedly took money from 
the two men. The police report 
said authorities recovered 
money from the suspects. 

Though the victims said one 
of the suspects had produced a 
badge of some sort, the inves-
tigation indicated the defen-
dants weren't law enforcement 
officers and, rather, ended up 
being charged for impersonat-
ing legitimate police officers.

W-W board delays decision on hiring consulting firm 

Free shuttle invites Concours 
visitors to explore Plymouth

Helping get the word out 
about the Wayne-Westland 
Community Schools for many 
years has been the job of 
consultant Group Fifty-Five 
Marketing. But its approval as 
the district's public relations 
consultant is on hold as the 
Wayne-Westland school board 
looks at what the f irm provides 
the district. 

The recommendation came 
up as part of the school board's 
organizational meeting last 
week and ran into difficulty 
when Vice President John Goci 
questioned the services pro-
vided and the cost. 

According to Supt. Greg 
Baracy, the district will pay 
Fifty-Five $80,000 for 2011-
12. Of that money, more than 
40 percent will be used for the 
cost of informational pieces 
that are mailed out to resi-

dents living in and around the 
school dis t r ic t 

"They are our consultant 
for our brand. They get out 
the good words about the dis-
trict," Baracy said. "Without a 
question, $80,000 is a small 
investment for the huge return 
by keeping students in the dis-
trict and bringing in schools 
of choice students. We aver-
age 80-100 new students per 
year and that brings in around 
$800,000.1 feel that's a sig-
nificant amount of money for 
the cost." 

The firm, which counts 
among its clients Comerica, 
Lear Corp., the Michigan 
Lottery, DMC and St. John's 
Health System, does the school 
district's ads for radio and TV 
and video for cable TV shows. 
It also does the mailers for 
schools of choice and kinder-
garten roundup. 

Goci sought to have the rec-
ommendation tabled until the 

September board meeting to 
allow for further study. 

"I had a lot of complaints as 
to where the billboard place-
ments are," Goci said, indicat-
ing that he didn't believe the 
district was getting the most 
for the money it spends with 
Group Fifty-Five. 

His initial motion failed 
by a 3-3 vote, as did a sec-
ond motion to table when 
Treasurer Andrea Clawson 
changed her mind after learn-
ing that the agreement can be 
recommended at a later time. 

Baracy has agreed to pro-
vide board members with data 
showing what Group Fifty-
Five has done for the district 
and the how it has benefitted 
Wayne-Westland. 

"I ask that you get us the 
information as soon as pos-
sible," Trustee Thomas 
Buckalew said.

The 
host of the show claims he did 
nothing wrong because all he 
did was read from a script. 

As a former radio talk-show 
host of a money show, I believe 
there are many issues about 
this that are important to 
examine. 

The first is shame on the host 
Whether he knew that he was 
promoting a scam or not, is 
not the issue. The issue is that 
before any personality promotes

an item they 
need to do their 
homework. 
Unfortunately 
in too many 
cases, celebri-
ties and per-
sonalities give 
endorsements 
not because 
they actually 
think the prod-
uct is good but 

rather because they are paid 
to make an endorsement. It is 
something consumers always 
need to be aware of. 

When I hosted a talk show, 
I always made sure I checked 
the product out from top to bot-
tom before I ever agreed to an 
endorsement. Most people don't 
do this. Their only concern is 
how much they are going to be 
paid for the endorsement. 

The lesson consumers must 
learn is that a great majority 
of celebrity endorsements are 

meaningless. 
Another lesson to be learned 

is about what you hear on the 
radio. When I first started on 
the radio over 20 years ago, 
I was told not to worry about 
advertisers, do the best show 
you can and let everything else 
fall into place. Today, it is the 
exact opposite. Unfortunately, 
today most of the money 
shows are nothing more than 
infomercials used to promote 
whatever an advertiser wants. 
For most of the hosts, personal 
integrity is not an issue. 

The only important issue is 
what the advertiser wants. 

Another lesson to be learned 
from this situation is that 
investors have responsibili-
ties. Anyone who guarantees 
double-digit returns without 
risks is either a liar or clue-
less. Either way don't deal 
with them. I don't care if they 
belong to your church or syna-
gogue or whether they're in the 

same sorority or fraternity — it 
doesn't matter. Affinity scams 
have become so common these 
days that I'm surprised so 
many people still fall for them. 

When we deal with people with 
similar backgrounds, we tend to 
let our guard down. We all like to 
think that if we hare something 
in common with someone the)' 
won't rip us off Unfortunately, 
that's not the case. 

Therefore, no matter what 
the situation is, never be 
afraid to ask questions, check 
things out independently and 
always take your time. Never 
let anyone pressure you into 
something that you don't feel 
comfortable with.

The other day 1 received an 
e-mail from a company 
called Lead Net Ultra Pro 

claiming they had great inter-
national investment oppor-
tunities for me. What a great 
deal. Out of all of the people 
they could have e-mailed for 
this moneymaking opportu-
nity in Korea, they chose me. 

Obviously I'm being sarcas-
tic as this e-mail was surely a 
scam. The sender on the other 
end blindly e-mailed myself 
and who knows how many oth-
ers in order to "fish" out infor-
mation and score some money. 

Just like the e-mails about 
inheriting millions from a 
Nigerian King, this scam was 
easy to spot. But not all scams 
are that obvious. Follow these 
tips to protect yourself on the 
Internet to avoid phishing 
scams and avoid compromising 
your confidential information. 

1. If it sounds too good to be 
true, it probably is. This holds 
true for e-mails, voice mails, 
Facebook messages, Twitter 
pessages and more. There is 
no way to lose 27 pounds of 
belly fat with one simple trick 
and there is no way to win a 
free vacation or other prize. 
If something on the Internet 
looks too good to be true: it is. 
Ignore it, or if it is an e-mail or 
message, delete it and report it 
as spam. 

2. Avoid responding to

While this may seem obvi-
ous, some time the signs aren't 
so clear. Scammers use profes-
sionally sounding voice mail 
messages and have elaborate 
systems set in place to fool 
you into thinking they are the 
real deal. These scammers are 
after your account numbers or 
anything else they can use to 
get to your accounts. Online 
scammers create professional-
ly looking e-mails that are also 
designed to fool consumers. 

3. Pay attention to URLS. 
There is a big difference 
between a URL that starts 
with the characters HTTP and 
the characters HTTPS. HTTP 
stands for hyper text transport 
protocol. To most people that's 
not important. What is impor-
tant is the letter "s" which in 
this case, stands for "secure." 

So if a website begins with 
HTTP with no "s" it means it 
is not a secure site. You should 
never trust financial informa-
tion (credit card or debit card 
info) on unsecure sites. 

4. Always be on alert. 
Scammers will often pose as 
friends, looking to fill jobs or 
real estate agents looking to 
sell houses. Scammers will 
hijack legitimate accounts 
and message contacts so their 
phishing attacks appear more 
credible. So if you ever receive 
a fishy e-mail from a friend 
or colleague make sure to 
confirm their identity before 
giving out any personal infor-
mation. 

Of course, these are just a 
few ways you can avoid phish-
ing scams on the Internet. For 
a more comprehensive list on 
how to stay away from scams 
visit http://www.fraud.org. 
No there's no V in that URL 
to make the site "secure" but 
don't worry — they won't be 
asking for your financial infor-
mation. And if they do, you'll 
already know what to do.

Riding on a 'Wish' 
Cyclists take 300-mile trip to make dreams come true

Bob Polzin's daughter, Theresa, was 
diagnosed with leukemia when she 
was 15 years old and benefitted from a 
young organization called "Make A Wish 
Foundation of Michigan" to get a new bed-
room set from F&M of Canton. 

A couple of years later, Polzin, look-
ing for a way to give back, got involved 
in one of MAWs biggest fundraisers, 
Wish-A-Mile, a 300-mile bicycle trek from 
Traverse City to Chelsea. 

And he's been riding ever since. Polzin 
— and the other two-dozen members of 
his team. Team Header — are in Traverse 
City for Friday's start of the 2011 WAM, 
Polzin's 17th ride. 

His reason for riding is pretty simple. 
"To give back to the kids," Polzin said. 

"(Make A Wish) is an opportunity to give 
families a day or a week to forget about the 
illness. They do a good job for the whole 
family, not just the child with the illness. 
It's all about the kids. It's a tough ride, but 
it's all worthwhile." 

Team Header, which has raised some 
$40,000 this year, features some 25 rid-
ers from divergent backgrounds. The t eam 
includes Theresa's sister, Christina Adkins, 
and her father-in-law, John Henning. 

And Lisa Rozum of Canton said Polzin 
"sucked me in three years ago" and will 
once again join Team Header. The girl 
to whom Team Header is dedicating 
the three-day ride, Kelsie Cullen, is the 
niece of one of Rozum's good friends. 
That makes the ride even more special to 
Rozum. 

"It gives it more of a personal touch," 
Rozum said. "We've made some wrist-
bands with Kelsie's name on them. We 
want to show our support and remember 
why we're riding." 

The grueling, 300-mile ride — the Make A Wish 
Foundation's largest fundraiser — takes a commitment on a 
couple of different levels for the riders. First, they're required 
to commit to a minimum of $900 in donations to get into the 
ride. Secondly, it's a 300-mile ride, requiring training and 
perserverance. 

Team Header trains locally, Polzin said, using local trails and 
Hines Park as riding grounds. It doesn't necessarily prepare 
riders for what lies ahead — "It's not a walk in the park," Rozum 
said — particularly at the northern end, which is far more hilly. 

But sticking to it isn't that tough, Rozum noted, taking into 
consideration some of the illnesses the kids suffer. For instance, 
Kelsie Cullen, now 11, was born with Congenital Disorders of 
Glycosylation, a rare genetic disorder of which only 500 cases 
have been reported worldwide. 

'You mentally walk yourself through it," she said. "You 
remind yourself if they can go through what they're going 
through, you can do this. You realize what they're going 
through and you just suck it up." 

The three-day ride comes to an end at the Chelsea 
Fairgrounds, at the annual "Heroes Hurrah," when some 800 
riders cross the finish line between 11 a.m. and 3 p.m. 

That's the point where Rozum first got attracted to the ride 
several years ago. And it's what keeps her coming back. 

"It's so awesome to see them coming in, and the kids get so 
excited," Rozum said. "Watching that, you just want to be a part 
of it. You want to come back every year and raise more money 
and help more kids. You want to put more smiles on their 
faces."

Where have real jobs gone? 
Within two and a half years, the unem-

ployment rate went from 5,7 percent to 9,1 
percent, a loss of six million jobs. Fourteen 
million people are officially unemployed, but 
unofficially, it's 25 million. In the month of 
May, we added 54,000 new jobs. However, for 
the first week In May alone, we lost 43,000 
jobs. 

Corporate taxation contributes to unem-
ployment, The top U S, corporate tax rate 
is 35 percent while the global average is 25 
percent. This compels corporations to invest 
where rates are lower. 

Furthermore, when a U.S. corporation 
makes a profit in China, it pays China's 25 
percent tax rate. Investing that profit into 
America, a U S, corporation must pay an addi-
tional 10 percent to make up the 35 percent 
U.S. tax rate. Knowing this. U,S. corporations 
keep their investments out of America, 
keeping Chinese employment high and U.S. 
employment low. 

Monetary policy is another problem. To 
reduce interest rates, the Federal Reserve 
purchased a substantial number of bonds in a 
program called Quantitative Easing, This was 
supposed to create jobs by spurring spend-
ing and investments in America, Instead, 
investors borrowed at the Fed's low interest 
rate and invested globally where profits are 
higher. Quantitative Easing not only failed to 
create American jobs but it weakened the U.S, 
dollar and fueled worldwide inflation. The dol-
lar fell by 5,8 percent against major curren-
cies this year, a record since 1995. and global 
inflation rose by 5 percent in 2010, 

Congress belatedly passed the 2011 federal 
budget last April. To avert a shutdown, the 
deficit was reduced negligibly by $39 bil-
lion dollars, resulting in a record deficit of 
$1.6 tri l l ion. Congress has yet to pass a 2012 
budget for the fiscal year beginning in two 
months. 

U S. debt is $14 tril l ion. As new deficits add 
to the debt each year, our debt continues to 
grow unsustainably. Runaway spending and 
debt have real consequences. Standard & 
Poor's, Moody's Investors Service, and Fitch 
Ratings recently warned of U.S. security 
downgrades The downgrade would diminish 
U.S, creditworthiness, raise interest rates, 
and devastate confidence in our economy. 
Already we are experiencing the specter of 
this reality. Since April, the stock market 
plunged by 7 percent. No corporation or small 
business is in any position to hire anyone. 

We can only create real jobs by reducing 
government spending and taxes. This mad-
dening cydeo f spending and taxation must 
stop.

Man on the move: Keshawn 
revs it up for senior year

Once Michigan State's 
Keshawn Martin gets his hands 
on the football, it's a good bet 
Spartans fans will more than 
likely get out of their seats. 

That's because there's nobody 
more exciting on the Big Ten 
gridiron than the fourth-year 
wide receiver and return special-
ist from Westland John Glenn 
High, who is determined to go 
out his senior season with a 
b u g . 

The Inkster native ranks 

eighth in kick returns (1,070 
yards), 12th in punt returns (385 
yards) and 18th in all-purpose 
yards (2,819) on MSU's all-time 
list. 

In 34 games at MSU, he has a 
total of 61 catches for 937 yards 
(15.4-yard average) and has 
rushed for 427 yards (9.5-yard 
average). 

The 5-foot-ll, 185-pound 
Martin has scored 10 career 
TDs, including six by receiving 
and one each via passing, rush-
ing. kickoff and punt return. 

Last season, Martin ranked 

11th nationally in punt returns 
and enjoyed his best pass catch-
ing season with 32 for 394 yards.

penny stock who suddenly 
became a blue chip recruit 
midway through his senior 
year at John Glenn. 

The quarterback had a pen-
chant for making something 
out of nothing and caught the 
eye of college coaches once his 
game tapes were sent out by 
former Glenn athletic director 
Brian Swinehart. 

"Coming out of high school, 
1 really did not envision it," 
Martin said of his Division 
1 career. "Nobody was really 
recruiting me until after my 
(senior) season. To go to a big 
university like Michigan State 
was a blessing and I'm real 
thankful." 

Four years later, Martin has 
taken on more responsibilities 
and now lends a veteran pres-
ence. 

"I feel I can play a bigger 
role, especially my senior sea-
son," he said. "The coaches 
have talked to me about the 
season. I'll still be a playmak-
er, catch the deep ball. Run 
the reverse, be on punt returns 
and kick returns. I just have 
to go out there and do what I 
have to. 

"I just try to work on my 
routes, receiving stuff because 
on kickoff and punt returns 

— that's where I've always had 
the attention and focus. I've 
always had the confidence 
there and I was born to do it. I 
just have to fine-tune that for 
my last year." 

Even though offensive coor-
dinator Don Treadwell left 
during the off-season to take 
the head coaching position at 
Miami (Ohio), MSU's offensive 
philosophy will remain virtu-
ally the same with the excep-
tion of a few new tweaks under 
new coordinator Dan Roushar. 

"I don't think our offense 
will be much different." 
Martin said. "Maybe a little bit 
of different play calling. Every 
time I get the call to pass, or 
make a reverse, I get excited to 
make a big play. 

"I feel I've gotten a little 
faster and stronger. When 
you get stronger, you get more 
durable." 

With the return of third-
year starter Kirk Cousins at 
quarterback, Martin believes 
he'll remain a vital part of 
MSU's offensive scheme. 

"Being a quarterback in 
high school, I kind of know 
what the quarterback expects 
and he (Cousins) has helped 
me a lot," Martin said. "Kirk 
and I hook up sometimes with 
the other receivers. Kirk is 
an intelligent guy who knows 
what he's doing. He's pretty 
laid back, but he's a spark for 

the team. If he gets going, we 
get going." 

LEADS BY EXAMPLE 
Martin is quiet by nature, 

often deferring to others, but 
over the years has come out of 
his shell. 

"I'm still myself, but I've 
taken more of a leadership for 
the team," he said. "I lead by 
example because I'm not a big 
'rah-rah' guy. But if something 
is not going right, I'll say some-
thing." 

Martin is majoring in sociol-
ogy and hopes to get his degree 
by the end of next year. 

"Football is something I 
love to do, it's fun," he said. 
"Studying and stuff some-
times gets tiresome, but my 
mom (TVacy) tells me every 
time when I'm home to get my 
degree." 

In the eyes of NFL scouts. 
Martin might be an under\-al-
ued commodity. He kick and 
punt return skills may land him 
a job. 

"I think about it a lot if. espe-
cially if I do well my senior sea-
son and how it's going to aflect 
me.

looking in as a result. 
"1 made a triple (bogey) the 

last hole, just not knowing," 
he said. "I thought I had to 
make birdie, so 1 took a couple 
risks and ended up taking a 
triple and missing it by a shot. 
1 ended up finishing 35th that 
year." 

Fast forward 11 years to the 
PGA national championship in 
late June and Cairns brought 
a different mindset and 
approach to the stretch drive. 

"I was 20th going into the 
(final) day and then made a 
few birdies on the front nine," 
Cairns said. "I got to a couple 
under through 13 holes and 
knowing the last four holes 
at Hershey are probably the 
hardest holes on the golf 
course. 

'So I got by 15,1 made 
birdie on 15 to go back to a 
couple under and once I got 
there I was like, 'All right, 1 
think 1 got a chance of getting 
through this." 

He said knowing he merely 
needed to shoot par and not 
try to do too much "was peace 
of mind. If I stayed where I 
was, the worst-case scenario 
was I'm going to be where I 
am right now, 20th place. Just 
make the cut and move on." 

POSITIVE CHANGES 
According to Cairns, 

divorced with two children, he 
had to move on in other areas 
of his life to get to where he is 
in 2011. 

"My style of golf I think has 
kind of followed my lifestyle," 
he said. "I used to lead a kind 
of reckless, fun lifestyle and 
it wasn't very conducive to a 
good marriage. 

"So obviously the marriage 
didn't last, unfortunately. But I 
have settled down, both in my 
golf game and my lifestyle." 

On the course, he is calmer 
and better able to deal with 

adversity as it comes his way. 
"Sitting back and looking at 

everything, I think I've got a 
better point of view now than 
I ever have," Cairns said with 
a nod. "Unfortunately, I'm 47, 
not 27. But it's never too late." 

During Michigan tourna-
ments this year, he is averag-
ing just under 71 with his no-
nonsense approach. 

"My strength now is driving 
the golf ball straight, and my 
short game," he said. 

Changes in his life include 
landing his teaching gig at Fox 
Hills, where he works with 
"anyone that wants to learn" 
the game. 

"A lot of people helped me 
make good decisions the last 
three or four years of my life, 
that's what it is," Cairns said. 
"My golf game hasn't gotten 
any better, it's my life that's 
gotten better. 

"Coming here (Fox Hills), 
great place to teach. Jordan 
Young is the director of 
instruction. Jordan gave me 
a great opportunity. He just 
said, 'Hey dude, it's all yours, 
have at it. Just go do what you 
got to do.'" 

STILL LEARNING 
One reason Cairns is able to 

teach the game at the Fox Hills 
Learning Center is because he 
knows what makes a golf stu-
dent tick. In fact, he still con-
siders himself a student. 

"I think I've learned a lot 
more in the game the last five 
years," he said. "I sat back, did 
a lot of reading, did a lot of 
watching. Studied a lot of dif-
ferent techniques. 

"It helped me as a player 
take a broader look at the 
game instead of going 'OK, 
there's only one way, 1 listened 
to one instructor and that's the 
way I play.'" 

Cairns said the elite pros are 
smart enough to not be too 
rigid when trying to figure out 
their next shot 

"If you have opened up your

Car talk 
Concours d'Elegance of 

America brings classic autos 
and their stories to Plymouth

You'll hear facts and figures, 
stats and stories from clas-
sic car owners Sunday, July 
31 at Concours d'Elegance 
of America on the grounds 
of The Inn at St. John in 
Plymouth. 

But Margaret Dunning may 
be the only exhibitor who can 
tell you firsthand experiences 
about driving a classic car 
back in the day. 

"1 had a 1930 Packard. Mine 
was a sedan. When I thought 
of wanting a show car, I said 
it's going to be a Packard," 
said Dunning, 101, explaining 
why she bought the cream-
colored 1930 Packard 740 
roadster that she'll show at the 
elite auto show this weekend. 
"I love Packards. I'm a staunch 
supporter of them. It's the 
fine mechanical engineering 
of it and the excellent quality 
material it's made from. They 
only used superior parts." 

The Plymouth resident 
will show her 1930 con-
vertible classic Packard at 
the elite auto show, from 
10 a.m. to 4 p.m. In addi-
tion to the Packard, which 
she bought about 60 years 
ago from a family in New 
Jersey, Dunning owns a 1966 
Cadillac DeVille, which she 
drives in the Woodward 
Dream Cruise every year, a 
1975 Cadillac Eldorado and a 
1931 Ford Model A. 

She belongs to the Classic 
Car Club of America, which 
defines classic cars as fine or 
distinctive autos produced 
between 1925 and 1948. 

"It's a pretty big tub, I'll 
tell you. It's a very nice ride," 
Dunning said Monday, as her 
friends and fellow vintage 
car owners, Dan Clements 
of South Lyon and Lloyd 
Leach of Northville helped to 
prep and polish the vehicle. 
"Nice appointments. That's 
what makes it different, nice 
appointments."

fashioned in an ivory finish. 
"These were all special when 

you bought the car. You had 
to dish out a little more. This 
is ivory, too, but I've had my 
fingers on them so many times 
they've turned black," she said, 
indicating to a pair of knobs 
on the steering wheel. One 
regulates the gas in lieu of 
using the food pedal and the 
other turns on lights. 

"All the cars had spotlights 
at the time, although you paid 
dearly for them." 

Jewels on top of the head-
lights glow green when the 
lights are turned on. A lock-
ing side compartment on the 
exterior of the car is perfect for 
golf clubs, Dunning said. A red 
leather covered rumble seat 
accommodates two additional 
passengers. 

The driver can grease the 
suspension components from 
inside the car by pulling a

handle to activate the Bijur 
lubricating system. 

"Today they have neoprene 
bushings and stuff like that 
and they go on forever," 
Clements explained. "Back 
then, you couldn't just change 
those. So you had to put grease 
in all the fittings." 

The "straight-eight" (cyl-
inder) engine gave it power 
that many other cars of its day 
didn't have, Dunning said, 
adding that she was able to 
get 'a little better than 90" 

miles per hour out of her own 
Packard 80 years ago. 

YOUNG MOTORIST 
Dunning began "driving" 

from atop her father's lap, 
helping him steer the wheel as 
they travelled the dirt roads 
around the family's farm at 
Plymouth Road and Telegraph 
in Redford. She was eight 
years old when she first drove 
on her own. 

"I put it into the side of 
the barn once. I wasn't tall

enough to get myself down 
to the brakes. It wasn't a real 
disaster. I My dad never said 
anything about it," she recalled 
the accident. 

At 12, she started driving 
on a regular basis in a Model 
T Ford. Her mother was in 
the passenger seat the first 
time she took the car for a 
trip to the Upper Peninsula 
and around Lake Michigan to 
Chicago, 111. 

Although families often took 
their touring cars out on sum-
mer evenings to cool off before 
retiring for the night, young-
sters preferred to race on the 
area's gravel roads. In winter 
they'd spin their cars on icy 
Phoenix Lake near Five Mile 
and Northville Road. 

"You were hoping nobody 
told on you while you were 
out." Dunning said, with a 
laugh. "Mostly we raced. When 
you took Beck Road across 
and got to the railroad tracks, 
they were up quite high. The 
grading went up, very abrupt. 
We'd get up there at the top of 
that thing and shoot right off. 
We'd come down on all four 
wheels and we'd see how far 
we could go. 

"Sometimes cars would tip 
over. Some got killed. It was 
kid stuff, but it was bad. bad 
business." 

Dunning encourages car 
show visitors to ask about 
her car, its history and her 
driving experiences. She 
enjoys sharing stories, but 
asks that adults and children 
keep fingers off the vehicle. 
Fingerprints leave salt which 
eventually can lead to rust. 

"I like to look a the other 
cars. I'm always exhilarated to 
see something new. The people 
are very interesting and they 
are very nice most of the time."

The survey noted, "It's hard to 
believe that Ann Arbor is just about 30 
miles outside of Detroit. Its quality of 
life and economy seem worlds away." 

The survey was done by MSN Real 
Estate and Bert Sperling of Sperling's 
Best Places, evaluating the most 
affordable markets within the nation's 
100 largest metropolitan areas and 
identified livable areas; places where 
unemployment is lower than the 
national average, where commute 
times are short and where there are 
cultural and recreational diversions. 

The survey also notes the University 
of Michigan's presence and well-pay-
ing research and development jobs in 
the car business. There are life-sci-
ences jobs along with a growing infor-
mation technology sector. About 70 
percent of Ann Arbor residents hold a 
bachelor's degree or higher, and medi-
an income tops out at $60,700. 

The survey cites cultural ameni-
ties related to U-M, along with the 
Michigan football team. Cons listed 
for relocation are "brutally cold win-
ters, higher taxes, may be too liberal 
for some." 

Alex Milshteyn, associate broker/ 
Realtor with Edward Surovell Realtors 
on Stadium Boulevard in Ann Arbor, 
had some thoughts on the survey cons. 

"Ann Arbor has the most conserva-
tive liberals I've ever met," he said. "We 
don't have the left, left wing ones." 

"I grew up in this area." Winters are 
OK, Milshteyn said, as are taxes for 
the services. "The city has over 150 
parks. I don't think taxes are high at 
all. For the environment you live in, I 
think they're extremely reasonable." 

He noted the cultural amenities 
and diversity including such events 
as a Native American powwow. "We 
have a huge Asian population that 
brings so much culture into Ann 
Arbor. Whatever cultural experience 
you want to have, you can have in Ann 
Arbor."

becoming home to a lot of retirees, 
said Milshteyn, who's working with 
couple right now relocating from 
Rochester, N.Y. Their son went to U-M 
10 years ago. 

"When he was here, they said 'We 
are going to retire to Ann Arbor.'" 

Milshteyn didn't agree with the 
survey's negative views of Ann Arbor 
being 30 minutes from Detroit. " I 
always say T wish we were closer.'" 
He has some friends who've left Ann 
Arbor for Detroit, where it costs less 
to live. 

"It's a great amenity to have so 
close to Ann Arbor. I think it's a big 
plus having it so close." 

He lives in Ann Arbor, is 28 and 
was recently honored as a "30 Under 
30" winner for Realtor magazine of 
the National Association of Realtors. 
He served as president last year 
of the Ann Arbor Area Board of 
Realtors. 

"It's good news for Ann Arbor and I 
think it's good news for Michigan," he 
said of Ann Arbor's ranking. "We're a 
diversified economy and we're going 

to get Michigan out of the recession." 
Dale E. Smith, CEO of the Western 

Wayne Oakland County Association 
of Realtors, said "It certainly is" a 
plus, being close to Detroit. "The 
whole area that we're residing in is 
here because of Detroit. The fact 
that they're having problems doesn't 
diminish its value." 

Detroit remains a major transpor-
tation hub. Smith said. "It still plays 
a major role. It is pretty short-sighted 
if people don't support it and get 
Detroit back on its feet."

Chinese 
provinces 
have some 
autonomy

0:1 understand that there are 
some provinces In China where a 
company can Invest In residential 
property without any limitations 
Imposed by the government, 
besides Hong Kong. Do you have 
any Information? 

A: There are several 
provinces in China, 
particularly in the Southwest 
area, which are basically 
autonomous in regard to 
government intervention 

because of their 
relatively rural 
nature. There is 
no limitation by 
the government 
on the owning 
the residential 
properties 
or the time 
during which 
the properties 
can be owned 

by an individual which gives 
you much more flexibility 
in terms of purchasing real 
estate. Indeed, in Hong 
Kong, which is almost totally 
autonomous from China, real 
estate can be purchased easily 
and there are many American 
real estate companies offering 
services. Indeed, there is an 
opportunity for speculation 
on the best of residential 
properties although there 
is a tremendous amount 
of construction going on, 
both privately and by the 
Government throughout 
China in regard to residential 
housing, particularly high 

0:1 am going to be spending some 
time in China, particularly Beijing, 
for business, and I am wondering 
whether you have any knowledge 
of the apartment/condo structure 
there. 

A: Fortunately, I can tell you 
that I have done an extensive 
investigation of the residential 
opportunities in a good part of 
China having recently visited 
there. In Beijing, the capital 
of China, the government has 
a tight rein on the residential 
real estate market. Indeed, 
all of the land in residential 
situations is owned by the 
government and although there 
are magnificent high rises, the 
government imposes a 70-year 
limitation on the ownership 
of what we would call a 
condominium unit. However, 
you can purchase your interest 
in the condominium unit and 
transfer it to someone else 
subject to the Government's 
approval. You can also seek any 
extension of the 70-year limit 
if the time period is running 
out from the initial time of 
construction or conversion in 
order to secure your position. 
It is unbelievable the amount 
of high rises which engross 
Beijing. Of course, the price 
of the units depends upon 
the location to the center of 
the City as well as, of course, 
certain amenities. I am advised 
that government officials, 
unfortunately, seem to get the 
better apartments, but there 
are real estate agents that 
you can deal with in order to 
find a place suitable for you. 
The public transportation is 
excellent including subways 
and now, high speed rail.
